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Are You Really Saved?

Many people go through life unconcerned about eternity assuming that
they and most everyone else will just automatically be saved at the end of
time. But we can learn the truth of this from Jesus. Someone once put this
question to him: “Lord, are they few that are saved?” (Luke 13:23). He
answered in part: “Strive to enter in by the narrow door; for many, I say
unto you, shall seek to enter in, and shall not be able” (v. 24).

A sad scene of Judgment Day is presented to us by Jesus in Matthew
7:22, 23. He tells us: “Many will say unto me in that day, Lord, Lord, did
we not prophesy by thy name, and by thy name cast out demons, and by
thy name do many mighty works? And then I will profess unto you them, I
never knew you; depart from me, ye that work iniquity.”

It would be horrible to be lost and to know that you're lost, but it seems
even a worse tragedy to go through life thinking you're saved when you're
actually lost. That's the situation with these people Jesus mentions. They
had the marks of being religious, and they expected to go to heaven. But
they were woefully mistaken, and they discovered it too late.

All of us who expect to be with the Lord in
eternity must take this admonition seriously. It might be that we have only
thought we are saved when actually we are lost.

DO NOT MAIL
your proxy vote to LEC. Do
NOT sign the front, sign ONLY
on the back.

It is strictly my opinion, as
evidenced by the proposed
merger with Cap Rock electric,
that the present Board of Direc-
tors do not have the best inter-
est of the Co-op at heart. There
are too many unanswered ques-
tions regarding the proposed

rnerger. Will someone honestly

explain to me how AND why the
board members will be entitled
to approximately $60,000.00
each? The board members are
NOT employees, they are just
plain Jane regular people
(working class) just like you and
me. If this proposed merger
were to go through, why cannot
all members of LEC receive
compensation also? I pay my
bill just like everyone else so I
feel, along with you, are as en-
titled to compensation just as
each board member.
