She later enrolled in the Ros­
well High VICA dental assisting 
course, which allowed her to work 
16 hours a week while going to 
school.

She plans to begin work this 
fall at Amarillo College for a de­
gree in dental hygiene.

cleaner streets later this month 
with the aid of federal excess pro­
perty “frozen” by the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commission.

Billy Taylor, economic develop­
ment administrator for PRPC, said 
he located the street cleaning eq­
uipment at Fort Bliss at El Paso. 
The two Panhandle communities 
had requested the equipment 
prior to the “freeze.”

The “freezing” of excess pro­
perty by PRPC means no other 
agency may lay claim to the eq­
uipment. Taylor said the property 
is no longer used by the federal 
government, therefore it is made 
available to various communities 
through the Economic Develop­
ment Administration.
