A native of Decatur, Judge Rat­
liff moved to Dickens County in 
1933. He was married to the form­
er Marie Bybee on March 12, 
1933. in Hollis, Okla.

Judge Ratliff served as county 
attorney in Dickens County from 
1934 to 1942, and assumed the 
110th District Court bench in 1957.

He was a member of the Texas 
Bar Association, and was admit­
ted to practice before the Su­
preme Court.

He also was on the Board of 
Stewards of the First United 
Methodist Church at Spur.

The family has suggested me­
morials to the L. D. Ratliff Schol­
arship Fund at the Texas Tech 
School of Law in Lubbock.
Judge Ratliff is ¡survived by his 
wife; a daughter; five brothers;

Your community’s ambulance 
service has a need for Emergency 
Medical Technicians. In view of 
legislation which is currently 
pending, the ambulance service 
could cease to exist without Em­
ergency Medical Technicians in 
the community.

In cooperation with Amarillo 
College, the ambulance services 
in Turkey, Quitaque and Silver- 
ton have made arrangements to 
have an Emergency Medical Tech­
nician Course taught in Silverton, 
if there are enough interested 
people to take the course. It 
would be taught two nights a 
week, probably from 7:00 until 
10:00 p.m. on Tuesdays and Thurs­
days, for fourteen weeks begin­
ning in March. While the course 
is expensive, funding is to be pro­
vided for all of the participants, 
including books which each in­
dividual will retain at the com­
pletion of the course.

This is an intensive training 
course in emergency situations 
and will be quite valuable train­
ing. Both men and women are be­
ing encouraged to take the course. 
There will be no travel except to 
the classes in Silverton and for 
the portion of the course which 
is conducted in the emergency 
room o f a hospital.

This is a rare opportunity to be 
able to have this training so close 
to home and with the expense of 
the course and books paid. If you 
would be willing to enter this 
training, you are encouraged to 
contact Eugene Ferguson in Tur­
key, James Brunson in Quitaque 
or Jerry Patton in Silverton.

The class will be limited to 36, 
and the ambulance service per­
sonnel and firemen will be the 
first admitted to the class. Oth­
ers will be taken on a first-come, 
first-served basis to fill the class.

Re­
search is unravelling some of the 
mysteries which eventually will 
lead to new methods of treatment 
and prevention and, hopefully, 
cures. Educational and community 
programs are being held here and 
across the country to make re­
sidents aware of heart disease and 
provide up-to-date, heart saving in­
formation.”  Mrs. Hutsell added that 
although the American Heart As­
sociation has scored major a- 
chievements in combating the na­
tion’s number one killer, more 
help is needed to reduce the death 
toll due to cardiovascular diseases.

School Clarifies 
Lunch Program

The Silverton School serves nu­
tritious meals every school day. 
Students may buy lunch for 65 
cents.

Children from families whose 
income is , at or below levels 
shown on the accompanying scale 
are eligible for free or reduced 
price meals. The reduced price 
for lunch is 20 cents. If your in­
come is greater than those shown, 
but you have unusually high med­
ical bills, shelter costs in excess 
of 30 percent of your income, spe­
cial education expenses due to 
the mental or physical condition 
of a child, or disaster or casualty 
losses, your children may still be 
eligible.

The school children of parents 
or guardians who become unem­
ployed are eligible for free or re­
duced price meals and free milk 
during the period of unemploy­
ment, provided that the loss of 
income causes the family income 
during the period of unemploy­
ment to be at or below the levels 
shown on the scale.

To apply at any time during the 
year for free meals and free milk 
or reduced price meals for your 
children, complete the attached 
application and return it to the 
school. Within ten days of receiv­
ing your application, the princi­
pal will let you know whether or 
not your children are eligible. If 
you do not agree with the school’s 
decision you have a rigtt to a fair 
hearing. This can be done by call­
ing or writing O. C. Rampley, 
Box 597, Silverton, Texas 79257 
806-823-2476.

In certain cases foster children 
are also eligible for these bene­
fits. If you have foster children 
living with you and wish to apply 
for such meals and milk for them, 
please notify the school or indi­
cate it on the application.

All children are treated the 
same regardless of ability to pay. 
In the operation of child feeding 
programs, no child will be dis­
criminated against because of 
race, sex, color, or national ori­
gin.
