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On January 1, 1976 a law ‘af-
fecting millions of Americans
took effect. It is the Employee
Retirement Income Security Act,
better known as “ERISA.”

The law affects virtually every
private enterprise pension or pro-
fit sharing plan in existence. It
sets a vast and complicated set of
rules and standards.

The new law is so stringent that
many experts in the field say
there will be few new pension
plans established until all of the
ramifications are known. That
may take years, they say. At the
same time, many smaller plans
are being terminated because it is
difficult for them to meet the
ERISA standards.

The same law, however, per-
mits individuals who are not co-
vered by formal pension plans—
not counting social security—to
establish their own retirement
programs.

These are called Individual Re-
tirement Accounts, or more com-
monly, IRAs. Individuals can de-
posit up to $1,500 a year at the
bank in their IRA, and take the
deposit as a personal income tax
deduction.

The individual does not have to
pay taxes on an IRA until he or
she begins drawing the retirement
benefits, and that is generally at
a lower tax rate.
