Welfare Depariment
Seeking Fosfer
Home For Adulfs

The State Department of Public
Welfare is looking for foster ho-
mes for low-income aged, blind, or
disabled adults whose homes are
no longer safe, or who, for one
reason or another, have no homes.

“When aged or disabled adults
are no longer able to live in their
own homes, they are faced with
the choice of living with friends
or relatives or moving into an in-
stitition,” according to Mary Ann
Lemons, welfare department so-
cial service worker at Memphis,
Texas. “Unfortunately, the choice
is not always there. In the absence
of friends or family, many are sent
unnecessarily to institutions, such
as mental institutions or nursing

“However, the welfare depart-
ment is trying to give those indi-
viduals another choice with the
foster home program,” Ms. Lemons
continued. “This is for ambula-
tory people who need shelter and
some help with activities of daily
living. /

“We are seeking warm hearted
people who have room in their
homes for one to three aged or
disabled persons who are not re-
lated to them. The foster family
must be willing to help provide
opportunities for social, recreation-
al and religious activities as ap-
propriate, as well as room and
board. It is, really, a family-shar-
ing program which would enrich
the lives' of all concerned.”

Cost of the care is shared by
the individual and the welfare de-
partment. Pay;nent to the foster
family is $220 per person per
month.
