At the end of 
three periods, the score was tied 
at 37-37, and with one second to 
go in the game the score was tied 
at 52-52. One of the Sands play­
ers went up for a shot, an Owl 
tried to block the shot and fouled, 
and the Sands player hit both of 
his charity tosses — something 
which the Owls just didn’t do in 
the game.

Commonly called the FDIC, 
the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation was created by Con­
gress in the Bank Act of 1933, 
and became effective on the first 
of January, 1934, during the 
depths of the Great Depression.

Deposits in virtually all banks 
in the country are insured up to 
$40,000 by this agency of the fed­
eral government. Coverage extends 
to bank checking accounts, savings 
accounts and certificates of de­
posit.

Increases in the amount of the 
insurance stand as something of 
a yardstick to measure the afflu­
ence and savings habits of Amer­
icans. When the FDIC first be­
gan insuring accounts the limit 
was $2,500. That amount has 
steadily increased up to the pre­
sent level which went into effect 
on November 27, 1974.

Contrary to some misconcep­
tions, this valuable service is not 
financed by the government, but 
rather by the banks themselves. 
Presently, banks are assessed one- 
half of one percent of their year- 
end deposits.
