Mayfield Throws 
Discus 183-4 At 
Cyclone Relays

Those who attended Saturday’s 
Cyclone Relays in Memphis won’t 
soon forget the discus competition.

Many learned several years ago, 
when Marvin Self was tossing the 
platter for Silverton High School, 
that it was a good idea to park 
their cars a little farther away 
from the discus-throwing area 
than they’d done in the past.

Saturday, another Silverton dis­
cus thrower, Dayne Mayfield, used 
his last attempt in the finals to 
unleash his best throw. It sailed 
up, levelled off, caught the wind, 
and came back to earth 183-4 la-

“ There was just a little bit of 
wind,”  says Owl track coach Wel­
don McCord, “ not too much. Be­
fore, he wasn’t getting it up 
and getting it to , turn and sail 
with the wind. This one caught 
the wind just right, and I thou­
ght it’d never come down.”

Mayfield’s toss erased the 172- 
3 meet record set in 1972 by Self, 
who won the state shot and discus 

'v titles as a senior. Mayfield’s 
throw also erased Self’s school 
record of 176-9 established in 1972.

But more important, Saturday’s 
meet-winning toss makes Mayfield 
the Panhandle area’s second-long­
est schoolboy discus thrower in 
history.

Pampa’s Randy Matson rests 
atop the shot and discus list. Mat- 
son as a senior whipped the plat­
ter 199-4 on a sloping field to 
win the Region 1-AAAA title. He 
had a 193-1 legal best.

Floydada’s Leslie Soto used a 
windy day in 1975 to throw 183- 
2. Tascosa’s Spencer Johnson tos­
sed 181-8 in 1959, the school’s first 
year of existence, and still hlods 
the Amarillo city record. They 
were the top threats to Matson 
before Saturday.

Mayfield, the Class A state cha­
mpion as a sophmore, hit a 170- 
7 best last year, qualified for the 
state meet, but failed to place. 
He was hampered much of last 
season by a sore wrist, one he 
broke playing football.

‘We just quit throwing the shot 
this year, because the wrist was 
hurting him,”  McCord said. “ He’s 
finally gotten back on his weights 
now.

“ We had been talking about 
getting 180, now we’ll see if he 
can go to 190. If he can get 
It.”

Mayfield’s throw Saturday would 
rank him second among the sta­
te’s discus throwers based on last 
week’s honor roll. Only El Paso 
Burges’ Dan Hunter 185-11) ow­
ned a better throw.

Mayfield previously has comp­
eted in Class A, but this year, 
Silverton has been reclassified into 
class B. Ironically, the area’s 
top two discus throwers are from 
Class B.

Wheeler’s Jim Verden won 
Friday at Lefors with 160-7 and 
took over the shot putt lead with 
a 53-2% toss, almost four feet far­
ther than his previous season best.

Mayfield is a senior and honor 
student in Silverton High School.

Trees Require
Infrequent
Fertilizations

COLLEGE STATION — Elegant 
shade trees that enhance many 
yards are often,' overlooked at fert­
ilizing time. However, a land
scape specialist for the Texas Ag­
riculture Extension Service says 
that most trees can tolerate the 
neglect and only require fertilizer 
every few years.

“ Most trees need to be fertilized 
only about once once every three 
years,”  says Everett Janne.
“ However, trees that have their 
roots confined by streets, curbs 
or other structures should be fert­
ilized more often.”

He cautions against overfertil­
ization as it may cause excessive 
top growth, making the tree vul­
nerable to storm damage.

Janne recommends fertilizing a 
tree on the basis of its branch 
spread. For every 1,000 square 
feet of branches, apply about six 
pounds of actual nitrogen. This 
would mean 50 pounds of a fert­
ilizer with an analysis of 12-12- 
12 (.12 x 50 equals 6).

“ Regular lawn fertilizer is fine 
for your shade trees,”  says Janne, 
“ but the applications are the most 
beneficial when applied in three 
separate doses.”

He recommends the first appli­
cation in late fall, the second in 
spring just before new growth 
begins, and the last feeding in 
the summer.

“ To assure that the tree gets 
the complete value from the nutr­
ients,1 apply the fertilizer evenly 
beneath the branch spread and 
then water the soil thoroughly,”  
Janne advises.

A fact Sheet on “ Fertilizing Wo­
ody Ornamental”  provides de­
tailed information for interested 
gardeners. A copy may be ob­
tained from any county Extension 
office, adds the horticulturist.

Threatening weather in the Sil- 
verton vicinity Sunday afternoon 
caused many residents to turn 
their eyes skyward, and the phe­
nomenon they witnessed was a 
“ first” experience for many.

Ñaman Condemns 
Farm Program

Texas Farmers Union President 
Jay Ñaman of Waco issued a stat­
ement today condemning the farm 
policy recommendations of the 
Carter Administration. The state 
farm organization president term­
ed the proposals released last 
week “ shocking”  and “ demoral­
izing” .

“ The Administration’s price and 
income support programs, announ­
ced last week, amount to a repud­
iation of the ‘cost of production’ 
commitments which candidate Ca­
rter made during the campaign. 
They reflect a total lack of under­
standing of what is needed to

assure a healthly agriculture and 
an abundant supply of foods,”  
Naman said.

“ Texas farmers are shocked and 
demoralized to think that they 
would be written-off by an admin­
istration which carried the rural 
areas of Texas because of its, 
strong commitment to farm in­
come improvement. They are dis­
gusted that they are being offered 
nothing more than a continuation 
of a ‘boom and bust’ type agricul­
ture, a continuation of the Butz 
policies. There is little new in 
the Carter Administration recom­
mendations, but rather a promise

Stand-By 7
Is Continuing

Based on the previous year’s 
success in assisting farmer-cust­
omers, International Harvester 
dealer Brown-McMurtry Implem­
ent Co. is again providing special 
parts and service for area farmers 
during planting time.

