Beef Referendum 
Sef For July 5-15

James Griffin, executive direct­
or for the Briscoe County Agricult­
ural Stablization and Conservation 
Service, reminded all registered 
beef producers of their right to 
vote on the beef research and 
information order July 5-15.

If over half the registered prod­
ucers vote and two-thirds of those 
voting approve a beef research 
and information order, the Secre­
tary of Agriculture would appoint 
a beef board, composed of not 
more than 68 beef producers, from 
names submitted by producer or­
ganizations. The board would col­
lect assessments on the sale of 
cattle and use the funds to prom­
ote beef research and information. 
The law sets the maximum assess­
ment at one-half of one percent 
of live animal value.

“ Producers can vote in person 
at the county office or by mail,”  
said Griffin.

“ Those who want to vote by 
mail will have to get their re­
quest to the county office by June 
17.”

For the beef research and infor­
mation order to become effective, 
at least half of the registered 
two-thirds of those voting'* must 
approve the order.

Wheat Acreage 
Reports Needed

Your local ASC Office has re­
peatedly told you that wheat 
and feed grain acreage reports 
were not needed, unless a disas­
ter or low yield situation develops. 
Regulations have changed and a 
report of acres for all crops is 
now necessary.

This change was brought about 
by action in both the House and 
Senate Agriculture Committees. 
They have both reported out farm 
bills which provide for probable 
set-aside for 1978 crops. If im­
plemented, the acreage required 
to be set-aside may be based 
on a percentage of the acreage 
planted for harvest in 1977.

This makes it necessary to ob­
tain acreage reports and the re­
port on wheat acres is needed 
prior to harvest. This leaves us 
very little time to measure and 
certify this particular crop.

Those producers who grazed out 
some wheat have already done 
this, others who have wheat and 
barley, hopefully will measure and 
certify, by not later than the 20th 
of June.

in a study of hail damage to 
solar mirrors.

If you have some hailstones the 
engineers can pick up, Dr. Mil 
ton L. Smith of the Industrial 
Engineering Department urges 
you to call or write him. Call 
collect at (806) 742-3404, or write 
Dr. Smith at the department, Coll 
ege of Engineering, Texas Tech 
University, 79049.

A part of the Texas Tech solar 
energy research project at Crosby- 
ton, the hail damage study re­
quires golfball-size or larger hail­
stones. As Smith said, “ the larger 
the better.”

Smith and associates Dr. Joseph 
E. Minor and Lynn Beason, both 
in the Civil Engineering Depart­
ment, will fire the hailstones 
from an air gun at sample solar 
mirror glass.

“ We can fire the hailstones 
at the approximate velocity' with 
which they would fall in a hail 
storm,”  Smith said.

“ For example, a two-and-a-half- 
inch hailstone would fall at the 
speed of about 150 miles 
per hour. Smaller hail of course 
would fall at slower speeds. We 
can duplicate these conditions.”

The researchers will then assess 
the damage caused by the artifi­
cial hail storm. Later they will 
try to devise means to reduce 
hail damage to constantly expos­
ed solar mirrors.

“ Glass windows are ordinarily 
vertical, but solar collectors form 
a concave dish at times horizon­
tal, or almost so, to the sky, 
and thus more exposed to hail 
storms.

Results of the research will be 
helpful to scientists studying the 
feasibility of locating a solar-pow­
ered electricity plant at Crosbyton 
or anywhere else. Also, individ­
ual solar-energy homes with roof 
collectors will benefit from the 
weather-oriented information, Sm­
ith said.

The engineer outlined how to 
collect the hailstones.

“ The hailstones must be collect­
ed soon after they fall and before 
they begin to melt. It is desir­
able to wrap each stone separa­
tely, preferably in wax paper, and 
then place them all in plastic

Area May Be 
Eligible For 
Diasler Loans

Rural areas that have suffered 
substantial losses and hardships 
due to a diminished water supply 
caused by abnormal drought cond­
itions may be eligible for loans 
and grants from Farmers Home 
Administration (FmHA).

The loans and grants are part 
of a program Of special Federal 
assistance to drought-stricken ar­
eas announced recently by Pres­
ident Carter, according to George 
H. James, Jr., FmHA County Sup­
ervisor for Swisher and Briscoe 
Counties. FmHA is a rural cred­
it service of the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture (USDA).

The special FmHA loans and 
grants may be made to eligible 
applicants in Federally designated 
drought disaster areas when need­
ed to provide an adequate water 
supply to those communities fac­
ed with severe problems as a 
result of the drought conditions.

Assistance may be provided for 
the construction, enlargement, ex­
tension, or improvement of water 
facilities to improve drought cau­
sed 1 problems. This assistance 
may include, but would not b e . 
limited to deepening existing wel­
ls, drilling new wells, developing 
a new water source or extending 
water supply lines to other water 
sources.

