Briscoe Election 
Attracts Interest In 
Other Counties

In heavy voting Briscoe 
County, precincts one and three 
turned out to condemn cloud seed­
ing by a vote of 430 to three, a 
margin of 143 to one.

Citizens for Natural Weather in 
Bailey,- Swisher and Lamb count­
ies have already turned in petit­
ions calling similar elections in 
those counties. Date set by com­
missioners’ Courts for elect­
ions in Lamb, Swisher and Rand­
all counties is August 20.

Castro, Parmer and Floyd cou­
nty committees are continuing wo­
rk to complete petitions which re­
quire signatures of at least 10% of 
the qualified voters in the areas 
affected by cloud seeding.

Lloyd Kurtz, treasurer for the 
district-wide Citizens for Natural 
Weather, said the first election 
in Briscoe County has created 
“ Even more fervent interest in 
the program to call elections on 
cloud seeding.”

“ This issue has been a severe 
problem throughout this area for 
seven years and people want to 
get this matter settled once and 
for all. There are many disad­
vantages to our people feeling so 
seriously about an issue like this 
for so long. I think it hurts our 
progress and the best way, the 
democratic way, to settle these 
differences is at the polls. We 
are pleased that the Water Deve­
lopment Board wants these elect­
ions and we hope to get all of 
them completed within the next 
monlth,”  Kurtz said.

Earl Cosby, of Tulia CFNA, was 
encouraged that the Briscoe Cou­
nty voting “ gave all our peop­
le more determination than ever 
to get this thing over with as 
soon as possible.”

Cosby referred to a quote by 
Frank Moore, president of Plains 
weather improvement associat­
ion, seeding clouds out of Plain- 
view, who said, following the Bri­
scoe County elections, “ If they 
don’t want us, then we don’t want 
to be there.”

Oosby said he was glad Mr. 
Moore feels as he does, “ because 
I ’m  confident that the great maj­
ority o f the people in this area 
do not want him messing with 
our weather.”

Castro county CFNA committees 
are expected to file their petitions 
sometime this week, aiming for 
elections in August.

Bailey County has already filed 
petitions and elections are expect­
ed to be set soon.

Ross Lumsden, of Littlefield fe­
els his county will be overwhelm­
ingly against cloud seeding. “ We 
turned in over 1,250 names on 
our petitions and we only needed 
900,”  Lumsden said, “ and I 
think the voting will be just as 
spirited against cloud seeding.”

Co-chairman for the district-wi­
de effort of CFNA, Nolon Henson 
o f Happy, said his group has plan­
ned an advertising campaign tc 
“ use newspaper, radio, television 
and every other method possible 
to encourage a massive public eff­
ort against cloud seeding.”

A $1.00 charge 
will be made to adults attending 
the open house, and all of this 
money will be a donation to the 
ambulance service for the purch­
ase of communication equipment 
for use in emergencies in Briscoe 
County.

“ Many people have expressed 
an interest in seeing our new ho­
me and having its solar energy 
features explained,”  said Jams Fl­
owers, ¡owner. “ We are pleased 
to be able to offer this opportunity 
and to assist our ambulance ser­
vice.”  Flowers will be present 
¡at the open houses to answer 
questions you may have if you 
are planning a new home or addit­
ion to existing home and are con­
sidering including solar energy fe­
atures.

The brick ranch-style home is 
not of far-out futuristic design, 
but is constructed with no offset 
in the roof and on one level. The 
roofing material selected is an 
attractive concrete tile, which is 
¡arranged loosely on the roof and 
is attached only at the edges. 
The tiles may be laid aside if 
any repair work on the roof should 
be necessary.

The home faces north from its 
location near the rim of Tule Can­
yon, and from the front yard you 
don’t get a clue of its energy­
saving features. The profile of 
the house is a little different, but 
the home must be viewed from 
the back, or south, to see the 
solar panels which are mounted 
horizontally on the roof.

These panels collect and heat 
water which is stored in a tank 
in ¡a utility closet between the 
double garage and the living 
quarters. The water storage tank

4-H Record Books 
To Be Judged 
Gn Stale Level

Thirty-four 4-H record books, in­
cluding those submitted by Thom­
as Perkins and James Jarrett, 
were named the best in their re­
spective divisions in district level 
competition during record book 
judging in Lubbock last week.

The winning books now will be 
forwarded to Texas A&M Univer­
sity for state judging.

Perkins’ record book was sub­
mitted for his Poultry Project, 
and Jarrett submitted his record 
book for judging in Rabbit Prod­
uction.

In District 2 record book judg­
ing, South Plains 4-H youths place 
their records of achievement on 
the line. Records include pro­
ject summaries, information deta­
iling their activities, experiences 
and leadership development, a 
narrative about their 4-H experien­
ce, photos and other pertinent in­
formation.

The books now will be forward­
ed to Texas A&M to compete at 
the state level against the best 
books from 13 other districts of 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. Senior 4-H members are 
competing for scholarship plaq­
ues, government bonds, a trip to 
the National 4-H Congress in Nov­
ember and other awards.

