Winters adopts budget, sets tcix rate

The City of Winters ad­
opted a budget and set the 
tax rate for the 2015-16 
fiscal year recently. The 
fiscal year for the city of 
Winters, begins today.

The council adopted 
a general fimd budget

of $1,002,673 and a 
water works budget of 
$1,572,.432. The general 
fimd budget is down con­
siderably from last year’s 
which was $1,139,206 
while the water works 
budget was up over 
last year’s amount of 
$1,549,032.

“Last year we budgeted 
for a large piece of equip­

ment and we did not 
have to spend all of the 
money we budgeted so the 
general fund budget went 
down,” explained Winters 
City Secretary Shelly Antil- 
ley-Guevara. “We have put 
away the funds so if we 
need to purchase equip­
ment this year we can.” 

Anticipated improve­
ments to some of the

city’s infrastructure is the 
reason the water works 
budget increased, she said.

The tax rate went down, 
thanks to added tax rev­
enue from Wal-Mart, Fam­
ily Dollar and five newly 
constructed homes. The 
council adopted a tax rate 
of .720767 per $100 valu­
ation, which is down from 
last year’s rate of .749418

per $100 valuation.
Water rates have gone 

up 20 cents, Antilley-Gue- 
vara noted to $7.72 per 
1,000 gallons for custom­
ers inside the city hmits 
and $9.40 per $1,000 
gallons for customers who 
live outside the city limits. 
The increase becomes

Frederick August Jonas 
stowed away on a ship 
from Germany in the ear­
ly 1880’s. He was bom 
and raised in a 
small village near 
Heidelberg, Ger­
many. When he 
was old enough to 
be on his own he 
reahzed he didn’t 
want to hve in his 
poor existence.
He left home and 
came to the new 
world to make a 
new life.

August landed 
in New York ^
City and worked 
until he earned 
enough money to 
purchase three hundred 
acres of raw land, six 
miles due West of what 
now is known as Winters, 
Texas.

His venture took him 
from New York to San 
Antonio, Texas where he 
had relatives. Then with

a good horse and provi­
sions, he sat out for his 
new home.

He had never seen land 
that was so wide 
open. The land 
dotted with giant 
oaks and rolling 
hills impressed 
him. He couldn’t 
wait to reach his 
own spread.

After four days 
of hard travel, he 
came to a creek 
that ran with clear 

R.F. water. From the
Jonas information on

his ownership 
papers the tribu­
tary was named 
Coyote Creek. It 

was one of the landmarks 
used to find his place.

There was a stand of 
wiUow trees growing 
at the creek’s edge on 
which he camped. The

TEXAS HISTORY MINUTE

Crockett is a hero to 
millions for generations
Perhaps no figure is more a part of 

Texas Ihstory and American folklore 
than Davy Crockett. In his life on the 
frontier and his death, he has been a 
hero to miUions of Americans 
for generations.

David Crockett was bom 
in the mountains of eastern 
Tennessee^in 1786. He was 
the fifth o F ^ eT ijiS ^  

i, farming familyr^By the age of 
twelve, he was part of tattle 
drives from Tennessee into 
Virginia. He had little formal 
education and taught himself 
to read, write, and add. He 
became known for his quick 
wit and storyteUing.

By 1816, Crockett and ^
his new family settled in 
Lawrence Coimty, Tennes­
see, where Crockett farmed, 
hunted, and ran two miQs and a dis­
tillery. He was soon elected as county 
commissioner and became a lieuten­
ant colonel in the local mUitia unit.
He was elected to the state legislature 
by 1821 and to Congress by 1827.

He had a bitter falling out with Pres­
ident Andrew Jackson over federal 
land sales and treatment of Native 
American tribes. As a result, Jackson 
used aU of his political will to destroy 
Crockett’s political career.

He lost the 1834 election to Adam 
Huntsman, a Jackson aUy. After the 
bitter defeat, Crockett left for Texas 
in 1835, seeking the promise of new 
lands and a fresh start.

