Q: W here can haze occur?
A: Just about anywhere, and in recent years, some of the worst cases have occurred in Latin 
American and in Southeast Asia, McRoberts says.
“Forest fires and brush fires in some areas of the world produce hazy conditions that can be 
seen from space. The thick smoke can wander over huge portions of the Earth, including parts of 
the United States. Because haze is basically bad air, it can be very hazardous to human health, 
especially to people who have difficulty breathing. Long-term exposure can produce lung and eye 
diseases and that’s why a concerted effort has been made to make sure that logging companies 
and others are aware of the risks associated with haze,” he points out.

Q: What exactly is haze?
A: Haze is usually defined as fine particles of dust 
or smoke that are dispersed through portions of the 
atmosphere, says Brent McRoberts of Texas A&M
University.
“These particles are so small that they cannot be felt 
or seen individually with the naked eye,” he explains. 
“These particles tend to decrease visibility in the 
area, and because of the way they scatter light, 
can give a tint to the sky that can appear as brown, 
green, grey or other colors. Under stagnant air condi­
tions, the air can be trapped in valleys or canyons 
and produce a layer of haze that can stretch for 
miles.”

Since 1957, if you had military service earn­
ings for active duty (including active duty 
for training), you paid Social Security taxes 
on those earriings. Since 1988, inactive duty 
service in the Armed Forces reserves (such as 
weekend drills) has also been covered by Social 
Security. Under certain circumstances, special 
extra earnings for your military service from 
1957 through 2001 can be created to your 
record for Social Security purposes.

These extra earnings credits may help you 
qualify for Social Security or increase the 
amount of your Social Security benefit.

Special extra earriings credits are granted 
for periods of active duty or active duty for 
training. Special extra earnings credits are not 
granted for inactive duty training. If your active 
military service occurred from 1957 through 1967, the 
Social Security Administration will add the extra credits 
to your record when you apply for Social Security ben­
efits. If it occurred from 1968 through 2001, you do not 
need to do anything to receive these extra credits. The 
credits were automatically added to your record. After 
2001, there are no special extra earnings credits for 
military service. In January 2002, the Defense Appropri-

ations Act (Pubhc Law 107-117), stopped the 
special extra earnings that had been credited 
to military service personnel. Military service 
in calendar year 2002 and following years no 
longer qualifies for these special extra earn­
ings credits.

Here’s how the special extra earnings are 
credited on your record: Service in 1957 
through 1977- you are credited with $300 in 
additional earnings for each calendar quarter 
in which you received active duty basic pay. 
Service in 1978 through 2001- for every $300 
in active duty basic pay, you are credited 
with an additional $ 100 in earnings up to a 
maximum of $1,200 a year. If you enlisted 
after September 7,1980, and didn’t complete 

at least 24 months of active duty or your full tour, you 
may not be able to receive the additional earnings.
Check with Social Security for details. For more informa­

DPS seizes 
80 pounds

WICHTTA FALLS - The 

Texas Department of Pubhc 
Safety (DPS) conducted a 
traffic stop Wednesday on

After a positive K-9 alert 
for narcotics, the trooper 
foimd two duffle bags full of 
vacuum-sealed packages of 
marijuana in the trunk.

Aguhar was placed under 
arrest for possession of 
marijuana over 50 pounds 
but less than 2000 pounds, 
a second degree felony, and 
booked into the Wichita 
County Jail. The marijuana 
was allegedly being trans­
ported from Amai^o to 
Houston.

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TEXAS HISTORY UNUTE

The history of the Battleship “Texas”
The twentieth century became the 

great age for the battleship as navies 
around the world raced to build the 
most powerful vessels on the seas. As 
the United States established 
itself as a world power, the na­
tion was determined to show the 
strength of its own navy. As a 
result, the Battleship USS Texas, 
designated BB-35, was built as 
the second vessel named for the 
state by the US Navy.

Construction on the Tex­
as, a New York-class battleship, 
began in 1911 at a cost of over 
$5.8 million (nearly $140 million 
in 2015 dollars). It was commis- Dr. Ken 
sioned in May 1914. The 573- Bridges
foot vessel boasted a crew of 
more than one thousand men. It 
included ten fourteen-inch guns, 
twenty-one five-inch guns, and 
four submerged torpedo launch­
ers. Its firepower easily matched the 
most powerful ships in the world at the 
time.

During most of America’s involvement

in World War I, the Texas was attached 
to the British fleet patrolling the wa­
ters near Scotland and spent the inter­
war years as part of the navy’s Pacific

Fleet. In 1919, just after the war 
ended, it made naval history as 
it became the first battleship 
to launch an airplane off its 
deck. The successful experiment 
was a critical part of the navy’s 
tests of the viability of aircraft 
carriers and their potential de­
signs as airplanes became more 
reliable instruments for recon­
naissance and combat.

The Texas spent most of the 
early years of World War II on 
convoy escort duty, protecting 
troop transports and supply 
ships from the German subma­
rine attacks that had devastated 
the Allies. In October 1942, the 
ship served as part of the fleet 

transporting American troops to North 
Africa as part of Operation Torch, the 
first landing of American troops against 
the Nazis.

On June 6, 1944, the Allies staged 
Operation Overlord, the invasion of Nor­
mandy, and the Texas was there, its 
guns pounding Nazi positions along the 
coast. The ship stayed along the coast 
of northern France for several weeks, 
aiding American troops as they strug­
gled to move inland.

As the Allies retook Europe, the 
USS Texas was sent to the Pacific in 
early 1945. In February and March, 
the Texas supported ground troops 
landing at Iwo Jima as American forces 
advanced toward the Japanese home 
islands. Beginning in April, the ship was 
part of the six-week naval bombardment 
campaign as American troops struggled 
to gain control of Okinawa. The capture 
of both islands was essential to forc­
ing Japan to surrender, which occurred 
four months later. After the end of 
the war, the Texas spent the last few 
months of its career bringing troops 
back home.

The Texas was decommissioned in 
1946, along with many other storied 
vessels from both world wars. The ship.

however, was given a noble retirement 
by the people of the state. On April 20, 
1948, it was permanently docked in La- 
Porte near the San Jacinto Battleground 
State Historic Site to begin operating as 
a museum, allowing the general public 
to explore the ship for themselves. The 
arrangement was the first of its type for 
a battleship and was wildly popular with 
the public.

While protected from the ravages of 
battle today, the ship still suffers from 
the corrosive effects of weather and 
the sea which has presented long-term 
issues for its preservation. The Battle- 
shipTexas Foundation has for years 
raised money to support maintenance 
and education efforts in coordina­
tion with the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department. Nevertheless, thousands 
of visitors from around the world still 
come each year to explore the legendary 
vessel.

The Market Perspective
A Forty Year Cycle Anniversary

This week is the 50th 
anniversary of an event. 
That was the week the 
Ramsey Lewis Trio 
debuted their version 
of “The In Crowd 
“ at the Bohe­
mian Caverns in 
Washington D.C.
The hve record­
ing shot to the 
top of the charts 
right behind the 
Beatles Help! A 
waitress over­
heard the trio 
grasping for the 
right song and 
suggested Dobie 
Gray’s successful 
recording of the 
tune. Listening 
on the juke box, Lewis 
quickly envisioned how 
the arrangement would 
sotmd. They debuted it 
that weekend, and the ' 
Lewis trio never looked 
back.

But, we are here today to 
warn of another anniver­
sary event. That would be 
the start of the 50 percent 
meltdown in the markets 
from 1973-74.

The Dow Jones had 
returned to its 1966 1,000 
-I- level by January, 1973. 
From there it fell 20 per­
cent into August of 1973. 
Then the market rebound­
ed into October. But that 
was the last kiss good­
bye. The market then 
reversed down. It lost 50 
percent from its January, 
1973 top of 1051 closing 
at 577 during December, 
1974.

Since December, 1974 
was a low, the 40 year an­
niversary was high in the 
Transports by November, 
2014. The Transports typ­
ically lead a market turn. 
Since then all the Indexes 
have turned down. Chi­
na’s Shanghai for example 
has lost 44 percent just 
since June, 2015.

And with history as a 
guide, markets in the US 
have collapsed about 20 
percent this year, just as 
they did in 1973. And now 

they have ralhed 
back with the DOW 
recording a 1,500 
point rally since 
August 24. But is 
that all there is? If 
the analogy con­
tinues the markets 
will hold up into 
next week and 
then turn down 
again.

Are there other 
similarities?

The Yom Kippur 
War (1973 Arab- 
Israeh War) began 

in October 6,1973. Then 
Egypt and Syria attacked 
Israel on the holiest day 
of Judaism. Now, Russia 
is aiding Syria’s Assad in 
a bid to keep the latter in 

!power. And the dates are 
a near perfect 40-year cor­
relation. Putin is daring 
NATO to do anything to 
stop him in a parallel to 
his Ukraine invasion.

Then Richard Nixon 
went from popular to 
unpopular as the Water­
gate scandal unfolded.
By 1974 Nixon would 
resign. Now the Speaker 
of the House has already 
resigned. The former Sec­
retary of State (who was 
fired from the Watergate 
Panel at the time, how 
is that for irony) cannot 
shake an e-mail scandal. 
Pohtical nobodies top 
the polls for both parties 
as evidence of a severe 
negative mood towards 
pohticians.

Then the country was 
subject to an oil embargo 
resulting in gasoline ra­
tioning. Now, alternation 
is again in evidence. Too 
much on production has 
sent prices lower result­
ing in massive job losses

Election identification certificates 
available at drivers license offices

AUSTIN - The Texas 
Department of Public Safety 
ODPS) is reminding Texans 
in advance of the upcom­
ing November election 
that Election Identification 
Certificates (EIC) are avail­
able year-round at all Texas 
driver license offices for in­
dividuals in need of proper 
identification required to 
vote.
