TxDOT to install
new lights in
Ballinger

The Texas Department of Transportation is imple-
menting changes to traffic lights - a move that was
approved five years ago by the agency.

Crews from TxDOT will be changing all three lights
on U.S. Highway 67 in Ballinger March 28-31.

What is changing?

B In 2009, Flashing Yellow Arrow (FYA) left-turn
displays were adopted by the Federal Highway Admin-
istration (FHWA) as the national standard for permis-
sive left-turn operation when a left turn lane has its
own signal.

B TxDOT is adopting the FYA left-turn display as a
new standard and will include it in the upcoming 2011
edition of the Texas Manual on Uniform Traffic Control
Devices (MUTCD).

B There is no compliance date for use of these new
signals.-They are required when new signals are.con-
structed and when existing signals are replaced.

Why are the changes

being made?

® The new signals are meant to eliminate motorist
confusion to the meaning of the circular green light
(this is occasionally mistaken as a protected left turn),
and the simultaneous circular red light and green ar-
row (some motorists stop).

@ The FYA signals are the result of a nationwide
study by the FHWA that amended the federal stan-
dards for left-turn signals. Based on the successful
operation of the FYA over the past several years in

Oil price records a bottom

“It’s been seven years, eight years
since we had the last recession in the
U.S and normally, historically we have
them every four to seven years for
whatever reason—at least we always
have,” he said. “It doesn’t have to hap-
pen in four to seven years, but look at
the debt, the debt is staggering.”

“If you look at the ... payroll tax
figures [in the U.S.], you see they’re al-
ready flat,” he concluded. “Don’t pay
attention to the government numbers,
pay attention to the real numbers.”

Recession Within a Year.”

Two weeks back we noted that most
economists put the recession prob-
ability at 17%. I commented it was
therefore much more likely to be 83%,
just the inverse. Now we have Jim

‘Rogers verifying my suspicions.

We have been a consistent con-
trarian in this space for the last few
months. We maintained that crude
oil would make a price bottom first
at $33 and then perhaps in the high
$20s. We maintained this stance in
spite of massive negative sentiment
towards oil which noted the over
supply around the world. However,
it is social mood that determines the
prices of oil as a financial commodity,
not traditional supply and demand.

The bottom occurred on February
11 with an intra day low of $26.05
and a close of $27.30 on the continu-
ation chart. On Thursday, March 3,
the daily close was $34.69, which is

enough to turn the daily trend higher.
This reality has clearly dawned
on investors. In the last three days

. Apache soared from $36 to $45. The

XLE energy ETF has risen from $50 to
$60 this year. The XES energy service
ETF jumped from $15 to $17 in the
last two days.

Over the last few weeks, the com-
ponents of the energy complex are in
lock step as well. Hearing Oil jumped
from 85 cents to $1.12. Unleaded
gasoline has gapped from 90 cents to
$1.30. I suspect that recent buyers of
fuel thirsty pick-ups and large SUVs
will be surprised at the pump in three
months. Gasoline prices are likely
headed much higher.

One component however has not
joined the party. And that would
be natural gas. Natural gas futures
sagged to $1.63 on Thursday’s
close. This violates the prior low of
$1.93 back in mid-2012. Still natural
gas stocks like BP Prudhoe Bay,
Chesapeake, and Devon are all on the
rise.

The stages of a bear market are de-
nial, acceptance, and finally, capitula-
tion. Sadly a final capitulation took
place this week. Aubrey McClendon
former CEO of Chesapeake CHK, was
indicted for price fixing various oil
and gas leases. The next day he drove
his car into an embankment at high
speed resulting in his death. In the
next two days CHK soared from $2.75
to $4.27. v

At the same time, are stocks peak-
ing? Stock indexes have soared since

the January 20 lows.
We expected topping
action in this time
frame. Today after
the jobs report, stocks
are mildly up. We sus-
pect a peak within the
next week. So the next
question becomes,
can energy stocks

Dennis fade an overall stock
Elam market decline? Will
energy stocks shine
while the general market falls?

Are there other clues on what is
about to happen, yes there are? An
article in today’s Wall Street Journal
headlines Bets Rising on an Uptick
in Inflation. The yield on Treasury
Inflation Protected Securities TIPS is
the highest in two months. This if
further confirmation of the low in oil
prices in February. In his interview
noted earlier, Jim Rogers notes we
have never had ALL the Central Banks
of the world printing money at the
same time, but we do now. This is
just the start of an inflationary move
they Bankers will not likely be able to
control. Copper prices are already up
from $1.95 to $2.20.

Our expectation then is the exact
opposite of what you are reading in
the rest of the media. Commodity
prices will be advancing much faster
than conventional wisdom expects.
We are not in for years of depressed
oil prices. We are much more likely at
the very start of an extended rise in
consumer prices of all kinds.

Smith returned to military service briefly in 1837 as a
Ranger to deflect Mexican forces attempting to enter Tex-
as at Laredo. Shortly afterward, Smith moved to.Rich-
mond, just west of modern-day Houston. His time here
would not last long. In November, he contracted a sudden
illness and died. He was only 50 years old.

The Telegraph and Texas Register newspaper revered
his life upon the news of his death, “This singular individ-
ual was one whose name bears with it more respect than
sounding titles. Major, Colonel, General, sink into insignifi-
cance before the simple name of “Deaf Smith.”” The Re-
public of Texas later put his image on the Texas $5 bill. In
1876, the state legislature named Deaf Smith County in
the Panhandle in memory of the revered hero of the Texas
Revolution.

Commander Gary Albus.
“DPS remains vigilant in
combatting drug smug-
glers; and in the Texas
panhandle alone, troopers
prevented almost two tons
of illegal drugs from being
sold on the street”.

The seizures included
approximately 3,265
pounds of marijuana and
its derivatives, 264 pounds
of methamphetamine, 167
pounds of PCP, 50 pounds
of heroin, 21 pounds of
hashish, 19 pounds of
opium, 13 pounds of co-
caine and more than $1.8
million in cash.

As aresult of the 137
seizures by Texas state
troopers, DPS Region 5
special agents also arrest-
ed seven suspects during
follow-up investigations.
In addition, special agents
seized three vehicles,
four firearms, 115 grams
of heroin, two pounds of
marijuana and more than
$35,000 in cash.

Counties, including law enforce-
ment, about their concerns regard-
ing crime in their communities,”
Best said during the campaign. “As
a felony prosecutor in Tom Green
County for the past 14 years, I can
identify with their concerns.

Best will take office Jan. 1, 2017,
replacing 119th District Attorney
George McCrea, who is retiring.

Also last week, Sgt. Carl Squyres
defeated Miles Police Chief Toby
Virden in the race for Runnels
County Sheriff.

Squyres defeated Miles Police
Chief Toby Virden with 1,505
votes to Virden’s 857 votes.

Squyres will take office Jan. 1,
2017 replacing Sheriff Bill Baird,
who has served in the position for
more than 30 years.

In an upset, Roy Mints was
elected Precinct 3 commissioner
defeating incumbent Sam Scott.
Mints defeated Scott with only
25 votes with the totals in the
close race finalized at 271 votes
for Scott and 296 for Mints.

Mints, a senior construction con-
sultant, said during the campaign

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USDA helps peanut producers
rebuild after company bankruptcy

STAFF REPORT

WASHINGTON — U.S.
Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA) Farm Service
Agency (FSA) Administra-
tor Val Dolcini announced
today that USDA has begun
making final payments to
peanut producers in Texas,
Oklahoma, Arkansas and
Mississippi, helping to re-
store nearly 100 percent of
the value of their peanuts
after the bankruptcy of a
peanut sheller and licensed
warehouse operator.

“These farmers played
by the rules, they honored
their contracts, but because
of circumstances outside
their control, were put in a
difficult position, which is
why USDA stepped in on
their behalf,” said Dolcini:
“Today’s action illustrates
how the basic protections
of the 100-year-old U.S.
Warehouse Act can still
provide important safe-
guards for farmers today.”
' More than 83,000 tons of
peanuts were stored by the
\gvarehouse operator, Clint

Williams Company, and

its affiliates, the Texoma
Peanut Company, Clint-Co
Peanut Co. and the Clint
Williams Co - Western
Division, which filed for
bankruptcy in November
2014. Farmers had pledged
more than 81,700 tons of
peanuts as collateral to
receive USDA marketing
assistance loans. The loans
provide interim financing
so that producers can store
peanuts and meet cash
flow needs without having
to sell crops during har-
vest, when market prices
are low. Peanut producers
potentially lost thousands
of dollars when delivery
conftracts were not honored
by the failed company and
the peanuts remained in
storage.

Under the United States
Warehouse Act, USDA is
responsible for protect-
ing all depositors in the
licensed storage facilities,
including ineligible produc-
ers or those who chose
not to receive loans. USDA
