A food handlers course accredited by the Texas
Department of State Health Services is being offered by
the Texas A & M AgrLife Extension Service in Runnels
County on Thursday, June 2 at the Ballinger Communi-
ty Center at 200 N. Crosson Ave. The class titled “Food
Safety: It’s In Your Hands,” will be offered through two
classes, one from 9:30 a.m. to noon and the second
from 2-4:30 p.m.

The Texas Food Establishment Rules were revised
and updated and were effective Oct. 11, 2015 and the
major change in the the rules now requires all food
employees to complete an accredited food handlers
training program within 60 days of employment, effec-
tive September 16, 2016.

This 2.5 hour course is required for all food service
employees to help prmote the service of safe food. The
certificate is good for two years and is valid anywhere
in the State of Texas. The course is a basic overview of
food safety practices that are necessary to ensure that
safe food is served at your establishment. Practices
discused include good personal hygiene, cross con-
tamination and time and temperature abuse.

To register for the course, call Sandy Taylor, CEA-FCS
at the Extension office at 325-365-2219 by May 31. The
cost is $20 per person and must be paid in full before
the course begins.

Individuals with disabilities who require auxiliary -
aide service or accommodation in order to participate
in the event are encouraged to contact our office with-
in five working days prior to the program. Educational
programs of Texas A & M AgriLife Extension Service
are open to all people without regard to race, color,
sex, disability, religion, age, national origin or generic
information or veteran status.

USDA offers new loans

for portable

STAFF REPORT

COLUMBUS, Ohio — U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) will previde a new financing option to help farmers
purchase portable storage and handling equipment. Farm
Service Agency (FSA) Administrator Val Dolcini and Agricul-
tural Marketing Service (AMS) Administrator Elanor Starmer
announced changes tp the Farm Storage Facility Loan (FSFL)
program today during a local and regional food roundtable
in Columbus, Ohio. The loans, which now include a smaller
microloan option with lower down payments, are designed
to help producers, including new, small and mid-sized pro-
ducers, grow their businesses and markets. '

“As more communities reconnect with agriculture,
consumer demand is increasing for food produced locally
or regionally,” said Dolcini. “Portable handling and storage
equipment is vital to helping farmers get their products to
market more quickly and better maintain product quality,
bringing them greater returns. That’s why we've added this
type of equipment as a new category for our Farm Storage
Facility Loan program.”

The program also offers a new “microloan” option, which
allows applicants seeking less than $50,000 to qualify for
areduced down payment of five percent and no require-
ment to provide three years of production history. Farms
and ranches of all sizes are eligible. The microloan option
is expected to be of particular benefit to smaller farms and
ranches, and specialty crop producers who may not have ac-
cess to commercial storage or on-farm storage after harvest.
These producers can invest in equipment like conveyers,
scales or refrigeration units and trucks that can store com-
modities before delivering them to markets. Producers do
not need to demonstrate the lack of commercial credit avail-
ability to apply.

“Growing high-value crops for local and regional markets
is a common entry point for new farmers,” said Starmer.
“Since they often rent land and have to transport perishable
commodities, a loan that can cover mobile coolers or even

farm storage

refrigerated trucks fills an important gap. These producers
in turn supply the growing number of food hubs, farmers
markets or stores and restaurants interested in sourcing
local food.”

Earlier this year, FSA significantly expanded the list of com-
modities eligible for Farm Storage Facility Loan. Eligible com-
modities now include aquaculture; floriculture; fruits (includ-
ing nuts) and vegetables; corn, grain sorghum, rice, oilseeds,
oats, wheat, triticale, spelt, buckwheat, lentils, chickpeas, dry
peas sugar, peanuts, barley, rye, hay, honey, hops, maple sap,
unprocessed meat and poultry, eggs, milk, cheese, butter,
yogurt and renewable biomass. FSFL microloans can also be
used to finance wash and pack equipment used post-harvest,
before a commodity is placed in cold storage.

AMS helps thousands of agricultural food producers and
businesses enhance their marketing efforts through a combi-
nation of research, technical services and grants. The agency
works to improve marketing opportunities for U.S. growers
and producers, including those involved in specialty crop
production and in the local and regional food systems. Visit
www.ams.usda.gov to learn more about AMS services.

Today’s announcement will further advance the efforts
of USDA’s Know Your Farmer, Know Your Food initiative,
which coordinates the Department’s work to develop local
and regional food systems. USDA is committed to helping
farmers, ranchers, and businesses access the growing market
for local and regional foods, which was valued at $12 billion
in 2014 according to industry estimates.

House, a powerful voice for peace

Edward House was a Texan determined
to move the world when the world refused
to be moved. He was a powerful diplomat
and presidential advisor and a voice for
peace in a time when so much of the world
was bent on destruction.

House was born in Houston in 1858, the
youngest of seven children. His father,
Thomas W. House, an English immigrant,
had made a fortune in banking, interna-
tional trade, and real estate. As a youth, he

traveled to Europe and across the nation
often. He enrolled in Cornell University in
New York in 1877. However, his father’s
declining health forced him to return to
care for him.

After his father’s death, he married in
1881 and continued to travel extensively to
tend to the family’s many business inter-
ests. He moved to Austin in 1885, where
he expanded his real estate holdings and
cotton plantations. While in Austin, he be-

came friends with many prominent Texas
figures, including Gov. James S. Hogg.

In 1892, Hogg turned to House for help
with his re-election campaign. House
traveled the state extensively, persuad-
ing prominent individuals and influential
groups to back the governor. The hard
work paid off, and Hogg won re-election.
Though House had no military experi-
ence, a grateful Hogg rewarded him for his
service with the honorary title of lieutenant
colonel in the Texas National Guard. Be-
fore long, he simply became known as “Col.
House” to reportars and politicians alike.
Over the next several years, House contin-

ued to play an important role in Texas

politics, helping the election of governors
and acting as an advisor on all aspects of
their administration. In

1911, he met New Jersey Gov. Woodrow
Wilson, and the two formed an immedi-
ate friendship as Wilson prepared a run
for the presidency. He advised Wilson on
his campaign strategies and helped him
secure the needed delegates and endorse-
ments needed to secure the nomination.
Wilson won easily in the 1912 election,
defeating former President Theodore
Roosevelt and the incumbent President
William H. Taft.

After Wilson'’s inauguration, House
declined to take any official role, prefer-
ring to stay in the background as a close
advisor. House convinced Wilson to
include several prominent Texans in his
cabinet, including US Rep. Albert Burleson
as postmaster general, attorney James W.
Gregory as attorney general, and scholar
David Houston as Secretary of Agriculture
and later as Secretary of the Treasury.

World War I and its aftermath con-

sumed much of Wilson’s
presidency. The intensity
of the bloodshed shocked
the world. Wilson sent
House all over Europe in
1915 and 1916 to try to
convince the warring pow-
ers to stop the fighting. In
spite of numerous efforts,
the peace overtures were

: ing a 1916 offer by Wilson

Bridges  for the United States to

LR mediate a peace confer-

ence.
After the war ended, Wil-

son and House attempted to win approval
for the Treaty of Versailles. House was
desperate to save American support for the
treaty and American entry into the League
of Nations, the forerunner of the modern
United Nations. He attempted to broker
deals with European diplomats to make the
treaty more palatable to Republican critics
of Wilson who were determined to reject
the treaty if only to humiliate the president.

After Wilson left office, House continued
to lobby Congress to ratify the Treaty of
Versailles and for American membership in
the League of Nations. He continued to be
active in Democratic Party politics, support-
ing the nomination of Franklin D. Roos-
evelt, another early supporter of the League
of Nations, as president in 1932. However,
by the 1930s, House steadily scaled back
his role in politics. He died in New York in
1938 at the age of 79.

TDA initiative aims to stop feral hogs

STAFF REPORT

AUSTIN — The Texas Department
of Agriculture (TDA) today an-
nounced the 2016 Coordinated Hog
Out Management Program (CHOMP),
which will run from May 1-31, 2016.
The effort is focused on decreasing
the feral hog population in Texas,
which inflicts an estimated $52
million in agricultural damage each
year.

“Feral hogs cause hundreds of
millions of dollars in damage every

said. “Feral hogs are both an urban
and rural problem, and there is no
single solution that will solve it
statewide. Through this partnership,
local officials will have the flexibil-
ity to implement feral hog abate-
ment efforts that work best in their
areas.”

Texas is home to the largest feral
hog population in the U.S. with
nearly 2.6 million feral hogs in the
state. CHOMP is a concentrated and
coordinated effort with local county
partners across the Lone Star State

in each individual area, and local
officials will have the flexibility to
determine whi¢h method works best
for their community.

Participating counties will be
scored on the number of feral hogs
taken during the one-month chal-
lenge. Additional points will be
awarded based on the educational
initiatives implemented to teach
residents about abatement technolo-
gies to help further manage the feral
hog population in the area.

To apply for a CHOMP grant,
individual Texas counties must
include the number of hogs taken,
along with the number of individu-
als participating in county-approved
educational courses, as certified by
the county, during the one-month
challenge.

$200,000 is available. Applications
will be reviewed through a competi-
tive evaluation process.

She said three inch or baseball size
hail was reported in Jones County, while
quarter size hail was reported in Abilene.

“The Parker family has a tie to this area
in that the herb doctor Nancy Rosson
Parker lived in northeast Runnels County
assisting the Texas Rangers and made the
dress that Rangers took for Cynthia Ann
when she was captured from the Indi-
ans,” Brewer wrote.

“Each time that we have dlsplays of this
caliber we attract new interest in the mu-
seum complex,” said John Long, a mem-
ber of the board. “Visitors came to see
Quanah and when asked if they would
like to tour other area of the complex, did
so.
