The November 8 election was 
historic in many ways, not the least 
of which was the number of votes 
cast in Runnels County. According to 
the final election returns, 3,990 votes 
were cast of the 6,681 registered 
voters in the county, which means 66 
percent of the voters cast ballots in

the election.
Some votes are still out in Run­

nels County, and are currently 
under review by the county election 
registrar, according to County Clerk 
Juha Miller.

There are currently 49 provisional 
votes under review, and most will 
have no effect on the outcome of the 
Nov. 8 election, except for one race 
for the Ballinger City Council Single 
Member District 3 position in which

Bob McDaniel currently holds a one 
vote lead over incumbent Jolene 
McBumey. There are nine provisional 
votes out on this race and could 
change the outcome. Miller said.

At press time, the provisional 
votes that were still out, had not 
been verified. All of the votes must 
be canvassed by Tuesday, Miller said.

RCHC releases new book, third about local history

The Runnels County Historical 
Commission has released “Histori­
cal Markers of Runnels County and 
Post Offices of Runnds Cotmty,” 
the third book on the history of 
Runnds County and the fourth 
book published by the RCHC in 
recent years.

Volume in Historical Markers of 
Runnds Coimty and Post Offices 
of Runnds County was compiled 
by Ruth Cooper and Randall Con­
ner with considerable hdp from 
numerous contributors. It is 
published by Ballinger Printing & 
Graphics. The book contains 282 
pages and indudes many pictures.

Runnds County has been granted 
46 Texas Historical Markers and

14 Texas Historical Landmarks 
that record the history of the area 
from the San Clemente Mission in 
1684 to the soon-to-be-dedicated 
Rowena Marker. Twenty-dght post 
offices have been located in the 
coimty with only five remaining 
today.

One marker in Runnds County 
marks the grave site of Billy Brown, 
a former Texas Ranger who was 
the last person killed by Indians 
in the county in 1875. Another 
marker recognizes the magnificent 
horse and cowboy Noyes Statue on 
the Ballinger Courthouse square. 
The first chartered Future Farmers 
of America chapter in Texas is hon­
ored with a marker in Winters.

Many communities, churches, 
buildings, and organizations are

recognized with Texas Historical 
Markers, and each indudes inter­
esting bits of history of the area. 
One marker records that $8,500.50 
was raised and placed on the barrd 
head one Sunday morning. Oth­
ers teU of the German and Czech 
culture in the county.

Most of the early buildings 
which have been recognized were 
made of limestone rock native to 
the area. Some had magnificent 
architecture for the early period of 
Runnds County in which they were 
constructed. A couple of markers 
tell of the devdopment of industry 
and transportation in the area. A 
marker for cotton production in 
Runnds County is actually located

It’s not too often 
that you bump in 
to a Grammy award 
winning musician in 
little Ole Ballinger, 
but last week, that’s 
just what I did.

Actually, Judge 
Barry Hilliard made 
the entree, after he 
found out that a 
fellow who had been 
accompanying Tom 

Glosup, who has been addressing and 
assessing repairs to county buildings, 
was in fact a musician by trade, and 
an engineer by avocation.

Hilliard told me that Glosup brought 
Brad Davis with him to Ballinger on 
several trips, and Glosup, also a musi­
cian, indicated that “they play a little.”

So Hiliard “Googled” Davis and low 
and behold, the fact that he “plays a 
little” is a bit of an understatement.

He’s played with a who’s who of mu­
sical royalty, in the country, bluegrass 
and rock genres, starting off with 
Marty Stuart’s band and playing with 
legends like Earl Scruggs, Tim McGraw 
and has been in a band with Billy Bob 
Thornton, yes the actor, since 2002. 
The two have not only toured togeth­
er, but he has scored two of Thorn­
ton’s movies.

But that’s only scratching the

surface. Davis is also very weU known 
for his guitar picking skills, and when 
he’s not writing, recording, produc­
ing or performing, he’s teaching his 
distinct “double-down up flatpicking 
guitar style” to other guitar players. 
He’s recorded instructional videos and 
books too.

Getting back to who he’s played 
with, weU, folks like Willie Nelson, Em- 
mylou Harris, Pam TiUis, Sheryl Crow, 
Tommy Shaw of Styx, David Lee Roth 
and Sweethearts of the Rodeo. Quite a 
list there. Plus, he’s performed on the 
Grand Ole Opry.

And, when he’s not touring, teach­
ing or promoting things like guitars or 
gourmet coffee, he’s hanging out with 
his running buddy, Glosup, who heads 
up a band called Crossfire.

After Hilliard found out what the ev- 
er-so-humble Davis had done, he was 
even more stunned when these two 
guys came up with an idea - to play a 
benefit event in Runnels County.

“We just wanted to do it,” Glosup 
told me.

“It’s a great idea and we can auction 
off some items too,” Davis said.

So, the good judge is taking these 
guys up on their offer and who 
wouldn’t?

So now, the event is in the planning 
stages, and could happen in coming 
months, provided they find a venue

big enough so that lots of folks can 
come out an enjoy it. The plan is for 
the event to benefit the senior citizens 
in the coimty.

“I think this is just an awesome 
idea,” Hilliard said.

So last Friday afternoon, as we sat at 
Alejandra’s after the lunch crowd was 
gone, Davis gave us a little taste of his 
musical acumen. And a few folks who 
were in the place, started tapping their 
toes too, as Davis picked a couple of 
tunes.

That was a great time. And a little 
bitty feUa came up to listen and Brad 
played to him. He was just mesmer­
ized.

So a chance meeting has turned in to 
something that could really be a grand 
event for Runnels County and it’s just 
because these guys want to give back.

That’s so genuine, and as Hilliard 
said, meeting these two guys “has 
been a blessing.”

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World traveler Bill Pumphrey’s 
books to be reviewed

Winters Public Library to host event Tuesday

The Winters Public Library will feature 
two autobiographical books by Bill Pum- 
phrey, an author who grew up in Winters, 
at its November book review event to be 
held at 2 p.m. Tuesday.

Pumphrey graduated from Winters High 
School in 1960 and following graduation 
from the University of Texas he headed 
to Tanzania, East Africa, with the Peace 
Corps. That experience opened the world 
to him and he has never stopped travel­
ing. At last count, he had visited more 
than 29 percent of the countries of the 
world. In 2003 he retired to Oaxaca, Mex­
ico, where he served as president of the 
Oaxaca Lending Library for several years 
and has taught Enghsh at the university 
and in private schools.

The first book, titled “life’s Roller 
Coaster,” has stories about Winters, 
Tanzania, Philadelphia, Hawaii (where 
he hved for 20 years), Mexico, and other 
world travels as well as bits and pieces of 
his roUer coaster hfe.

“My hope is that this collection of tales 
from my journey will make you laugh, 
make you cry and make you remember 
similar e?q)eriences in your own hfe,” 
Pumphrey wrote.

The book title refers to his hfe experi­
ences ranging.from growing up at the 
Rock Hotel in drought-ridden Texas in the 
50’s to reaching the summit of Mt. Kili­
manjaro, Africa’s highest mountain, from 
a ghetto school in Phihy to a posh office

overlooking Phihy’s Society Hhl, from 
teaching young Africans in Tanzania to 
working with beauty queens in Hawah, 
from struggling with a broken down car 
in Mexico’s Sierra Madre Moimtains to fly­
ing around the world; from being robbed 
in Cairo and interviewing for the dream 
job in Jakarta.

“Flat-hners are not my style,” he has 
said.

The second book, “Home to Chunya,” 
was written more than 50 years ago.
Brief sections of it appear in his first 
book. Reahzing how vastly different the 
world is today, and how innocent and 
hopeful it was then, he decided to put 
it to print to share with others. Chunya 
was considered “one of the most undesir­
able spots in the country,” but against the 
odds, he and his fellow volunteers found 
a new family with Samson, their yard boy, 
Aaron, their cook, the White'Father mis­
sionaries, and a small army of students 
sincerely wanting to learn and to know 
more about the world.

He writes about there being no electric­
ity, no telephone, no TV, limited running 
water, snakes in the outhouse, no luxu­
ries except the infinite peace and beauty 
of Africa. There was fear, hope, loneli­
ness and imboimded joy.

In Mexico, it is required for sellers to 
identify smoking-related diseases and sta­
tistics, toxins found in cigarettes and other 
stark daims, inducting warnings such as:

in an area that is now totally 
ranching, however, this is 
where the first cotton was 
grown in the county.

The book indudes a 
history of all of the post of­
fices from Fort Chadboume 
(which was originally 
thought to be in Runnds 
County) to Pony, and 
includes the early-day post 
offices of Walthall and Blue 
Gap. Rctures of some early 
postmarks from the county 
are included, along with 
many of the postmasters.
