“Stone tool fragments were dis-
covered in 1965 and 1972 on the
shores of Lake Theo, named for
former landowner Theodore Geis-
ler. Archaeological testing in 1974
revealed a campsite and bison
butchering amd processing area
dating back to the age of Folsom
years ago. Projectile points and
scraping tools were found at a
depth of four feet, along with over
500 bones from an extinct type

. of bison. Ponds in Holmes Canyon,

now covered by Lake Theo, proba-
bly attracted prehistoric men to
this area. 1978.”

Officials of Plains Cotton Grow-
ers, Inc., Lubbock, were back in
Washington last week, continuing

the effort to get better price pro-

tection for cotton producers under
the 1978 farm program. 5

The 44-cent loan rate for this
year is grossly inadequate, John-
son says. PCG since early last
year has maintained that the loan
should be based on a percentage
of average U. S. spot market
prices, objecting specifically to
language in current law which

required that the 1978 loan be

set at 90 percent of the average
CIF Northern Europe price (Liver-
pool “A” Index) during the first

two weeks of October.

This “first two weeks of Octo-
ber” provision should be taken
out of the law, Johnson told Se-
nate Agriculture Committee mem-
bers. He pointed out that “It has
given us a loan below' the loan
for the previous year; a loan too
low to serve as an effective mar-
keting tool as was intended, and
a loan well below the level neces-
sary to keep our cotton compe-
titive in, world mark

With the Liverpool “A’ Index
provision out of the law, the loan
would be set at 85 percent of
the four-year average of U. S.
spot market prices, or about 50
or 51 cents, PCG calculates.

PCG is also asking that the
Administration use existing auth-
ority to institute for cotton a pro-
gram under which the government
pays storage charges on cotton
in much the same way as is

‘done on wheat and feed grains.

The City of Silverton collected four bacteriological samples during the month of
December 1977. The results of the coliform bacteriological samples exceeded the Texas
Department of Health’s “Drinking Water Standards,” which were promulgated as re-
quired by the “Safe Drinking Water Act,” Public Law 93-523. Drinking water containing
coliform bacteria in excess of the standard may constitute a potential threat to public
health. Your water system has collected additional check samples as required by the
“Drinking Water Standards,” and these were found to be free of coliform bacteria.

Coliform organisms are common to the intestinal tracts of man and animals. Their
presence in water is an indicator of bacteriological contamination of the sample either
from the water system or from a sampling error.

In the months of October, November and December 1977, four water samples were
tested each month and three of the four samples taken for the month of December
were in excess of the standard. The following week additional samples were taken as
required and were found to be free of coliform organisms.
