or cut hay on wheat acreage 
equal to the higher of (1) 50 
acres or (2) 40% of their total 
intended plantings of wheat, feed 
grains (corn, sorghum and bar­
ley) and upland cotton.

“We are taking this action to 
encourage the production of 
more beef later on this year,” 
Bergland said. “Calves now on 
wheat pasture ordinarily would 
have to come off and be sold a- 
bout March 15 to permit the 
wheat to matuer for harvest, 
while the action we are taking 
today would permit them to re­
main an additional 60 days or 
so. This should result in slightly 
higher rates of gain and there­
fore more beef later on this 
year. It should also encourage 
the movement of a few more cal­
ves onto wheat pasture and 
more beef from those calves as 
well.

“While the impact of this ac­
tion will be slight, it should 
none- the-less slow the expected 
increase in beef prices,” he said.

Producers participating in the 
wheat acreage grazing and 
hay program must also comply 
with normal crop acreage (NCA) 
requirements and with set-aside 
requirements for wheat harvest­
ed for grain and feed grain crops 
planted on their farm(s). There 
will be no advance payment or 
minimum payment guarantee 
this year as was provided to 
1978 special wheat acreage gra­
zing and hay program partici­
pants. The deficiency payment 
rate for 1978-crop wheat was 52 
cents per bushel.

The 1979 wheat deficiency pay­
ment rate will be determined in 
December and will be the differ­
ence between the established tar­
get price ($3.40 per bushel) and 
the higher of either the national 
average market price during the 
first five months (June through 
October) of the marketing year, 
or the national loan rates ($2.35).

Producers wishing to use this 
option may indicate their inten­
tions at their local Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service (ASCS) County Office 
during the 1979 wheat and feed 
grains program signup period 
currently underway. The signup 
period ends April 30.

MOTORISTS SHOULD
CHECK REGISTRATION

Texas motorists should check 
their motor vehicle registration 
plates to determine if they will 
expire in March.

Bob Townsley, director of the 
Motor Vehicle Division, State De­
partment of Highways and Public 
Transportation, said today that 
about two million vehicle regis­
trations will expire this month.

“When Texas went to the stag­
gered registration system two 
years ago only passenger ve­
hicles and light (pickup) trucks 
were included in the monthly re­
gistration program.

“Other vehicles will all have 
registrations expiring in March,” 
he said.

Among those vehicles for 
which new registrations must be 
obtained prior to April 1 are 
heavier trucks, travel trailers, 
utility trailers and personalized 
plates.

Motorists with March 1979 reg­
istrations may drive their ve­
hicles through March 31, but 
they must have new validation 
stickers if used April 1 or there­
after. Many county tax assessor- 
collector offices will be closed 
Saturday, March 31, making 
March 30 the, last day to obtain 
new registrations.

“Undoubtedly there will be 
lines in some tax offices for 
those who delay getting their 
new registrations,” Townsley 
said. “However, they will not be 
as bad as earlier years.”

But he urged motorists to get 
their new registrations as soon 
as possible to avoid possibility of 
fines and a 20 percent penalty on 
cost of registrations.

Pheasants Get 
Helping Hand

The promotion and conserva­
tion of pheasants is the theme for 
a new corporation at Plainview in 
the Texas Panhandle.

Pheasants Unlimited, Inc., was 
organized as a non-profit organiza­
tion in April 1978 and now has a 
membership of over 365 persons 
in northwest Texas and Oklahoma.

“The money raised from mem­
berships, an auction and raffles 
will be used to provide free seed 
and payment to area farmers and 
landowners for the expense of 
planting and growing cover and 
food crops for pheasants,” said 
Joe Don Scott, president of Phea­
sants Unlimited.

Over $20,000 has already been 
donated and the committee for 
better habitat for pheasants plans 
to pay local landowners $25 per 
acre to plant and maintain food 
and cover for pheasants which 
will be considered lay-out land.

These areas comprising plots up 
to ten acres will be planted near 
natural cover such as playa lakes, 
weed fields, fences, old buildings, 
or other wildlife habitat already 
on the farm.

Farmers cooperating with Phea­
sants Unlimited will agree to stan­
dard farming procedures to insure 
growth of the planted crops for 
pheasants, and the cover so vital 
during the winter months will be 
left untouched until the following 
spring.

The landowners will be prohib­
ited from applying any insecticid­
es or herbicides on the pheasant 
crops for the welfare of the birds 
and other wildlife utilizing the 
cover.

The landowner will have the 
right to regulate or prohibit hunt­
ing on his property as he has done 
in the past.
