Conservation emphasis from land to water is turning heads at 
least in the southwest and mid-central plains. The conservation 
research for water is going a lot deeper than just iun-off. The 
programs on conservation of water run from the efficient use 
of irrigation water to the conservation of the rainfall that takes 
place directly on the soil. An example of this was first used 
a couple years back by a group in the Oklahoma Panhandle. 
Plastic sheets were placed over plots and holes cut in the 
plastic for the plants. The results were astounding, it took 
only half the amount of water to grow the plant. Although the 
cost was too high for immediate use, ideas in other areas 
have been helped. The development of new breeds of feed grain 
for dryland farming is one of the better developments in the 
use of less water for maximum production. Some of the pro­
grams now being tested for water conservation is direction 
of rows, furrow spacing, and the expert timing of irrigation 
water.

Sorghum and corn provide the 
next best protection with soy­
beans, sunflowers and cotton pro­
viding the least amount of protec­
tion.

With the cost of fuel and equip­
ment for emergency tillage in-

creasing, crop residue use should 
be carefully considered when 
planning cropping systems. Also 
as irrigation water decreases, res­
idues that will increase infiltra­
tion and water holding and reduce 
evaporation will become more 
valuable to the farmer.

CROP RESIDUE IS H ELPFU L  
TOOL IN REDUCING EROSION

*fes*i* -During a time when increasing­
ly more cotton is being planted in 
Briscoe County, thought should be 
given to the importance of crop 
residue uses. Crop residues are 
one of the most helpful tools in 
reducing or controlling wind and 
water erosion. They also increase 
infiltration and water holding cap­
abilities of soil and reduce evapor­
ation.

Generally speaking, about 750 
pounds of drilled residue and 
1000 pounds of row residue per 
acre should J)e left on the soil 
surface of clay soils until the land 
is prepared for the next crop. Mo­
derately course textured soils 
such as fine sandy loams need 
1250 pounds and 1750 pounds 
respectively. Course textured soils 
such as loamy fine sands and fine 
sands require about 1750 pounds 
and 2500 pounds of residue per 
acre on the surface to be ade­
quately protected. If residues can 
be left on the soil surface after 
planting, it will provide added 
protection against erosion and for 
the newly emerging crop.
