The . regulations announced to-
day are intended to protect such
schools by setting new controls
over the terms and performance
of contracts.

In addition, the rules require
such contracts, as well as all lo-
cal food service procurement, to
comply with federal standards
now in effect for state agencies.

Because local school boards ex-
pressed a strong desire to contin-
ue to write and approve their own
contracts, the regulations are in
the form of minimum standards
which they are to meet.

Under the new rules, bids are
to 'be based on a 21-day menu cy-
cle. Payment will be made only
for food that meets specifications
listed in the contract. Other con-
tract provisions will spell out re-
cord keeping and health certifica-
tion requirements.

The new rules also limit the
duration of food service contracts
to one year. Because of concern
expressed after the regulations
were proposed in January, the
final version permits two yearly
renewals and cancellation upon
notice by either party.

States are responsible for as-
suring that local contracts com-
ply with the new regulations and
for providing assistance on re-
quest to local schools.
