MG Clinic Held
At Hale Center

Mr. and Mrs. Ashel " McDaniel
were among those who attended
the ninth annual Myasthenia
Gravis Clinic at Hi-Plains Hospi-
tal in Hale Center Friday.

Mrs. McDaniel had her check-
up with Dr. J. E. Tether of In-
dianapolis, Indiana, one of the
foremost authorities on the diag-
nosis, treatment and manage-
ment of myasthenia gravis. Dr.
Tether saw 66 patients Friday
and Saturday who were already
myasthenic and members of the
Hale Center Chapter. He diag-
nosed nine new patients, and
there were 13 new cases which
joined the Hale Center Chapter.

Mrs. Jean Kempton of Horse
Shoe, North Carolina, was the
guest speaker Friday night. For-
ty years ago she was diagnosed
as having myasthenia gravis and
was the first person in America
to be given the oral form of pros-
tigmin, which brought ther
through an MG crisis and saved
her life as it has saved the lives
of many other myasthenics since,
revolutionizing the treatment of
MG. She has been doing research
on the effect of good nutrition
on MG for the past 40 years.

Fatigue is one of the first
symptoms of MG and the family
physician may think the patient
just needs more rest. This is be-
cause weakness and fatigue are
common ailments for so many ill-
nesses that MG is frequently mis-
diagnosed.

MG is characterized by fluctua-
ting fatigability and weakness of
the voluntary muscles. Symptoms
are aggravated by exertion, emo-
tion, menstruation, infection or
any kind of stress.

In some cases patients have
trouble lifting their arms, climb-
ing stairs or in other activities
that normally would not fatigue
healthy persons.. Drooping eye-
lids, difficulty in focusing the
eyes and slurred speech are also
symptomatic of MG. And still
others experience difficulty in
chewing or swallowing.

Additional symptoms can be
loss of balance, or a very high
nasal voice.

Death Count
Estimate Lower
This Year

Colonel Wilson E. Speir, dir-
ector of the Texas Department of
Public Safety, today estimated
that traffic accidents will claim
37 lives in Texas during the La-
bor Day holiday weekend.

The holiday runs from 6:00
p.m. Friday, August 31, to mid-
night Monday, September 3. Dur-
ing the comparable 78 hour per-
iod last year, there was a pre-
liminary death count of 45, with
late deaths raising the toll to 62.

“Our estimate is lower this
year because, due primarily to
the supply and cost of fuel,
weekend travel is reduced from
1978. But at the same time, we
recognize that traffic will pro-
bably increase during Labor Day
since it is the last holiday week-
end of the summer,” Speir said.

“We could easily have more
deaths than estimated if drivers
fail to put safety first. I would
appeal to all motorists to save
both fuel and lives by observing
the 55 mile speed limit, and am
hopeful that persons who are
drinking will let others do the
driving,” he noted.

“People should also be aware
that many holiday accidents hap-
pen close to home. Deaths in
many of our cities are up sub-
stantially from 1978 levels, and
it is possible that the majority
of deaths during the Labor Day
holiday will result from acci-
dents in urban areas,” Speir ad-
ded.

To help keep traffic moving
safely, DPS and many local law
enforcement agencies will be
placing special emphasis on traf-
fic enforcement during the La-
bor Day weekend. All available
DPS Troopers will be on duty
statewide, and the department
will also work with the news
media in the “Operation Motor-
icide” program which seeks to
focus public attention on holi-
day traffic safety problems.

School bells will be ringing
Tuesday morning.

Send your child back to school
with well-made, wellfitting shoes
that protect pliable young feet
from the pounding they take.

Your child’s feet and shoes
can affect the way he performs
in the classroom and participates
on the playground.

Buy the best quality shoes you
can afford for your children. Ma-
terials and' construction will
vary with price, but do some
judging, too.

Buy on sale, if possible, but
only if you can get the right fit
—not just because the shoes are
on sale.

Look for shoes that:

(1) Protect the feet,

(2) Hold the foot steady and
secure,

(3) Allow for some Toom to
grow and some wiggle room.

(4) Allow the foot to breathe.

When buying shoes, don’t ask
for the size you think the child
needs. Have both feet measured
while the child is standing.

There should be one-half to
threefourths inch space between
the end of the longest toe and
the tip of the shoe to allow for
growth and wiggle room.

Also, check foot shape and
girth (thickness). The shoe’s wid-
est part should match up with
the foot’s widest part. You
should be able to slightly pinch
up the upper part of the shoe
across the widest part of the
foot when the child is standing.

The heel should fit snugly and

firmly so you can’t insert-a fin-

ger between the heel and back of
the shoe. The upper part of the
shoe shouldn’t gape widely when
the foot is bent.

If the shoe fits from the heel
to the ball of the foot, the arch
of the shoe will fit the arch of
the foot.

Also, children shouldn’t wear
hand-me-down shoes. It forces
children’s feet to conform to the
footprint in the shoe.

Ask your child to tell you ex-
actly how the shoe feels to him/
her. Afterall, its his feet that
will wear them.
