The first fall freeze was
on October 23, when the fem-
perature dropped to 31°. The av-
erage length of the growing sea-
son is 214 days, but the 1979 sea-
son was more like 193 days:. This,
in itself, however, did' not dam-
age the crops so much as the
hailstorms +which raked the
county regularly.

32 Thin Mint Cookies

1 tablespoon butter or mar-

powder or crystals :

One 10-0z. pkg. marshmallows
(about 37 marshmallows)

1 cup heavy cream, whipped
or 2 cups prepared non-dairy

For crust, place nine cookies
in blender container. Cover;
blend about 15 seconds or until
finely chopped. Empty into small
bowl; repeat with additional nine
cookies, reserving 14 whole cook-
ies. .Combine chopped cookies

press onto bottom of well oiled
9-inch glass pie plate. Bake at
375° F. about five minutes.

Freeze at least
eight hours before serving; gar-
nish with whipped cream, if de-
sired.

Is All Business

The sight of a three-wheeled
all-terrain motorcycle may look
out of place crossing a field
planted in cotton, corn, or one of
the many crops familiar to High
Plains farmers, but when one of
the scouts from Palmer and As-
sociates is riding it, you know it
is strictly business. In 1976 Dana
Palmer founded his consulting
firm to scout farm fields and
suggest control measures when
insect damage reaches economic
levels.

Palmer, an independent ento-
mologist, founded the firm to
provide a pest management, inte-
grated control approach which
assesses populations of insects on
a regular inferval ' and recom-
mends essential control measures
based on economic injury levels.

“Due to increasing chemical
costs and tightening profit mar-
gins,” Palmer stated, “chemical
insect control is no longer a hit-
and-miss proposition. We recom-
mend control at. that critical
break-even point where it be-
comes economical to apply chem-
icals.”

Using a professional team
which consists of a trained and
educated supervisor as well as
two assistants who are agricul-
tural majors allows Palmer’s
firm to inspect individual fields
at least once a week on a regu-
lar schedule. If insect problems
are discovered, the scouting is au-
tomatically increased to twice a
week. This enables the supervisor
to prepare a concise insect evalu-
ation to present to the producer,
either by phone or personally. At
the end of the crop year, an ex-
tensive summary is completed for
each farmer/client.

“As far as we know, we are
the first to give such detailed
and impartial information on in-
dividual’s fields in our area,” Pal-
mer said. Instead of block moni-

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toring sections of land at a time,
both the supervisors and the as-
sistants scout each and every
field in three or four different
areas of the field.

When the Plainview based firm
was founded, work was limited to
Hale County. This past year, co-
verage was expanded to include
Castro, Lamb, Briscoe, Floyd and
Swisher counties and, with the
opening of a Brownfield office,
that will be extended to include
Terry, Gaines, Yoakum and Lub-
bock counties as well as Lea and
Roosevelt counties in New Mex-
ico.

Palmer holds a B.S. in entomo-
logical science and a masters
degree in cropscience from Tex-
as Tech. During 1975 and 1976,
he worked with the Texas A&M
Pilot Pest Management Program
as a dield supervisor in Hale
and Castro counties.

Palmer recommends many
control procedures that do not
involve chemical treatments, such
as adjusting corn planting dates
from March 15 to April 7. This
enables corn to be harvested be-
fore September 15. As a result,
high yields are maintained with
a reduced need for chemical ap-
plication for control of the south-
western corn borer.

Recognizing the importance of
beneficial insects, the firm has
found that good pest manage-
ment strategies as outlined a-
bove will not only reduce pesti-
cide costs, but also allow for a
tremendous beneficial population
to build up. These are adapted
to our area, and will move over
into other crops such as cotton
and help suppress pest popula-
tions in that crop.
