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Latest Information On Mackenzie Bond
Election Given A t Meeting Tuesday Night

A supper meeting was hosted 
at Lake Mackenzie Tuesday by 
the hoard of directors of the 
Mackenzie Municipal Water Au­
thority for the city councils and 
news media in Lockney, Floy da­
da, Silverton and Tulia, during 
which Joe Smith, Bonding Attor­
ney, First Southwest Company, 
Abilene, presented a financial 
report and the latest information 
on the Mackenzie Bond Election 
to be held in the four cities on 
November 22.

The meal was catered by Er­
nie’s Barbecue. Lon Davis of 
Floydada presided over the meet­
ing.

Silverton was represented by 
Stan Fogerson, Mackenzie board 
member; Jerry Patton, city se­
cretary; Mayor Charles Sarchet 
and Councilmen Ted Strange, A. 
R. Martin, David Tipton and Don-

nie Martin.
“The purpose of the Macken­

zie Municipal Water Authority,” 
Smith said, “is, and always has 
been, to construct a reservoir on 
Tule Creek in order to provide 
a surface water supply for the 
cities of Floydada, Lockney, Sil­
verton and Tulia. The Authority 
must also construct treatment 
¡and transmission facilities in or­
der to deliver water to these 
cities.”

The Authority has constructed 
the reservoir on Tule Creek. 
Cost of the reservoir construction 
and land was approximately 
$3,360,000, financed by the issu­
ance of general obligation bonds 
which were sold to the State of 
Texas Water Development Board 
in 1970 and 1972.

Elements required to complete 
the project so that water can be

delivered to the member cities in­
clude a raw, water pump station 
at Mackenzie Reservoir; a raw 
water supply line to the treat­
ment plant near the reservoir; a 
four million gallons per day 
treatment plant with overload 
capacity up to six MGD during 
peak demand periods and a treat­
ed water pump station; a 24” ap­
proximately 25,000’ water supply 
main to transmit treated water 
to a junction point near State 
Highway 86; and a two million 
gallon water storage reservoir at 
this junction. From this junction; 
three transmission systems are 
required: the Tulia transmission 
system, the Silverton transmis­
sion system, and the Lockney- 
Floydada transmission system, to­
gether with the pump units and 
ground storages that are neces­
sary.

The estimated cost of the sup­
ply portion of the system which 
includes the raw water delivery 
system, the treatment plant, and 
treated water pump station, the 
water supply line to the junction 
point and the treated water stor­
age reservoir at the junction, is 
$4,405,000.'

There are three separate trans­
mission systems. The estimated 
cost of each of these systems is: 

Silverton system — $1,065,000 
(transmission pump station at 
junction and approximately 
44,000’ 12” supply line)

Tulia system — $3,830,000 
(transmission pump station at 
junction; approximately 100,000’ 
20” supply line; ground storage 
and pump station at Tulia) 

Lockney - Floydada system — 
$6,431,000 (transmission pump 
station at junction; approximate­

ly 126,000’ 18” supply line to a 
ground storage and pump station 
near Lockney; approximately 
5,000’ 12” supply line from
ground storage to Lockney; ap­
proximately 61,000’ 14” water
supply line from ground storage 
to Floydada)

The Authority has made appli­
cation to the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration, United States De­
partment of Agriculture, for long 
term loans to finance a major 
portion of the cost. In addition, 
the Authority has applied for a 
$1,000,000 grant from Farmers 
Home Administration to be ap­
plied to the supply facilities. At 
this point, the Authority has re­
ceived no commitment from FHA 
that the loans or grant will be 
approved other than an acknow­
ledgement that the project is eli­
gible for consideration. In the

opinion of the board of directors, 
evidence of the member cities’ 
willingness to proceed with the 
project through a favorable re­
sult of a bond election to author­
ize the necessary general obliga­
tion bonds for the supply facili­
ties would be of assistance to 
the Farmers Home Administra­
tion in determining their posi­
tion on the Authority’s applica­
tion. In addition, the City of Sil­
verton is experiencing a water 
shortage and must have some in­
dication of the Authority’s intent 
to proceed with construction or 
in the alternative, attempt to in­
dependently develop a separate 
water supply.

If the voters in all of the four 
cities do not approve the Macken­
zie Bond Issue, it will be neces­
sary for the City of Silverton to 
purchase land outside the city for

the purpose of piping water from 
that location to Silverton. This 
will be a costly undertaking, 
since it would have to be done 
by this city alone. Even though 
the land could be rented as a 
dryland farm, the pipeline would 
have to be constructed to the lo­
cation. There would be no guar­
antee as to how long that under­
ground source would last.

Silverton’s City Council was 
not happy with the water short­
age situation that has existed 
during 1980 and was not pleased 
with the water rationing steps 
that had to be taken. It is the 
desire of the council to have 
concrete plans for avoiding a re­
peat of this situation before an­
other summer.

Each city would be entitled to 
receive an adequate supply of 
water from the Mackenzie Res­
ervoir, and might possibly be 
able to make arrangements to 
sell some of its alloted water to 
help finance its part of the cost 
if other purchasers are willing 
to build their own pipeline and 
buy this surplus water.

Continuation of reliance on 
ground water supplies, primarily 
the Ggallala formation and pos­
sibly the Santa Rosa formation is 
not practical. Definitive long 
range studies indicate that the 
Ogallala formation is being de­
pleted of water with little or no 
recharge. Water from the Santa 
Rosa formation has been used by 
the City of Tulia but water from 
this formation is often of unsuit­
able quality and quantity.

Already the City of Silverton 
has had experience with locating 
a supply of water in the Santa 
Rosa formation. This well was 
drilled near the location of the 
old city hall. The State Depart­
ment of Health would not allow 
this water to be used because of 
a high iron content, which would 
give residents the symptoms of 
a stomach virus.

Monthly water rate structures 
have been projected approxi­
mately as follows. These rates 
are not recommendations, but 
are intended for guidance.

Tulia—First 3M gallons, $9.00 
(minimum); next 7M gallons, 1.50 
M; next 10M gallons, 1.25 M; all 
over 20M gallons, 1.00 M

Silverton—First 2M gallons, 
$13.00 (minimum); next 3M gal­
lons, 1.50 M; next 10M gallons,
1.25 M; all over 15M gallons, 1.00 
M

Lockney—First 2M gallons, 
$11.00 (minimum); next 8M gal­
lons, 1.50 M; next 10M gallons,
1.25 M; all over 20M gallons, 1.00 
M

Floydada—First 2M gallons, 
$10.50 (minimum); next 8M gal­
lons, 1.50 M; next 10M gallons,
1.25 M; all over 20M gallons, 1.00 
M

These estimated water rates 
vary from city to. city since the 
cost of water delivery to each 
city differs depending on the dis­
tance of each city from the trans­
mission station at the junction, 
the amount of water delivered to 
each city and the cost of the se­
parate transmission systems. In 
addition, operating expenses and 
other costs in each city’s water­
works system must be consider­
ed.

There will be only one propos­
ition on the ballot: to authorize 
the Authority to issue $2,150,000 
general obligation bonds. The 
election must carry in each city 
for the bonds to be authorized. 
If the election is successful, the 
board of directors will continue 
to pursue construction of the en­
tire project as outlined.

Any resident of Tulia, Silver- 
ton, Lockney or Floydada who 
has been a registered voter for 
at least 30 days prior to the el­
ection is qualified to vote.

The election will be held on 
Saturday, November 22, 1980
from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. at 
the City Hall in each city.

Absentee voting will be con­
ducted beginning Monday, No­
vember 3, through Tuesday, No­
vember 18. Residents of each 
city may vote absentee by per­
sonal appearance before the City

City residents are going to 
have to prepare themselves to 
pay the price for the new water 
supply. Careful comparison will 
show that the increased cost of 
water will be less than the cost 
of cable television, for example. 
Certainly an adequate water sup­
ply should be as important to lo­
cal residents as entertainment.

Without approval of the bond 
issue, the Silverton City Council 
will have no alternative but to

purchase a new water supply. If 
this becomes necessary, local res­
idents will have to pay the cost 
for the new water supply while at 
the same time having to pay for 
the Mackenzie Municipal Reser­
voir, which will at that time be­
come a very expensive recreation 
area.

One argument that has been 
used against the Mackenzie pro­
ject has always been lack of wa­
ter; however, the present supply 
of water, estimated to he a five- 
year supply for the four cities, 
would seem to disprove that old 
argument. Even though large

amounts of runoff aren’t receiv­
ed every year, the lake did re­
ceive its present water level 
sooner than had been expected. 
Even though no runoff of any 
consequence has been received in 
the last two years, the water 
level remains at 98+ feet, this

being 15,000 acre feet of water. 
Full, the lake will hold about 
46,000 acre feet of water. There 
are about 285,000 gallons in an 
acre foot of water. Once full, the 
four cities would never he able to 
drain it. Lake Mackenzie is cal­
led “the 100-year reservoir” by 
the engineers.

Producers Can 
Prevent Prussic 
Acid Poisoning

Frost will be hitting Briscoe 
County before long, and this 
could lead to prussic acid poison­
ing in livestock grazing certain 
pasture grasses and forages, 
points out Earnest Kiker, county 
agent with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System.

Although many plants contain 
the toxic material that causes 
poisoning, those causing the high­
est mortality in livestock when 
grazed after they have been fro­
zen and wilted are Johnson and 
Sudan grasses and sorghums or 
hybrids of these.

The most dangerous time as far 
as the grazing of these plants is 
concerned is following frost when 
the plant material begins to wilt, 
emphasizes Kiker. Livestock 
should not be allowed access to 
the wilted material until it has

dried completely. This usually 
takes three or four days of good 
sunlight. New plant growth us­
ually becomes nontoxic and can 
be grazed within 10 days to two 
weeks following a rain.

As far as prussic acid poison­
ing is concerned, the poison acts 
rapidly and can kill animals 
within minutes. In most acute 
cases, animals become affected 
within 10-15 minutes after eating 
toxic material and can die in 
two to three minutes.- Symptoms 
may include a brief period of 
stimulation followed by depres­
sion and paralysis. Signs of colic 
may be present. Stupor (loss of 
sensibility), difficult breathing 
and frequent convulsions may 
result. Death is caused by suf­
focation since oxygen remains in 
the blood and is not exchanged 
to the tissues. This also causes 
the blood to appear bright red.

To prevent prussic acid poison­
ing in livestock, Kiker outlines 
these steps:

1. Allow plant material affect­
ed by frost to dry thoroughly be­
fore grazing. This may require a 
week or more of good sunlight.

2. Feed animals hay or a sup­
plement before turning them in 
on plants that may contain prus­
sic acid. Animals that are not 
hungry will not be affected as 
seriously by toxic material since 
their intake will be limited.

3. Remove all animals from the 
pasture if one in the herd shows 
(any signs of poisoning.

4. Call a veterinarian immed­
iately if an animal appears to be 
poisoned. An antidote to treat 
affected animals is highly effi­
cient if given early. This product 
is available from veterinarians.

5. Have suspect plant material 
checked by the Texas Veterinary 
Medical Diagnostic Laboratories 
at College Station or Amarillo. 
Local veterinarians will be happy 
to submit samples for you.

The overall key to preventing 
prussic acid poisoning in live­
stock is to be aware of plant ma­
terials that may cause poisoning 
and then to keep cattle from gra­
zing such plants until a safe 
period has passed, points out 
Kiker.

Public t a n t  Requested 
On 1931 Cotton Program

Public comment is requested
by December 2 on provisions of 
the 1981 cotton program. Ray 
Fitzgerald, administrator of the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture’s 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service, said these 
provisions include whether there 
should be a set-aside or acreage 
diversion for 1981, the appro­
priate level for the target price 
and the national program acre­
age.

Fitzgerald said those favoring 
a set-aside or acreage diversion 
program should state the amount 
they recommend. He also asked 
for comments on these program 
items:

—If a set aside is in effect, 
should there be a limitation on 
upland ¡cotton planted acreage, 
and if so, the extent of the limi­
tation;

—The voluntary reduction 
from 1980 upland cotton acreage 
required in order to guarantee 
target price protection on total 
1981 planted acreage;

—-The national program acre­
age and program allocation fac­
tor for upland cotton.
»The national program acreage 

is the number of harvested acres 
USDA estimates is needed to 
meet domestic and export re­
quirements during the 1981-82 
marketing year which begins 
August 1, 1981. The minimum na­
tional program acreage required 
by law is 10 million acres.

The allocation factor is deter­
mined by dividing the NPA for 
the 1981 crop by the estimated 
harvested acreage for the crop.

—Whether compliance with the 
farm normal crop acreage should 
be ¡required as a condition of eli­
gibility for loans and payments.

On August 28, Fitzgerald ask­
ed for comment on the 1981 loan 
rate for upland cotton and whe­
ther a seed cotton loan program 
should be offered.

The loan rate must be announ­
ced by ¡November 1 and the na­
tional program acreage and the 
voluntary reduction percentage 
by December 15. The other pro­
visions have no statutory dead­
line.

The proposals were to be pub­
lished in the October 3 Federal 
Register. Comments should be 
sent to Director, Production Ad­
justment Division, Room 3630 
South Building, Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service, U. S. Department of Ag­
riculture, P. O. Box 2415, Wash­
ington, D. C. 20013. They will 
be available for public inspec­
tion in Room 3623 of IJSDA’s 
South Building during regular 
business hours.
