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M. 5%, Helens Emplmns Took Awful Toll,
But Scientists See Some Posifive Eﬁ%@s

In the area around Washing-
ton’s Mt. St. Helens, the future
looks bleak. As a result of the
volcano’s devastating eruptions,
more than 70 people died or dis-
appeared, 240 miles of woodland
were obliterated, 26 lakes were
destroyed, nearly 11 million fish
and 15 million other animals
were wiped out.

The losses, estimated at more
than $1 billion, are hard to exag-
gerate and the short-term prog-
nosis seems grim.

But according to National
Wildlife magazine, some scientists
foresee ‘‘some positive long-
range effects” of the blasts af-
ter nature has worked to restore
the area. Among them:

@ Volcanic ash will eventually
enrich the soil and some new
plant species will probably ap-
pear.

@ Changes in wildlife habitat
should enhance the populations
of many creatures. For example,
the mountain bluebird, which is
attracted to snagged trees, is ex-
pected to flourish.

@ Scientists will have, as one
of them' put it, “a rare oppor-
tunity to see how the earth re-
generates itself . . . In some
places; everything. must start all
"~ over again.”

And finally, not listed by the"

scientists,: but noted by Wash-
ington  State business leaders;
the area will become a  tourist
attraction. The U. S. Forest Ser-

vice reported more than 4,000

daily visitors to the Mt. St. Hel-
ens area in August.

Meanwhile, scientists are look-

ing for signs that the area ar-
ound Mt. St. Helens is beginning
to heal. According to the report
in the current issue of National
Wildlife on the volcano’s effects,
some insect populations—vital
links in the food chain—are al-
ready showing signs of recovery.
And U, S. Forest Service biolo-
gist Bill Ruediger told the Na-
tional Wildlife Federation’s bi-
monthly publication that he be-
lieved deer and elk will return
to the region rather quickly,
“particularly around the edges
of the blast zone where there is
adequate cover.”
While Washington
mourn the devastation of the
145mile Toutle River, one of
the few remaining undammed
rivers in the Northwest, they
feel sure that the river’s flow
will return to normal and its
huge population of salmon and
trout will return. Biologists have
discovered that some salmon
have already navigated through
the high levels of silt in the Cow-
litz River — another waterway
that was severely damaged.
One factor which makes scien-
tists optimistic about the dam-
aged region’s recovery is history.
“In geologic terms,” explains Na-
tional Wildlife, “Mt. St. Helens
is a relatively young volcano,
just one in a string of 15 major
ones in the Cascade range that
runs from British Columbia to
northern California.” During the
past 200 years, eight of these
mountains have erupted; the
most recent was California’s Mt.
Lassen, which blew more than

officials

170 times between 1914 and

1921. )
Periodically, these mountain
peaks have poured vast rivers
of mud into surrounding areas.
One such mudflow descended Mt.
Rainier about 600 years ago,

smothering the Puyallup. River..

When the - first white explorers
arrived in western Washington

400 years later, the Puyallup was:

stocked with chinook, steelhead,
cutthroat and coho. And its banks
were crowded with big timber.

So the Puyallup did recover.
“And the same thing will hap-
pen around Mt. St. Helens,”
Washington Department of Game
official Jon Gilstrom assured Na-
tional Wildlife: Until then, scien-
tists will be watching carefully.
“We’re going to learn how to
plan ahead for such blasts, how
“to cope with the ash, what to do
with plugged-up waterways,” a
federal geologist told the NWF
magazine.

Obviously, there is no way to
prevent wolcanic eruptions. As
Gilstrom concludes in the - Na-

tional Wildlife report, “What
happened at Mt. St. Helens has
happened a thousand times be-
fore in the Pacific Northwest
and will surely happen again.
Nature has a way of taking care
of herself.”

SOCIAL SECURITY
IN
BRISCOE COUNTY

This 1980 tax year the Social
Security  Administration  will
post annual wage statements for
the third consecutive year. Public
law mandated a change in the
reporting of wages from a quar-
terly to an annual basis.

Employers now submit Federal
W-2 reports (directly to the So-
cial Security Administration. The
quarterly reports (941’s) showing
a summary of wages, taxes and
the tax deposit schedule are still
required by the Internal Revenue
Service.

All W-2’s are now sent to one
of four data operations centers.
'Dhe address of the data center
servicing Briscoe County is: So-
cial  Security Administration,
Data Operations Center, Albu-
querque, New Mexico 87180.

Employee ' copies of the 1980
W-2 form:must be given by Jan |

uary 31, 1981. However employ-
ers who go out of business
should give the employees their
copies within 30, days of the last
paycheck.

Copy “A” of he W-2 form
should be submitted by Febru-
ary 28, 1981 to the data center.
If an extension is needed, the
employer needs to submit a writ-
ten request to the nearest Inter-
nal Revenue district director or
service center director.

The copy “A” is designed to
be read by an optical scanner.
The format, three forms to a
page, makes processing fmore
efficient. These forms should not
be separated even if some of the
forms are blank.

To enable the scanner to read
the W-2’s, they must be neatly
typed with no white out correc-
tions, erasures or strike-overs.
Any defacement of the W-2 re-
sults in the W-2' having to be
manually keypunched. This es-
calates the processing cost to the
government, and eventually to
the employer, in the form of tax-
es. The optical scanner reads 120
W-2’s per minute. To keypunch

120 W-2’s manually requires one
and a half hours.

The copy “A” is printed in
optical scanner blind ink. This
appears light red to the naked
eye. Copy “A” is shaded to fa-
cilitate optical scanning. All en-
tries on the W-2 must be made
in the unshaded areas. Only copy
“A” is shaded. )

The 1980 W-2 format was chan-
ged to improve scanming accur-
acy. The higgest change appears
in Block 5 which includes eight
ballot boxes. Depending on the
record, none of the boxes may
need to be checked or as many
as five may apply.

In addition to the Subtotal,
Correction and Void boxes, em-
ployers will need to familiarize
themselves with the definitions
for Statutory, Deceased, Pension
Plan, 942 Employees and what
constitutes a Legal Representa-
tive.

Employers who have a comput-
er capable of preparing magnetic
tapes, diskettes, or disk cart
ridges have an option they can
apply for. The copy “A” data
can be reported by this method
instead. A wage reporting special-
ist can provide all the necessary

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Netting Strvey Of Fish
Made At Lake Mackenzie

Texas Parks and Wildlife Fish-
eries biologist Joe Kraai of Can-
yon was in charge of a netting
survey of fish in Lake Macken-
zie several weeks ago.

Five 100-foot gill nets were set
out in various sections of the
lake to try to cover as many wa-
ter depths and habitat situations
as possible.

Kraai, who has been instrumen-
tal in developing the High Plains
walleye fishery in Meredith, Mac-
kenzie, Greenbelt and now White
River, tries to net each lake in
his district each fall to deter-
mine the population of fish, their
growth size, their reproduction
success and their forage habits
to see what might be needed in
the lakes to continue angler fish-
ing success.

The recent findings at Macken-
zie are rather surprising. Here’s
the report on Kraai’s most re-
cent Mackenzie fish-finding net-
tings.

WALLEYE

A total of 23 walleye were
taken that averaged 3.42 pounds.
The largest walleye weighed

“ nearly five and one-half pounds.
There has been excellent survi-

val and growth of stocked fish
since 1976. However, two prob-
lems exist. Walleye reproduction
is questionable and angler har-
vest is low. If the walleye fail
to reproduce in 1981 Kraai will
initiate a bi-annual mass stocking

_ program of 2,000 fish per acre to

force a fishery on the lake to
provide adequate predation on
the crappie population.
LARGEMOUTH AND
SMALLMOUTH BASS
A total of only three large-
mouth bass were taken in the
nettings. No smallmouths were
found. The average weight was
1.10 pounds. The report said:
Reproduction of both species is

e
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O

more than adequate to sustain
the fishery, however, poor fish-
ing reports would indicate that
recruitment of these small fish
into the adult population is min-
imal.

Kraai said, “I cannot recom-
mend a State regulatory change
in bass size limits without hav-
ing sufficient data to back up
my recommendations—in this
case an instantaneous sample of
100 or more largemouth bass of
all sizes. Until we have the time
to make such a collection it
would be impossible for you to
impose a 14-inch length limit on
bass in the lake but our law en-
forcement section would not have
the authority to enforce it.”

Kraai also reports that the
smallmouth bass holds the best
promise of future bass fishing
in Mackenzie. As the existing
brush and trees in the lake de-
cay there will be increasingly
less and less largemouth bass
habitat and this population will
respond accordingly. The small-
mouths, on the other hand, pre-
fer clear, rocky habitat and they
will continue to expand in num-
bers as the lake ages. “I will try
to obtain a onetime stocking of
Florida bass for the purpose of
improving the genetic back-
ground of our native largemouth
bass ?” Kraai said.

CRAPPIE

The crappie population is dom-
inated by two very strong year
classes of fish, Kraai said in his
report. A stunting problem has
developed in which there are too
many small crappie for the exist-
ing food supply to allow ade-
quate growth rates. The solution
to the problem lies in increasing
the predation pressure on the
small crappie to reduce the pop-
ulation within the food supply
limits or to greatly increase the
surface area of the lake which
would result in increased fertility
and as a result a major increase
in available food. The total num-
ber of crappie taken in the sur-
vey was three.

$
$

CATFISH
Excellent numbers of all sizes
of channel catfish exist in the
lake. Reproduction, growth, and
recruitment of young fish into
the adult population is adequate
to sustain the fishery. Flathead
_catfish are becoming establish-
ed in the reservoir and should
begin to reproduce in the mext
year or so. Bullhead catfish are
overabundant and also very slow-

growing in the lake.

HYBRID STRIPED BASS

Extremely good growth has
been demonstrated by the hy-
brids in Mackenzie. Starting in
1981 Kraai has recommended bi-
annual stockings of approximate-

ly 10,000 fingerlings. Increasing
this stocking rate has proved to
be detrimental to the overall
fishery of the lake in many oth-
er areas of the state.

Properly Planned Windbreaks
Make Homes More Comforfable

by F. E. Northam /

Range Conservationist
~Soil” Conservation " Service
Windbreaks ~ make Briscoe

County homes more comfortable
and less empensxve to heat and
cool. Properly located tree rows

- shield homes, hvestock and crops

from wmter winds, summer heat,
blowmg dust and druftmg Snow.
Mature wmdbreaks provide pro-
tection at least for 40 years.

Conifers or evergreens form
the best protection and they
should be the heart of any wind-
break. Even a single row of ever-
greens with the trees set about
15 feet apart will give good pro-
tection. This is the most com-
mon windbreak around homes
and farmsteads in Briscoe Coun-
ty. Two rows of evergreens with
the tree lines spaced 20-30 feet
apart provides even better pro-
tection.

If space is available, a three
row windbreak with two rows of
evergreens and a row of shrubs
or hardwoods will grow into an
attractive shelter that will pro-
tect against the coldest winter

winds. The shrubs or hardwoods |

provide some early protection un-
til the slower growing evergreens
become effective barriers. The ev-
ergreens should be planted in the
outside rows (toward the wind),
so in Briscoe County that means

- the north or west edge of the

windbreak. Enough space should
be left between tree rows to al-
low plowing or shredding weeds
during the early years of tree
growth. v

The Caprock Soil and Water
Conservation District will order
windbreak trees for citizens of
Briscoe County the second week
in December. You do not have
to be a farmer or rancher or own
agricultural land to purchase
these trees. The following ever-
greens are available: Awustrian
Pine, Ea-stern Red Cedar, Scotch

The
evergreens are $1.00 per tree.
Green Ash, Chinese Elm, Hack-

berry, Lombardy Popular, Honey

Locust and Russian Olive are the
available hardwoods. Also these

suckle, Lilac, Native Plum and
Sumac. The hardwoods and
shrubs are 50c per plant.

The trees were planted this
summer and will be delivered to
Briscoe County in late March
1981. Colorado State University
Nursery ships the shrubs and
hardwoods as bareroot seedlings
and the evergreens will be pot-

ted seedlings. If you would like
