Also serving Briscoe Counti- 
ans is Patti Ewing, RN, of Plain- 
view.

The West Texas Home Health
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Agency, Inc. provides registered 
and licensed vocational nurses 
and home health aides who are 
dedicated to providing total nur­
sing care and loving concern 24 
hours a day and seven days a 
week emergency assistance.

They offer home health servic­
es under the supervision of a 
physician in the patient’s home.

Nursing services that are a- 
vailable on an intermittent basis 
include surgical dressings; os­
tomy care and instruction, enter­
ostomal therapy; catheterization 
(including retention catheters), 
catheter irrigations (with family 
instruction on irrigations); injec­
tions such as B-12, diuretic, in­
sulin and narcotics (with family 
instruction); intravenouses (if 
some household member is cap­
able of watching it); Levine tube 
feeding including instruction and 
changing; blood pressure and 
other vital signs; enemas; exer­
cises; ambulation; inhalation 
treatment and instruction; bed 
baths, if condition warrants; 
family and patient instruction on 
management of diabetes; care of 
cardiac patient, with family 
instruction; nutritional counsel­
ing.

Other services available in­
clude physical therapy, speech 
therapy, medical social services, 
occupational therapy, medical 
supplies and use of medical sup­
plies, medical aides available 
to carry out the orders of the 
attending nurse. Referrals are 
made for additional services up­
on physician’s or patient’s re­
quest.

Payment is available through 
Medicare, Medicaid, Champus, 
Veteran’s Administration, insur­
ance or private pay.

Mmes. Wilson and Ewing do 
go to the country to serve pa­
tients, and they ask that you 
feel free to call them at anytime 
—day or night.

They are also available on re­
quest to present programs for 
any organization or civic group.

Potpourri

In America and throughout much o f the world, plants have 
long been associated with Christmas customs and traditions.

There is an old legend which holds that, wintry weather not­
withstanding, trees burst into bloom and bore fruit on the night 
that Christ was born. The modern day transformation does not 
occur as as miracle; it takes work, yet each Christmas homes 
throughout the world are trimmed with greens and garlands 
and set aglow with lights to mark the anniversary o f the Holy 
Birth at Bethlehem. Like the trees that burst forth with blooms 
and fruits, holly, mistletoe, poinsettias and many other plants 
have become an essential part o f the holiday observance.

Many o f the customs and traditions associated with flowers 
and plants have their origin in pagan rites and rituals but they 
have taken on important implications in the Christmas observ­
ance. The giving o f plants as gifts probably stems from the visit 
o f the Three Wise Men. In some countries, it is still custom to 
present plants as gifts on Epiphany, January 6, the date on 
which it is believed the Wise Men*appeared at Bethlehem.

The use o f greenery at Christmastime can be traced to ancient 
Greece and Rome. Holly was a great favorite o f the Romans, 
who considered its winter beauty to be the promise o f the 
sun’s return to earth fo r another year. In later times, it was 
custom to hang sprigs o f the bright-berried plant in the doorway 
o f French and British homes to indicate homes in which Christ 
dwelled. One legend holds that holly first sprung up where the 
infant Jesus took his first steps. By contrast, the same plant was 
supposed to have been used to fashion his crown o f  thorns, 
with the berries turning from red to white with the Crucif¡cation.

The trees are 
often painted or sprayed white 
to simulate the snow-covered 
trees Hawaiian children have 
never seen.

Hawaiians say “ Mele Kali- 
kimaha!” for Merry Christmas, 
but this is only one form of 
holiday greetings as Hawaiian 
citizens are of many races and 
tongues. They live in harmony 
year-round, but it is most evi­
dent during the Nativity season.

BIG HOLIDAY
The New Year in China com­

pares to the American Fourth of 
July, Christmas and Thanks­
giving rolled into one. To the 
accompaniment of exploding 
firecrackers, everyone feasts, 
exchanges presents and cards, 
and makes ceremonial visits to 
relatives and friends. Tradition­
ally, all family debts are paid 
on the first day of the New 
Year.

IN INDIA
New Year’s in India is 

solemnly observed. Flower- 
bedecked cattle are fol­
lowed through the streets to 
the sacred Ganges River 
where pilgrims gather to 
worship. In some parts of 
the country, the boiling of 
rice symbolizes an appeal 
for good luck during the 
new year.

Christmas Songs 
Came From 

Many Countries
Many of us know very little 

about the composers of our 
most trad itiona l C hristm as 
songs. Artiong the better known 
was Father Joseph Mohr, the 
Austrian priest who wrote the 
words to “ Silent Night,” which 
was put to music and played on 
Christmas Eve, 1818, by Franz 
Gruber, a church organist.

“ O Little Town of Bethle­
hem” was authored by an amer- 
ican, Phillip Brooks, who found 
his inspiration during a visit to 
the Holy Child’s birthplace. “ O 
Holy Night” was the work of a 
French composer, Adolphe Ad­
am, but the familiar words 
were the work of an American 
minister, John S. Dwight. “ Ad- 
este Fidelis,” more familiarly 
known as “ O Come All Ye 
Faithful,”  was the work of 
John Francis Wade.

An old English tradition: 
toasting from Wassail Bowl

@Wassail is derived from the 
Anglo-Saxon expression “Was 
Haile” —your health. For cen­
turies, the Wassail Bowl was 
drunk in England with much 
ceremony and exchanging of 
holiday greetings. The custom 
was so common throughout the 
country that4 ‘wassailing ’ ’ came 
to mean any kind of Christmas 
toast.

Old-time ingredients
The old-time recipe for the 

Wassail bowl was a heated 
combination of ale, cinnamon, 
ginger, sherry wine, lemon and 
sugar which was poured into a 
heated bowl. Toasted bread and 
roasted crab apples were added.

Today, even in England, the 
contents of the Wassail Bowl

can be any kind of punch which 
stands ready to serve and toast 
friends when they drop in on 
Christmas.

Today’s holiday punches
Popular holiday punches 

today include egg nog, and 
zesty cranberry punches such as 
one combining six cups each of 
cranberry juice cocktail and 
grapefruit juice with a 16 ounce 
can of jellied cranberry sauce. 
This should simmer for five 
minutes with four cinnamon 
sticks, some whole cloves, and 
the peel of two oranges. It is 
good served hot or cold.

Just be sure not to pour the hot 
punch into a glass punch bowl 
unless it is heatproof.

Santa’s Image 
By Nast, Moore

The jolly, rotund figure that 
we know as Santa Claus has 
come a long way from the im­
age of St. Nicholas, the benev­
olent Bishop of Myra. Thomas 
Nast, a political cartoonist, and 
Dr. Clement Clark Moore, a 
scholar and poet, were primari­
ly responsible.

A drawing by Nast appeared 
in an 1874 issue of Harper’s 
Weekly, depicting a rotund and 
gift-laden Santa Claus about to 
slide down a chimney, or per­
haps, waiting patiently for the 
children inside the house to go 
to bed.

Earlier, in 1822, Dr. Moore 
painted Santa’s portrait in the 
words of a poem that was to 
become one of the most tra­
ditional and beloved of all time. 
Dr. Moore wrote “ A Visit from 
St. Nicholas” for his children. 
They memorized it and would 
often recite it at family gather­
ings. Moore thought so little of 
it that he put the original manu­
script away in a drawer. A fam­
ily acquaintance later sent a 
copy of the poem to a news­
paper, w ithout naming the 
author, and the poem was pub­
lished anonymously for several 
Christmases before credit was 
given to Dr. Moore.

@Christmas cards originated 
with an English nobleman who 
yearly wrote Christmas letters to 
friends and family.

One year— 1843— he didn’t 
have the time, and so com­
missioned an artist to design a 
card to which he could just add a 
note. By the 1860’s Christmas 
cards had caught on in England, 
and shortly afterward crossed 
the ocean to America.

Today Americans exchange 
some 3 billion Christmas cards 
each year. What with the rising 
prices of cards and postage, it’s 
a custom that can be costly. No 
wonder so many people are now 
making their own.

Here are a few ideas, which 
are easy and fun to make:

First, find envelopes, then cut 
colored paper or card stock to 
fit. For a design, cookie cutters 
are one quick anu sure trick, 
especially for the novice de­
signer.

Trace a single tree or star, or

make a pattern of several. Fill in 
the outline with scraps of fabric, 
glitter, bits of pretty giftwrap, 
whatever. You could accent the 
outline by glueing on contrast­
ing glitter or yam.

Hint: to keep fabric from 
ravelling, glue tissue paper to 
the back and let dry before cut­
ting.

Here is another idea: You can 
make shiny paint by mixing 
Elmer’s Glue-All and food col­
oring. Mix in small applicator 
bottles of Elmer’s— red in one, 
green in another, and so on. 
Then apply direct from the bot­
tle in dots or lines. Or, mix in 
small paper cups and apply with 
toothpicks or paint brushes.

HOLIDAY TOAST
No one knows who raised a 

glass and proposed the first

custom of placing a bit of 
toasted bread in a cup of wine. 
The broken-glass toast is a mili­
tary tradition of long-standing. 
A toast is offered to the queen 
and the empty glass thrown into 
the fireplace. Breaking the glass 
supposedly prevented someone 
unlucky from spoiling the wish 
for good health by drinking 
from the same glass.

Plan Foods In 
Pre-Holiday 

Time
More than any other season 

of the year, Christmas brings 
unexpected visitors. The pace 
picks up as the holiday ap­
proaches and continues through 
the New Year. It can be a hec­
tic time, unless there is some 
prior planning—such as baking 
ahead of time foods and des­
serts that can be frozen until 
needed.

Pastries, such as pies, tarts, 
filled rings and cookies come 
through freezing well, whether 
baked or unbaked. Cakes and 
frostings should be frozen sep­
arately; do not frost the cake 
before freezing. Butter mixtures 
and frostings and fillings made 
from uncooked confectioner’s 
sugar can be frozen. Candy- 
type frostings can be frozen for 
up to three weeks, after which 
time they will crack apart. Egg- 
based, boiled or brown sugar 
icings do not freeze well as 
they tend to become sticky.

Cookie dough and baked 
cookies both freeze well. Baked 
cookies should be allowed to 
cool before freezing in a tightly 
sealed container. Most cookies 
will thaw and be ready for 
serving in minutes. Fresh fruit, 
mincemeat and squash pie fil­
lings freeze best.

Christmas Carol Not 
Dickens’ Favorite

Some of our oldest and most 
popular Christmas songs and 
stories were not well regarded 
by their authors or enthusiastic­
ally received when they were in­
troduced.

An excellent example is that 
of Charles Dickens’ immortal 
“ Christmas Carol.” Dickens 
considered it a far lesser work 
than “ A Cricket on the Hearth” 
and “ The Chimes.” Dickens 
personally preferred  “ The 
Chimes,” although “ The Crick­
et” was the most popular seller 
during his lifetime.

“ Christmas Carol”  seemed 
to uphold Dickens’ beliefs, at­
taining small popularity for 
many years. We know, how­
ever, long after Dickens’ death, 
that the story of Tiny Tim and 
his friends became immortal 
and, some historians say, was 
the most effective single force 
behind England’s return to the 
observance of Christmas.

Roast Goose
If you have a yen to try 

something different this Christ­
mas, forget the turkey and roast 
a goose. We’re not trying to 
“ fowl” up any Christmas tra­
ditions, just suggesting some­
thing different. After all, New 
Year’s Day—another turkey­
time, is just around the corner. 
If you wish to try goose, here’s 
how:

Combine three cups lightly 
whipped potatoes with two cups 
of crumbs, 1 cup finely diced 
onion, 1 teaspoon rosemary, 1 
cup coarsely chopped pecans or 
walnuts, 1 teaspoon salt, 1 tea­
spoon freshly ground black pep­
per, and three tablespoons melt­
ed butter. Blend well and stuff 
the goose with the mixture.

Place goose on rack and bake 
at 450 degrees for 30 minutes. 
Reduce heat to 325 degrees and 
roast for another 1 to 1 Va 
hours or until breast is tender 
and skin crisp.

Basting is not altogether nec­
essary. Pour off the goose fat 
as it accumulates in the pan and 
save for cooking. Salt and pep­
per the goose just before remov­
ing from the oven. Usually, an 
8-10 pound goose should roast 
about 2 - 2 lA hours.

There’s hardly a Christmas 
tradition that’s more universally 
popular than trimming the tree. 
Be it live, fresh-cut or artificial, 
a brightly decorated tree sets the 
stage for a spirited holiday 
celebration.

Tree-trimming is a custom 
that was exported from Ger­
many to England in the late 18th 
century. But it was not 
popularized until the 1840s 
when Prince Albert introduced 
it into the royal family, thereby 
setting a precedent which has 
since been followed by royalty 
and the common man alike.

It is said that Martin Luther

was so moved by the sight of 
stars twinkling in the sky above 
a grove of evergreen trees, that 
he sought to simulate their effect 
by setting candles on a small 
evergreen which he brought into 
his home.

In Victorian England, the 
Christmas tree was laden with 
sweets, fruits and nuts— as well 
as dancing candles. These edi­
bles were not eaten until the 
dismantling of the tree on the 
Twelfth Night, adding an ele­
ment of gaiety to the otherwise 
sobering activity of putting dec­
orations away until the next 
year.

Eventually, ornaments made 
by glassblow ers and wood 
carvers came to replace the edi­
ble decorations on Christmas 
trees. Today, tree-trimming has 
been elevated to a considerable

art form, a medium for the 
trimmer’s expression.

For some, a simple garland 
made by stringing popcorn and 
cranberries is an eye-pleasing 
decoration, while for others, 
elaborate links of red and green 
balsa wood appear more festive.

Red ribbons and candy canes 
may suit one trimmer’s taste, 
while velvet-covered turtle 
doves and hand-painted wooden 
figures may suit another’s.

The key to tree-trimming is to 
have fun at it, whether one opts 
for real candles or twinkling, 
m ulti-colored lights; for a 
strongly-scented Douglas fir or 
an artificial tree.

After all, the evergreen is but 
a symbol of the presence of life 
in the darkness of winter, the 
true meaning of the Christmas 
celebration.

We’re Fussy 
About Time
People have always been fus­

sy about time. The annual com­
ing and going of Daylight Sav­
ing Time is both welcomed and 
lamented in various parts of the 
country. Periodically, someone 
will announce that a better 
method of marking time has 
been developed and suggest that 
we should do away with the 
Gregorian calendar. For some 
time yet to come, however, 
time will remain as the weath­
er—something we only talk 
about. The Gregorian calendar 
will be around for a while. 
Mathematicians estimate it will 
be accurate until at least 2500 
A.D.

Perhaps the first fairly accur­
ate calendar was devised by the 
ancient Egyptians. It consisted 
of 12 periods of 30 days each, 
with five days added to the last 
period just to keep things 
straight.

This method was somewhat 
similar to the Gregorian calen­
dar, except that the Gregorian 
provides that years divisible by 
four, excluding the years numb­
ering the centuries, shall have 
366 days, while the century- 
marking years are leap years 
only if divisible by four after 
the ciphers have been removed.

Thus, leap years make it un­
necessary to “ tack on” those 
extra five days, because we are 
in tune with the solar year, 
which consists of 365 days, 5 
hours, 48 minutes and 46 sec­
onds.

is really a form of gift, accord­
ing to Chinese custom. The 
Chinese have sent such cards for 
over a thousand years.

Italians consider January 1st as part of their yuletide festival, 
and so revel until 12th night, 12 days after Christmas.

Near China, in old japan, New Year’s was a time for 
everybody to don new clothes, take three days off from work 
and visit with their friends. Each gatepost would be adorned 
with green pines and bamboo. And over each door would hang 
red lobsters, crabs and scarlet tangerines, standing for long life 
and happiness.

Gypsies in Spain used to marry on New Year’s eve. The 18th 
•• century writer George Borrow tells us that a main feature of 

the bridal ceremony was the feasting associated with it. Once the /  
gypsy couple took their vows, guests swirled down sherry and 
ate and sang and danced throughout the night and day.

In ancient China, people took a different approach to the 
First Day. They cleaned house, paid debts and closed their 
shops. Then they shot off their firecrackers. What a sight to see 
a New Year’s in Chinatown of a big American city, with its 
colorful procession and fiery paper dragons breathing good 
cheer to everyone.

Since antiquity, Jewish people have celebrated their New 
Year’s late in September or early October. The special name 
which was given this momentous occasion, Rosh Hashanah, 
means “ The Feast of the Trumpets.” /

Tips For More Safety, 
Economy. Convenience

Tune Up And Check 
Up Before Cold Weather

Car neglect can be expen­
sive, »'specially when it af­
fects gas mileage. The driver 
of a car which normally 
delivers 20 MPG could be 
losing about $20 per month 
because he has become lax 
about maintenance.

This figure is based on 
driving 1,000 miles per 
month with gas priced at 
$1.40 per gallon. According 
to Car Care Council, the 
biggest mechanical factor 
affecting fuel economy is 
engine condition. A car 
needing a tune-up may be 
wasting 11% of its fuel, 
a monthly loss o f $7.70.

Another factor is rolling 
resistance. When under- 
inflated, tires don’t roll as 
easily as they should. If tires 
are underinflated by four 
pounds, gas consumption 
goes up about 8%. That’s 
$5.60 per month.

Rolling resistance due to 
incorrect wheel alignment 
also cuts gas mileage. 1/4  
inch out of alignment costs 
about 2% or $1.40.

Finally, if the thermostat 
in the cooling system is 
missing or stuck in the open 
position, which would cause 
the engine to run too cool, 
gas mileage would suffer 
another 7% reduction, cost­
ing another $4.90.

It all adds up; in this 
hypothetical case totaling 
$19.60. Most o f the factors 
listed above become more 
critical in cold weather. 
Starting difficulty and en­
gine neglect run hand in 
hand, for example. Tire 
pressure decreases when air 
temperature drops, at which 
time the effects o f a stuck 
thermostat also become 
more pronounced.
