All Around
the Town -

There has been a lot of oil ex-
citement around Briscoe County
this week, some of it created by
all the publicity in daily news-
papers since the completion re-
port was filed on the G. Mayfield
No. 1 northwest of Silverton.

Telephone calls in the last two

weeks have come in to the news- -

paper office from Houston, Am-
arillo and other far-flung places

that don’t usually call here ask- -

ing for information about any-
thing short of a natural disaster.
This week a representative of
an oil company called from Cor-
pus Christi, and after our visit
he told me that he would prob-
ably be seeing us soon. A spokes-
man for the company had been
quoted in the Amarillo Sunday
News as saying they would be
drilling in the Palo Duro Basin
before the end of the year.

It is reported that Marathon
il Company has leased 39,000
acres in this area, and other
lease totals we have been able
to get include Shell, 100,000
acres; Exxon, 80,000 acres; May-
fair, 31,000 and an interest in

40,000 acres more. Lease price -

in Briscoe County is said to be
averaging $50 an acre.

Lease price in Hall County is
said to be averaging $35 an acre.

There has been very little in-
formation - released on three
“tight” holes drilled in Hall
County, but information we re-
ceived from Turkey is that a
Christmas tree has been placed
on one of them.

Marathon Oil Company is cur-
rently drilling a wildeat in Cas-
tro County, and when we repor-
ted last week that another well
had been staked on the Mayfield
Ranch, it was in error.

Work continued this week on
the Standard of Texas Allen
Johnson No. 1 in the Red Hill
community of Swisher County,
which is a re-entry. :

, Drilling was down to 4,800
feet on the J. K. Patrick No. 1
(Hanson Corporation) near Quita-
que, and after some circulation
problems and broken drillstems

which necessitated ‘“fishing” ex-

peditions, the W. H. Brooks No.
1 (Tri-Ex Oil & Gas and Explor-

ation Unlimited) is drilling be-

low 4,900 feet.

Sojourner QOil Company is dril-
ling below 4400 feet on the D. M.
and W. M. Cogdell No. 1 north-
west of Silverton. In addition,
another intention to drill has
been filed by Tri-Ex Oil & Gas
for a wildcat on the Cogdell
Ranch northeast of Silverton
near the dumpground. The per-
mit is to 6800 feet. A BJM rig
is expected in the next few days
at this location.

Work is continuing by BLN at
the wildcat location on the Saul
Ranch.

The economic benefit from the
wildcatting is being felt in most
corners of our little town. Ap-
proximately 15 Briscoe County
men are working on the oil rigs;
some are- selling and/or haulmg
water fo the dnllmg locatlons,
one company is said to have a
diesel contract with one of the
drilling companies; some are en-
gaged in digging pits at the new
locations; caliche sales have
been stimulated; most of the
out-of-town workers are feeding
themselves at local eateries, etc.

This is in addition to the lease
money landowners have receiv-
ed.

This has encouraged several
local residents to “branch out”
with new businesses. An automa-
tic laundry is something we can
look forward to in the near fu-
ture, though its location has not
yet been announced.

Wayne and Tina Nance have
purchased and had a new front
installed on the old drug store
building, a very attractive addi-
tion to Main ‘Street.

Riley and Sandy Harris have
purchased and are in the process
of remodeling the old post office
building.

Businesses will be located in
both of these buildings.

Gary Younger and Mike Cor-
nett have put in a recreation
and game room in the old Hen-

derson building near the inter-.

section of Highways 86 and 207.
That building had long been
empty.

Fred Edwards and H. A. Cagle
have been readying some living
quarters near that new business.

Sadly, we must also report
that one buc‘ness is leaving Sil-
verton, that being Joe Zorger’s
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Work is in full swing at the old
post office building "which was
purchased recently by Riley and
Sandy Harris.

Cotton Producers

To Receive

Deficieacy Payments Soon

Ellglble upland cotton farmers
soon w1ll recelve an esti‘mated
$530 million in deficiency pay-
ments on ‘their 1981 crop, accord-
ing to Everett Rank, administra-

- tor of the U. S. Department of

Agriculture’s Agriculfural Sta-
bilization and Conservation Ser-
vice.

Deficiency payments are re-
quired under the 1981 upland
cotton program because the aver-
age market price received by far-
nmers during the 1981 calendar
year was below the estabhshed
target price of 70.87 cents per
pound.

The 1981 national weighted
ayerage market prlce for upland
cotton was 63.2 cents per pound;
therefore, eligible producers will
be paid 7.67 cents per pound for
their 1981 crop. Deficiency pay-
ments will be based on 1981 cot-
ton planted acreage times the
payment yield for each farm as
determined by ASCS.

The 1981 upland cotton crop
totaled about 15.6 million bales
or 7,509 million pounds. Defici-
ency payments will be made to
upland cotton farmers who re-

ported their 1981-crop acreage

and filed an application for pay-
ment with their local ASCS of-
fice. Rank said the payment
checks will be issued through
local ASCS offices as soon as
possible.

The final 1981 upland cotton
national program acreage is 12.8
million acres and represents the
number of acres of a crop need-
ed fo meet estimated demand
and assure desirable carryover
levels, Rank said.

The allocation factor for up-
land cotton is 93 percent and is
computed by dividing the nation-
al program acreage for a crop by
the estimated harvested acreage.
Payments to producers who in-
creased their 1981 planted acre-
age from the previous year will
be reduced to reflect the allo-
cation factor, Rank said.

Silverton Receives
Increased Rebate

Silverton will receive a sales
tax rebate 116% greater than the
same period a year ago, accord-
ing to a report released from
State Comptroller Bob Bullock.

Most area cities, however,
showed a drop in the amount of
sales tax, with Plainview among
those which experienced the
least amount of decrease at
slightly less than one-half per-
cent, the report said.

Silverton, rather than Plain-
view, followed the trend state-
wide, as a total $106.4 million in
rebates was paid to Texas cities,
“the biggest single payment
since city sales tax rebates be-
gan in 1968,” according to the
.comptroller.

The $1064 million payment
represents a 16% jump over last
February’s checks, which in turn
had grown 16% over the pre-
vious [February, Bullock said.
Payments so far in 1982 are run-
ning 13.2% above last year’s Jan-
uary - February total.

“This increase is higher than
inflation and population growth
put together, and at least part of
this rise has to come from our

work making sure these cities
get every penny of sales tax
that’s coming to them,” Bullock
said in the report.

Silverton was due to get a re-
bate of $5,034.26 for February.
That' check is the only payment
the city has received this year,
yet it is substantially higher than
the $1,758.33 rebated to the city
during February 1981.

The rebate is 116.75% greater

than the $2,322.56 received in the
first two months of last year.

Acreage Reduction Program
In Effect For 1982 Crops

Major provisions of the 1982
farm programs were announced
recently by Secretary of Agricul-
ture John Block at an Agricultur-

al Stabilization and Conservation -

Service conference in Kansas

City, Missouri.

Texas State ASCS official Zack
Fisher of Hall County, who at-
tended the meeting along with
other state and national officials,
said an acreage reduction pro-
gram will be in effect for wheat,
corn, oats, barley, grain sorghum,
upland cotton and rice.

“Acreage reductions of these
crops, with the higher loan rates
also announced by Secretary
Block, will ‘help strengthen farm
prices and reduce supplies,” he
said.

Program regulations call for a
15% reductxon of wheat, cotton
and rice acres, and a 10% reduc-
tion of feed grain acres. “To be
eligible or loans and target i:rice
protection, farmers ‘must sign up
and comply with prog ram re-
qulrements 2 Fisher sai

The target price for 1982 wheat
will be $4.05 per bushel. Loan
rates will be $3.55 per ‘bushel for
grain placed under loan.

Feed grain program partici-
pants will receive per-bushel tar-
get prices of $2. 70 for corn, $2.60

for sorghum, barley, and $1.50
for oats. The loan rates per bu-

shel are corn, $2.55; sorghum,
$2.42; barley, $2.08; and oats,
$1.31. /

Accordmg to Fisher, the 1982
target price for upland cotton is
7lc per pound and the loan rate
is 57.08c a pound. Rice program
participants will be ellglble for
target price protection of $10.85
per hundredweight and loans on
their rice at $8.14 per hundred-
weight.

“Land taken from production
must be devoted to ‘conservation
uses and must be eligible 'crop-
land protected from wind and
water erosion. The land may not
be mechanically harvested. How-
ever, farmers will be permitted to
graze this acreage except during
the six principle months of the
growing season.

“Farmers can enter their 1982
wheat and feed grain crops im-
mediately info the grain reserve
without waiting for their regular
loans to mature. Storage payments
will be 26%c a bushel and the
loan levels will be higher than

for regular loans,” the ASCS of-
ficial said. The reserve loan
rates are $4.00 per bushel for
wheat, $2.90 for corn, $2.75 for
grain sorghum, $2.37 for barley,
$1.49 for oats. Secretary Block
emphasized that there would be
no cap placed on the grain res-
erve.

Further details of the 1982
farm programs may be obtained
from the county ASCS office.
