IX DRILLING PERMITS

--o -
Il4kcll County Is liiculded In thu

drilling permits with other counties
of the tute to drill for huge pota-h- .
beds that is believed to lie under the
soli of Wet Texas lands. Below Is
a clipping from the Fort Worth Ktar-Telegra- m

which fully explains thu
proposition.

Many West Texasland owner havo
responded with commendableprompt
ness to Senator sneppurds rennet
for drilling permits in n proposedhunt
by the United States Geological Service
for the huge potash beds that are be
lieved to exist under a great portion of
the western part of the State.. Permis-
sion to drill in Andrews, Crane. Cul-

berson, Haskell, Ector, and Glasscock
counties bnve been filed with the
federal authorities hi Washington,
which, with others, will make possible
a wide range of drilling operations
and consequently a thorough tet of
the possibilities of the potash deposits.

Geologists, have advancedthe pos-

sibility that a bed of potash exists at
n depth of several hundred feet toeneatlt
an Immense stretch of territory extend-
ing from Kansas into Mexico, and ex-

tending entirely through tho Western
part of Texas. The tests proposed
under a resolution recently introduced
in the Scnnteby Mr. Sheppnrdure for
the purpose of determining if such .'i

mammoth deposit exists, and, if true,
the commercial availability of the beds.
It requires but a thought of the im-

portance of potash In the world's af
fairs to realize the potwitlnltles of the
project. The two most lndispenMble--
articles of commerce are potash and
nitrates. The famous Stassfurt beds
in Germany constitute the world's sole
considerablesupply of the former, and
the nitrate beds of Chill occupy a
similar position with regarl to the
latter. We have discovered a means
for fllng nitrates from the air, there-
by releasing ourselves from the
foreign monoply in that commodity.
If extensive potash beds can be found
lu America, we will have accomplished
auother important step toward econo-
mic independence. The United States
always lias been the chief user of
potasi and nitrates, and consequently
the largest contributor to the fortunes'
of Germuny and Chill.
