Individual Paper
Prices Going Up

The price of an over-the-coun-

ter or out-of-machine copy of the
Briscoe County News is going up
to 25¢, the price that most small
newspapers are already charg-
ing.
When the state put the sales
tax on papers and subscriptions,
the price of the per-copy Briscoe
County News, in effect, went
down by one cent per copy. One
reason for this was that the
coin-operated box out front was
programmed for 15c¢ sales. The
paper has been waiting all this
time for a new 25¢ coin box to
arrive, and you will find it out
front next week.

The box will not give change.
You can use a quarter or two
dimes and a nickel to purchase a
paper, but if you put three dimes
in you will get a paper but you
won't get change.

Second-class postage is going
up again, and because of this the
subscription prices will most
likely go up by 50c sometime in
the months ahead.

Funeral services for Gordon
Price Montague, 69, of 1109
Canyon Street in Plainview,
were conducted at 10:30 a.m.

Mr. Montague died at 6:15
p-m. Wednesday, February 6, at
the Heritage Home in Plainview
following a lengthly illness.

The second child of John A.
and Vernie Montague, he was
born November 22, 1915 eight
miles south of Silverton in
Briscoe County and was reared
there on the Montague Ranch.
He attended the Lakeview
School until the ninth grade
when he transferred to the
Silverton Schools.

Mr. Montague was graduated
from Silverton High School with
the Class of 1933 and attended
Texas Tech University and Drau-
ghon’s Business College in Lub-
bock. He moved to Post as
assistant manager of the Double
U Cattle Company.

He was with the cattle com-
pany until volunteering for the
U. S. Marine Corps in June 1942.
He served five years, most of this
time overseas where he saw
much combat duty. Mr. Monta-
gue participated in the initial
occupation of Majuro Atoll and
the Marshall Islands. After being
commissioned a lieutenant he
went back overseas to serve two
more years in combat territory in
the Pacific Ocean area. He was
an honor guard at President

Franklin D. Roosevelt’s funeral.
After receiving an honorable
discharge, Mr. Montague came to
Silverton and bought the Monta-
gue Ranch from his father.

He married Einell Smithee
Hancock and they made their
home on the ranch several years
before moving in 1957 to Plain-
view where he owned the
Montague Feedlots. He also
farmed and ranched on his
boyhood land until he became too
ill to do so. His son, Jene A.
Montague, now farms and ranch-
es the land that first was owned
by Grant Montague, then John
Montague and Gordon Monta-
gue.

A member of the Garland
Street Church of Christ, Mr.
Montague was a charter member
of the Silverton Lions Club and
was a member of the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers As-
sociation. He was a member of
the Silverton School board from
1946 until 1952.

Survivors are his wife; two
sons, Ted G. Hancock of Plain-
view and Jene A. Montague of
Silverton; two sisters, Mrs.
Doyle (Jewel) Simpson of Amar-
illo and Mrs. Vinson (Jerry)
Smith of Silverton; four grand-
children, William Gordon Han-
cock and Rhonda Gail Hancock,
both of Plainview, Jordan Allen
Montague and Jason Price Mon-
tague, both of Silverton; six
nephews and one niece of North
Carolina; one step-brother, Dr.
Jack Snowden of Arlington,
Texas. Two brothers, Jack and
Marvin Montague, preceded him
in death.

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Farm Financing, Policy

- To Get Spotlight

Agricultural financing and na-
tional farm policy will share the
spotlight in Lubbock February
19 at the annual meeting of the
South Plains Development Pro-
gram. U. S. Rep. Charles Sten-
holm, D-Tex., a leading spokes-
man for agriculture in Congress,
will be the keynote speaker.

Theme of this year’s education-
al conference for area producers
will be “Planning for Profit,” said
Billy C. Gunter, district director
for the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service. In addition to
farm policy and financing, it will
provide economic outlook predic-
tions for area crops, agronomic
considerations for improving pro-
fitability, and the views of an
agricultural economist and a
farmer on the keys to farm
survival. :

SWEET TOOTH

Do your children seem to
“live” on candy, cookies, pop-
sicles, sugared cereal and cola?
Like many parents, you may be
worried that too much refined
sugar is leading to tooth decay
and reducing the quality of your
childrens’ diets.

You may be able to do

- something about the problem,

especially if your children are
still young. But it could require
changing some of your habits and
attitudes as well as theirs.

Children come by their desire
for sweets honestly. Studies
have shown that infants are born
with a preference for sweetened
liquids over plain liquids. This
preference will continue, espe-
cially if children have continued
positive experiences with
sweets.

As parents and grandparents
we create many of these positive
experiences by offering sweets
to comfort or reward children, to
express affection, and to cele-
brate special occasions. We
sometimes use sweets to com-
pensate when we're busy or
tired, or to keep the children
distracted or quiet.

This doesn’t mean we need to
give up birthday cakes or put
carrots in their Christmas stock-
ings. Recent research shows that
giving children sweets in “posi-
tive contexts,” is not the only
reason for their attraction to
sugared foods. Far more impor-
tant is how often children
actually eat sweets. This is
determined mostly by the par-
ents’ own consumption of sweets,
and how much television the
family watches.

What and how parents eat has
a powerful effect on children.
Children learn to be sweet-eaters
from their parents, just as they
learn many other food prefer-
ences, like disliking milk or
vegetables.

Research also suggests that
children who watch more televi-
sion tend to eat sweet foods more

often because they are bombard-
ed with commercials for highly
sweetened foods, especially dur-
ing Saturday morning cartoons.

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Tax Rebate Gain
Small In Texas

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
Thursday sent checks totaling
$111.8 million in local tax pay-
ments to the 991 cities that levy
the one-percent local sales tax.
February checks represent taxes
collected on sales made in
December and the fourth quarter
and reported to the Comptroller
by January 20.

“Disappointing Christmas re-
tail sales during the 1984 Christ-
mas season held February pay-
ments to a puny six percent
increase over last February,”
Bullock said. “And even this little
increase is due as much to new
items being taxed for the first
time as it is to any real sales
growth.”

City payments compared to
last ‘February’s checks and total
1985 to-date payments compared
with 1984 to-date totals include
Houston, $19 million, down one
percent from last February, up
less than a percent from 1984
totals; Dallas, $13.5 million, up
seven percent for the month, up
12 percent for the year; San
Antonio, $6.8 million, up three
percent for the month, up eight
percent for the year; Austin, $5
million, up 22 percent for the
month, up 26 percent for the
year; Fort Worth, $3.9 million,
up five percent for the month, up
seven percent for the year; El

Paso, $2.4 million, up nine
percent for the month, up 12
percent for the year.

Silverton’s payment for this
period was $3,217.35, as compar-
ed with the payment for 1984 of
$3,317.83. 1985 payments to date
total $3,761.44, down 10.59 per-
cent from the $4,206.92 received
to date in 1984.

Quitaque’s payment  was
$2,107.15, as compared with the
$1,830.77 payment for the same
period last year. The 1985
payments to date of $2,607.47 are
up 1.58 percent over the
82 566.81 that had been received
in 1984.

This shows Briscoe County’s
rebates to be trailing by 5.98
percent.

Jesus was not a flatterer but
did pay real compliments (Jn.
1:47; Lk. 7:9; Mt. 15:28; Lk. 7:28;
Mk. 12:43). He ever spoke plainly
(Jn. 10:24-25) and constructively.
Even to religious leaders He
levelled needed truth: “Woe unto
you, ye blind guides” (Mt. 23).

We all need genuine compli-
ments and freedom-producing
truth, not flattery. Be thought-
ful in helping others with sincere
bouquets, and also alert them to
understand divine disciplining.

Paul could commend a dedica-

ted Timothy (Philip. 2) and
rebuke an erring Peter (Gal. 2).
Wrote Paul, “Am I become your
enemy by telling you the truth?”

Be genuine in “human rela-
tions.”
