& number. The great Dufresne,
Boullllez, Anssenu of the Opera
Comlque of Paris, Desenmps. a fa-
mous Faust, nnd many others were
all miners. Of couse, we all know of
the unusual rise to fame of the rol-
lcking Harry Lauder, whose Irre-
pressible lilting mirth had Its origin
In a Seotch mine. But these eonspleu-
ous examples are not all. It Is re
ported that in the coal mines of Liege
the men have the habit of singing As
they work, and often with magnifi-
cent effect,

Press agents for the great singers
have been fond of telllng how they
learned their art from the birds, It
Is thelr favorite story. But these
miners have no such inspiration. As
far away as possible from the blue
gky, the free air, the muslc of the
birds and the leaves and the winds
and the sea, they stlll dream of and
produce music. It seems paradoxieal,
But the human soul has its own musle,
as well as the winds and birds and
other phenomena of nature, Possibly,
it Is all the epsler for this human
harmony to escape In expression
when It Is uninterrupted by musie
from without.—Ohlo State Journal.

KILL GULLS WITH MATCHES

Birds Are Poisoned In Search for
Food Along Thames Embank-
ment at London. .

Proof that the avernge Londoner is
ardently fond of birds was furnished
a short time ngo when the report of
the untimely denth of several score
of gulls out of the thousands that
dally fAutter over the foggy Thames
was given prominent space In  the
metropolltan newspapers nnd  enlled

forth general Indignation,

One of the oldest eustoms In Lone
don Is the feeding of the gulls nlong
the Thames emlankment, where hun-
Areds of persons daily stand, throwing
hreaderumbs into the alr and watch-

Ing the swirllng gnl's enteh the mor [

sels on the wing with uncanny ac-
curacy.

The other day the bhodles of a num-
ber of gulls were found floating In
the river. An Investigntion disclnsed
that some p--son, Instend of throwing
breaderumbs to the hirda. had fed
them matches, the phosphorus ends
of which polsoned them.

Research In Bouth Amerlca.

The Fleld Museum of Natural His-
tory Is equipping six expeditions. Two
will gather geological specimens from
Brazil to Patugonia, while two others
will study plant and animal life In
Peru. Archeologieal Investigations will
be pursued In Colombia and the Isth-
mus of Panama, and another party
tokes up the ethmology of the Malay
peninsula. The gems and minerals of
Brazil and the sliver, copper, nitrate
and vanadium deposits of Peru and
Bolivia will be carefully explored,
Specilmens of pre-historlc vertebrate
life will be sought In the Santa Crus
beds, and the great ground sloth and
the pampas horse may be represented
In the finds. The archeological expe
dition alms at solving some of the
mysterious Interrelations of anclent
clvilizations and may prove a connect-
ing link between the Maya and the
Inca.—Sclentific Amerlcan.

American Corn In Europe.

Less corn was Imported In 1921 by
the United Kingdom, France and Bel
glum than during pre-war years, ac-
cording to Information complled by the
United States Department of Agricul:
ture. In 1021 the United Kingdom
took 78.900,000 bushels, compared with
an average of 88,000,000 bushels dur
Ing the five pre-war years, 1000-1018;
France took 12,000,000 bushels, com-
pared with 19,000,000 bushels; and
Belglnm, 19,000,000, compared with
S0, 000,000,

Cunnda and the SBeandinavian coun-
tries, however, lmported more corn in
1021 than during the pre-war years,
Denmark’s Imports totaling 10,000,000
bushels, an Increase of over T0 per
cent,

There are sever
al gems which compete with It in hean-
ty. nnd at least one, the ruby, whep
of rare slze and quality, outrnnks It
in costliness, But none In the whole
list equals It In hardness,

“Diamond cut diamond" Is a popu-
lar saying. The hardest steel eannot
eguul e dlamond o that respect.
The diamond, the text-hooks used tn
declare, “ls the hardest substance
known."

But sclence progresses, and If na.
ture has set aslde for her king of
gems the distinetion of unparalleled
hardness, the art of man has not heen
equally conslderate, There are sev-
ernl products of chemlen]l experiment
which have proved, It Is clalmed, to
be ns hard as diamonds,

These are produced from the rare
metal titanlum. One Investigator suce.
ceeded In preparing titanlum tn the
electric furnnce. In the pure form It
is harder than steel or quartz, and
when combined with silicon or boron,
f0 as to form a siliclde or boride of
titaniom, 1t matches the dlamond It
self in hardness,

Titanlum resembles tin In Its chem.
leal propertles, and It is the charac-
teristic element In the beautiful red
and brown erystals of rutile. These
in the shape of needles, are some-
times found penetrating large white
quartz crystals, forming gems that
the French call “love's arrowa—
Washington Star,

RIVAL THE NATURAL PEARL

Artificlal “Gems,” Cheaply Produced,
8aid to Be as Beautiful as the
Real Ones.

It appears that the lining of a pearly
mussel shell or of a pearl oyster Is
precisely the same materiul as that
which composes the pearl Itself. Coat
buttons and other articles made of
this “mother-of-pearl” are very beau
tiful, and would bring high prices but
for the fact that the muterlal Is s
common,

To make artificial pearls, clear moth-
er-of-pearl Is reduced to a fine pow:
der and mixed with rosin, shellas
stearin and & little pigment to afford
calor,

This Is the process devised by a
westerner who possesses much knowl-
edge of the pearling Industry of the
Allddle West,

A New Jersey man has Invented a
process to make Imitarion pearls from
beads of highly polished sllver coated
with a transiucent cellulose wvarnish
that contains a little white plgment,
Light rays reflected throngh the coat-
Ing from the mirror-like surface be
neath afford a pearl-like eftect.

The most famillar artificial pearls
of commerce are globules of gias
lined with a substance derived from
the scales of a fish called the bleak,
It Is to this substance that the Irides
cence of the scales of many specles of
fishes |s due.—Exchange. :

Roup Can Be Preventc
by Providing Dry House

Roup can be prevented by keeping
the poultry In dry, well ventllated
houses and feeding balunced rations,
Under such conditions 1f a case ap-
pears the bird should be killed and
burned or buried deeply, says u writer
In Bucoessful Farming, Treating
case of roup Is very discouraging
The bird with roup I8 suffering ex.
treme prostration and the discharges
from the disease have a repulsive odor,
This odor Is the factor that determines
Whether the hen Lus roup or u slmple
cold,

If a hen has a cold it Is only a few
steps to a case of roup. Isulute hens
with running eyes and treat thom with
one of the coual tar disinfectunts or a
edMmmerclal roup remedy, Place per-
manganate of potash In the drinking
water to keep the disease from spread-
Ing. Color the water a deep red. Never
return a bird with a cold to the flock
until she Is thoroughly cured and looks
like a healthy, vigorous speclinen,

We know of one case where a hen
was treated for roup and then lber-
ated before a cure had resulted In
about a week, eight other hens In the
flock were sick with the discase, and
after another week of fussy unpleas-
ant doctoring, all of the sick hens had
to be killed to protect the remalnder
of the flock.

A hen which has had a severe cold
should be banded so she will not ba
Included In the breeding pens< the next
yeur. When the disease has progressed
until It results In roup the bird is
wenkened and more subject to a repetls
tlon of the disease, Thls trouble s
so serfous when once started that the
owner of a good flock of poultry must
not hesitate to sacrifice the best-look-
ing hen In the flock If she contracts
the disense, It Is necessnry to protect
the balance of the flock and prevent a
serlous financial loss,

Co-Operative Marketing
of Eggs Is Profitable

The farm poultry flock has been
made a source of ensh income an well
as for food for the fumily by many
farm women who have learned from
thelr agricultural extension agents the
best methods of poultry management
and preparation of products for mar-
ket, The experience of the women of
Falrhaven (Gu.) community, is typical
of the work Iin many states. These
farm women, desiiing to improve the
earnings of thelr flocks, brought egge
to the weekly meeting of the exten-
slon club, where the home-demonstras
tlon agent showed them how to grade
and pack properly for shipmént. This
was contlnued each week untll the
members were able to do the work
themselves, They then organized to
ship their eggs co-operatively, secured
a8 custowmer a grocery store In a near-
by city, and, according to reports to
the United States Department of Age
riculture, have heen carrying on a sats
isfactory business for more than a
yoar.

New co-operative egg marketing as
soclations organized in 1922, according
to reports, handled 490,000 dozen eggs}
in 1821 some 400 new organizations
handled about 200,000 dozen eggs.

All Hens Show Decided ¥
Preference for Wheat

A recent test at one of the state ex-
periment stations provided certaln
amounts of various feeds for the hens,
and what they left was enetully‘
weighed back In an effort to see which
foods the hens preferred naturally,

Almost all the hens showed a de
cided preference for wheat, which is
generally used as a poultry feed. Kaflir
stood mext Im popularity, followed by
corp and cornmeal, but oats, bran and
sunflower seeds dld not prove very
popular, Alfalfa leaves were also
passed by pretty generally,

A simllar test showed that the use
of slther heef scrap or sour milk makes
the Lom's pgg record at least twice as
ool ne havgh she were fed no animal
feed whntever, und that sour milk Is
slightly hetier than beef scrap for this
purpose, In additlon to being cheaper
and ensler to get on most farms,

Proper Care of Poultry
Is Apparent in Autumn

Now la n t'me when the good care
of poultry shows up. The flocks which
have been undefed through the sume
mer are not rely for winter layving,
The pullets which have had a balanced
ratlon have developed plenty of vigor,
The not'try keeper who has neglected
his fiock camnot hope to make up for
lost time, The hest of rations will
help to lmprove the pooriy-fed flock,
but they will never equal the birda
that have made a rapid normal growth
from the start.

Dispose of All Fowls
Weak and Lacking Vigor

Cull all hens that are sick, weak,
Innctive, lacking In vigor, poor eaters,
with shrunken, hard, dull or whitish-

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Properly Prepare Fowls
for Holiday Marketing

While November ls genernlly re
gnrded as turkey month, there Is also

—— -

& strong demand for fowls of all kinds |

anl good prices can be reallzed for
almost any kind If they are properly
prepared for market.

In thls connection 1t should be re-
membered that careful grading of
poultry pays, All fowls should be ns-
| sorted according to age and condition,

slze, color und shanks. Never mix
[ gomd and poor stoek In shipping to
| maurket, as the poor birds always re-
i duce the value of the lot. In other
| words, uniformity of appearance and
| quallty must be considered.

Poultry should be fattened quickly
to be tender and juley. If the fowls
hnve been kept In good condition dur-
ing the summer and fall, two weeks of
liheral feeding shounld put them In ex-
cellent condition for marketing, After
they have commenced to fatten give
them nll they can eat four or five times
& day.

Turkeys ought not to be confined for
any length of time, but for just a
short time prior to marketing. If fed
liherally while they have a free run,
they ean be put In condition for mar
keting within ten days.

This Is the time of year when the
chicken flock should be culled closely.
The undesirable fowls will bring bet-
ter prices now than later, and If kept
throughout the winter will only he an
expense and a detriment to the rest of
the birds.

of Utmost Importance

fowls it is essential that they look out
for type in the first place, and not al-
low thelr flock to run to the Jde s In

If you find that you do not
have that kind, better get rid of them
und get the right kind before you waste
any more valuable time in experi-
ments, Study the type that gues to
make a good one of your kind, both In
males and females, and get In line.
Cet the best color, of course, that is
consistent with the right type, but get
type at any cost first. Be sure you
know your breed or variety as that
Is of the most importance. Work In-
telligently at all times, and you wil] be
surprised how well things will go along.

Keeping eggs In cool, dry place, away
from kerosene and mever allowing a
shipment to stand IL the sun.

Bhipping at least once eve y other
‘day, because holding eggs in tempera-
tures above 00 degrees causes rapid
deterioration.

Expericnced poultrywen huve found
that if pullets are aliowsd to remain
very long on the r nge after starting
to luy, the change "o winter houses s
sure to check them and may cause a
full molt,

Cornell backs them in saying that
as soon ns the first eggn are found on
the range, at least a third or n fourth
of the best-developed birds should be
placed In winter quarters,

When the remaining birds show ma-
turity, they should be put In winter
quarters also,

A thorough cledning and disinfeet-
ing of the houses and pens in which
the pullets are to live s advoented.
This Is especlally true If the birds
that formerly ocenpled the bullding
have heen diseased or have hind worms,

Artificial Hghts should not be used
on pullets untll they have had a
chance to respond to normal condl
tlons. If they do not respond quickly
enough, or If neck molt starts, then
light can be used with good effect,

Many flocks of pullets take cold
after thelr removal to winter gquarters
because they are kept in tightly closed
houses. All windows and curtains in
the front of the houses should be wide
open night and dny untll really cold
weather sets in. Even In the middle of
the winter, the cloth curtains should
not bhe entirely closed,

Lack of ventilation causes dampness
in the houses angd this, in turn, results
in colds and roup.

Emden-Toulouse Cross Is
