ingly-unrelated things are 
connected – like having an 
orderly environment insofar 
as that is possible; having a 
chance for quiet to offset the 
perpetual noise of life; and 
having space, opportunity, 
and the habit of bringing one 
thought or one action, from 
conception to completion, at 
a time, and then when it is 
where it is supposed to go, 
moving on to the next in the 
same manner.
