Hot, dusty; 
dry, crusty; 
old, rusty; 
damp, musty…
What am I describing? The 

weather? My attitude? Your 
reaction to reading these 
words? Correlative physical 
realities? Or am I describ-
ing anything at all? Perhaps. 
Then again, it could merely be 
a senseless rhyme - a childish 
playing with words, by a juve-
nile or a geriatric (depending 
on whether age is classified 
as a matter of years or a mat-
ter of mindset). It may be 
childish, but children are the 
masters of wordplay. Poets, 
authors, and composers all 
struggle to create, only to fall 
short of what a child can do by 
nature, without effort or strain. 
Professionals must practice 
their craft; a child must only 
be in order to create. Indeed, 
in order to enhance creativity, 
professionals may utilize vari-
ous practices or tactics with 
the goal of enabling them to 
approach the freedom that a 

child would have by instinct.
The basic reality is that a 

child has not yet learned the 
boxes that constrain the prop-
er usage of words (or practi-
cally anything else, for that 
matter) - the unyielding and 
rigid walls created by genera-
tion upon generation of pre-
decessors, both deliberately 
and, as through a form of os-
mosis, as it were, by societies’ 
buying in to certain modes or 
manners of speech and/or be-
havior. In this way boxes are 
formed. There are other ways 
that boxes are formed, such 
as by groupthink, but identify-
ing other methods of box cre-
ation is beyond our purpose 
here. The point is that boxes 
are ubiquitous throughout our 
lives, and within their con-
fines, drab or dreary, sup-
portive or vivifying, we do our 
thinking and living. We have 
boxes for speech, for educa-
tional topics and tactics, ca-
reers, professions, you name 
it. We place ideas, customs, 
and people into boxes. We 

even, often in the form of re-
ligious doctrine, endeavor to 
perform the absurdly impos-
sible act of placing God into 
a box. Yes, boxes exist, both 
overt and covert. 

And the master, the innova-
tor, the trailblazer, demands 
to not be limited. These peo-
ple are often the ones who 
find a way to either expand 
the dimensions of the box 
so as to accommodate their 
novel ideas, or, occasionally, 
in a flash of brilliance, like 
a lustrous cloud-to-ground 
lightning bolt; in a thrilling 
display of potential like the 
eruption of a volcano; in an 
exhilarating act of liberty, the 
true master manages to es-
cape altogether the confines 
of the box, and exist apart, as 
isolated and alone as the vic-
tor on the medal stand, as a 
glorious testament to human 
ingenuity and an exemplar of 
freedom of spirit. It is almost 
like something a child would 
do. And now the question re-
mains as to whether this com-
