The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) has 
waived certain notice of loss 
requirements for 2023 for the 
Emergency Assistance for 
Livestock, Honeybees, and 
Farm-raised Fish (ELAP) and 
Livestock Indemnity Program 
(LIP). In an effort to stream-
line assistance to support ac-
cess to critical 2023 natural 
disaster recovery assistance, 
USDA’s Farm Service Agency 

USDA Makes Producer Friendly Change
(FSA) is waiving the require-
ment to submit ELAP or LIP 
notices of loss within a pre-
determined number of days 
for 2023. Instead, producers 
have the flexibility to submit 
2023 notices of loss as soon 
as possible, once losses are 
realized, following a natural 
disaster event or no later than 
the established annual pro-
gram application for payment 
deadlines for each program. 
FSA county committees are 
also being asked to re-evalu-
ate 2023 ELAP and LIP late-
filed notices of loss to deter-
mine if the waiver applies.  

“Our goal is to get producers 
into these disaster programs, 
and they are always encour-
aged to turn in an application 
if they believe they are eligi-
ble,” said FSA Administrator 
Zach Ducheneaux. “Program 
improvements are only ef-
fective if we ensure produc-
ers have sufficient time and 
information needed to submit 
their application. The ELAP 
and LIP waivers we are an-
nouncing today, in response 
to historic disasters in 2023, 
improve efficiencies for pro-
ducers and our staff, are re-
sponsive to feedback about 
confusion regarding program 
timelines and are intended to 
give our staff the time needed 
to deliver the right support to 
producers when they need it 
most.  These waivers are also 
reflective of FSA’s efforts to 
integrate improvements and 
accessibility into our policy 
decisions. It’s critical that we 
increase awareness of these 
program flexibilities so all pro-
ducers can participate.”  

Emergency Assistance for 
Livestock, Honeybees, and 
Farm-raised Fish 

ELAP provides recovery 
assistance to eligible produc-
ers of livestock, honeybee, 
and farm-raised fish losses 
due to an eligible adverse 
weather or loss condition, 
including blizzards, disease, 

water shortages and wild-
fires. ELAP covers grazing 
and feed losses, transpor-
tation of water and feed to 
livestock and hauling live-
stock to grazing acres. ELAP 
also covers certain mortality 
losses for livestock including 
honeybees and farm-raised 
fish as well as honeybee hive 
losses. ELAP is designed to 
address losses not covered 
by other FSA disaster assis-
tance programs.  

For 2023, FSA is waiving 
the regulatory requirement for 
producers who are eligible for 
ELAP to file a notice of loss 
with FSA within 30 calendar 
days from when the loss first 
became apparent for livestock 
and farm-raised fish and 15 
calendar days for honeybees. 
Under this waiver, notices of 
loss are to be completed by 
the eligible producer and sub-
mitted to FSA no later than 
the annual program applica-
tion deadline of January 30 
following the program year 
in which the loss occurred. 
Therefore, producers who in-
curred ELAP-eligible losses 
in 2023, will need to submit 
a notice of loss by Jan. 30, 
2024. 

Livestock Indemnity 
Program 

LIP provides disaster re-
covery assistance to livestock 
owners and contract grow-
ers who experience livestock 
deaths, in excess of normal 
mortality caused by eligible 
loss conditions including ad-
verse weather, disease and 
attacks by animals reintro-
duced into the wild by the fed-
eral government or protected 
by federal law, including 
wolves and avian predators. 
LIP also helps livestock own-
ers who must sell livestock 
at a reduced price because 
of an injury from certain loss 
conditions. 

For 2023, FSA is waiving 
the regulatory requirement 
for producers who are eligible 
for LIP to file a notice of loss 
within 30 calendar days from 
when the loss first became 
apparent. Under this waiver, 
producers are still required 
to complete and submit the 
notice of loss to FSA no later 
than the annual program pay-
ment application date, which 
is 60 calendar days following 
the program year in which the 
loss occurred. The LIP pay-
ment application and notice 

of loss deadline is Feb. 29, 
2024, for the 2023 program 
year.  

2023 Disapproved
 Applications 

FSA county committees will 
review all notices of loss for 
both ELAP and LIP that were 
previously disapproved for 
the 2023 program year due 
to late filing and re-evaluate 
them to determine if the waiv-
er applies. To receive ELAP 
and LIP benefits, producers 
will still need to file an ap-
plication for payment by the 
established program deadline 
for the 2023 program year. 
Producers who are unsure 
about the status of their no-
tice of loss or application for 
payment, should contact their 
local FSA county office as 
soon as possible. 

Supporting Documentation 
Accurate records and loss 

documentation are critical 
following disaster events 
and are required when filing 
notices of loss with FSA. Ac-
ceptable loss documentation 
includes:  

• Documentation of the 
number, kind, type, and 
weight range of livestock that 
have died, supplemented, if 
possible, by photographs or 
video records of ownership 
and losses.  

• Rendering truck receipts 
by kind, type, and weight - im-
portant to document prior to 
disposal.  

• Beginning inventory sup-
ported by birth recordings or 
purchase receipts.  

• Documentation from 
Animal Plant Health Inspec-
tion Service, Department of 
Natural Resources, or other 
sources to substantiate eli-
gible death losses due to an 
eligible loss condition.  

• Documentation that live-
stock were removed from 
grazing pastures due to an 
eligible adverse weather or 
loss condition.  

• Costs of transporting 
livestock feed to eligible live-
stock, such as receipts for 
equipment rental fees for hay 
lifts and snow removal.  

• Feed purchase receipts if 
feed supplies or grazing pas-
tures are destroyed. 

• Number of gallons of wa-
ter transported to livestock 
due to water shortages. 

More Information 
The improvements to ELAP

As the holiday season of 
1938 came to Chicago, Bob 
May wasn’t feeling much 
comfort or joy. A 34-year-old 
ad writer for Montgomery 
Ward, May was exhausted 
and nearly broke. His wife, 
Evelyn, was bedridden, on 
the losing end of a two-year 
battle with cancer. This left 
Bob to look after their four-
year old-daughter, Barbara.

One night, Barbara asked 
her father, “Why isn’t my 
mommy like everybody else’s 
mommy?” As he struggled to 
answer his daughter’s ques-
tion, Bob remembered the 
pain of his own childhood. A 
small, sickly boy, he was con-

stantly picked on and called 
names. But he wanted to 
give his daughter hope, and 
show her that being different 
was nothing to be ashamed 
of. More than that, he wanted 
her to know that he loved her 
and would always take care 
of her. So he began to spin 
a tale about a reindeer with 
a bright red nose who found 
a special place on Santa’s 
team. Barbara loved the story 
so much that she made her 
father tell it every night before 
bedtime. As he did, it grew 
more elaborate. Because 
he couldn’t afford to buy his 
daughter a gift for Christmas, 
Bob decided to turn the sto-

ry into a homemade picture 
book.

In early December, Bob’s 
wife died. Though he was 
heartbroken, he kept working 
on the book for his daughter. 

A few days before Christmas, 
he reluctantly attended a 
company party at Montgom-
ery Ward. His co-workers 
encouraged him to share the 
story he’d written. After he 
read it, there was a standing 
ovation. Everyone wanted 
copies of their own. Montgom-
ery Ward bought the rights to 
the book from their debt-rid-
den employee. Over the next 
six years, at Christmas, they 
gave away six million copies 
of Rudolph the Red Nosed 
Reindeer to shoppers. Every 
major publishing house in the 
country was making offers to 
obtain the book. In an incred-
ible display of good will, the 
head of the department store 
returned all rights to Bob May. 
Four years later, Rudolph had 
made him into a millionaire.

Now remarried with a grow-
ing family, May felt blessed 

by his good fortune. But there 
was more to come. His broth-
er-in-law, a successful song-
writer named Johnny Marks, 
set the uplifting story to mu-
sic. The song was pitched 
to artists from Bing Crosby 
on down. They all passed. 
Finally, Marks approached 
Gene Autry. The cowboy star 
had scored a holiday hit with 
“Here Comes Santa Claus” a 
few years before. Like the oth-
ers, Autry wasn’t impressed 
with the song about the misfit 
reindeer. Marks begged him 
to give it a second listen. Au-
try played it for his wife, Ina. 
She was so touched by the 
line “They wouldn’t let poor 
Rudolph play in any reindeer 

games” that she insisted her 
husband record the tune.

Within a few years, it had 
become the second best-
selling Christmas song ever, 
right behind “White Christ-
mas.” Since then, Rudolph 
has come to life in TV spe-
cials, cartoons, movies, toys, 
games, coloring books, greet-
ing cards and even a Ringling 
Bros. circus act. The little red-
nosed reindeer dreamed up 
by Bob May and immortalized 
in song by Johnny Marks has 
come to symbolize Christmas 
as much as Santa Claus, ev-
ergreen trees and presents. 
As the last line of the song 
says, “He’ll go down in his-
tory.”

Hello Friends, Family and 
Readers of The Wheeler 
Times!

Thanksgiving I wrote of 
my dad, Charles C. Harmon, 
and more than 5000 soldiers, 
coming home from World War 
II Europe. They sailed from 

France for eight days, arriv-
ing November 27, 1945 in 
Massachusetts. It took Daddy 
another 7 days from Boston 
to the Camp Fannin, Texas 
Separation Center to be dis-
charged from the Army De-
cember 4, 1945.

The army offered my dad 
opportunities to show lead-
ership in training troops, 
advancing in rank, showing  
marksmanship skills (his was 
the highest score in his com-
pany, 96, compared to the 
next highest at 90).The army 
also offered opportunities for 
Bonnie and Calvin to be to-
gether. 

Bonnie resigned as a 

teacher at Wheeler High 
School in May 1942 so she 
could join Calvin on the East 
Coast.  Bonnie found work 
as a drafts(wo)man at the 
Philadelphia Naval Shipyard. 
She loved that her cowork-
ers called her “Tex.” She was 
even a union member. Bon-
nie’s good friend, Wheeler 
classmate Louise Craig, had 
married Eddie Broadbelt. 
They lived in Philadelphia 
so the friends could visit fre-
quently.

Calvin was stationed at 
Fort Totten in the borough of 
Queens, New York. Fort Tot-
ten was a Civil War fortress 
designed by Captain Robert 
E. Lee in 1857, completed in 
1863, named for Major Gen-
eral Joseph G. Totten, Chief 
Engineer of the US Army. In 
December 1941 Fort Totten 
became headquarters for 
the anti-aircraft portion of the 
Eastern Defense Command. 
As Chief Radar Operator, 
Staff Sergeant Harmon was 
in command of 21 enlisted 
men. He instructed officers 
in the use of searchlights and 
radar sets as a 23-year-old. 

Bonnie and Calvin lived 
in New Jersey. Calvin was 
also an MP (Military Police). 
He told of breaking up knife 
fights, especially among Ital-
ians who were skilled in that 
endeavor. Frank Sinatra was 
in his heyday with bobby-
sockers during the war. The 
ritual was to pitch pennies 
on the stage as Sinatra was 
singing. Calvin said he joined 

in the penny pitching just like 
everybody else. 

The Harmons enjoyed time 
off in New York City. They 
would stay at the Herald 
Square Hotel. The Empire 
State Building was especial-
ly loved by Bonnie; she just 
didn’t want to leave the fas-
cinating view of the skyscrap-
ers. So much fun for two kids 
from the flat farming/ranching 
lands of Wheeler County.

Bonnie and Calvin enjoyed 
a wonderful year. In the sum-
mer of 1943 Bonnie was ex-
pecting me. It was a long, 
long bus ride to Wheeler 
where Wynn and Lettie Ad-
ams welcomed their daughter 
home.

&—Had a nice phone con-
versation with Claude Junior 
Cox who lives in Blanket, Tex-
as – found he had done trac-
tor work for my Uncle Carroll  

Adams when my cousins 
Bobbye Carol (Hill) and Jim-
my Wales Adams were just 
tykes in the late-’40’s. Uncle 
Carroll owned a cow born 
on my birthday (3/30/1944) 
he named Sally. So Sally 
became Uncle Carroll’s nick-
name for me. Claude Junior’s 
birthday is March 29, 1936. 
He has two donkeys named 
Jeanie and Sally. Now is this 
Sally connection what I think 
it is, folks?!

• That the money the par-
ticipants put into the indepen-
dent ‘Trust Fund’ rather than 
into the general operating 
fund, and therefore, would 
only be used to fund the 
Social Security Retirement 
Program, and no other Gov-
ernment program [Under 
Johnson the money was 
moved to the General Fund 
and Spent], and

• That the annuity payments 
to the retirees would never 
be taxed as income [Under 
Clinton & Gore up to 85% of 
your Social Security can be 
Taxed].

Since many of us have paid 
into FICA for years and are 
now receiving a Social Se-
curity check every month — 
and then finding that we are 
getting taxed on 85% of the 
money we paid to the Federal 
government to ‘put away’ — 
you may be interested in the 
following:
