The Ray Adams Ranch wagon 
from Swisher County (the Ad­
ams Ranch adjoins Lake Macken­
zie on the west) was located 
about midway in the procession, 
which saw the wagons with 
old-style wooden-spoke wheels in 
front and those modified with 
rubber tires bringing up the 
rear.

People riding in the wagons 
had a bit of a weathered look on 
their faces, most a little sun­
burned, but with all whooping 
and waving, and calling “Happy 
birthday, Texas!”

Most of the wagons were 
drawn by teams of two horses or 
mules, but some were pulled by a 
three- or four-animal hitch and 
one was being pulled by a single 
horse. As this one passed where 
we were the driver shouted, 
“Has anyone seen my other horse 
come by here?”

There was a stagecoach and 
several “surry-type” wagons. 
Most of the drivers sported 
beards, some of them rather 
long, and one driver was wearing 
a red jacket with long white 
beard and hair (and a baseball- 
type hat) and resembled Santa 
Claus so much that we thought as 
it made its way toward us that 
Santa had taken time off from his 
work to help celebrate Texas’ 
birthday!

The names and locations of the 
various ranches were painted on 
the sides of the wagons, and one 
from Wisconsin was noted.

Farm Receipts 
Steady But 
Income Down

Texas farmers sold about the 
same level of agricultural com­
modities in 1985 as a year earlier, 
but net income continued to 
decline, says an economist with 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas A&M 
University System.

Cash receipts from the sale of 
farm and ranch products totaled 
about $10.1 billion last year while 
net income dropped to about $1.4 
billion, down from just over $2 
billion in 1984.

Large crop and livestock sup­
plies and reduced exports again 
resulted in low prices to farmers 
and ranchers during 1985. At the 
same time, costs of energy, 
chemicals, interest and other 
production inputs remained high 
and pushed farm income lower.

Dieters Dilemma: Eat 
Less, S till Gain

It’s only March, but thousands 
of dieters have already gained 
back the pounds they lost after 
making a New Year’s resolution 
to shed excess weight.

According to Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Exten­
sion Service (TAEX) nutrition 
and health education specialists, 
going on a low-calorie diet to 
drop a few pounds in a hurry may 
only compound the dieter’s 
weight problem.

TAEX nutritionist Dr. Alice 
Hunt explains that between 
20-50% of weight lost on very 
low-calorie diets can be water 
and lean muscle tissue, rather 
than fat.

“Muscle tissue burns 2V2 times 
the calories as fat tissue,” Hunt 
says. “So as the percent of body 
fat increases, the metabolism 
slows down and burns fewer 
calories.”

That’s why a dieter can 
actually gain weight while eating 
less, she adds.

According to TAEX health 
education specialist Dr. Mary 
Ann Heussner, the combination 
of a balanced diet with moderate­
ly reduced calories and exercise 
to lose weight gradually is the 
most effective way to achieve a 
permanent weight loss.

Exercise burns calories, pre­
serves the lean muscle tissue 
that already exists in the body 
and builds more muscle tissue to 
further increase calorie burning, 
Heussner says.

“Many people avoid exercise 
because they think it requires 
special equipment, extra time or 
is too strenuous for them,” the 
health specialist remarks. That 
may be true of some sports 
activities including running, ten­
nis or aerobic dance.

However, she points out that 
brisk walking and even doing 
sit-down exercises at the office 
desk can help dieters if the 
exercise is done regularly.

Both specialists advise dieters 
to learn how to use the basic food 
groups to eat a well-balanced diet 
and to develop an exercise 
program that fits their lifestyle.

The Extension Service has a 
1986 “Fit For All Seasons” 
calendar available which can help 
dieters plan a sensible weight- 
loss diet and exercise program 
for the remainder of the year.

It can be ordered for $2.00 by 
check or money order from the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Reed McDonald, Rm. 
101, Texas A&M University, 
College Station, Texas 778-2113.

County Extension offices will 
also have free publications on 
nutrition, meal planning and 
family fitness.

Many county Extension home 
economists are conducting educa­
tional programs on nutrition and 
fitness, since excess weight is a 
major health risk factor affecting 
the well-being of Texas families, 
add the specialists. For informa­
tion on local programs, contact 
your county Extension office.

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Budgeting Austerity To Have 
Impact On Extension Service
Budgeting austerity at the 

federal level will have a major 
impact on the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture’s Cooperative Ex­
tension Service and consequently 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, a partner in the 
nationwide system.

“President Reagan’s proposed 
budget for fiscal year 1987 would 
reduce federal funds to Coopera­
tive Extension by 59 percent and 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service’s federal budget 
would be reduced over $10 
million,” points out Dr. Zerle L. 
Carpenter, Extension Service 
director. “If this proposal should 
be approved by Congress, it 
would result in the loss of a 
number of staff positions and a 
reduction in specific programs. 
Yet we want to continue to do 
the best job possible in providing 
quality educational programs to 
the citizens of Texas.

“If President Reagan’s budget 
is adopted by Congress, special 
funded programs will be elimina­
ted. For Texas, these include 
expanded nutrition programs, 
urban gardening, integrated pest 
management, renewable resour­
ces, farm safety, and a portion of 
the 4-H program.”

The Extension Service has a 
long track record of service to 
Texans dating back to 1915 when 
the state legislature approved 
the formation of the agency. That 
came on the heels of federal 
legislation a year earlier. Since 
that time a wide range of 
educational programs have been 
carried out for the well-being of 
all Texans, in particular for 
farmers, ranchers, homemakers 
and youth, notes Carpenter. 
Through Extension Service pro­
grams the state’s crop and 
livestock base now annually 
boasts cash receipts of more than 
$10 billion, with a total impact on 
the state’s economy of some $35 
billion.

“However, agriculture, one of 
the state’s leading industries, has 
fallen on hard times in recent 
years due to a wide range of 
factors, and income to farmers 
and ranchers is down drastical­
ly,” points out Carpenter. “That 
makes it all the more important 
that we have a strong Extension 
Service to work with our agricul­
tural producers in improving 
their decision making, manager­
ial skills and increasing produc­
tion efficiency so as to give them 
every opportunity to increase 
their income.”

Educational programs for the

family, with particular emphasis 
on fitness and health, nutrition 
and family financial planning, 
also have led the way in 
improving the quality of life for 
many Texans, says Carpenter.

And then there’s the 4-H 
program for the state’s youth. 
“4-H has had resounding success 
in leadership endeavors for mold­
ing youth between the ages of 
nine and nineteen into highly 
successful, productive citizens 
and leaders,” contends the Ex­
tension Service director. “As an 
informal, out-of-school program, 
4-H focuses on providing real life 
experiences for youth to teach 
them leadership, responsibility 
and coping skills and to expand 
their knowledge base as they 
prepare for tomorrow’s world.”

Extension programs also focus 
on community development in 
Texas and provide guidance for 
community leaders in exploring 
options for strengthening the 
economy through new business 
opportunities and management 
training.

“These programs of the Exten­
sion Service that have served 
Texas citizens so well over the 
years will continue to receive 
emphasis despite budget cut­
backs,” Carpenter emphasizes. 
“However, we will have to be 
much more selective in our 
programming efforts. Without a 
doubt, some programs will have 
to be cut back, but we will 
continue to strive to serve our 
clientele to the best of our

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Safety Belts Save 
County Tax Dollars

“Texas taxpayers pay a price 
for each traffic fatality or injury 
on the state’s roads and high­
ways.”

That was the message deliver­
ed by consumer economics spe­
cialist Bonnie Piernot to more 
than 500 county officials gather­
ed for the 28th annual County 
Judges and Commissioners’ Con­
ference, held in College Station, 
February 25-27.

Piernot explained that a traffic 
fatality costs taxpayers an aver­
age of $12,000 for emergency 
medical services, police, highway 
patrol, highway and road repair 
and other direct costs.

She added that each non-fatal 
injury costs an average of $7,000.

During the first three months

after the Texas mandatory sa­
fety belt law took effect in 
September 1985, traffic fatalities 
decreased 18.2% over the same 
three month period in 1984, 
saving $8 million in tax dollars.

But the specialist said that 
studies in other states with 
similar laws show that safety 
belt use can decrease over time 
without continued public educa­
tion and reinforcement.

Ms. Piernot, who is a home 
economist with the Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Exten­
sion Service (TAEX), urged the 
officials to set an example by 
wearing safety belts and encour­
age their employees to wear 
them in county vehicles as well 
as their personal cars.

She pointed out that Texas 
automobile insurance rates were 
reduced an average of 5.1% 
based on the assumption that 
safety belts would be used by 
65% of Texans. Unless that 
usage rate is achieved, insurance 
costs could go up again.

The consumer economist noted 
that county Extension home 
economics staff and local mem­
bers of more than 40 organiza­
tions, such as the PTA, Red 
Cross and others who have 
joined in the Texas Coalition for 
Safety Belts, can work with 
county officials to provide these 
programs.

The Texas Extension Home­
makers Association, a 23,000- 
member volunteer leadership 
development organization spon­
sored by TAEX, has also receiv­
ed grants from the National 
Highway Traffic Safety Adminis­
tration to initiate educational 
programs in nine Texas counties.

Briscoe County wheat produ­
cers should check their fields 
now for greenbugs. Recent 
wheat surveys on the South 
Plains have shown an increase in 
these insects with the warm 
weather of the past few weeks. 
Generally speaking, greenbug 
numbers are higher at this time 
in fields which have not been 
grazed.

The weather plays an impor­
tant role in greenbug activity. 
Mild weather brings about in­
creased greenbug numbers, as 
they can reproduce readily at 
temperatures down to 55 de­
grees. However, below 65 de­
grees such beneficial insects as 
lady beetles reproduce slowly, 
and this situation can result in a 
greenbug build-up.

Greenbugs damage plants by 
injecting a toxin into the leaf as 
they feed. The toxin kills the leaf 
around the area where the aphid 
inserts its mouthparts. Repeated 
feedings can cause the whole leaf 
to die. Infested fields may have 
yellow spots appearing where 
the greenbugs are more concen-

These yellow spots can also be 

caused by moisture stress or 
nitrogen deficiency. Wheat grow­
ers are encouraged to spend 
some time examining plants and 
scouting their fields for green­
bugs.

The need for applying an 
insecticide depends on the num­
ber of greenbugs present, plant 
size, moisture conditions and 
effectiveness of beneficial in­
sects. As a general rule, green­
bugs should be treated when 
populations reach 100 to 300 per 
foot of drill row on wheat three 
to six inches tall.

There are several insecticides 
which are effective in reducing 
economic infestations of this 
pest. Some commercial insecti­
cides that can be used are 
dimelthoate, malathion, para- 
thion, methyl parathion and 
phorate.

If you are planning on spraying 
your wheat for weed control, 
please remember that Briscoe is 
now a regulated county. The 
aerial application of any regulat­
ed herbicide is prohibited in 
Briscoe County from April 25 
through October 1, except in 
Precinct 2, where aerial applica­
tions of regulated herbicides is 
prohibited for the period begin­
ning May 10 and ending October 
15 of each year.
