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Hailstorms 4o extensive damage 
in Texas. €rop-hail insurance | 
claims have apprcxached five million ! 
dollars in some years, although on-1 
ly laibout ten percent o f the state’s J 
crops are insured. The annual 
damage from hail is much greater j 
and far exceeds that caused by 
tornadoes. j

Cotton grown on the High Plains j 
and in the Tnans-Peoos areas of i 
Texas frequently is damaged by 
hail. The damage varies from a 
few punctured or destroyed leaves 
and fruiting structures to complete 
destruction of the stem and bark to

ground level..
A numiber of experiments have

been conducted by the Texas Agri­
cultural Experiment Station to 
simujate hail injuries ,according to 
Harry iC. Lane, associate professor, 
Department of Plant iPhysiology and 
Pathology, Teas A&IM 'College 'Sys*- 
tem. Spacing, defoliation, various 
stalk cutoffs, stem , hruises and 
loombinationa o f  inuries wtre in­
flicted by hand for the experiments. 
A special machine was made to 
simulate hail using cracked ice.

It was found that stands could 
be thinned substantially from the 
average stand in the areas without 
reldiucing yield. An oiptimum stand 
Was found to be two plants per 
foot o f  row.

Total defoliation retarded recov­
ery and delayed maturity. The 
cotton plant, however, was not af­
fected markedly by removal lof one- 
third ,oi‘ two-thirds of its leaves.
