Tibb feels as if he has two biogra­
phies; a technical one, and one that 
counts. He has lived in the city but 
didn't like city life. He went back to 
obtain a degree in Canyon, Texas 
(mostly to be near Palo Duro Can­
yon), and later taught at Southwest­
ern University (mostly because he 
could camp out on the San Gabriel 
River, and share ideas with students 
while doing so). See the implication? 
He was meant to be a cowboy, horse­
man and poet.

To the extent that for the past 
thirty years, he has done the follow­
ing things; Out at the campsite on the 
ranch where he largely grew up, he 
build a dugout in the top of a fifty foot 
red bluff, and camped there for seven 
years frequently. He drug lumber with 
a horse and built his w ife a 
camphouse.

Earlier, by hand, he built a rustic 
rock and log slab house in the hill
