Texas river veh ic le  p roh ib ition  is new  law
AUSTIN, Texas—Beginning 

Jan. 1, motor vehicles may not be 
operated in most Texas riverbeds, 
according to a new state law. How­
ever, new guidelines are available 
to help local communities develop 
river access plans that could al­
low motor vehicles in some river­
bed areas, as provided by the leg­
islation.

The new law pertains to any 
"navigable river or stream" in 
Texas except for the Canadian 
River and the Prairie Dog Town 
Fork of the Red River in the Pan­
handle.

The 'law prohibits motor ve­
hicles from operating in "that por­
tion of the bed, bottom, or bank of 
any navigable river or stream that 
lies at or below the gradient bound­
ary of the river or stream."

It defines navigable river or 
stream as "a river or stream that 
retains an average width of 30 or 
more feet from the mouth or 
confluence up."

A motor vehicle is defined as 
"any wheeled or tracked vehicle, 
machine, tractor, trailer, or semi­
trailer propelled or drawn by me­
chanical power and used to trans­
port a person or thing."

The public continues to have

the right to travel along navigable 
waterways as long as the restric­
tions on motor vehicle use are 
observed. The law says "a person 
may not restrict, obstruct, inter­
fere with, or limit public recre­
ational use of a protected fresh­
water area." It also contains vari­
ous exemptions for motor vehicle 
use in riverbeds by emergency 
and law enforcement personnel, 
utility workers, adjacent landown­
ers and others.

The law grew out of Senate 
Bill 155, sponsored in the Texas 
Senate by Sen. Judith Zaffirini of 
Laredo. Rep. Robert Puente of 
San Antonio sponsored a fcom­
panion bill in the Texas House of 
Representatives.

The law modified the state 
Parks and Wildlife Code, making 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment (TPWD) the primary agency 
responsible for implementing it. 
Department game wardens, local 
sheriffs deputies and other peace 
officers will all enforce the law. 
This fall, game wardens will be 
notifying people they encounter 
on or near rivers that the new law 
is about to take effect. A first 
offense under the new law is a 
Class C misdemeanor, punishable

by a fine of as much as $500. 
Repeat offenders could face higher 
fines and jail time.

The law provides that cities, 
counties or river authorities may 
create Local River Access Plans 
that allow motor vehicles in speci­
fied riverbed areas. These plans 
must be approved by TPWD. Lo­
cal plan administrators may col­
lect a fee for vehicle riverbed use. 
Local plans must protect public 
safety, provide adequate enforce­
ment, coordinate ,with adjacent 
and overlapping jurisdictions, pro­
vide for and publicize adequatq 
public access and protect private 
property rights.

HOMESTEAD EXEM PTIONS

Homeowners ere not required to file a homestead exemption annually. If you are already receiving the state 
mandated SI5,000 homestead exemption or additional over 8ixty>live SI0,000 exemption, yon need not 
reapply for the taxing year of 2004. However, if you became 65 in 2003, or will become 65 in 2004, you need 
to apply for the additikiiial over 65-SlO.OOO exemption. If yon have changed your place of residency you need 
to apply for a new exemption. All homestead applications must be filed with the Chief Appraiser between 
the dates of January 1. 2004 and Mav 1.2004. These exemption forms arc available at the Knox County 
Appraisal District Office, whkh is located in the Knox County Courthouse, Benjamin, Texas. Individuals 
who qualify for the over sixty-five additional homestead exemption, described above, have the option of 
paying their homestead taxes in four equal installments, without any penalty or interesL These installments 
are due before February 1. April I. Jnne 1 and August 1. If you qualify, and are interested, please contact 
the Knox County Appraisal District.

AG-USE EXEMPTIONS

Aimnal applications for qualifying land for agriculture use is not required. If you have been receiving the 
AG-USE exemption on your land in prior years, you need not reapply for the exemption. If you recently 
purchased a farm, yoo need to report this to the Chief Appraiser. AG-USE exemption forms are also avail­
able at the Appraisal District Office. Deadline for filing new exemptions are between January 1,2004 and 
May 1,2004.

n T S A R I E n  V E T E R A TVS EXEM PTIO N

These exemptions need not be applied for annually. If you received your exemption on the 2003 tax roll, you 
will automatically recrive it for the tax year of 2004. However, if your disability percentage has changed, 
you need to report the change to the Chief Appraiser. Deadline for filing new exemptions are between 
January 1, 2004 and May 1, 2004. ^

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Hom e loans for veterans reach all tim e high
(AUSTIN) Jerry Patterson, 

chairman of the Texas Veterans 
Land Board (VLB), today an­
nounced more than $684 million 
in VLB home loans went to Texas 
veterans in 2003. That's the most 
since the home loan program 
started in 1983, more than double 
the amount loaned in 2002 and 
triple that of 2001. The year 2000 
saw the second greatest value of 
loans funded at $658 million.

"I wish I could claim the credit, 
but I can't," Patterson said. "This 
success is no doubt due to the 
state of the economy, our low 
rates, and most importantly, the 
•hard work of our Veterans Land 
Board staff. They are a dedicated 
bunch."

Another factor in the program's 
success was the raising of the 
maximum home loan amount from 
$150,000, to the current limit of 
$240,000.

"In the past, veterans had to 
blend our loans with loans from 
other sources if they wanted a 
home worth more than $ 150,000," 
Patterson said, adding that veter­
ans may even combine their loan 
from the VLB with loans from

other sources. "With our higher 
loan limits, we became more at­
tractive to both veterans and lend­
ers."

Also in 2003, the environmen­
tally  progressive VLB 
Greenbuilding Program saw a 
more than 400 percent increase in 
loans to veterans who build homes 
that are more energy efficient and 
have less impact on the environ­
ment. The program saw more than 
$230 m illion worth of 
greenbuilding home loans funded 
by the VLB. The program pro­
motes the use of energy- and wa­
ter-saving materials and appli­
ances in VLB-funded homes by 
offering discounted interest rates.

Patterson noted that all VLB 
loan programs, whether for homes, 
land or home improvements, are 
entirely self funding and don't use 
any tax revenues. The VLB is a 
state agency that is entirely sepa­
rate from the U.S. Department of 
Veterans Affairs.

While the VLB's base interest 
rate on home loans is low com­
pared to others, additional dis­
counts make VLB loans extremely 
attractive.

For example;
• A VLB home loan with a term 

of 15 years or less earns an auto­
matic 25 basis points discount.

• Veterans with service-con­
nected disabilities of 10 percent 
or more get up to 50 basis points 
knocked off the VLB base rate.

• Texas veterans who agree to 
remain or become public school 
teachers, or whose spouses are 
currently public school teachers, 
can get a 50 basis points discount.

• Also, veterans who build or 
buy hom es using VLB 
greenbuilding guidelines can get 
a discount of up to 30 basis points.

• The greenbuilding, teaching 
and disabilities discounts can be 
combined for a maximum dis­
count of 75 basis points.
