A REVIEW OF WEATHER

CONDITIONS OF 1925

The weather conditions of 1925 were
characterized by some very peculiar
circumstances. The total rain fall for
the year was light, but the crop yield
over the entirecountry was surprising-
ly better than it was thought could
possibly be during the crop making
season. The largest snow fall was ex-
perienced here during the month of
January for the past 30, years which
gave a wonderful underground season
supplying the growing crops with mois-
ture to withstand the heat and drouth
of the summer months which was in
excess of normal conditions.

According to Judge P. D. Sanders
who keeps a record of the weathercon-

ditions of each day of the year and
makes his daily report to the weather
bureauat Washington D. C. the month
of January was a very cold month.
The 18, 19 and 20 were the coldest days
the mercury standing at 15 above
during that time. The warmest day
in the month was on the 0th when the
thermometer reached the maximum
of 71

20 'inches of snow fell on the 18th
which was the greatest fall of snow
since February 1S95 when a similar
snow was reported by Judge Sanders
for this section The maisture realized
irom the snow was 2 05 inches.

February was a cold dry month
only .15 of an inch of rain fell. The
warmest days of the month the tem-
perature reached 82 degrees while the
lowesUwas oaly-24- .

FAMOUS LOOTSAKA LOTTERY

WIIIL'J LAST SPIN

Tragic memories of the Louisiana
Lottery and; its victims have (been
awakened by the news that' the
famous wheel used for the drawing
of its prizes had been spun again, af-
ter a stillnessof a quarterof a century
This time, according to a New Orleans
dispatch, the purpose of its gyrations
was the harmless one of assigning
prizes, to the holders of. city bonds. A
writer in the New York Evening
World, Joseph S. Gorgon, recalls that
the wheel did service for the notorious
Louisana Lottery for twenty-fiv- e
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years. He writes:
"The last generation saw the end of

the LouisianaLottery; to be exact, it
was put out of businessby the United
States Governmentin 1903. While it
lasted it was the greatest gambling
game ever conducted in the United
States and, although set in motion by
crooked lawmakers, its operation was
within the law, and, in gambling par-
lance, absolutely 'on the square'.

"It 'made millions of dollars for its
promoters and brought a few ( thous-
and annually to the State of Louisana;
it made small fortunes overnight for
some thousandsof lucky little fellows',
but the big wheel that was turned in
New Orleans by aristocrats of the
South ground down monthly thous-
ands of good men and women into the
dust of adversity and spread ruin
through countlesshomes in the United
States.

"In the last quarterof the last cen-

tury the LouisianaLottery was an in-

stitution of the country in which
every other man was interested. He
played it. It was the gambler'shunch
and the washer-woman'-s dream. Clerks
were pikers and their bosses were
plungers.

APPORTIONED TO STATES

Secretary of Agriculture Jardine to-
day announced theapportionment of
$73,125,000 to the States for use in the
construction of Federal aid roads.This
apportionment was authorized by the
Post Office Appropriation Act of Feb
ruary 12, 1925, and is for the fiscal year
beginning July 1, 1926.
