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No Verdict After Heated
Conference Call

Attorneys involved in the
Meinzer vs. Stanton Brown as
Chief Appraiser of Knox Coun-
ty Appraisal District and Knox
County Appraisal Review Board
case engaged in a conference call
with 50th District Judge William
H. Heatly Wednesday, June 29th
in the Judge’s office at Paducah.

Attorney’s Matt Malone rep-
resenting the Meinzers, and Kirk
Swinney representing the Tax
Board, along with Judge Heatly
presiding over the call, dis-
cussed the rulings of signing and
finalizing the 2003 tax appraisal
value of the Meinzer’s Benjamin
home at 85,000. Mr. Malone also
pleaded the petition from -the

Meinzer’s to issue sanctions to
the tax board for “frivolous ac-
tivities.”

Judge Heatly stated that at-
torney Kirk Swinney has yet to
sign the agreed judgement to set
the 2003 value of the Meinzer’s
property at 85,000. He stated
that the debate over the phone
was heated. The ferocity of the
arguments had not died down
over the weeks since the initial
courtroom session earlier this
month, which were cut short by
Judge Heatly’s heat related col-
lapse at the bench.

Mr. Malone addressed the is-
suance of sanctions to be placed
on the Tax Board. He said the

main points are as follows.

Mr. Malone accuses the tax
board of abusing discovery of
evidence by not relating infor-
mation (mainly the outside ap-
praisal reports of the Meinzers
property value) to the Meinzers
or their attorneys. Also, failure
to engage in good faith conduct
by not cooperating with the
Meinzers when information was
requested.

In addition, according to Mr.
Malone, the tax board filed say-
ing they had no evidence when in
fact they did, and admitted it in
court. Lastly, Mr. Malone claims
they harassed his clients, and de-
layed the proceedings with the
intentions of driving up the cost
of attorney’s fees.

Mr. Malone claims the sanc-
tions were issued in an attempt,
if Judge Heatly rules in their fa-

vor, to recover a portion of the’

Meinzer’s attorney fees.

Defense Lawyer Kirk Swin-
ney argues the majority of these
claims are simply not true.

Mr. Swinney had no comment
on the case at this time.

Judge Heatly stated both sides
argued back and forth and not
much was accomplished. He
has done much research into this
case and hopes to wrap things up
by the week of July fourth with a
final conference call.

The bright
orange life jacket was visible on
top if the water for a split second,
and then it--along with Tommy-
--disappeared from sight. He
had just sunk like a rock. We all
stood looking down--waiting for
him to reappear on the surface of
the water. He didn’t.

“Butch,” I yelled 4t my oldest
son. “Where is he?” But, Butch
and his sister, Amy, had already
dove into the water to find him.
Tommy had jumped at an angle
and came up under the boat. Ev-
ery time he tried to surface, his
head would hit the bottom. The
cumbersome life preserver pre-
vented his swimming out from
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under it, so down he’d go again,
Butch reached under the boat
and pulled him out, spitting wa-
ter and looking like a drowned
otter!

“Just take us back to the
bank,” I said, when the kids had
managed to pull him back into he
boat.

I don’t know why
someone didn’t point out that I
was setting it awfully close to an
overhanging tree limb. I lit the
fuse and ran, then noticed the
tree limb. I realized it was go-
ing to be close, but was too late.
The imitation “spacecraft” had
already left its launching pad

A Comprehensive Water
Plan is Crucial for Texas

“We never know the worth of water ‘till the well is dry.” This proverb, collected by British physician
Thomas Fuller, is as true today as it was when he penned it in 1732.

It is especially the case in Texas, as our state continues to grow, adding increased pressure on our water
resources. For this reason, I am a firm supporter of taking steps to promote the wise use of water now.
Procrastination guarantees we will have a shortage in the future.

Our population is expected to nearly double from 21 million in 2000 to 40 million in 2050. At the same
time, a 2005 study by the Texas Water Development Board indicates that water supplies from all existing
sources will decrease during the same period by 18 percent. Most of the decline is due to a projected drop

n

of 19 percent in water from the underground aquifers of Ogallala, Gulf Coast, Hueco-Mesilla Bolson and :

Carrizo-Wilcox, and an 18 percent decline in surface water because our reservoirs are silting up.

Pressure on existing water sources will also increase among our neighbors. The populations of New .

Mexico, Colorado, Oklahoma, Arkansas and Louisiana are all rising. According to the U.S. Census, for the

period of 2000 through 2010, the population in Texas will have risen by 3,797,000, or 18.2 percent. Our

neighboring states of Louisiana, Arkansas, Oklahoma and New Mexico will see their combined population :

rising during that same period by 647,000. During that same span of time, the Border Research Institute
estimates the population in the northern region of Mexico adjacent to our border will grow by over 26 per-
cent, or over 680,000, which is more than all of our other neighbors put together.

Many officials worked long and hard to force Mexico to comply with the 1944 Water Treaty with the
United States. As a result, Mexico finally agreed to pay its decade old debt. While that struggle took place,
I secured $20 million in emergency funding for Valley farmers harmed by Mexico’s refusal to adhere to the
agreement.

The answer to the increasing demands for water is to use this precious resource more efficiently. My
friends on the Texas Water Development Board (TWDB) support creation of a comprehensive water use
plan and implementation of conservation strategies. They are right.

Conservation can make a huge difference in water needs for Texas. The TWDB estimates that, while the
population will almost double by 2050, actual municipal water demand will go up by only 67 percent if we
improve water use efficiency. j

We can decrease waste in our vital agriculture industry, which uses more than half of Texas’ water. Stud-
ies show that agricultural irrigation systems currently lose from one-third to one-half of their water through
leaks, seepage and evaporation.

I have made conservation a priority. Congress passed my legislation in 2003 authorizing 15 Lower Rio
Grande Valley irrigation districts for construction of water conservation projects and helped them obtain
more than $7 million. I also secured $26 million in NADBank grants for South Texas irrigation districts.
This funding helped line irrigation canals with conservation materials which dramatically cut water losses
and are now saving the Rio Grand Valley thousands of acre feet of water each year.

The TWDB reports that Texas farmers and ranchers can take other steps to save water as well. Low- ©

energy precision application sprinklers, drip irrigation, surge flow irrigation valves, soil moisture measure-
ment and buried water distribution lines on the farms will help use water far more efficiently. °

Texas’ efforts to use water more efficiently may not be inexpensive, but they are still the most cost-effec-
tive way to increase our water supplies. And it is something we must do to ensure that Texans will not go
thirsty as our state grows and prospers in the future.

Texas must have an ample supply of water and I will continue to make Texas’ water needs one of my top

on July 2, the delegates took. up
Thomas Jefferson’s Declaration
of Independence.

The delegates felt a declara-
tion was needed to explain the
reasons for separating from the
mother country, England. The
delegates debated the Declara-
tion the rest of July 2, on July 3
and into that magic July 4, chang-
ing some of Jefferson’s words.
Franklin, Adams and Jefferson,
in particular, were disturbed by
removal of the words condemn-
ing the importation of African
slaves into the colonies by Eng-
land. Georgia and South Carolina
would not sign The Declaration
if those words remained, so they
were taken out.

A century later, the nation
would pay a bitter price for that.
On the Fourth of July, 1776 the
Continental Congress adopted
The Declaration of Indepen-
dence. The first public notice
of The Declaration appeared on

the bottom of a column on page
two of The Pennsylvania Post
for Thursday, July 4, 1776. (In
those days the news appeared
on page two, with items put in,
not by importance, but by order
received..)The item read“The
continental congress declared
the united colonies free and in-
dependent.” The public first read
“When in the course of human
events “on Saturday, July 6 when
the Saturday evening Post print-
‘ed The Declaration. On Monday,
July 8, the words ... all men are
created equal ...” echoed across

Philadelphia streets in the first

It’s springtime in Texas; the birds are
chirping, the breeze is blowing — and the
fire ants are thriving. They are little
insects that pack a big punch both
physically and economically. Just ask
anyone who has stumbled on a mound or
who has to repair property due to pest
damage.

The red imported fire ant spread
through Texas starting in the 1950s, and
we’ve been trying to find a way to
successfully fight them ever since. Fire
ants infest more than 80 million acres in
the eastern two-thirds of the state and are
economically devastating. They cost
Texans some $1.2 billion in damage and
control expenses, and much of that —
approximately $702 million — is felt in
residential households while $90 million
is chalked up to agriculture.

Fire ants can reduce property values
and cause structural damage to homes or
barns, and they can make wildlife areas
and outdoor recreation areas unsafe to
enjoy. They can clog up machinery and
damage equipment. And in some cases,
the stings from these ants can be life
threatening.

While it’s not likely that fire ants will be
totally eradicated, it certainly doesn’t do
us any good to chase the ants from
property line to property line. The best
way to control them is through
community-wide management programs,
in which neighborhoods collaborate to
treat an entire area at the same time. This
should happen each year, usually once in
the fall and once in the spring.

Ants are known for working together;
people need to work together also. This is
the time of year for fire ants — but
communities can put their heads together
to come up with a plan and coordinate bait

New Law Changes Highway Use Tax Rules:
Instaliment Payment Option Eliminated

WASHINGTON - The Inter-
nal Revenue Service today re-
minded truckers and other own-
ers of heavy highway vehicles
that the installment option for
paying the federal highway use
tax will no longer be available.

This change was included in
the American Jobs Creation Act
of 2004 and applies to people
who file IRS tax Form 2290,
Heavy Highway Vehicle Use Tax
Return.

Beginning with the Form
2290 for the tax year that begins
on July 1, 2005 and ends on June
30, 2006, the balance due shown
on the form must be paid in full
by the due date of the return. In
most cases, the deadline for fil-
ing the return and paying any tax
due is August 31, 2005. Payment
can be made by check, money
order or electronically through
the Electronic Federal Tax Pay-
ment System (EFTPS).

In previous years, tax pay-
ers who timely filed Form 2290
could choose to pay the tax in up
to four equal installments. Or-
dinarily, these installment pay-
ments were due on the last day
of August, December, March
and June. About 148,000 taxpay-
ers chose this option last year,
the IRS said.

In general, the highway use
tax applies to trucks, truck trac-
tors and buses with a gross tax-
able weight of 55,000 pounds or
more. Ordinarily, vans, pick-ups
and panel trucks are not tax-
able because they fall below the
55,000-pound threshold.

For trucks and other taxable
vehicles in use during July, the
Form 2290 and payment are due
on August 31. The tax is based
on weight and normally ranges
from $100 to $550 per vehicle.
A variety of special rules, dis-
cussed in the instructions for
Form 2290, apply to vehicles
with minimal road use, logging

or agricultural vehicles, vehicles
transferred during the year and
those first used on the road after
July.

State governments are re-
quired to receive proof of pay-
ment of the federal highway use
tax as a condition of vehicle reg-
istration. Schedule 1 of the Form
2290 is stamped and returned to
filers for this purpose. This pro-
cess remains unchanged.

The Jobs Act also eliminated
reduced tax rates for vehicles
registered in Canada and Mex-
ico. For vehicles with-a base
registration in either country, the
tax rate was 25 percent below the
regular rate.

In addition, the Jobs Act made
electronic filing mandatory for
taxpayers who file highway use
tax returns for 25 or more ve-
hicles. The availability of elec-
tronic filing for Forms 2290 is
pending. Taxpayers should cton-
tinue to file paper returns. The
IRS will notify taxpayers when
the electronic filing program is
available.

The electronic payment option
continues to be available, and the
IRS urges taxpayers to enroll in
EFTPS and pay their tax obliga-
tions this way.

The new Form 2290 and its
instructions are now available
on irs.gov, the tax agency’s Web
site. The form and instructions
will be mailed automatically to
taxpayers who filed last year.

The form and instructions are
available in Spanish and, for the
first time this year, in French.

GRANDFATHER PERIOD FOR ELEC-
TRICAL LICENSING REOPENS

HB1317 Allows Experienced
Electricians to Obtain a State Li-
cense Without Testing

Experienced electricians who
have yet not received a state li-
cense now =

have a second opportunity
to obtain a license without hav-
ing to pass the state electrician
exam.

House Bill 1317, which was
passed by the 79th Texas Leg-
islature and signed by Governor
Rick Perry on June 18, reopens
the grandfathering period for
electrical licenses, effective im-
mediately Under this bill, elec-
tricians who hold a municipal
or regional license, or who can
demonstrate that he or she has

- the prescribed amount of educa-

tion and experience, have until
December 31, 2005, to obtain a
license without passing the state
electrician exam. Since the state
electrician licensing program be-
gan, many cities that previously

- had a municipal licensing pro-

gram have chosen to stop issu-
ing municipal licenses and rely
instead on the state license, said
William Kuntz, executive direc-
tor of the Texas Department of Li-
censing and Regulation (TDLR).
The new grandfathering period
will allow electricians in those
cities to obtain a state license
without passing thenstate electri-
cian exam. But this period is not
limited to those individuals. Any
electrician who meets the crite-
ria to receive a license,but who
didn’t take advantage of the first
grandfathering period, now has

- a second chance to be exempted

BUY A 32 OL )

from the state electrician exami-
nation.

The state electrician licensing
program was created by the 78th
Texas Legislature Since Septem-
ber 1, 2004, all electricians in
Texas are required to be licensed,
either by the state or by a mu-
nicipal or regional authority, un-
less exempted by law. Since the
law took effect more than 97,000
electricians across the state have
received state licenses.

The original law allowed for
a grandfathering period from
March 1 to June 1, 2004, during
which electricians could qualify
to receive a state license without
taking the state electrician exam
if they met specific criteria in-
cluding, but not limited to, prior
local licensure, education and
experience. More than 55,000
electricians took advantage
of that opportunity. Since that
grandfathering period ended, ap-
