Benjamin Mayor Linda Cox 

passed away early Monday 
morning, July 18, 2005.

Ms. Cox was bom June 3, 
1940 in Seymour, Texas, to the 
late Earl and Odessa Cox.

She was a 13 year resident of 
Benjamin, after returning from 
New Mexico. She graduated 
from Benjamin High School in 
1958.

While in school, Ms. Cox 
was an accomplished basketball 
player, something she was al­
ways proud of. Her coach, Don 
Haskins, said she was in a class 
of her own.

' “She had a great jump shot,
I and in the ‘55-’56 school year, 

that was something not many 
had. She could play as well as 
the girls at Texas. She could’ve 
been on any of the real good 
women’s teams.”

Linda was a tmek driver from 
her mid twenties until the end of 
last year, when she retired from 
driving at 64. She was driving 
a tmek before women were ac­

cepted as competent enough for 
the job.

Never someone to let the op­
position get her down, she had 
to stand up for herself numerous 
times to receive equal treatment 
in a career field made up almost 
entirely of men.

Ms. Cox became acting may­
or after Mike Sheedy resigned 
on October 4th, 2004. She ran 
unopposed at the election and 
was inaugurated May 18th of 
this year.

A memorial service for Ms. 
Cox will be held Saturday, July 
23, in the Benjamin Cemetery 
with Dennis Duke officiating. 
She was a member of the Benja­
min Methodist Church.

She was preceeded in death 
by her parents, the late Earl and 
Odessa Cox of Benjamin.

Survivors are her twin sister, 
Glenda Bearly of Erie, Colorado, 
sister Reba Morrill of Benjamin, 
two brothers Jim Cox of Corinth, 
Texas and Harry Cox of Mt. 
Calm, Texas.

Held for July

The Knox City City Coun­
cil met for a regular session at 
eleven minutes after seven p.m. 
Thursday, July 14th, at City 
Hall.

Mayor Charles Lankford 
Presided with City Administra­
tor Barbara Rector, and council 
members J.M. Emerson, Tommy 
Mangis, Fred Ledesma, Dan 
Godsey, and Darren Clark at­
tending.

At public comment, Anthony 
Logsdon came forward and said, 
“Most of the time, people come 
in here with a gripe, well, I got 
a compliment.” Mr. Logsdon 
went on to say the he probably 
spends more time driving around 
the city than most and he sees 
city employees working around 
town in all kinds of weather, 
“from before starting time, till 
way past quitting time.” He also 
stated they deserved a “pat on the 
back” and didn’t receive enough 
compliments.

Mayor Lankford replied, 
“First of all, thank you for your 
compliment, and secondly, while

this certainly makes the coun­
cil look good, we need to give 
thanks to the Administrator and 
her staff as well.

After public comments, the 
minutes were approved, and the 
verification that all requirements 
of the 2004 Annual Drinking Wa­
ter Reports were in compliance. 
The Texas Commission of Envi­
ronmental Quality requires that 
these reports be mailed to every 
metered citizen, and be posted in 
the newspaper.

Sudden­
ly, there was a loud explosion, 
followed by a startled cry, as Un­
cle Virgil’s arms flew up into the 
air in the way of someone hav­
ing been shot in the back.

HOOVES &  HORNS BY A.W. ERWIN

Sixty years ago this Saturday 

morning, had you been outside 
your house in Knox or surround­
ing counties looking west at 
dawn, your might have seen a 
bright flash of light.

You may have thought the flash 
was a distant lightening bolt in a 
thunderstorm below the horizon. 
Had you looked in the newspa­
per the next morning, you might 
have seen a short news story on 

, an inside page about an explo­
sion in an ammunition dump in 
New Mexico.

That flash actually was the 
.detonation of the first atomic 
bomb in history. The Atomic 
Age opened The date was Mon­
day, July 16, 1945. The explo­
sion was on the desert plains 
near Alamogordo, New Mexico. 
The flash was a brilliant fireball, 
a man-made sun, followed by the 
world’s first nuclear mushroom 
cloud.

The fireball was the culmina­
tion of the Manhattan project, 
the largest, most expensive re­
search effort in the entire his­
tory of Mankind. Harvard Geo­
physicist Donald Leet watched 
the explosion from his station 10 
miles away. “When it let go, it

lit up 180 degrees of the horizon, 
not like one but a dozen brilliant 
suns.

It stayed up and made chills 
run up my spine” Another ob­
server six miles from the blast 
was blinded when he looked di­
rectly at the glare. It lit up ev­
ery crevice and ridge of a nearby 
mountain ridge. A red wall of 
flame immediately followed the 
flash. A large multicolored cloud 
of fire, smoke and dust billowed 
up 10,000 feet turning swiftly 
from ball to mushroom shape.

The explosion completely va­
porized the steel tower holding 
the bomb, leaving a quarter-mile 
crater lined with melted rock and 
sand. Exactly three weeks later, 
early in the morning of Monday, 
August 6, a single American air­
plane flew over the Japanese in­
dustrial city of Hiroshima.

The Japanese were use to 
American bombers over flying 
their city on their way to bomb 
other areas to the north. A single 
plane was nothing to fear, just 
a weather plane, probably. No 
bombs had ever been dropped 
on Hiroshima. Anti-aircraft gun­
ners watched the lone plane. The 
flash was the last thing they ever

saw. The second Atomic Bomb in 
human history erupted into doz­
ens of brilliant suns over all Hi­
roshima, burning the shadows of 
vaporized humans into concrete 
sidewalks. Tens of thousands 
died literally instantaneously.

Tens of thousands more died 
within weeks. Tens of thousands 
die in later years. “The U. S. Army 
Air Force has released on the 
Japanese an atomic bomb con­
taining more than 20,000 tons of 
TNT.’’This is the way the Associ­
ated Press told the United States 
and the world that the Atomic 
Age had opened. President Harry 
Truman told the nation the bomb 
“added a new and revolutionary 
increase in destruction. ... It is 
an atomic bomb. It is a harness­
ing of the basic power of the uni­
verse.

The force by which the sun 
draws its power has been loosed 
in the Far East.”Two days later, 
on Wednesday, August 8, the 
world’s second atomic bomb bil­
lowed into a mushroom cloud 
over Nagasaki. A week later, on 
Tuesday, August 14, 1945, the 
official report was flashed around 
the world:“Japan announced to­
day that she is ready to surren­

Against Japan Day!!! World 
War II was over!!! The Atomic 
Age continued and the Cold War 
soon began.

Two superpowers, the United 
States of America and the Soviet 
Union, faced each other, with 
the threat of mushroom clouds 
billowing across the world, a 
continuing, horrible nightmare. 
Through the 1950s, the 1960s, 
the 1970s, the 1980s and briefly 
into the 1990s the threats of doz­
ens of red suns hung over us. 
Now the Cold War is over. To­
day we face another war, a war of 
terrorism, of groups who fear we 
will destroy their version of their 
religion, a splinter group. Close 
to two thousand of our military 
in Iraq will never share, with me, 
the pride of being a veteran in 
our United States. The expand­
ing forces of terrorism have, and 
continue, to see to that..

We must find out how, other 
than our failing policies, to solve 
this before nightmares of doz­
ens of suns and billowing mush- 
roomclouds destroy American 
landscapes. Neither the United 
States nor the Soviet Union used 
nuclear bombs in the Cold War.
