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Storm Destroys 
Peanut Warehouse A New Crop In Knox County

South side o f warehouse in Rochester

High winds from the severe 
thunderstorms Friday night dis- 
troyed the peanut Warehouse at 
the Rochester Peanut Company 
located in Rochester, According 
to Billie Parks, of the Rochester 
Peanut Company, the building 
was a total loss and demolition 
and removal of the debris has 
already begun. The building col­
lapse came at a bad time for the

company as peanut harvest had 
recently started. Rochester Pea­
nut Company contracts for about 
9400 acres of peanuts annually. 
Mrs. Parks stated that operations 
would continue despite the loss 
of the building. The storms also 
produced golf ball size hail in 
Benjamin. High winds and hail 
also caused crop damage in other 
parts of the county.

Knox County Commissioners Court 
Meeting October 10,2005

After sixty years of farm­
ing wheat and cotton in Knox 
County, frequently with low 
margins, the Bratcher Family be­
gan looking at alternative crops 
that could potentially increase 
their farm income. Six years ago 
the Bratcher family, Claudell, 
his son Larry, and Larry’s wife 
Pattie began growing pumpkins, 
two years later adding watermel­
ons and this year the family be­
gan growing wine grapes.

According to Larry, Knox 
County should be ideal for grape 
growing. Grapes, he said, prefer 
sandy well drained soil, don’t 
mind high winds and seem to 
thrive on the west texas heat.

At this time the two main 
grape growing regions of Texas 
are the hill country and high 
plains around Lubbock. Both ar­
eas, says Larry, have their prob­
lems. The hill country is prone 
to high humidity, which grapes 
don’t like and the high plains can 
5uffer from harsh winters. '' 

During March of this year 
the family began planting their

Claudell, Larry and Pattie at the family vineyard north of Vera
another type of wine grape.

Texas currently has a grape 
deficit, with wineries frequently 
going out of state to purchase

grapes. They now have about 
950 plants on one and a half 
acres. The Bratchers have chose 
Cabernet Sauvignon as their first
choice. It is a red grape and the 
family chose it because it was 
available and has universal use. 
While the Bratcher family has 
very much enjoyed their experi­
ence with the grapes, the main 
reason they chose wine grapes 
was for the potential income. 
According to Larry, after three 
years one acre of grapes, con­
taining six hundred plants could 
conservatively produce around 
15 tons of grapes. Commercial 
grapes such as the Bratchers have 
planted currently sell for around 
$1,100.00 per ton. “It looks like 
we are in the perfect spot and 
we are very excited about next 
year’s harvest” said Larry.

The Bratchers have started 
a nursery in which they are ex­
perimenting with other types of 
grapes. These include, among 
others, a white seedless table 
grape, which seems to be growing 
exceptionally well and Sharaz,

their grapes. According to Texas 
Wine and grape growers associa­
tion, grapes have been grovm in 
Texas since 1662 when Francis­
can priests first discovered the 
ease with which they could pro­
duce wine from native grapes.

There are now more than 86 
wineries and 200 vineyards with 
over 3700 acres under trellis 
in Texas. Grape production in 
Texas is a growing business and 
currently contributes around two 
hundred million dollars to the 
state economy.

The Bratcher vineyard is lo­
cated three miles north of Vera.

The frist grapes from the Bratcher family vineyard

American businesses are 
competing with countries from 
all over the world. We believe 
firmly in free trade, and we know 
Americans can compete success­
fully with all nations. Free trade 
brings us low-priced goods from 
foreign markets at the same time 
it opens those markets for our 
goods and services.

We recognize that this means 
that we compete with foreign 
businesses that pay their work­
ers much less. While this seems 
to put us between a briar patch 
and a boar hog, we will continue 
to be successful for many of the 
reasons we became a world su­
perpower: ingenuity, hard work, 
and flexibility. We are unparal­
leled when it comes to making 
new discoveries and utilizing 
those discoveries in new prod­
ucts. To ensure our success, we 
need to increase our commitment 
to research in the hard sciences.

Science and invention have 
always been among America’s 
great strengths. Inventor, sci­
entist and statesman Benjamin 
Franklin has been described as 
,“the first American.” Thomas 
Edison’s light bulb and Alexan­
der Graham Bell’s telephone are 
products of American ingenuity 
that have revolutionized the en­
tire world. Americans also cre­
ated the personal computer, the 
artificial heart and the sewing 
machine. Numerous Americans 
have won Nobel prizes in the 
sciences.

From 1998 to 2003 Congress 
doubled the budget for the Na­
tional Institutes of Health. We 
recognize the benefits of medical 
research are two-fold. It leads 
to new advances in the struggle 
against disease, improving and 
extending people’s lives. Their 
research also provides our econ­
omy with valuable new products 
and services that our businesses 
can export all over the world.

Congress’s increased invest­
ment in NIH has bom substan­
tial fruit. Consider just a small

portion of our harvest from dou­
bling its budget. In 2003, NIH 
announced the successful com­
pletion of the human genome 
project. NIH-funded teams se­
quenced the three billion DNA 
letters of the human genome— 
one of the most remarkable 
feats in medical history. This 
accomplishment will help scien­
tists turn the tide against cancer, 
diabetes and other diseases. The 
knowledge gained from the proj­
ect assists doctors in predicting 
individuals’ predisposition to 
specific illnesses by examining 
their genetic makeup.

Congress’s increased funding 
has also advanced our defense 
against a serious terrorist weap­
on—anthrax. NIH has funded 
scientists who have determined 
the three-dimensional stmcture 
of anthrax toxins, helping with 
the development of antitoxins. 
As a result, doctors may eventu­
ally be able to neutralize anthrax 
in the later stages of the disease, 
something previously impossible 
because antibiotics are not effec­
tive against it at that point.

If you avoid the doctor be­
cause you do not like injections, 
you will be pleased to hear that 
NIH researchers have improved 
the delivery of dmgs through the 
skin. They have found ways to 
increase the effectiveness of skin 
patches to deliver medication. 
Microneedles can be added to 
patches, iinproving absorption of 
a dmg without causing any pain. 
And these are just a few of the 
results of our NIH investments.

Despite being a long-time 
leader in many areas of research, 
the United States risks falling be­
hind in basic science research— 
the fundamental discoveries that 
lead to great leaps forward in so 
many fields. At a time when Chi­
na, India and other countries are 
devoting substantial resources to 
research in the hard sciences, we 
are starting to lose our focus.

Increasingly, our industries 
have had to look abroad for en­
gineers and others they need to 
compete. Our universities are 
not nurturing scientists in the 
numbers we need to lead the 
world through the next century. 
Researchers used to flock to 
America to carry out their work

in our unique atmosphere of 
freedom and financial support, 
but more and more, they are 
finding tempting offers closer to 
home. If we do not redouble our 
efforts, researchers from abroad 
may stop coming here to do their 
groundbreaking work; and we 
may find a scarcity of Americans 
prepared to undertake it in their 
place.

Recently, I took over as Chair­
man of the Commerce Subcom­
mittee on Science and Space. My 
mission, is to reverse this trend. 
We need to take our NIH success 
and mirror it in other areas of sci­
ence. Congress needs to focus on 
promoting research in biology, 
chemistry, and physics. I propose 
we increase the National Science 
Foundation budget to pave the 
way for our future success.

Some people will argue that 
we should not be increasing 
our spending on science after 
the damage done by hurricanes 
Katrina and Rita. We do need 
to cut spending to pay for Gulf 
rebuilding, and we especially 
need to cut government waste. 
Nonetheless, we should not cut 
our investment in science. To do 
so would be to eat the seed com 
of tomorrow’s most important 
crops. Now is precisely the time 
to focus on developing the parts 
of our economy most likely to

dollars and jobs—this Teseafch 
improves people’s lives. •

We also need to direct the 
NSF’s focus firmly to the hard 
sciences. Recently, the NSF pro­
posed expanding its research on 
human and social dynamics for 
2006. I don’t want the NSF to 
stray from concentrating on bi­
ology, chemistry, and physics, 
and instead, devote funds to so­
cial science research. That is not 
where we should be directing its 
resources at this time.

Under my chairmanship, in 
addition to increasing the NSF 
budget, I want the Foundation to 
focus more on the hard sciences. 
With that investment added to 
the hard work, ingenuity and 
dedication of our scientists and 
students, we will create both 
healthier people and a healthier 
economy in the future!
