They’re Back...

As temperatures warm up snakes will be leaving their dens

If you have ever been out-
side on a warm day and sud-
denly heard the tell-tale buzzed
warning of a rattlesnake, you
know very well that “standing
on a land mine” feeling...trying
to locate the source or sources
while your heartbeat matches
the snake’s rattle for rattle.
Here’s nothing new...it’s that
time of year again.

Rattlesnakes are prevalent in
Knox County and just a part of
life that we become accustomed
to.

Like it or not, they are here
and they aren’t going anywhere.
We know to be cautious when we

~ are outdoors and to always have

our eyes and ears open to signs

that they may be near. When we
get careless, the snakes tend to
remind us. That little jump-start
is all that is needed to get us
back on track.

The fear that the snake can
cause is sometimes “the death
of it”, as the saying goes. Some
don’t even stop to identify the
snake before the hacking begins,
and many an  innocent grass
snake has lost its life because it
was just that, a snake.

Though, certainly, it is not
advocated to handle a rattle-
snake or any other venomous
snake or to let it go on its way
in an area populated by humans,
it should be noted that snakes in
general do keep down the rodent
population, and without them,
quiet possibly, rodent borne ill-
ness among humans would be
higher.

Rattlesnakes do not always
give a warning before they
strike, and rattles that are satu-
rated with water probably won’t
make arattle, either. Rattlesnake
bites usually occur in humans
when they startle the snake or
they provoke it. Many people
don’t realize that a snake has
a farther striking distance than
they assumed, and greatly un-
derestimate it.

A snake can strike a distance

of one-third to one-half its body
length, and the strike is typically
faster than the human eye can
completely process.

Rattlesnakes can also strike
when not in the “S” coil posi-
tion.

Rattlesnakes are born live and
with fully functioning fangs and
venom.

Rattlesnakes are capable of
controlling the amount of venom
that they release, though a startled
snake or one who has been in-
jured may not use that capability.
A dry bite or a bite with less than
the full amount of venom may be
more of a defensive bite.

Around 8000 venomous snake
bites are reported each year. Few-
er than fifteen snakebite deaths
are reported.

Even so, a rattlesnake bite re-
quires quick medical attention.
It is very important to keep a
rattlesnake bite victim calm. An
increased heart rate will allow
the venom to do its work more
quickly by allowing it to travel
through the body faster.

Anti venom must be given to
stop the tissue destruction, nerve
effects and blood-clotting disor-
ders common with rattlesnake
venom. It is not recommended
for untrained individuals to cut
around the injection site or to
restrict the flow of blood, as this
could cause more injury.

Prevention of a snake bite is
the key. Always be aware of your
surroundings. Do not handle
snakes or provoke them in any
way.

Do not turn rocks, limbs or
other items on the ground over
with your bare hands. Use a tool,
instead. Step up onto rocks or
limbs instead of over them and
do not put your hands into animal
holes or onto ledges that you only
have partial sight of.

Offer snakes respect. Observe
them from a safe distance and al-
low them to perform their func-
tion in life when it will not inter-
fere with your safety.

AUSTIN - Rather than place
the troubled Texas Youth Com-
mission in conservatorship at
the urging of the lieutenant
governor and a committee of
lawmakers, Gov. Rick Perry
appointed Jay Kimbrough as
special master to get the agency
back in line.

Kimbrough’s job will be
to investigate sexual abuse of
detainees reported at facilities
in Giddings, Brownwood and

Pyote.

Travis County District At-
torney Ronnie Earle, the state’s
ethics prosecutor, is conducting
his own investigation into al-
legations that reports of sexual
abuse in TYC facilities were al-
tered by state officials.

A former assistant Texas at-
torney general, Kimbrough also
is a former chief of staff for
Perry and formerly served as
the state’s director of homeland
security.

AG abates opinion on
documents

Texas Attorney General Greg
Abbott took action to help pre-
vent identity theft on Feb. 21 by
issuing an opinion saying that
county clerks should remove
Social Security numbers from
copies of documents on file be-
fore releasing them to the pub-
lic.

Abbott’s opinion said failure

to comply would result in crim-
inal charges. So clerks found

themselves in a tough spot when

citizens showed up the next day
to get courthouse records need-
ed to conduct routine business.

County clerks across Texas
had to slow down or shut down
all or part of their public infor-
mation operations, because so
many types of documents con-
tain Social Security numbers.

Complaints. from far and
wide flew in, prompting Abbott
to abate his opinion for 60 days
- supposedly enough time for
counties to adjust to the prac-
tice of redacting Social Security
numbers.

House slows down
Jessica’s Law

The Texas House on Feb. 28 -

postponed further deliberation
on House Bill 8, a “Jessica’s
Law” bill by Rep. Debbie Rid-
dle, R-Houston. :

After salty debate mainly over
the bill’s death penalty compo-
nent and costs of implementa-
tion, the House voted 131-10 to
wait until March 5 to continue
consideration by the full House.

Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst on
Feb. 14 announced the filing
of SB 5, the Senate version of
Jessica’s Law.

Differences between the two
bills would have to be recon-
ciled in a final version, but as
presently written, the legislation
would do the following:

* Require mandatory 25 years
to life sentences for a first-time
violent sexual offense against a
child under age 14;

* Require lifetime GPS moni-
toring for child sex offenders;

* Allow prosecutors to seek
the death penalty for a second
sexually violent offense against
a child under age 14; and

* Double the statute of limi-

tations on sexual crimes against
children from 10 to 20 years.

Jessica’s Law is named for 9-
year-old Floridian Jessica Lun-
sford.

In March 2005, the child
was abducted from her Florida
home, raped and murdered by
a convicted sex offender. Since
then, more than two dozen states
have enacted toughened sex of-
fender laws.

Organic farming bills
are filed

Rep. Doc Anderson, R-Waco,
and Sen. Kirk Watson, D-Aus-
tin, filed House and Senate ver-
sions of legislation to create an
11-member Texas

Organic Agricultural Advi-
sory Board.

The board would:

* meet at least once a year;

* assist the Texas Department
of Agriculture in assessing the
organic produce industry;

* find ways to promote and
expand the industry;

» work on getting grants and
gifts to nurture the industry;

* help to develop an organic
agricultural products education
and awareness campaign.

Agency would
redraw districts

Sen. Jeff Wentworth, R-San
Antonio, filed SB 1068, legisla-
tion to create a Texas Congres-
sional Redistricting Commis-
sion.

The highly politicized task of
redrawing U.S. congressional
district boundaries is normally
done by the Texas Senate every
10 years.

Wentworth’s bill would give
the job to a nine-member, bal-
anced, bipartisan commission
of Texas residents.

Eight members (four from
each major party) would electa
nonvoting member to preside.

IRAs Top Off 2007 “Dirty Dozen” Tax Scams

WASHINGTON — The Inter-
nal Revenue Service today identi-
fied 12 of the most blatant scams
affecting American taxpayers
and warned people not to fall for
schemes peddled by scamsters.

This year the “Dirty Dozen”
highlights five new scams that
IRS auditors and criminal inves-
tigators have uncovered.

Topping off the list are fraud-
ulent refunds being claimed in
connection with the special Tele-
phone Excise Tax Refund avail-
able to most taxpayers this filing
season.

The IRS is actively investigat-
ing instances of this scam involv-
ing tax preparers who are prepar-
ing inflated refund requests.

Also new to the Dirty Dozen
this year are abuses pertaining to
Roth IRAs, the American Indian
Employment Credit, domestic
shell corporations and structured
entities.

“Taxpayers shouldn’t let their
guard down,” IRS Commissioner
Mark W. Everson said. “Don’t get
taken by scam artists making out-
rageous promises. If you use a tax
professional, pick someone who
is reputable. Taxpayers should
remember they are ultimately re-
sponsible for what is on their tax
return even if some unscrupulous
preparers have steered them in the
wrong direction.”

Involvement in tax schemes
leads to problems for scam artists
and taxpayers. Tax return prepar-
ers and promoters risk significant
penalties, interest and possible
criminal prosecution. »

The IRS urges taxpayers to
avoid these common schemes:

* Telephone Excise Tax Refund
Abuses: Early filings show some
individual taxpayers have request-
‘ed large and apparently improper

\amounts for the special telephone

itax refund. In some cases, tax-
payers appear to be requesting
a refund of the entire amount of
their phone bills, rather than just
the three-percent tax on long-
distance and bundled service to
which they are entitled. Some tax
preparers are helping their clients
file apparently improper requests.
The IRS is investigating potential
‘abuses in this area and will take
prompt action against taxpay-
ers who. claim improper refund
amounts and against the return
preparers who help them.

»  Abusive Roth IRAs: Tax-
payers should be wary of advis-
ers who encourage them to shift
under-valued property to Roth
Individual Retirement Arrange-
ments (IRAs). In one variation, a
promoter has the taxpayer move
‘under-valued common stock into
a Roth IRA, circumventing the an-
~nual maximum contribution limit
and allowing otherwise taxable
income to go untaxed.

* Phishing is a technique used
by identity thieves to acquire
personal financial data in order
to gain access to the financial
accounts of unsuspecting con-
sumers, run up charges on their
credit cards or apply for loans in
_their names. These Internet-based

“criminals pose as representatives
“of a financial institution — or
sometimes the IRS itself — and
send out fictitious e-mail corre-
spondence in an attempt to trick
consumers into disclosing private
information. A typical e-mail no-
tifies a taxpayer of an outstanding
refund and urges the taxpayer to
click on a hyperlink and visit an
official-looking Web site. The Web
- site then solicits a social security
. and credit card number. It is im-
“portant to note the IRS does not
. use e-mail to initiate contact with
taxpayers about issues related to

their accounts. If a taxpayer has

any doubt whether a contact from
the IRS is authentic, the taxpayer
should call 1-800-829-1040 to
confirm it.

~« Disguised Corporate Own-
ership: Domestic shell corpora-
tions and other entities are being
formed and operated in certain
states for the purpose of disguis-

ing the ownership of the business
or financial activity. Once formed,
these anonymous entities can be,
and are being, used to facilitate
underr“eporting of income, non-
filing of tax returns, listed trans-
actions, money laundering, finan-
cial crimes and possibly terrorist
financing. The IRS is working
with state authorities to identify
these entities and to bring their
owners into compliance.

e Zero Wages: In this scam, .

which first appeared in the Dirty
Dozen in 2006, a Form 4852
(Substitute Form W-2) or a “cor-
rected” Form 1099 showing zero
or little income is submitted with
a federal tax return. The taxpayer
may include a statement rebutting
wages and taxes reported by the
payer to the IRS. An explanation
on the Form 4852 may cite statu-
tory language behind Internal
Revenue Code sections 3401 and
3121 or may include some refer-
ence to the paying company refus-

ing to issue a corrected Form W-2

Jor fear of IRS retaliation.

* Return Preparer Fraud: Dis-
honest return preparers can cause
many headaches for taxpayers
who fall victim to their schemes.
Such preparers make their money
by skimming a portion of their
clients’ refunds and charging in-
flated fees for return preparation
services. They attract new clients
by promising large refunds. Some
preparers promote filing fraudu-
lent claims for refunds on items
such as fuel tax credits to recover
taxes paid in prior years. Taxpay-
ers should choose carefully when
hiring a tax preparer. As the old
saying goes, “If it sounds too
good to be true, it probably is.”
Remember that no matter who
prepares the return, the taxpayer
is ultimately responsible for its

.accuracy. Since 2002, the courts
.have,issued injunctions ordering

dozens of individuals to cease
preparing returns, and the De-
partment of Justice has filed com-
plaints against dozens of others.
During fiscal year 2006, 109 tax
return preparers were convicted
of tax crimes and sentenced to an
average of 18 months in prison.

» American Indian Employment

Credit: Taxpayers submit returns

and claims reducing taxable in-
come by substantial amounts cit-
ing an American Indian employ-
ment or treaty credit. Although
there is an Indian Employment
Credit available for businesses
that employ Native Americans or
their spouses, there is no provi-
sion for its use by employees. In a
somewhat similar scam, unscru-
pulous promoters have informed
Native Americans that they are
not subject to federal income
taxation. The promoters solicit
individual Indians to file Form
W-8 BEN seeking relief from all
withholding of federal taxation. A
recent “phishing” variation has
promoters using false IRS letter-
heads to solicit personal finan-

* cial information that they claim

the IRS needs in order to process
their “non-tax” status.

* Trust Misuse: For years un-
scrupulous promoters have urged
taxpayers to transfer assets into
trusts. They promise reduction
of income subject to tax, deduc-
tions for personal expenses and
reduced estate or gift taxes. How-
ever, some trusts do not deliver
the promised tax benefits. There
are currently more than 150 ac-
tive abusive trust investigations
underway and 49 injunctions
have been obtained against pro-
moters since 2001. As with other
arrangements, taxpayers should
seek the advice of a trusted pro-
fessional before entering into a
trust.

o Structured Entity Credits:
Promoters of this newly identified
scheme are setting up partnerships
to own and sell state conservation
easement credits, federal reha-
bilitation credits and other cred-
its. The purported credits are the
only assets owned by the partner-
ship and once the credits are fully

used, an investor receives a K-1
indicating the initial investment is
a total loss, which is then deduct-
ed on the investor s individual tax
return. Forming such an entity is
not a viable business purpose. In
other words, the investments are
not valid, and the losses are not
deductible.

* Abuse of Charitable Orga-
nizations and Deductions: The
IRS continues to observe the use
of tax-exempt organizations to
improperly shield income or as-
sets from taxation. This can occur
when a taxpayer moves assets or
income to a tax-exempt Support-
ing organization or donor-advised
fund but maintains control over
the assets or income. Contribu-
tions of non-cash assets continue
to be an area of abuse, especially
with regard to overvaluation of
contributed property. In addition,
the IRS is noticing the return of
private tuition payments being
disguised as charitable contribu-
tions to religious organizations.

* Form 843 Tax Abatement:
This scam rests on faulty inter-
pretation of the Internal Revenue
Code. It involves the filer request-
ing abatement of previously as-
sessed tax using Form 843. Many
using this scam have not previ-
ously filed tax returns and the tax
they are trying to have abated has
been assessed by the IRS through
the Substitute for Return Program.
The filer uses the Form 843 to list
reasons for the request. Often, one
of the reasons is: “Failed to prop-
erly compute and/or calculate
IRC Sec 83-Property Transferred
in Connection with Performance
of Service.”

e Frivolous Arguments: Pro-
moters have been known to make
the following outlandish claims:
the Sixteenth Amendment con-

. cerning: congressional power to
lay and collect fhcome taxes was

never ratified; wages are not in-
come; filing a return and paying
taxes are merely voluntary, and
being required to file Form 1040
violates the Fifth Amendment
right against self-incrimination
or the Fourth Amendment right
to privacy. Don't believe these or
other similar claims. These ar-
guments are false and have been
thrown out of court. While taxpay-
ers have the right to contest their
tax liabilities in court, no one has
the right to disobey the law.
IRS Still Watches Scams That
Fall Off the List

Five of last year’s Dirty Dozen
tax scams rotated off the list for
2007. While the IRS has seen a
decline in the occurrence of some
of these scams — abusive credit
counseling agencies, for example
— other problems, such as off-
shore abusive transactions con-
tinue to be an area of particular
concern for the agency.

The absence of a particular
scheme from the Dirty Dozen
should not be taken as an indica-
tion that the IRS is unaware of it
or not taking steps to counter it.

How to Report Suspected Tax
Fraud Activity

Suspected tax fraud can be re-
ported to the IRS using IRS Form
3949-A, Information Referral.

Form 3949-A is available for
download from the IRS Web site
at IRS.gov, or by mail by calling
1-800-829-3676. The completed
form or a letter detailing the al-
leged fraudulent activity should

. be addressed to the Internal Rev-

enue Service, Fresno, CA 93888.

The mailing should include
specific information about who
is being reported, the activity
being reported, how the activity
became known, when the alleged
violation took place, the amount
of money involved and any other
information that might be helpful
in an investigation.

The person filing the report is A

not required to self-identify, al-
though it is helpful to do so.

The identity of the person fil-
ing the report can be kept confi-
dential. The person may also be
entitled to a reward.

Weed Contfol In Winter Will
Help Lawns In The Spring

 Though still winter, now

is the time to begin preparing

lawns for spring. Pre-emergent
herbicides should be applied to
lawns before weed seeds begin
to germinate. For it to be effec-
tive you need to get that mate-

_rial down soon, before weeds

start coming up in mid-March

and mid-April.
Pre-emergent weed control

‘can be purchased at nurseries or

garden centers inside large hard-
ware stores and local feed stores.
Don’t confuse the material with
post-emergent weed killer,
which should not be applied this
early. Pre-emergent is designed
to kill the young plants.

“Brands sold in Texas kill

weeds common in most lawns.
Crabgrass is the big one, that’s
the one most people think about.
A number of brands contain a
variety of chemicals. But before
buying any, determine which
brand works best with the type
of grass in your lawn. Read the
labels carefully. Some brands
can damage certain species of

-grass.

Calculate the lawn’s square
footage to help determine how

much herbicide youneed. Lawns °

struggle.

can be measured easily by walk-
ing their perimeters, length by

width, taking roughly 3-foot

strides. Most people don’t have

‘a clue what their lawns square

footage is.
. Once the herbicide is applied

_water the lawn, immediately or

atleasta day or two, because the
pre-emergent material needs to
soak in. If left on the surface too
long, the herbicide can break
down in the sunlight and lose
some potency.

In our area it is better to ap-
ply the pre-emergent around the
first of March. Soil temperature

affects seed germination. If you

miss that first flush of wéeds,
they germinate through late Au-

. gust so it would be good to have

the material. down. Pre-emer-
gent herbicides aren’t helpful
to all lawns. They can harm St.

~Augustine and centipede grass-

es, especially after cold winters.
They don’t have cold tolerance.

 After a lot of winters they’ll

come back weaker and they’ll
Pre-emergent can
make it worse. It is also advised
against applying the material to

- shaded St. Augustine, because

their root systems are shallow.

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FDA Update On Peanut Butter Recall
Salmonella Found In The Condgra Plant

As a follow-up to the recent
Salmonella outbreak linked to
. peanut butter, the U.S. Food
. and Drug Administration (FDA)
| is conducting an extensive in-
. spection of ConAgra’s Sylves-
ter, Georgia processing plant.
Samples collected by the FDA
revealed the presence of Salmo-
nella.

The fact that FDA found Sal-
monella in the plant environment
further suggests that the contami-
nation likely took place prior to
the product reaching consum-
ers. Last week, tests by several
states identified Salmonella in
many open jars of Peter Pan and
Great Value peanut butter recov-
ered from consumers. In these

instances, the Salmonella found’

_in the plant and in the open jars
matched the outbreak strain re-
covered from consumers who
became ill.
