AUSTIN - Gov. Perry on 
July 17 signed legislation elim­
inating a 90-day waiting period 
for needy parents to enroll their 
kids in the state’s Children’s 
Health Insurance Program.

The legislation, HB 109, 
makes room for 127,000 more 
children on the CHIP roll and 
makes it easier for parents to 
qualify based on income and 
other factors.

CHIP provides primary and 
preventative care including im­

munizations, wellness exams, 
eye exams and dental check­
ups to children who do not have 
private health insurance or who 
do not qualify for Medicaid.

In May 2002, at its peak en­
rollment, CHIP served 529,211 
children. By January 2007, the 
number of children had dropped 
to 321,815, although there were 
an estimated 700,000 eligible 
but unenrolled children.

Rep. Sylvester Turner, D- 
Houston, was HB 109’s prima­
ry author. In his statement of 
intent about the bill, he pointed 
to reports that children without 
health insurance are 25 percent 
more likely to miss school be­
cause of illnesses, and school 
districts in Texas lost $4 mil­
lion per day in funding because 
of absenteeism.

Noriega considers 
Senate run

State Rep. Rick Noriega, D- 
Houston, is exploring a 2008

run for the U.S. Senate.
Noriega is an officer in the 

Texas Army National Guard. 
He has served in Afghanistan 
and has been deployed in the 
Hurricane Katrina relief mis­
sion. While he was serving 
abroad, his wife Melissa Norie­
ga served in his place in the 
Texas House.

Also looking to run is Dem­
ocrat Mikal Watts, a San Anto­
nio lawyer.

Watts filed papers to form an 
exploratory committee in June.

U.S. Sen. John Comyn is up 
for re-election in 2008. U.S. 
Sen. Kay Bailey Hutchison was 
re-elected to a six-year term in 
2006.

I receive the Knox County 
newspaper every week. My 
reason for writing this is to get 
people to “never say never”.

I wasn’t a bad kid growing 
up, but I did make a lot of mis­
takes along the way. I was also 
a good athlete and after high 
school I moved and started 
working and got a job work­
ing for Ford Motor Company. 
I also worked on music with 
an underground record label 
in Houston, Texas where I was 
living.

I thought I had it made. 
I didn’t have a worry in the 
world. Then that one night 
on April 21, 2005, my whole 
world came down and now I’m 
here suffering the consequenc­

es. I never dreamed I’d be in a 
place like this. You know when 
you’re in school and they have 
those assemblies where they 
have inmates come and talk to 
you about life in prison?

Well, I bet most o f you were 
thinking, “I’ll never be in a 
place like that,” because for 
one, you never do anything 
wrong, or two, you’ve never 
got caught. Am I right?

I see a lot o f young people 
come and go from here and 
I just wanted to reach out to 
people especially young teens 
because I just hope that who­
ever reads this will change 
their ways of thinking and stop 
ding things that they shouldn’t 
be doing.

The biggest thing that peo­
ple need to be careful with is 
alcohol. People like to have a 
good time and there’s nothing 
wrong with that, but when you 
decide to drink and drive that’s 
a problem because you’re not 
only putting your life in dan­
ger, but you’re endangering the 
lives of the people riding with

you as well as other people on 
the road.

I just want people to keep 
in mind to never say never 
because one little mistake can 
change your life and the lives 
around you quicker than you 
think. I pray and hope that none 
of you ever have to experience 
life surrounded by razor wire 
fences. I hope this little article 
will reach out to someone if 
not more.
