Seedless Watermelon Tradition Stems
From Johnson Family Melon Business

It's the fastest watermelon-eat-
ing contest in the West. Nobody
stops to spit out seeds.

The competition is part of the
Donald Johnson 20th Annual
Seedless Watermelon Festival
at the City Park in Knox City,
where melon eating is much
about speed.

"It's a timed event," said
Daveine Clark, executive direc-
tor of the Knox City Chamber of
Commerce. "They can really eat
them. It's just amazing to me."

The lack of seeds means that
seed-spitting isn't on the agenda,
but many other activities are --
a parade, swimming, crafts, a

Classic Car Show.
"We've got a very full day,"
Clark said. "We're going to have

music all day long."

And everyone gets free slices
of watermelon.

"We can't have anything but
seedless," Clark said. "I don't eat
anything with seeds anymore."

Credit for establishing the
seedless tradition in Knox City
goes to the late Donald Johnson,
a local watermelon grower.
Until last year, his son, Dwayne
Johnson, was still in the seed-
less business and supplied the
festival with melons.

This year the festival is de-
pending on imported melons.

"We're getting them from
Dwayne's contact out of

Midland," Clark said.

Meanwhile, Johnson makes
no apologies for switching his
farming operation from water-
melons to wheat and cattle, and
no one seems to blame him.

"It was kind of a family op-
eration," he said. "I lost my dad
four or five years ago. I lost my
mom last year. The kids are in
college. We just decided we'd go
a different route."

Growing melons on a large
scale is a labor-intensive op-
eration. Raising cattle instead
means "one good hand instead

Buying a watermelon is like
buying a car. You don’t want to
get stuck with a lemon.

Here’s the first rule:

Be nonchalant. Act like you

know what you’re doing — even

if you don’t. In the spirit of kick-
ing tires, give the melons some
thumps.

Not that I’ve ever been very
good at kicking tires or thump-
ing melons. If a tire is flat, you
can tell it without giving it a
kick. What’s the point?

But melon thumping is differ-
ent. Everybody does it, so there
must be something to it. It’s easy
as kicking tires. But what are we
listening for?

This week I decided to do the
research. I thumped several mel-
ons and bought three.

My results:

A melon that thuds when
thumped is ripe — maybe too
ripe. A melon that rings when
thumped may not be ripe enough.

So far
I’ve eaten an over-ripe thudder
and an under-ripe ringer, in that
order.

Remember, in those days,
melons weren’t made to fit in re-
frigerators. My father, barefoot
but dressed in his finest, looks to
be about 3 years old. The melons
look older. Talk about some big
watermelons.

Later, Daddy grew melons
on our farm, usually next to the
peach orchard. One year he plant-
ed a whole field of watermelons
where cotton usually grew. I'm
guessing he was disgusted with
that cotton ground and wanted to
follow his own father’s melon-
planting rule: plant melons on
your poorest land.

The rule must work. We end-
ed up with lots of watermelons
that year.

We loaded some nice ones one
day in a small trailer and hauled
them north across the Red River
to Oklahoma to sell to families
living in pale yellow railroad
cars in a railroad work camp.
The whole place looked to me
like a dusty gypsy encampment
minus the horses and campfires.
That’s how I remember it.

But I’ve searched the Internet,
source of all knowledge, and
I find nothing about transient
families living in railroad car
villages in Southwest Oklahoma
in the mid-1950s.

So what do I know? Just that
we sold them melons.

What we didn’t sell, we
froze in special jars. It’s July in
January when you thaw out a jar
of watermelon for dessert — a
little mushy, but still a taste of
summer.

It’s enough to make you want
to thump a good melon.

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Musical Cowboy Dave Alexander Makes Tracks Accross North Texas

If Dave Alexander had been a
contemporary of Gene Autry, he
might have given "The Singing
Cowboy" a run for his money.
Instead, he's following in his
tracks.

Thrice nominated for a
Grammy Award, Alexander is
known for both Western Swing
and cowboy songs -- also
Autry's musical domain. Dave
Alexander and his Big Texas
Swing Band is his most ambi-
tious endeavor. But he doesn't
always take the whole 14-piece
band on the road.

"I trim that down to nine,"he
said. "That's just my Little Texas
Swing Band."

That's not to mention his six-
piece group.

"My little cowboy band," he
said.

But when it comes to tak-
ing his cues from Autry, it's
Alexander himself on horse-
back, singing and opening ro-
deos.

"He's the one that talked me
into it," Alexander said. "I sang
at his 90th birthday party."

The year was 1997.

Alexander still remembers the
conversation between him and
the aged singer, star of radio and
the silver screen.
"Do you ride?" Autry asked.
"Yes," Alexander replied.
"And you sing?"

"Do you ride and sing?"

Alexander had to admit to
Autry the that he did not.

"He looked right at me, and
he said, 'Well, son, you should,"
Alexander said. "Then it haunt-
ed me. I thought, well, maybe I
should do that."

Alexander spent a year get-
ting his act together.

"The following year, I had
125 rodeos (counting each
performance as a rodeo) I was
opening," Alexander said.

If cowboy movies ever come
back in grand style, Alexander
might have a chance to make it
in the movies too, just like Gene
Autry. Squeezing one more ac-
tivity into his already busy life
would be in character.

. Between him and his ener-
getic wife, Sherri, the couple
could rack up enough points to
win a ranch rodeo.

Together they raise cattle
and horses -- namely, tradition-
al longhorns and fancy Gypsy
Vanners.

Sherri Alexander is an artist
whose current favorite medi-
um is a two-phase process that
draws on her skills as a photog-
rapher and painter.

She paints her own photo-
graphs on canvas -- images of
quintessential ranch subjects
like the Alexanders' longhorn
mama cows and their calves.
The name of her line of artwork

is "La Coda," named for their
ranch.

"I do a lot of consignment
pieces for people," she said.

Besides tapestries, leather-
work and pillows that feature
her art, she also markets lingerie
that she advertises as "travel lin-
gerie for the prissy cowgirl."

No slouch herself, Sherri
Alexander was carrying one
of her own beaded purses last
Monday, as she and her husband
pulled their horse trailer-RV
out of Ole Towne Cotton Gin
RV Park at Goodlett, west of
Quanah on U.S. 287.

They were headed back to
their home at Coppell, near
Dallas, from Greeley, Colo.

CONGRESS RESTORES 35-YEAR
EXEMPTION FOR RECREATIONAL
BOATS FROM PROPOSED EPA
PERMITTING REQUIREMENTS

NO NEW PERMIT FOR BOATS REQUIRED

ALEXANDRIA, ‘VA July
22, 2008 — In a remarkable
display of bipartisan support
for recreational boating, both
the House and Senate today
passed S. 2766, “The Clean
Boating Act of 2008” which
will permanently restore a
long-standing exemption for
recreational boats from per-
mitting requirements under the
Clean Water Act.

The legislation now goes
to the White House for the
President’s signature.

Congressional action was
spawned by a U.S. District
Court decision in September
2006 under which an estimated
17 million recreational boats
would have fallen under Clean
Water Act permit requirements
effective September 30, 2008.
The permit would have dic-
tated maintenance and opera-
tion procedures and potential-
ly subjected boaters to citizen
lawsuits as well as a penalty
system designed for industrial
polluters.

Most prevalent during the
summer months, primary ame-
bic meningoencephalitis (PAM)
is a rare disease that is caused
by an ameba found in almost all

‘untreated, fresh surface water

and in soil. The disease-causing

,ameba thrives in fresh water .
-that is above 80 degrees and is

stagnant or slow-moving.
The PAM infection occurs

“when water containing the or-
' ganism is forced into the nasal
' passages — usually from diving
‘or jumping into water. Upon
‘making its way into the brain
‘and spinal cord, the ameba de-
stroys the brain tissue.

Symptoms of the almost al-
ways fatal infection include se-
vere headache, high fever, stiff
neck, nausea, vomiting, seizures
and hallucinations as the condi-
tion worsens. Although PAM
is rare — affecting about one to
three people a year in Texas —
those infected usually succumb
to the disease within a week.

To prevent infection, it. is
recommended that those tak-
ing part in warm, fresh water-
related activities use nose clips
or hold their nose shut while
jumping into the water. With
the ameba often found in soil,

it is best to avoid stirring up the
sediment under the water. The
Texas Department of Health
recommends that people avoid
stagnant or polluted water and
take “No Swimming” signs se-
riously.

PAM cannot be spread per-
son to person nor by drinking
water. Swimming pools that are
properly cleaned, maintain and
chlorinated are generally safe,
as is salt water.

Authority

The Brazos River Authority,
with headquarters in Waco,
is the oldest river author-
ity in Texas. Created by the
Texas Legislature in 1929, the
Authority's 42,000 square-mile
territory includes all or part of
70 counties; extending from
the Texas-New Mexico border
west of Lubbock to the Gulf of
Mexico near Freeport.

The Authority built, owns,
and operates three reservoirs
(Lakes Possum Kingdom,
Granbury, and Limestone). In
addition to these water sup-
ply reservoirs, the Authority
contracts with the Corps of
Engineers for the water sup-
ply storage space at eight fed-
eral multi-purpose flood control
and water conservation reser-
voirs (Lakes Whitney, Belton,
Proctor, Somerville, Stillhouse
Hollow, Granger, Georgetown
and Aquilla).

River

The Brazos River Authority
owns and operates a regional
wastewater system for the cit-
ies of Temple-Belton. The
Authority also operates waste-
water treatment plants for the
cities of Georgetown, Dime
Box, Clute-Richwood and
Sugar Land. Through an alli-
ance with the Lower Colorado
River Authority, the Brazos
River Authority operates waste-
water treatment plants at Brushy
Creek Regional Wastewater
System in Round Rock, the city
of Hutto and the city of Liberty
Hill.

The Authority owns and op-
erates water treatment systems
at Lake Granbury (which sup-
plies potable water to whole-
sale customers in Hood and
Johnson Counties), and the
City of Taylor. The Authority
also operates a potable water
treatment plant for the City of
Dime Box. A water treatment
plant for the City of Leander is
operated by the Brazos River
Authority through an alliance
with the Lower Colorado River
Authority.

The Authority also engages
in water quality monitoring ac-
tivities throughout the Brazos

River basin. As a member of

the Texas Clean River Program,
the Authority samples and
tests water from 157 locations
throughout the basin on either a
monthly or quarterly basis.

It afso would provide
incentives for new refineries and
new nuclear plants. It would ex-
tend the tax credit for wind en-
ergy for 10 years.

“The name of the bill came
from my frustration with
Congress for making excuses
and pointing fingers of blame
at others, while ignoring the
fact that the actions of Congress
have contributed to the problem
by making it harder to produce
domestic energy,” Thornberry
said. “I believe Congress should
stop making excuses and actu-
ally do something that can help
solve the problem.”

Thornberry has not been able
to convince the Democratic
leadership to allow the House to
vote on his bill.

Therefore, he has been trying

to get 218 signatures. from fel-
low House members (a major-
ity of the 435 members in the
House) to sign a discharge pe-
tition requiring that the bill be
brought for a vote.

amount of overall market share
in any one commodity that can
be held by financial speculators;

Congress will have about one
week left to conduct business
before it takes its traditional
August recess.

They will come back in
September but out again in
October to campaign for re-
election.

So, there isn’t much time to
get these issues moving through
the process.

The catch is - you never see
them again. They simply cash
the down payment and the work
is never done. KB Exterior
Design and KustomBilt Home
Improvements are two of the
business names used by these
unscrupulous people known
thus far to have come through
our area. It is important to be
cautious when you hire some-
one to work on your most valu-
able financial asset - your home.

Your best bet is to check out
their credentials. Ask friends
or neighbors who have had im-
provements done and the names
of the contractors they used, if
they were satisfied. Check out
the references and previous job
satisfaction information before
giving any down payment to any
contractor. The City of Seymour
requires a Vendor's Permit be
issued before any company or
individual solicits door to door.
You can call the City and veri-
fy the permit. Questions about
any previous complaints on a
business can also be checked
through the Better Business
Bureau. With the amount of
storm damage this area has seen
in the past years, you don't need
to add to a difficult situation by
hiring a con. Be sure you are

"We started with one or
two acres and just grew from
there."

The watermelon festival has
grown too and changed over
the years. This year, for the first
time, Dwayne Johnson will be
biting into someone else's mel-
ons.

At least he won't be spitting
seeds.

"I'm partial to seedless," he
said. "That's what got us where
we are today."

For the Johnsons and the rest
of Knox County, Saturday will
mark a turning point -- the end
of an era. Call it the beginning
of a legacy.
