Roping Saturday in Monday To Benefit Thompson- Cypert

A benefit team roping 
Saturday in Munday at the 
athletic complex sounds like a 
full-fledged celebration — com­
petition in the rodeo arena, a 
live auction, games for kids 
and concessions anchored by a 
smoker-grill big enough to feed 
a small army.

By some standards the 
Thompson-Cypert Benefit 
Roping will double as a fund­
raiser and a true celebration 
— a time to be thankful that a 
tragic fiery pickup-truck col­

lision south of Rhineland on 
Sunday, May 18, took no lives. 
Proceeds from the roping will 
help the men hurt in the acci­
dent pay medical expenses that 
have ensued since the accident.

Except for the brave ac­
tions of a Munday teenager, 
Keith Cypert, driver of the 
pickup, things could have 
turned out much differently 
— especially for his passen­
gers, Trey Thompson and Tyler 
Thompson, both of Munday, 
both knocked unconscious by 
the impact of the crash, helpless 
to extricate themselves from the

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burning wreckage.
Cypert, 17, first pulled Trey 

Thompson from the pickup and 
then, at great risk, went back for 
Tyler Thompson, pulling him 
from the crumpled vehicle only 
moments before the pickup ex­
ploded. The driver of the truck, 
a young wheat harvest worker 
from Minnesota, wasn't hurt. 
No charges were filed.

"He had stopped," said 
Konnie Kuehler, who lives near 
the intersection and was home 
when the accident happened.

But the grain truck 
driver, traveling on FM 2534, 
apparently didn't see Cypert's 
pickup and pulled onto FM 267 
and into its path.

Cypert and the two 
Thompson brothers were north­
bound, on their way to investi­
gate a grass fire on ranch prop­
erty managed by the Thompson 
family.

Kuehler and her 8-year-old 
daughter, Kristen, arrived at the 
accident scene in time to see 
much of what happened.

"Trey was out, and then they 
brought Tyler over and laid him 
beside the Suburban," she said.
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"(Kristen) was there with me 
and she saw them."

The 8-year-old has dealt 
with her feelings about the trau­
matic event by putting together 
a book about what she saw and

naming it "Three Good Men."
"She started out with just 

a couple of pages," Konnie 
Kuehler said. "She has stapled 
together ten pages. We made

Governor Perry Presses For More Disaster AidT E X A S  P R E S S  A S S O C IA T IO N

AUSTIN - President Bush 
on July 24 granted Gov. Rick 
Perry’s July 23 request for a 
Major Presidential Disaster 
Declaration as Hurricane 
Dolly walloped South Texas.

The declaration helps pay 
for emergency expenditures 
that occurred before, during 
and after the hurricane. But, 
Gov. Perry said, the declara­
tion does not cover hurricane- 
related individual or business 
losses.

Perry wrote again to the 
president on July 31, to speed 
"individual assistance" to

people whose homes were 
damaged but not covered by 
insurance and "public assis­
tance" to fund the repair or 
replacement o f damaged or 
destroyed public facilities or 
infrastructure.

Thousands o f South Texans 
remained without power and 
hundreds were staying in tem­
porary shelters, as o f Aug. 1.

State Releases M ansion  
Tape Clips

Newspapers and broadcast 
media stations requested cop­
ies o f videotapes recorded by 
governor's mansion security 
cameras on the night o f June 
8, when the governor's man­
sion was gutted by fire.

The Texas Department o f 
Public Safety initially denied 
the requests, arguing that the 
videotapes relate to a pend­
ing criminal investigation 
and should not be released. 
The Texas Attorney General's 
Office sided with the DPS

and the videotapes were kept 
under wraps.

However, on July 29, 
state and federal investiga­
tors made two video clips 
from the videotapes available 
to the public and offered a 
$50,000 reward for informa­
tion leading to an arrest and 
conviction.

One video clip shows a 
man walking on a sidewalk 
near the mansion. Another 
video clip shows a man run­
ning on a different sidewalk 
near the mansion.

Indicted M en Itirn  
Them selves In

A Schleicher County grand 
jury on July 22 indicted five 
men, all members o f the po­
lygamist sect that occupies 
the Yearning for Zion Ranch 
near Eldorado.

On July 28, the men sur­
rendered themselves to the 
Schleicher County sheriff.

The Texas Attorney 
General's Office published 
their names and the charges 
against them:

• Raymond Merrill Jessop, 
36, charged with one count of 
sexually assaulting a child, a 
first-degree felony; possible 
sentence o f five to 99 years or 
life in prison.

• Allan Eugene Keate, 56, 
charged with one count of 
sexually assaulting a child, a 
first-degree felony; possible 
sentence o f five to 99 years or 
life in prison.

• Michael George Emack, 
57, charged with one count o f 
sexually assaulting a child, a 
first-degree felony; possible 
sentence o f five to 99 years or 
life in prison.

• Merrill Leroy Jessop, 
33, charged with one count 
o f sexually assaulting a child

and bigamy, both first-degree 
felonies; possible sentence o f 
five to 99 years or life in pris­
on on each count.

• Lloyd Hammon Barlow, 
38, charged with three counts 
o f failure to report child abuse, 
a class B misdemeanor; pos­
sible sentence o f up to six 
months in prison and a fine o f 
$2,000 per count.

Also indicted was sect lead­
er Warren S. Jeffs, 52, who is a 
Utah prison inmate convicted 
o f two counts o f being an ac­
complice to rape. Jeffs is serv­
ing two consecutive sentences 
o f five years to life.

An anonymous allegation 
o f domestic violence and 
sexual abuse prompted San 
Angelo State District Judge 
Barbara Walther to order the 
seizure and custody o f more 
than 400 ranch children in 
early April.

State appellate courts over­
turned Walther's order and

the children were returned to 
their parents in early June.

Education Ratings Are 
Released

The Texas Education 
Agency released account­
ability ratings for schools 
and campuses on Aug. 1. The 
agency also released drop­
out and completion rates for 
districts and schools serving 
students in grades seventh to 
12th.

More Texas school dis­
tricts and campuses earned! 
the state's two highest ratings, 
exemplary and recognized, in 
2008, the TEA reported.

Statewide, the graduation 
rate for the 290,662 member 
class o f 2007 was 78 percent. 
Between ninth grade and the 
end o f 12th grade, 11.4 per­
cent o f the members o f  this 
class dropped out o f school. .

63 Years Later, Veterans Clearly Remember
When "Little Boy" Fell

First atomic bomb ever used in warfare dropped on Hiroshima on August 6,1945
AUSTIN - At 8:15 a.m. 

August 6,1945, the United States 
became the first nation on earth 
to use an atomic weapon in war.

"Little Boy", the single bomb 
dropped on Hiroshima, ended the 
lives of more than 140,000 men, 
women and children. Three days 
later, the U.S. dropped another 
atomic bomb, "Fat Man", on 
Nagasaki killing another 80,000. 
On August 15, the Empire of 
Japan surrendered and Americans 
were spared from the specter of a 
bloody invasion of the mainland.

Old soldiers, sailors, airmen 
and Marines remember how 
they felt when the bombs were 
dropped, as well as■ what they"' 
think now. Voices of Veterans, 
an oral history program mn by 
the Texas Veterans Land Board, 
asks each veteran interviewed to 
share their personal story about 
this pivotal time in U.S. his­
tory. Their stories are posted on 
a website for all to hear, www. 
voicesofVeterans.com

"I had no regrets. Harry 
Truman was saving a lot of 
American lives," said James 
Groesbeck, a staff officer with the 
8th Fleet during the war. "Those 
were my thoughts at the time. I 
don’t know how I feel, knowing 
what I know now."

Groesbeck has since visited

Hiroshima. "The Japanese have 
kept it as a reminder of the hor­
rors of war," he said. "And boy, 
it's a devastated place."

Jerry Patterson, Chairman of 
the Texas Veterans Land Board, 
created the Voices of Veterans 
Program so the personal stories 
of Texas veterans could be cap­
tured and archived for future his­
torians. Patterson is a Vietnam 
Veteran and retired Marine Lt. 
Colonel.

"Every veteran has a story 
to tell. The goal of this project 
is to ensure that those treasured 
memories are not lost forever," 
Patterson said. "These veterans 
remind us that ordinary people, 
placed in unthinkable situations, 
can do extraordinary things."

James Crabtree, a Captain in 
the Marine Corps who served 
in Iraq, runs the program for 
Patterson. For Crabtree, it is an 
honor to be able to capture the 
intimate details that would other­
wise be lost to the broad-strokes 
of history.

"All the major battles and per­
sonalities are well-documented," 
Crabtree said. "But the individu­
al stories, those add to the entire 
picture. The goal of the Voices of 
Veterans Program is to gather as 
many of these personal stories as 
we can. It all comes together like

a big patchwork quilt."
The stories themselves are 

fascinating, Crabtree said.
Jesse Cruz, a lineman with the 

Army’s 99th Signal Battalion, 
was in Manila preparing for the 
anticipated invasion of Japan. 
Cruz remembers looking out at 
all the activity in the crowded 
Leyte Gulf and feeling relief

The gulf was "just teaming 
with soldiers, war machines of 
all sorts, landing craft, you name 
it," Cruz said. "What we were 
doing, was preparing to go into 
Japan ... and it had been under- 
stood that every man, woman and 
child was anhed in Japan, wait­
ing for us. "Ralph Miller, a pilot 
with the Army Air Corp's 336th 
Bomb Group, had already served 
his tour in Europe and was on 
the way home when he heard the 
news.

Miller had been traveling 
home by plane, train, and final­
ly was on a bus headed into his 
hometown of Rochester, Indiana 
when he noticed "all the noise 
and hoopla."

"Bells rang, whistles blew, 
people were standing along the 
street - all sorts of excitement 
was visible from my window on 
the bus," Miller said. "I thought, 
'Oh boy, they knew I was coming 
and there's a big celebration for

old Miller.'"
Miller spent the last mile of 

his trip composing in his mind 
what he'd say to the expected 
welcoming committee.

But when the bus turned the 
comer and there was no one at 
the bus station. Miller soon fig­
ured out what the celebration 
was about.

"It was VJ Day, and people 
were celebrating the end of the 
war in the Pacific," he said. "I had 
to call my mother for a ride."

Patterson is urging World War 
II veterans like Miller to share 
their stories with the Voices of 
Veterans Oral History Program.

T h e  C o s t  O f  C r o o k e d  L a w y e r s

Former Secretary of State 
Henry Kissinger has observed 
that 10 percent of politicians go 
around giving the other 90 per­
cent a bad name.

These days, the same could be 
said for the growing ranks of dis­
graced personal injury trial law­
yers who over just the last year 
have been fined, convicted and 
imprisoned for fraud, bribery, 
perjury and other corruptions of 
our system of civil justice.

Earlier this month, Richard 
“Dickie” Scmggs, of Mississippi, 
the so-called “Tort King,” who 
made his name in asbestos and 
tobacco litigation, was sentenced 
to five years after pleading guilty 
to a criminal conspiracy charge 
that included a scheme to bribe 
a judge in a case over legal 
fees stemming from Hurricane 
Katrina.

Consider just a few other 
high-profile examples:

• Last September, Houston 
trial lawyer John O’Quirm was 
required to pay $41.4 million 
when an independent arbitra­
tion panel mled he improperly 
charged expenses to his former 
breast implant litigation clients.

• A criminal trial is currently 
under way in federal court in 
Kentucky in which three person­
al injury trial lawyers face allega­

tions they misappropriated about 
$65 million of a $200 million 
settlement on behalf of plaintiffs 
who claimed they were injured 
by the diet drug Fen-Phen.

• Perhaps most notably, 
prominent class-action attorney 
Melvyn Weiss of New York was 
recently sentenced to 30 months 
in a federal prison for his role in 
concealing illegal kickbacks to 
plaintiffs. Along the way, Weiss 
obstructed justice and committed 
perjury, bribery and fraud while 
collecting about $250 million in 
fees from about 250 cases using 
paid plaintiffs, which is illegal.

Weiss will follow his former 
partner. Bill Lerach, who is cur­
rently imprisoned for a multi­
million dollar kickback scheme. 
Weiss’ firm recently paid a $75 
million fine to avoid a criminal 
trial. As The New York Times 
observed, “the guilty pleas and 
the firm’s agreement represent a 
stuiming change of fortune not 
just for the convicted lawyers, 
but also for a certain legal cul­
ture of braggadocio and excess 
— always in the name of justice 
for the investors that they repre­
sented.

The image of Mr. Lerach 
brandishing shredded docu­
ments from Enron, taking a stand 
against corporate corruption, has 
been eclipsed by sordid revela­
tions of these, lawyers’ conspira­

cies to fool the courts and by 
confessions of criminal miscon­
duct.”

The sad fact is there are too 
many personal injury trial law­
yers whose sole motivation is 
not justice or their clients’ inter­
ests, but naked greed. As others 
have noted, they view lawsuits 
as “products to be manufactured, 
like widgets on an assembly 
line.”

Unless you have been a party 
to one of the lawsuits in question, 
you might think that this wave 
of legal malfeasance is a series 
of isolated, unrelated incidents 
that do not affect you. If so, you 
would be wrong.

For example, law firms dedi­
cated just to representing asbes­
tos plaintiffs have bankrupted 70 
American companies, displacing 
tens of thousands of American 
workers.

A 2006 study by the Pacific 
Research Institute found that ex­
cessive tort costs resulting from 
meritless lawsuits exceeded 
$198 billion annually. The law­
suit industry generates more rev­
enue each year than Microsoft or 
Intel and twice as much as Coca- 
Cola.

We have made dramatic 
strides in Texas reforming our 
system of civil justice in ways 
that have limited meritless law­
suits and improved the competi­

tive environment for business 
and industry.

A report by the nation­
ally recognized economist Ray 
Perryman, released earlier this 
year, found that annual impact of 
lawsuit reforms implemented by 
the Texas Legislature since 1995 
includes gains of $112.5 billion 
in spending each year, $2.6 bil­
lion in annual tax revenue and 
499,000 permanent, new jobs in 
our state.

These are important gains, 
but as the recent scandals among 
personal injury trial lawyers tell 
us, our efforts to preserve, pro­
tect and defend our system of 
civil justice from manipulation 
must continue.

Famed attorney Clarence 
Darrow once said: “The trouble 
with law is lawyers.”

I will not paint with so broad 
a brush, but simply note that the 
price we pay for crooked lawyers 
and their rotten deeds goes be­
yond jobs lost, companies ruined 
and dreams lost.

Worst of all, the collective 
impact of their devious actions 
serves to undermine a common 
belief in justice and respect for 
the law.

And that affects us all.

Welch, a freelance writer for Blackburn Media Group, divides her time mostly be­
tween Abilene and the family farm north of Vernon.

More people are riding bicy­
cles these days, aren’t they? My 
husband says it’s my imagina­
tion. Yes, I have one -  an imagi­
nation.

I also have a bicycle. 
Sometimes I imagine myself rid­
ing it.

Truth be told, I own four bicy­
cles -  a ten-speed touring model, 
a 15-speed commuter, a three- 
speed folder-upper and a slow- 
speed Schwinn from Christmas 
circa 1958, not exactly in running 
condition. I can sympathize. I’m 
not in running condition either -  
or cycling condition.

But I still like to ride, prefer­
ably downhill and -  even more 
important -  with the wind to my 
back. Maybe Heaven will be like 
that. Or maybe not.

An episode of “The Twilight 
Zone” comes to mind. A fellow 
died and crossed into eternity to 
find himself in a place much like 
earth but where everything turned 
out right for him, time after time. 
When he played pool all his shots 
were good. In fact, I think all the 
balls rolled perfectly into pock­
ets each time he broke the rack. 
He was surprised to think he’d

landed in Heaven and even more 
surprised when he figured out it 
was Hell. No challenges.

That “Twilight Zone” lesson 
notwithstanding, I still dream of 
living for a while in a place with 
no headwinds and no long uphill 
climbs.

Europe beckons.
Sure, the wind blows on that 

continent too. I’d just keep my 
itinerary flexible and always 
ride with it. Ups and downs? No 
problem. I’d pick one of those 
countries where you can rent a 
bicycle at one train station and 
return it to a different one. I’d 
start at a high elevation and ride 
to any lower one.

Don’t tell me I’m the excep­
tion. All those train bicycles 
must collect at low points. I 
picture train people in train hats 
periodically loading the rental 
bicycles onto baggage cars and 
shipping them back to their lofty 
Alpine points of origin. I could 
be wrong.

Another plus for Europe is 
the lack of cattle guards across 
public roads.

Oh well, if misfortune 
is inevitable, a few mishaps like 
that one are better than a day­
long nagging headwind or a bor­
ing uphill climb.

If you’re keener than I, 
you might find a moral there.

Meanwhile, maybe I 
should quit looking for an all­
downhill wind-to-my-back world 
in this lifetime. Here’s my new 
wish instead:

Whatever happens, bicycling 
or not, all I want is always to live 
to tell about it.

With Less than 200 Days Remaining^ Digital TV  
Transition Requires Preparation

In fewer than 200 days, the 
Digital Television (DTV) transi­
tion will affect every television­
watching household in the coun­
try. The DTV transition will dra­
matically enhance the clarity of 
television broadcasts and allow 
for new and diverse television 
programming.

Most importantly, it will free 
up the frequencies on which data 
is transmitted to the public, oth­
erwise known as the broadcast 
spectrum, for important safety 
activities that will increase the 
nation's ability to respond to ter­
rorist attacks and national disas­
ters.

Broadcasters will switch 
from an analog format to digi­
tal broadcasting at midnight 
on February 17, 2009 and the 
change will be imperceptible to 
households with cable or digi­
tal television service, or those 
who have already equipped 
older model TVs with converter 
boxes. But those who are not 
prepared will wake up the next 
day with neither basic television 
programming nor access to pub­
lic emergency broadcasts, such 
as AMBER

Alerts, severe weather warn­
ings, and other important safety 
messages.

In Texas, 20 percent of 
households - much higher than 
the national average of 13 per­
cent - still receive broadcasting 
in analog and must take steps to 
prepare for the transition.

When the DTV transition 
occurs, customers who rely on 
rooftop antennas or "rabbit ears" 
to receive television broadcasts 
will have to subscribe to a "pay" 
television service, purchase a 
TV with a digital tuner, or ac­
quire a converter box for each 
analog television in their home.

To help defray the cost of 
converter boxes, the National 
Telecommunications and

Information Administration will 
issue up to two $40 coupons per 
household to be used toward the 
cost of a converter box.

Consumers may apply for 
their coupons until March 31, 
2009 by calling 1-888-DTV- 
2009 (1-888-388-2009) or by 
visiting www.dtv2009.gov. The 
coupons must be used within 90 
days of being issued.

Unfortunately, those who 
are at the greatest risk of being 
caught off guard, such as the 
elderly and non-English speak­
ing populations, face significant 
obstacles to obtaining sufficient 
information about the transition. 
While the government, advoca­
cy groups, and the broadcasting 
industry have worked to provide 
educational materials in Spanish 
and in media that will reach 
residents without Internet ac­
cess, many households may slip 
through the cracks.

Border communities are 
also confronted with a unique 
challenge. Nearly 30 percent of 
Texans living along the border 
rely on antenna reception and 
must equip their televisions with 
converter boxes. Even after the 
transition takes place, these resi­
dents will still be able to receive 
analog broadcasts from Mexican 
television stations. Due to the 
expense of transition and the 
continued availability of analog 
programming from

Mexico, many households 
may choose not to participate in 
the transition.

Government data reflecting 
the number of converter box 
coupons that have been request­
ed, and redeemed, is extremely 
low along the border. This is a 
strong indication of how many 
residents may not be properly 
prepared.

Last year, I introduced the 
Digital Television Border Fix 
Act to make sure that Texans

living along the border will not 
lose access to public safety mes­
sages. This bill, which passed 
the Senate on August 1, allows 
broadcasters along the border to 
seek permission from the Federal 
Communications Commission 
(FCC) to continue both analog 
and digital broadcasts during a 
transition period. The legislation 
applies only to stations within 
50 miles of the common border 
with Mexico.

Residents across Texas and 
all over the United States who 
are aware of the transition must 
be careful that they don't become 
the victim of DTV scams that are 
cropping up around the country. 
In particular, households should 
be wary of "discount" convert­
er boxes, "free" coupons, and 
retailers that try to sell an "in­
stallation package" for a con­
verter box. Consumers should 
be mindful of these scams, deal 
only with reputable retailers, 
and contact their local govern­
ment or the FCC if they need 
information. The FCC's website 
dedicated to the DTV transition 
is http://www.dtv.gov/. There is 
also a Spanish-language version 
at http://www.dtv.gov/spanish/ 
index.html.

I hope that Texans will em­
brace the spirit of community 
and look for opportunities to aid 
friends and family with prepara­
tions for the DTV transition.

You could help a house­
bound senior who is unable to 
get to the store to redeem his or 
her converter box coupon, as­
sist your neighbor in setting up 
a converter box, or prevent oth­
ers from being taken advantage 
of by warning them of possible 
scams.

By working together, we can 
ensure a smooth transition for 
households across Texas.

Both Trey Thompson and 
Tyler Thompson suffered se­
vere injuries in the accident. 
Both are recovering.

Cypert's injuries were less 
severe.

"He did have bums and 
stuff," Konnie Kuehler said. 
"He spent the night in the hos­
pital."

Tyler Thompson is undergo­
ing rehabilitation in Knox City. 
He suffered bums on 30 percent 
of his body, including third-de­
gree bums from his waist up on 
the right side of his body, and 
a compound fracture of his leg, 
Kuehler said.

Trey Thompson broke his 
arm in five places and cmshed 
one side of his face on the dash, 
Kuehler said. As part of the re- 
constmction, he has eight plates 
and 28 screws in his face.

"Considering their injuries, 
they are doing yejy gqpd," 
Kuehler said.

Although hailed as a hero, 
Cypert has stayed in the back­
ground since the accident, 
maintaining his close ties to the 
Thompson family but shunning 
attention.

"He's handled this very well 
for somebody that's 17 years 
old," said Gary Cypert, his fa­
ther. "They had a big benefit 
up there in (Colorado Springs,) 
Colorado (a ranch rodeo event). 
They offered him money. He 
didn't take it."

For Cypert, Trey Thompson 
and Tyler Thompson have been

mentors.
"Them boys have been close 

ever since Keith was 7 years 
old," Cypert said. "They were 
trying to make him a cowboy. 
They've been a real good in­
spiration to Keith period, since 
day one. Tyler and Trye are su­
per people. You just don't find 
any better people."

Since the accident, Keith has 
helped fill the vacancies on the 
Thompson Ranch rodeo team.

"Once they were hurt, they 
put Keith back on the team," 
Cypert said. "They won in 
Vail; they won in Colorado 
Springs."

But never was Cypert a 
more valuable member of the 
team than when he pulled the 
two brothers away fi*om cer­
tain death on the road south of 
Rhineland.

Wheat Variety Trials Show Promise
AMARILLO -  2008 may 

have been a bad year for wheat, 
but it was a good year to test dif­
ferent varieties for drought tol­
erance and disease resistance, 
said a Texas AgriLife Extension 
Service specialist.

To identify the best-perform­
ing varieties for this region, 
AgriLife Extension annually 
conducts variety trials through­
out the High Plains, said Dr. 
Brent Bean, agronomist. Partial 
funding for these trials is provid­
ed by the Texas Wheat Producers 
Board through grower check-off 
funds.

Two varieties stood out in the 
performance trials. Bean said. 
TAM 112 and Hatcher had the 
highest yields when averaged 
across six irrigated locations. 
They averaged 59 and 57 bushels 
per acre, respectively, and were 
consistent performers, ranking in 
the top 25 percent in five of the 
six locations.

Irrigated variety trials were 
located at Perryton, Bushland, 
Etter, and in Dallam County, 
Castro County and Gaines 
County.

TAM 112 is greenbug tolerant 
and has some tolerance to wheat 
streak mosaic, he said. Hatcher 
was released by Colorado State in 
2005 and has moderate resistance 
to stripe rust and good drought 
tolerance. Endurance finished in 
the top 25 percent in four of the 
six locations, and when averaged 
across trials yielded 55 bushels 
per acre. Bean said. Other variet­
ies of note that finished in the top 
25 percent in three of the six lo­
cations were Jagalene, TAM 304, 
TAM 203, TAM 110, Keota and 
Jackpot.

TAM 111, which has per­
formed very well in the previous 
three years, held its own, averag­
ing 54 bushels per acre across lo­

cations and finishing in the top 25 
percent in two of six locations.

Dumas has been a main irri­
gated wheat variety for several 
years but yielded 3 bushels per 
acre less than the average across 
all locations.

The Texas A&M System 
experimental line TX02A252 
yielded in the top 25 percent in 
four of the locations and should 
be watched in the future. Bean 
said. Danby, a white wheat, also 
yielded well in all trials.

“We were unable to report 
several of our dryland locations 
due to extremely poor yields and 
high variability within a test,” he 
said. Of the three trials reported, 
exceptional yields were obtained 
at Canadian, Bean said. This lo­
cation is next to the Oklahoma 
border where timely rains were 
received.

The Bushland and Claude 
sites reported low yields, averag­
ing 12.5 and 9 bushels per acre, 
respectively.

The conditions made drawing 
any conclusions suspect, he said. 
However, TAM 304, TAM 112, 
Fuller, TAM 110, Bullet, Duster, 
TAM 111, Endurance, T81 and 
Jackpot were the top yielding and 
most consistent varieties across 
locations. Bean made some va­
riety recommendations based on 
those that have consistently per­
formed well over at least a three- 
year period. Those varieties that 
perform well under full irrigation 
also tend be the same varieties 
that yield well under dryland.

“In our environment, even 
those varieties grown under full 
irrigation are going to be subject 
to heat stress and likely some pe­
riods of drought,” he said.

“Although TAM 111 did not 
stand head and shoulders above 
the competition like it has in 
previous years, it should still be

considered on most farms in the 
Panhandle,” Bean said. “It has 
been a consistent high perform­
er.”

Other recommendations by 
Bean include:

— TAM 112 is an excellent 
choice for limited irrigated or 
dryland.

“  TAM 304 was released in 
2007 by the Texas A&M System 
and is being marketed by Scott 
Seed Co. of Hereford. It has good 
leaf and stripe rust resistance.

— Hatcher has now been 
tested for three years in AgriLife 
Extension trials. In those three 
years it has finished in the top 25 
percent in eight of 19 irrigated 
trials and eight of 12 dryland tri­
als.

— Fuller has now finished in 
the top 25 percent in 10 of 12 
dryland trials making it the most 
consistent dryland variety over 
the last three years.

— Endurance is a good irrigat­
ed choice for the producer who 
also wants to graze his wheat.

— T81 seems to do best in 
those very dry years.

— Dumas still makes the list 
under full irrigation. It has very 
good straw strength and relative­
ly good resistance to stripe rust 
and can be a good grazing wheat. 
Use Dumas where yields are go­
ing to be pushed by maximizing 
both fertilizer and irrigation use.

“As is always the case, I 
strongly recommend planting 
more than one variety on any 
given farm,” Bean said.