They 
are irate over the price ceilings 
established in the new farm re­
commendations which could im­
pose a cap at less than the cost 
of procuction. The Carter farm 
policy recommendations are ir­
responsible and violate the trust 
which the Administration should 
have kept with the American far­
mer.”

The state farm leader went on 
to explain that a plane load of 
Texas farmers would be in 
Washington this week to discuss 
the farm program recommendat­
ions with leaders in Congress and 
the Administration. He explained 
that Farmers Union would be lo­
oking to Congress to rectify the 
serious distortions in the Carter 
farm policy recommendations.

“ The farmers from Texas that 
will be visiting in Washington this 
week under the auspices of the 
National Farmers Union Fly-In 
will be anxious to discuss with 
Secretary Bergland and the Ad­
ministration some of the shortcom­
ings in the Administration’s pro­
gram. They will also visit with 
their members of Congress in 
an effort to build support for a 
meaningful farm bill.”

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GROWING CROP WITH LIMITED
WATER NOT NEW TO FARMERS

Bushland, Texas -- Growing as 
much crop as possible with limited

water as the name of the farming 
game in West Texas.

Alternating irrigated and dry­
land wheat on the same field 
will increase wheat yield accord­
ing to Dr. Paul Unger, USD A 
Soil Scientist at Bushland. Studies 
conducted over 4 years show that 
this system will increase total yi­
eld about 10 percent over cont­
inuous dryland or continuous irr­
igated wheat on separate fields. 
Alternating dryland and irrigated 
wheat averaged 52 bushels per 
acre while continuous dryland and 
irrigated wheat averaged 4? bush­
els per acre when the same sized 
areas were in dryland and irrig­
ated wheat.

Prior to starting this research, 
the Agricultural Research Service 
Scientist had found that some wa­
ter remained in the soil after irri­
gated wheat was harvested. Some 
of this water usually percolates 
out of the root zone when fields 
are irrigated each year. This 
would not happen if the extra 
soil moisture was utilized by a 
dryland crop. Unger said, “ Dry­
land studies at Bushland by Dr. 
Wendall Johnson show that an in­
ch of moisture in the soil will 
produce 3 bushels of wheat per 
acre.”

Unger’s experiment was desig­
ned to test the supposition that 
dryland wheat would benefit from 
soil water remaining after an irr- 
gated crop. In addition, he ch­
ecked disking and sweeping for 
tillage in both the continuous and 
the alternating systems. With irr­
igation, beds were formed prior 
to planting with either tillage met­
hod. Dryland plots were left flat. 
Ammonium nitrate fertilizer was 
used. Irrigated plots received 120 
pounds per acre of nitrogen. Dry­
land areas following irrigations 
got 40 pounds per acre of nitrogen. 
Tascosa wheat was planted at 30 
pounds per acre on dryland. One 
bushel per acre of TAM-101 was 
planted for irrigation.

Unger found that sweep tillage 
increased irrigated wheat yields 
4 bushels per acre over disk till­
age. Continuously irrigated wheat 
tilled with a disk produced 65 
bushels of wheat per acre. Irr­
igated wheat that was plowed with 
sweeps made 69 bushels per acre 
when it followed a dryland crop. 
The 4-bushel-oer-acre increase was 
a bonus Dr. Unger did not expect. 
Soil moisture measurements pro­
ved that sweep plowing stored 
more soil moisture between crops 
than, disking.

Tillage tool did not make any 
difference on drvland wheat yield. 
However, continuous dry land

wheat tilled with sweeps yielded 
31 bushels per acre while dryland 
wheat following irrigated wheat 
yielded 35 bushels per acre.

Average yield for continuous 
dryland and continuous irrigated 
wheat grown on separate areas 
was 47 bushels per acre. Where 
dryland and irrigated wheat were 
alternated, yield increased to 52 
bushels per acre. Unger states 
that this extra 5 bushels per acre 
of wheat is profit. The alternate 
system took the same amount of 
irrigated water as continuously ir- 
rugated wheat, provided equal ar­
eas were irrigated. “ Farmers hav­
ing a lot more land than irrigation 
water will find that alternating 
irrigated wheat with dryland wh­
eat will pay dividends,”  Unger 
said.

Preservers Before 
Heading To Lakes

The aged life preserver which 
has been sitting in your attic all 
winter probably needs some atten­
tion before use in another season 
of boating and other water sports.

Water safety officials at the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment remind boaters that game 
wardens check personal flotation 
devices (PFDs) on state waters 
and the devices are required to 
be in serviceable condition.

Fabric on PFDs wears after ye­
ars of service. Yank on the st­
raps. If the fabric tears, it’s
rotten and the jacket or cushion
should be replaced.

Many lifesaving devices are fil­
led with kapok, a material which 
remains bouyant only as long as 
its dry. The Kapok bags 
inside should be light and fluffy. 
If ¡the preserver feels heavy, one 
of the bags may have ruptured 
and be waterlogged.

As the weather warms, Parks 
and Wildlife Department game 
wardens plan to devote more time 
and personnel to patrolling Texas’ 
inland and coastal waters.

During the summer months the 
most common off°TTsos wardens 
come across are failure to have 
oroper number of PFDs for each 
nerson on board a boat, and lack 
of service ability of the devices.