The deadline for applications 
and certification of eligibility is 
September 30, 1977. Projects must 
be completed by November 30, 
1977. The special FmHA aid will 
come from funds in addition to th­
ose already allocated for the curr­
ent fiscal year for FmHA’s Wat­
er and Waste Disposal loan and 
grant program. The supplemental 
appropriation provides $150 million 
for loans and $75 million for gi­
ants.

FmHA makes loans for water 
and waste disposal systems in rur­
al areas , and communities of up to 
10,000 population to public bodies 
and non-profit organizations. Lo­
ans are made at 5 percent inter­
est and for up to 40 years. FmHA 
also may make grants of up 
to half of the eligible project deve­
lopment cost if needed to bring 
user fees to a reasonable level. 
Applicants must be unable to get 
credit from other lenders.

Bentsen Seeks 
Drilling On 
Atlantic Coast Bill

Senator Lloyd Bentsen Monday 
said he will push for early pass­
age of legislation to overturn a 
court ruling that has harped drill­
ing for oil and gas in the Atlant­
ic Ocean, off the Eastern U. S.

Bentsen is cosponsoring a bill to 
validate existing oil and gas leases 
in the Baltimore Canyon, which 
lies in the Atlantic Ocean.

/“ The best available estimates 
are that Baltimore Canyon may 
.produce as much as 1.4 billion 
barrels of oil and 9 trillion feet of 
natural gas; production that is 
sorely needed in this time of ener­
gy shortage,”  Bentsen said.

Exploration in the canyon has 
been held up by the decision of 
U. S. District Court Judge Jack 
Weinstein in New York in a suit 
brought by politicians and other 
East Coast residents.

Last week Interior Secretary 
Cecil Andrus announced that a 
new lease sale would not be held 
until December 1978.

“ It isn’t fair for them to come 
in and drill off the Texas Coast 
and then block efforts to drill off 
their own coast,”  Bentsen said.

“ Texas has shown, through our 
experience with off-shore drilling, 
that you can increase the supply 
of energy and still protect the 
environment.”  \

Senator Bentsen pointed out that 
in the Gulf Coast Outer Continent­
al Shelf area, from 1971-75, there 
was no oil spill of more than 
50 barrels even though 4,105 new 
wells were drilled.

The legislation Bentsen is co­
sponsoring would allow explorat­
ion to begin immediately by rati­
fying existing leases. Before prod­
uction could begin, however, the 
driller would have to submit plans 
for production and development 
to assure that adequate steps are 
being taken to protect the environ­
ment.

Is Your Number Up!
If your blood pressure is 120 

over 80, what does it mean?
For persons betwee nages 18 and 

and 45, it would probably mean 
a normal blood pressure.

It’s important to know, however- 
beeause high blood pressure can 
be very dangerous, if npt proper­
ly treated, Carla Shearer, a health 
education specialist, warns.

Years of untreated high blood 
and blood vessels. It is the 
pressure can damage the heart 
leading cause of heart disease, 
it contributes to almost 300.000 
deaths annually in this country, 
s'»e added.

Ms. Shearer is with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
The Texas A&M University Sys­
tem.

“ Unfortunately, less than half 
of the people who have high 
blood pressure know it—yet phy­
sicians recommend regular blood 
pressure checkups for everyone, 
even children,”  Ms. Shearer said.

Blood pressure is the amount 
of force required to circulate blood 
through ~the body.

The top number (systolic) mea­
sures the force of the heart 
The bottom number (diastolic) 
measures the pressure of blood 
against the vessel walls when the 
heart is relaxing between beats.

Normal pressures range from 
90 over 60 to 140 over 90. Gen­
erally speaking, a blood pressure 
reading of 120 over 80 .is normal 
for an adult between the ages 
of 18 and 45.

Blood pressure varies not only 
from person to person, but also 
in the same person at different 
times. Throughout the day a 
person’s blood pressure will vary 
and may even be higher than 
140/90. It is only when it is 
h i g h  a n d  s t a y s  h i g h  
most of the time that a person 
is considered to have high blood 
pressure, she explained.

PROSPECTIVE BUYERS 
W ARNED TO  CHECK SALES 
TA X  L IA B ILITY

Comptroller Bob Bullock again 
warned investors Tuesday that if 
they are interested in buying a 
Texas business they will be 
smart to check carefully to see 
if the business owes the state 
delinquent sales taxes. - 

“ Without checking, it’s like buy­
ing a pig in a poke,”  said Bul­
lock. “ It’s just not a happy ev­
ent to buy a business, open up 
shop and then get a fat bill 
for delinquent sales taxes before 
you get started.”

Bullock said the sales tax law 
makes the new ¡owner respons­
ible for any delinquency run up by 
previous owners.

He urged the news media to 
help get the warning out to all 
potential business investors.

Bullock noted that his office has 
changed procedures to make it 
easier for business buyers to get 
delinquency information quickly.

“ We have also put out news 
releases, news columns and public 
service lad®, but this unfortu­
nate occurrence is still too com­
mon,”  said Bullock. “ It’s a sad 
story, but unfortunately one we 
can do nothing about other than 
issue warnings.”

The Comptroller said the law 
actually requires the new owner 
to withhold /the amount of any 
delinquent taxes from the purch­
ase price of the business but as a 
practical matter many deals are 
already closed and paid before 
the new owner finds out about 
the back taxes.

Bullock urged every potential 
buyer of a business to contact the 
nearest Comptroller’s field office 
early during purchase negotiat­
ions to make certain there is no 
outstanding delinquency.

“ It ought to be as automatic 
as checking for clear title when 
buying a new home,”  he said.

Home Can 
Save Energy 
During Vacations

A home can save energy for 
its vacationing owners-if they vili 
take five conservation steps be­
fore walking out the door.

Claudia Kerbel, consumer infor­
mation specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
The Texas A & M  University 
System, advises the following:

Turn off all unnecessary appli­
ances. Unplug an “ instant-on”  
TV or timed coffee pots and clock 
radios.

If you’ll be gone more than 
a week, consider turning ¡off your 
refrigerator. If you do, remem­
ber to unscrew the interior light 
bulb and prop the door open so 
mildrew won’t form. If you prefer 
to leave the refrigerator running, 
put it on a warmer setting-and 
be sure no foods are left that 
will spoil at the warmer temperat­
ure.

Turn off the air conditioner* 
but be sure to move any house 
plants to a friend’s house-if wa­
rmer temperatures in your house 
would harm them. Consult a hor­
ticulturist about temperature ran­
ge the plants can withstand.

Turn off the electric or gas sup­
ply to your hot water heater.

One appliance you may want 
to leave on is a timed light to 
discourage burglars.

inal sentencing is not working. 
Manson and Richard Speck are 
eligible for parole, and other dan­
gerous offenders are going unpun­
ished.

What I have proposed in the 
past, and what several of my 
colleagues in the Senate are now 
proposing, is that we should have 
fixed, specific sentences written 
into the,law for specific crimes.

als to an indeterminate number 
of years in prison, and then leave 
it up to the parole board to decide 
how long any individual should 
actually serve.

For example, judges are allowed 
to set prison terms for bank robb­
ery at anything from zero years 
to 20 years under current federal 
law. And, at the discretion of 
the parole board, often only one- 
third of the sentence is ever ser­
ved.

It is finally becoming widely 
accepted that our judicial system 
lacks standards and guidelines. 
The disparities in the sentences 
imposed under the present system 
have forced us to recognize that 
the use of indeterminate sentenc­
ing is neither fair nor effective. 
The concept of trying to rehab­
ilitate by promises of early parole 
has been an abysmal failure.

Recently the “ presumptive” 
sentence approach which I 'have 
long advocated has begun to win 
broad support among law enforce­
ment officials and in legal circles.

Legislation to revise and consol­
idate the laws-the Criminal Code 
Reform Act of 1977 -has been 
introduced by several members 
of the Senate Judiciary Commit­
tee.

It includes a provision similar 
to one I proposed a year ago 
which would replace the “ indeter­
minate”  sentencing system now 
used by federal courts with a 
system of “ presumptive”  senten­
cing. This approach sets a mid­
dle or “ presumptive”  sentence to 
create a uniform standard 
of justice for all.

For example, a four-year pre-

sumptive sentence might be set 
for first offense bank robbery, wi­
th virtually no eligibility for par­
ole. The presumptive ¡sentences 
would then increase sharply for 
repeat offenses.

Too often too many officials in 
the past have been hesitant to 
even face the issue of criminal 
justice squarely, preferring to sp­
eak in fashionable terms of “ re ­
habilitation”  rather than “ punish­
ment.”  There has been too 
much concern for criminals and 
too little thought for the victims 
of crimes.

As it now stands, there is no 
certainty for the criminal that 
he' will be punished, no certainty, 
for society that the dangerous will 
be incarcerated, and no certainty 
that punishemnt, when it is meted 
out, will be fair.

When an adult burglar knows 
that he has only one chance 
in 412 of going to jail for any 
single bcrglary he commits, it is 
time to reform criminal justice.

What it all boils down to is 
that punishemnt for the criminal 
offender in this country must once 
more be known ¡to be swift and 
to be sure.

It is important for Congress to 
work swiftly to approve this com­
prehensive change in the way cri­
minals are sentenced in federal 
courts.

Ueyond that, however, 
every person should uphold and participate in 
the Church because it tells the truth about 
man’s life, death and destiny; the truth which 
alone will set him free to live as a child of 
God.