Also judged were junior record 
books. Blue, red and white rib­
bons were awarded for these 
entries.

The 4-H program in Texas is 
administered by the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service. Rec­
ord book competition is “ the criti­
cal measurement”  of achieveme­
nts for members over the years, 
according to Billy C. Gunter and 
Catherine B. Crawford, district ex­
tension agents at Lubbock.

Records reveal their consisten­
cy in achieving goals, their exper­
ience in 4-H projects and activit­
ies, their experiences in leadership 
development, and ¡their growth and 
development in personal, commun­
ity and civic responsibilities.

Other senior 4-H’ers from Bris­
coe County did well also. They 
were Jo Jarrett, second in Citi­
zenship; Rebecca Reid, third in 
Home Environment; Susan Payne, 
third in Horse; Earl Jarrett, third 
in Field Crops and James Alan 
Patton, third in Swine.

The junior 4-H’ers also did well. 
They were Melinda Sutton, blue 
ribbon in Foods and Nutrition; 
Kimberly Fitzgerald, red ribbon 
in Horse, and Walter Perkins,

Weather Modification Issue Defeated 
By Briscoe County Voters

By a margin of more than 100 
to one, Briscoe County residents 
who live in Precincts One and 
Three defeated the proposal for 
“ the issuance of a permit provid­
ing for weather modification and 
including authorization for hail 
suppression and control.”

The final talley in Friday’s el­
ection was 430 against weather 
modification as compared with th­
ree votes for hail suppression.

In Precinct One, all 107 voters 
casting ballots were against the 
question. In Precinct Three, 311 
voters were against weather modi­
fication and two voted for the 
issue. Absentee balloting was 
12-1 against changing the weather.

County Clerk Bess McWilliams 
called the turnout a “ very heavy 
electfon.”

“ We’ve had a lot more interest 
in this than in a lot of others,”  
she said. “ Even in the president­
ial primary election, only 430 peo­
ple voted in Precinct Three, but 
there were 313 people voting 
from there in this special election, 
and for a special election that’s 
not bad.”

Election results will be certified 
by the Briscoe County Commiss­
ioners at their next meeting and 
will then be forwarded to the Tex­
as Water Development Board.

That agency must decide, af­
ter a series of similar elections 
across the South Plains, whether 
two regional hail suppression com­
panies who’ve had to fight just 
to maintain their existence for 
the past seven years will be allow­
ed to continue their efforts any­
where on the South Plains.

Briscoe County’s stem cond­
emnation of the modification prop­
osal, as indicated in the vote, 
will end Plains Weather Improve­
ment Association of Plain view’s 
suppression flights over the south­
ern portion of the county as soon 
as the TWDB members approve 
of the election results.

Only Precincts One and Three 
are included in PWIA’s operat­
ional area, and thus only residents 
of those two precincts were eligib­
le to vote in the election, but

blue ribbon in Sheep.
All record books received blue 

ribbons in the County Record Book 
Judging, and the 4-H’ers were 
commended for their efforts in 
preparing and submitting record 
books.

Johnnie Burson, who headed the 
election campaign in Silverton, sa­
id elections probably would be cal­
led in the remainder of the coun­
ity’s precincts “ very soon.”

“ It’s a very hot issue, and the 
people just don’t want a chance 
of this (weather modification) hap­
pening again,”  Burson, campaign 
director of Citizens For Natural 
Weather, a protest group of more 
than 4,000 South Plains farmers 
said. “ There will be elections in 
the other precincts soon to keep 
those planes from flying over Bri­
scoe County. You can count on 
that.”

County voters’ decision to end 
modification operations in the two 
southern precincts will be legally 
binding unless a future election 
favors the project.

Frank Moore of Plain view, pres­
ident of Plains Weather Improve­
ment Association, seemed almost 
unconcerned when told of the el­
ection’s outcome late Friday.

He was quoted in the Lubbock 
Avalanche-Journal as saying, 
“ Frankly, I don’t care if they 
vote ¡every day in Silverton. They’­
re not in our target area, and 
we don’t have to fly up there to 
affect the weather in our target 
area all that much. They ¡can 
¡vote all they want to, and really 
we just don’t care.”

Asked if his company was con­
cerned about upcoming elections 
in other counties, Moore reported­
ly replied, “ If they don’t want 
us, then we don’t want to be 
there. We don’t affect the wea­
ther there so we’re not concerned 
about them voting every day th­
ere. That’s their business, not 
ours.”

Portions of Swisher, Castro, 
Lamb, Hale, Floyd, Lubbock and 
Hockley counties will still be in­
cluded within PWIA target or op- 

! erational areas.
Soon, county commissioners in 

eight other South Plains counties 
will set dates for similar elections. 
Tenative dates call for most of 
those elections to be conducted 
in mid-August.

Results of Friday’s election in 
Briscoe County will take effect 
immediately, rather than after 
PWIA’s current permit expires 
October 31, because the precincts 
are within operational areas, not 
target areas.

Within target areas for both 
PWIA and Atmospherics, Inc., the 
other South Plains firm, voter 
preferences will be considered as 
a whole by the TWDB members 
before a decision is readied on 
whether planes will be allowed 
to continue their hail suppression 
flights anywhere on the South Pl­
ains

Tuesday morning.

The only crop damage report 
heard during the past week was 
from J. D. Busby, who operates 
¡a vegetable farm north of Floy- 
dada. Most of his vegetable crop 
was severely damaged on Thurs­
day evening of last week, and this 
will seriously limit his production 
this year. The hail covered about 
a four square mile area.

Mass Mail-In 
Protest Set

Panhandle wheat farmers, an­
gered over bankrupt prices and 
what they term “ inadequate and 
totally ineffective”  four-year farm 
legislation which will come out 
of Congress the first of August, 
are forming a mass mail-in pro­
test set for August 8. The protest 
group is also urging similar action 
statewide and nationally by all 
farmers of all commodities.

They are being coordinated by 
the leadership of the Gray-Roberts 
Farmers Union and will fill indiv­
idual boxes with wheat, accompan­
ied by a protest letter for mail­
ing on the same day to President 
Carter, Secretary of Agriculture 
Bob Bergland, and key members 
of Congress.

“ Farmers are being forced out 
of business by Ifche thousands be­
cause we have produced too much, 
and the government told us to 
produce it from fence row to fence 
row !”  commented Fred Vander- 
burg of Pampa, chairman of the 
area protest. “ So we’re shipping 
a ton .of this cheap stuff to them. 
We’re not going to grow it for 
nothing. We can’t. We’re not 
getting a fair price, and we want 
them to know when they receive 
all this in the mail that we 
are mad.”

Prices for wheat have dropped 
to below $2.00, less than half 
the price being received two years 
ago, due to surpluses before har­
vest of around a billion bushels, 
with predictions for the end of 
this market year calling for a 
two billion bushel carryover. US- 
DA estimates the cost to produce 
a bushel of wheat between three 
and four dollars a bushel.

The Panhandle farmers have 
been collecting their boxes of wh­
eat in a barn near Pampa and 
plan to place them all in1 the mail 
on August 8, possibly driving a 
convoy of tractors into town for 
delivery (to the post office.

The Pampa protestors also an­
nounced today that they are urg­
ing every farmer both statewide 
¡and nationally to join in their 
cause by mailing ¡one or several 
boxes of the commodity that they 
produce to Washington on the 
8fch.

“ If they received thousands of 
boxes of wheat and milo, cotton 
and com, they might realize what 
they are doing to farmers,”  said 
Sheridan Harnly, president of Gr­
ay-Roberts Farmers Union and 
a farmer’s wife. “ There is absol­
utely nothing we can do in a 
market influenced by a govern­
ment that is trying to fight inflat­
ion at the expense of the farmer. 
Well, inflation is real on the farm 
too, and it’s killing us! This ef­
fort of protest is only a beginning. 
We’ll take what steps are neces­
sary to make the public aware 
(that we cannot continue to feed 
people if we can’t make 
a decent living.”

The school, 
attended by nearly 1,650 students 
representing about 600 cities from 
more than 30 states, is being held 
on. the Texas A&M University 
campus.

Lynn Frizzell, another volunteer 
fireman, attended the school under 
the sponsorship of the City of 
Silverton.

Firemen can choose their course 
at the school from a list including 
Firefighting, Fire Prevention, Fire 
Department Officer Training, Fi­
re Department Pump Maintenan­
ce, Specialized Fire Protection, 
and Disaster Rescue Training.

Fireman Kingery was spon­
sored by Briscoe County Farm 
Bureau and Texas Farm Bureau 
Insurance Companies by contribut­
ing toward the cost of the school. 
Since volunteer firemen are in­
terested in attending this school 
to help do a better job of fire 
fighting and fire prevention, 100 
County Farm Bureaus and the 
Texas Farm Bureau Insurance 
Companies in Itihe statewide pro­
gram have sponsored 100 firemen 
at the school.

“ The Farm Bureau Insurance 
Companies believe volunteer fire 
departments have been very ef­
fective in reducing the amount 
of loss involved by fire in rural 
areas,”  said President Carrol G. 
Chaloupka of Dalharit. “ It is 
our hope in sponsoring this pro­
gram that the fireman will help 
the Silverton Volunteer Departme­
nt to better serve the residents 
of Briscoe County.”

However, 
read it as zero (0) if the pointer on that dial to the right has not reached zero.
The dials above read (from left to right): 9-3-1T-5. If, however, the pointer on the second dial from the right 
above was between 9 and zero then the center dial would read as a ze’ro.

Now let’s read the same meter 24 hours later

This later reading is 9-3T-3-8. Subtracting the first reading, 93115, from the new reading of 93138 — the 
answer is 23. Thus you would have used 23 kilowatt hours in the 24 hour period.