As for Huntsman, Crockett’s eldest 
son, John Wesley Crockett, defeated 
him for re-election in 1836, avenging 
his father’s name once and for aU.

Crockett’s time in Texas 
was short. Almost immedi­
ately upon his arrival, he was 
swept up in the excitement 
of the Texas Revolution as 
SJexico was piilled apart 
joined a volunteer unit head­
ing to San Antonio to meet 
the approaching forces under 
Gen. Antonio Lopez de Santa 
Anna.

Crockett reached the Alamo 
on February 8,1836, and 
began shoring up the old mis- 
Sion’s defenses. By February 
23, the Mexican army arrived 
and the siege began. The 
defenders held out for two 

weeks against a heavily armed force 
ten times their size. Santa Anna 
seized the mission on March 6, and 
182 defenders perished.

What happened to Crockett at the 
faU of the yUamo has been a source of 
Intense debate for many years. Some 
studies contended for years that he 
fought to the bitter end, never surren­
dering. Reports from Mexican troops 
contended that he was captured, and 
while Santa Anna’s troops, impressed 
with his bravery, pled for Crockett’s 
hfe, the bitter and vainglorious gen­
eral ordered his execution anyway. 
Regardless, when Texas troops made 
their stand in that desperate siege.

Crockett stood with them.
In the years after his death, 

Crockett became a larger-than-life 
legend, adored by countless Ameri­
cans. Numerous landmarks were 
named in his honor. The town of 
Crockett was founded near Houston 
in 1837. Crockett County in western 

JT^anessee, not far from Memphis, 
was named for him in 1871 (with the 
coimty seat in the community of Ala­
mo). Crockett County in West Texas 
was named for him in 1891. Num^- 
ous schools have been named after 
him, including in Austin, DaUas, and 
Grand Prairie. This is in addition to 
the Crockett National Forest and Lake 
Davy Crockett, both in East Texas.

Many films, books, and television 
shows have told and re-told his tale 
often. Perhaps the most famous was 
the Walt Disney depiction on televi­
sion that originally appeared in 1954 
and 1955, starring Fess Parker as 
Crockett in a coonskin cap. Ameri­
can children were captivated by the 
wild frontiersman image of Crockett, 
reportedly buying millions of coon­
skin caps to imitate Parker’s portrayal 
of the “King of the Wild Frontier.”
In modem America, the legend has 
become almost inseparable from the 
man.

Q: What is the accuracy of these forecasts?
A: Forecasts within a 24-hour period are very accurate, McRob- 
erts adds. “Forecasts made from 1 to 3 days are usually ac­
curate, but beyond that they can vary because conditions can 
change to alter them,” he adds.

Q: When did the U.S. start its daiiy weather 
forecasts?
A: Well over 130 years ago, says Brent McRoberts 
of Texas A&M University. “The federal government 
started weather forecasting in the 1870s when Con­
gress established the National Weather Service,” he 
explains. “The goal back then was mainly to help 
the military in its planning. In 1970, NOAA (National 
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration) was es­
tablished, and it had several agencies placed under 
it, among them the National Weather Service. But 
the main goal was the same -  to give an accurate 
prediction of weather. Today, weather forecasting 
is done on a long-range basis, such as for one year 
or more, or perhaps one season, or the kind we are 
most familiar with, the 4- and 5-day forecasts.”

Two-year old killed 
in Snyder crash

A 2-year old girl of Snyder was killed following a crash 
on EM 2763 one mile south of Snyder after noon on 
Friday, Sept. 25.

Adrianna Torres, 2, from Snyder, was pronounced 
dead at the scene following the crash.

According to reports from the Department of Pubhc 
Safety, a 2013 Ford F-250 pickup driven by Amador 
Sanchez, 63 of Snyder, crashed in to a 2000 Chevrolet 
Suburban, driven by Rosanna SUva, 22 of Snyder, when 
Shva reportedly disregarded a stop sign. The two ve­
hicles crashed in to one another at the intersection and 
the impact caused the pickup to side skid 50 feet off the 
road into a bar ditch. The Suburban also entered a side 
skid and shd 50 yards into the bar ditch and crashed 
through a barbed wire fence.

Silva was transported to Cogdell Memorial Hospital in

Snyder and was hsted in critical condition with incapaci­
tating injuries.

Sanchez was transported to Cogdell Memorial Hospital 
and was hsted in stable condition foUowing the crash.

Torres, a passenger in the Suburban, was pronounced 
dead at the scene and was not wearing a seat belt.

Trooper Frederick Biddle, a spokesman for the DPS, 
said many of the recent fatahties from crashes have 
been due to drivers and passengers not wearing seat 
belts.

“Seat belts are the most important safety device - 
proven over and over to save hves,” Biddle said. “Not 
only do they increase the chance of surviving critical 
injury or death by 50 percent, it’s the law. Many don’t 
fear things they haven’t experienced and don’t think it 
wiU happen to them. Don’t test this theory, you may get 
only one shot at finding out. Please buckle up.”

AEP Texas warns consumers about 
new calls from scam artists

AEP Texas reminds 
area electricity users that 
scam artists posing as 
electric company person-
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nel are continuing to call 
consumers telling them 
they are behind on their 
electric bill and threaten­
ing to discoimect their 
electric service unless 
immediate payment is 
made. Reports of such 
scam calls began appear­
ing earlier this month 
within the AEP Texas 
service territory, as well 
as the service territories 
of other utilities.

For example, a business 
in San Angelo received 
a call earlier this month 
from someone claiming 
to be from AEP Texas and 
indicating that a service 
technician was on the 
way to disconnect service 
due for nonpayment. As 
requested by the caller, 
the business owner went 
to a local grocery store 
and purchased two pre­
paid cash cards to equal

the $800 amount owed. 
She then called a number 
supplied by the caller ’ 
and supplied the serial 
numbers on the back of 
prepaid cards. The voice 
answering the phone 
indicated that she had 
reached the AEP Texas 
disconnection phone 
number. This number 
is a fraud. Consumers 
should call the phone 
number of their REP as 
shown on their monthly 
electric bill.

Electricity users are 
reminded:

■ Consumers who are 
unsure if the caller is with 
their REP should hang up 
and call the number on 
the monthly bill they re­
ceive from their REP. This 
is the number that con­
sumers should call - not a 
number given by someone 
over the phone.

■ AEP Texas is an 
energy delivery company 
and does not call consum­
ers asking for payment 
over the phone and/or 
threatening discoimec- 
tion unless immediate 
payment is made. AEP 
Texas disconnects elec­
tric service for nonpay­
ment under instructions 
from the customer’s REP. 
AEP Texas will not ask 
for bank information or 
credit/debit card num­
bers over the phone.

■ Consumers who are 
behind on their bills re­
ceive written notices from 
their REP of a possible 
disconnection and how to 
prevent it.

■ Customers who 
beheve they have been a 
victim of this or any other 
scam should contact their 
local police department.

In bull markets, aU news 
turns out positive.,

In bear markets, bad 
news tends to be, well, re­
ally bad.

The classic example of 
news in a bull market is 
the Clinton Presidency. 
Whether the Repubhcans 
took over the House and 
Senate or the revelations of 
Monica, Bill seemed Teflon 
coated, nothing stuck. The 
reason was not so much 
Bid as the fact that positive 
social mood makes pohti- 
cians appear successful. 
And so the stock market 
and Bill enjoyed a bull run.

Bear markets however 
work the other way. Bad 
news sticks, the Teflon 
coating is gone, and events 
going black turn, well, 
turn pitch black. I have 
received some negative 
feedback over my claim 
that stocks are transiting 
to a bear market. A weekly

close under the August 
24 levels will confirm just 
that. The Dow Industrials 
are a mere 500 Dow points 
from that level now.

Here are a few items in 
the news illustrating the 
‘bearish’ effects of recent 
news events.

Volkswagen wanted to 
be the largest carmaker 
in the world. (The recent 
experience of GM and then 
Toyota wishing the same 
thing should have sug­
gested otherwise but this 
was a decision made in the 
bull market.) VW chose die­
sel engines as the tonic for 
low emissions rather than 
hybrid or turbo-charged 
gasoline engines. And so 
VW gleefuUy claimed 44 
mpg while meeting world­
wide emissions require­
ments.

Now here is the bad 
news. VW has admitted 
instaUing devices, which 
“sense” when testing oc­
curs. After that is con­

cluded the device turns 
the emissions system off 
resulting more pollution 
and more power. In the 
period of three 
days

-VW stock 
dropped 18 per­
cent the first day 
of the announce­
ment and is now 
half what it was 
in May.

-CEO Winter- 
kom, like Captain 
Renault in Casa­
blanca, announc­
es shock that this 
could occur at

VW, he resigns 
two days later.

-First the US and then 
France and South Korea 
announce investigations, 
read fines are coming.

-No one knows the cost 
of a “fix.”

Stakeholders like new 
dealers hoping for VW ex­
pansion and now diesel car 
owners (we’ve been had!)

are the latest casualties.
The US Government is 

somewhat comphcit in 
this. Tuning for lower

emissions results 
in higher nitrides 
of oxygen output, 
one cannot have 
it both ways. It 
may be that VW 
will be the first to 
be singled out for 
trying to cheat its 
way to success.

Any short fist 
of top US CEOs 
would surely 
include Steve 
Wynn. He cre­
ated and sold 
the Mirage and 

Treasure Island and then 
opened Wynn’s in Vegas. 
But Wynn Macau and Wynn 
Palace are now suffering 
amid the Chinese melt­
down. The Shanghai SSEC 
exchange is down a whop­
ping 44 percent just since 
June! Since 2012 WYNN 
soared from 80 to 240 and

now back to 60, losing 75 
percent of its early 2014 
value. The slowdown in 
the Chinese economy has 
left the casino tables beg­
ging for customers. Once 
again, large moves to the 
upside occur at the end of 
market manias just as the 
2013 round did for WYNN.

Weatherford WFT had 
announced plans to raise 
$ 1 bilhon in cash with 
a combo of shares and 
convertible bonds. WFT 
shares fell 17 percent to 
$8.41 immediately follow­
ing the announcement. 
That drop caused the 
company to cancel the of­
fering 14 hours after it was 
annoimced. Yahoo Finance 
puts book value of WFT at 
$7.91.

Capitulation occurs as 
prices fall and fall result­
ing in incidents hke this 
where companies can no 
longer raise capital. The 
only choice is to put the 
company up for sale or

merge to stay in business. 
That is probably not the 
case for case for WFT but 
recall how quickly Halh- 
burton pounced on Baker- 
Hughes. The WFT stock 
price is likely to dip below 
book value before this is 
all done.

WFT waited to long. 
Earher this year Whiting 
Petroleum, a Nprth Dakota 
play, raised $1.05 billion 
selltng>stock at $30; today 
it trades for $18.

Once stocks hit a new 
low for the year, yes expect 
a big bounce, which is 
typical of the post October 
seasonal lows. But unlike 
the last Octobers since 
2009, this time it is differ­
ent. The bear is coming out 
of hibernation.

entire area and reahzed his land was located where he 
had camped the night before.

By the end of the next year, August had built a one- 
room shack. The bottom of the shack served as the 
kitchen. Above the kitchen he built a loft with the door 
on the outside higher than a man could reach. The loft 
was built for protection at night when he was sleeping.

Three years passed then August decided to make a trip 
to Fort Concho some 70 miles south. He wanted to file 
for his American citizenship papers. He liked his new 
home and figured he would be there the rest of his fife.

He now owned four oxen and six good horses. He had 
thirty head of sheep and goats. He had four milk cows 
all of them had baby calves. He planned to improve his 
cultivation so he might start raising cotton. He needed 
to make enough money to bring his childhood sweet­
heart to America and make her his wife.

August sat out for Fort Concho on a cold morning in 
November. He figured it would take him most of two 
weeks to make the trip. He turned the animals out to 
pasture. His only worry was a few hungry Indians off 
the Oklahoma reservation might come through going to 
Old Mexico and steal a goat or two.

The first day August made it to Flat Rock Crossing,
He had covered fourteen miles with the ox cart and two 
oxen. He planned to buy several bags of flour and salt at 
Fort Concho. He knew he couldn’t haul that back on one 
horse.

He was up early the next morning, and he had trav­
eled south about two miles when he ran across a fresh 
trail of unshoed horse tracks. August figured they were 
Indians off the reservation and they were headed for 
Mexico.

August sized up the situation and decided to stay clear 
of the Indian’s trail. He veered a httle more to the west 
before he turned south again. He figured to give the 
Indians a wide berth to avoid any confrontation.

He had traveled another fifteen miles and came near 
the Colorado River. A mile or so before he reached the 
river he smelled smoke. He picked a spot that had good 
cover, hobbled the horse and let the oxen loose to graze,

August went on foot the last mile. He was careful to 
keep rmder cover and to approach quietly. He spot­
ted a dozen spotted ponies near the camp, and knew it 
was the Indians. He watched them for some time and 
thought to himself. “Why doesn’t the government just 
let these poor people alone? If they wanted to go to 
Mexico let them go.” August shpped back to his camp 
and rolled up in his bedroll and went to sleep.

August woke startled to the sound of gimshots. It 
sounded like all hell had broken loose at the Indian

camp. He grabbed his rifle and found himself some 
cover. The sound of the rifles continued for a short time 
and then stopped. Then he heard the sound of horses 
coming his way and they were moving fast. From his 
hiding place he saw the Indians as they passed. Some of 
the Indians were badly wounded. He could see the blood 
stain on their clothes.

August continued to stay under cover as he heard 
other horses coming his way. It was a troop of solders 
from Fort Concho. August could see the determined 
look on the faces of the soldiers riding hell bent to catch 
the Indians.

August felt sorry for the Indians. The soldiers were 
well mounted and the Indians were not. He felt it would 
be only a shot time before the soldiers ran the Indians 
down. He knew they aU would be killed.

August gathered up his oxen, saddled his horse and 
moved quickly out of this area. He figured he would go 
toward where the Indians had camped. He knew they 
would not go back in that direction. He move out and 
reached the aftermath of the ambush in less than thirty 
minutes.

August stood in disbehef on the banks of the Colo­
rado River. There were four horses dead and two badly 
woimded. Evidently the solders had tried to loll any­
thing that moved. Shockingly his eyes focused on the 
crumpled bodies of two of the Indians. They both had
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rifle bullets through the head.
Nothing hurt August more than a wounded animal. He 

had to muster up his courage to shoot the two horses 
and put them out of their misery. He took the small 
spade from the ox cart, dug a grave large enough for 
both of the Indians and buried them.

As August was burying the Indians, he thought, “How 
cruel man can be to one another.” He hoped he would 
never be put in a situation where he had to take another 
person’s life.

He piled rocks on top of the grave so the varmints 
wouldn’t dig the bodies up. He then stood for a moment 
in silence. He wondered if these poor souls, that had 
been ahve only a short time ago, were with their ances­
tors in their happy hunting grounds. He mounted his 
saddle horse, led the oxen and the cart away from the 
gruesome sight.

It took August two more days to reach Fort Concho, 
but too many people made him uneasy. He was anxious 
to take care of his business and get on his return jour­
ney. He apphed for his American citizenship papers, 
loaded his ox cart with supphes and headed for home.
He never went back to get his citizenship papers.

Three burger joints 
once “duked it out” for 
business in a not-so-bi^ 
town that likely couldn t 
support three such eat­
eries over the long haul. 
One was glit:^ and new, 
across Main Street from 
the county courthouse.
It featured a blinking

neon sign bragging 
“best hamburgers m the 
world.” A second one, 
down the street, was 
well-worn, but it had a 
faded sign proclaiming 
“best hamburgers in 
Texas.
A third eatery, out 
across the tracks where 
Main Street began, oc­
cupied a former service 
station building. It 
sported a blaclmoard 
with this sign in chalk:
