Knox County and FEMA to host Workshon for Ail-Hazarils Pronarednoss

Terrorist attacks and hurricanes fill many pages 
of national news periodicals lately, and while many lo­
cals may read these articles and think positive thoughts 
for the victims, many are under the false presumption 
that Knox County being so mral and removed from the 
worldly eye unlike big cities is not susceptible to like 
tragedies.

On Thursday, April 2nd, the Parry Patton 
Community Center in Munday was filled with 44 people 
who came together for some serious planning. Hosted 
by Knox County and FEMA, a full day was spent pre­
paring for any type of disaster which may befall local 
communities under the direction of Jim McClung and 
Mike Dodd, two reps from TEEX (Texas Engineering 
Extension Service). All the local towns were represented 
by city administrators and police officers. Judge Travis 
Royd, Knox County attorney, Megan Suarez, & many 
other county employees were accounted for. The Fire 
Departments of both Knox City and Munday took more 
days to volunteer their time and sat through the 6 hour 
class. Stephen Kuehler of the Knox County Hospital 
and the Knox County first responder EMS units were on- 
hand. The Knox County Sheriff and Deputy Sheriff as

well as the Knox County Extension agency were avail­
able. A huge group from neighboring Haskell County 
attended this program, which included their Judge and 
several city and county employees.

The point of the day was to light a bulb over the 
heads of the local powers-that-be that a serious devastat­
ing situation is capable of taking place in Knox County 
at any time. While terrorist threats and hurricanes are 
unlikely in this region, a gas spill that could possibly 
cause a noxious breathing environment is something that 
is not far fetched which could happen on the roadways 
leading through town. With the main populous of lo­
cal townships so tightly interwoven, and the amount of 
wind in this part of Texas; a “small” plume of gas could 
cause a mass disaster.

Most every local entity has their own disaster plan. 
The schools have a response plan in case of emergen­
cies, the city has one, the county has one, TxDot even 
has one for this area. Knox County Hospital has plan­
ning meetings for this kind of local trauma already. The 
problem that Judge Floyd noticed which preempted him 
to pull together this program was the fact that most dif­
ferent units have no idea what others plan to do in case 
of emergency. This meeting was designed to take all

those already existing plans and mesh them together.
About the success of the meeting. Judge Floyd had 

to say this: “Before the meeting, if I had gone to every 
individual involved and requested face to face for this 
kind of planning session, I would’ve gotten some push 
back- now, people will embrace meetings to get better 
prepared.”

This is the first meeting of this kind in Knox County. 
While there are meetings for EMS and first responders, 
this is the first that got ALL the local police, cities, me­
dia, medical care, schools and authorities together to dis­
cuss the issue. In the future, more hazard preparedness 
meetings will take place. These meetings are infrequent 
and rare in that a lot of local care givers and responders 
act in those positions voluntarily, which means taking 
time off work in order to attend such meetings. It is ap­
preciated though.

The day was one of thought and intuition. The jobs 
and expectations of different people were realized by 
several and situations which had not occurred to some 
were taken under consideration.

Knox County News plans to continue in it’s role 
supporting the community in it’s efforts to be prepared 
for the unthinkable.

Now Let’s Personalize Health Care
By Gary E. Applebaum, M.D.

A recently released national 
survey shows that many 
Americans want “personalized 
medicine” to be a top priority in 
President Obama’s healthcare 
reform efforts.

Obama would do well to 
heed the survey’s results. And he 
can best address voters’ desire 
for more customized medical 
care by promoting an emerging 
healthcare model known as 
“medical homes.”

The survey, conducted on 
behalf of the Patient-Centered 
Primary Care Collaborative, 
found that of the respondents 
open to having their opinions on 
the then-presidential candidates 
changed, 75 percent would 
increase their support for the 
next President’s healthcare 
platform if it included creating 
and supporting patient-centered 
medical homes.

The medical homes model 
puts a single personal physician 
as the point of contact between 
a patient and the medical 
establishment. The physician 
coordinates all of the patient’s 
care for the entirety of her 
life, with particular stress put 
on preventative medicine and 
the use of health information 
technology (HIT).

If enacted nationwide, 
the medical home model has

the potential to create more 
personalized care for every 
patient and help prevent chronic 
illnesses.

Currently, patient care isn’t 
well coordinated among doctors. 
Different physicians for a single 
patient often don’t communicate 
with each other about ongoing 
treatments or drug prescriptions. 
And many physicians still rely 
on paper files to track patients’ 
medical history.

The use of HIT in 
medical homes would make 
it significantly easier for care 
givers to access a patient’s 
medical files and coordinate 
care. And HIT enables patients 
to receive certain medical 
services without having to go to 
the doctor’s office.

HIT has been used to great 
successalready.InMassachusetts 
and Washington, for example, 
hundreds of thousands of patients 
use the state-level HIT program 
to file dnig prescriptions and get 
virtual check-ups.

When I was the medical 
director of the one of the largest 
geriatric group practices in 
the country, HIT allowed us to 
dramatically improve patient 
satisfaction with our quality of 
care. And it allowed the people 
in our care to become more 
aware of their health.

This year, a nationalized

HIT system connecting labs, 
pharmacies, hospitals, doctors, 
and federal agencies is supposed 
to go live. What is needed now 
is the political will to ensure that 
even the least privileged have 
access to this technology.

The medical home model 
would also cut down on soaring 
health care costs by increasing 
the use of preventative care.

In 2006, 75 percent of 
national healthcare spending 
was on treatments for chronic 
illnesses. The most common 
chronic illnesses cost the United 
States more than $1 trillion 
annually — and that number is 
on the rise.

Small changes in patient 
lifestyle can ward off future 
medical catastrophes. Proven 
preventative medical steps 
include weight control, improved 
nutrition, increased exercise, 
smoking cessation, and early 
disease detection.

A study by the Milken 
Institute estimated that a national 
preventative medicine program 
could decrease the number 
of chronic illness cases by 40 
million, and that the resulting 
increases in labor productivity 
would add $1 trillion to the 
economy by 2023.

bolster preventative healthcare.
Tufts’ staff uses Web-based 

predictive software to target 
patients at risk of developing 
certain diseases. Nurse case 
managers then follow up 
with patients to see if they’re 
encountering baixiers - such 
as transportation problems or 
dietary challenges - that are 
hindering them from following 
through on the doctor’s 
preventative medical program.

Other health technology 
monitors patients’ heart rate so 
that doctors can intervene with 
non-invasive treatment before 
a heart attack or stroke occurs. 
In its first year of operation, this 
technology prevented 50 percent 
of patients from having a heart 
attack.

The medical home model is 
urgently needed today to ensure 
all Americans have access to the 
personalized health care they 
want. Fortunately, President 
Obama consistently voiced his 
support for patient-centered 
medicine during his campaign. 
Let’s hope he lives up to his 
promises now in office.

A pigeon by any other 
name is a big dove. There’s not 
a dime’s worth of difference 
between the town birds and 
their countiy cousins. And they 
all coo.

Previously, I thought 
differently. Context: ruled. A 
dove on the farm was a dove. 
If I saw a similar bird in town 
-  whether perched in the 
courthouse window or flying 
over St. Mark’s Square -  it was 
a pigeon. No relation.

One of my memories of 
Venice involves a pigeon that 
flew over me in 1969 as I stood 
alongside the Grand Canal 
wearing ray new red and white 
striped gondolier’s shirt. Splat. 
Right on ray shoulder. Not 
ver>' dove-like.

Indeed, pigeon droppings 
are the main reason the 
substantial birds are considered 
nuisances in urban settings, 
although more for historic 
buildings than random human 
targets.

Speaking of terminology, 
pigeon excrement by any other 
name is guano. Bats don’t 
have a comer on that market. 
I thought they did. Even seal 
dung is defined as guano. 
Who’d have thought it?

Guano is hot stuff, 
whatever the source. For the 
same reason it makes excellent 
fertilizer it damages old 
buildings, especially masonry. 
Apparently it’s the acid-based 
content of the guano versus the 
base-based content of mortar. 
If my high school chemistry 
explanation isn’t right, it’s 
something like that.

Back to pigeons and doves. 
They’re the perfect birds to See 
our country through our current 
economic crisis.

For one thing, in the 
hawk vs. dove realm, they’re 
politically correct.

Secondly, they’re edible

and especially palatable if you 
call them by their French name, 
which is pigeon.

When I dined at Antoine’s 
in New Orleans, circa 1971, 
pigeon was on the all-French 
menu. Someone ordered the 
pigeon. It anived looking like 
a very small chicken. We all 
asked, “How’s the pigeonV  
He probably said it tasted like 
chicken. 1 don’t remember. 
I wondered if it came from 
nearby Jackson Square, the 
New Orleans version of Piazza 
San Marco.

Anyway, if this country 
plunges into an economic 
depression to rival the last one, 
people who live on the land 
can eat dove and wild hogs -  
many already do anyway — and 
people who live in big cities 
will be able to dine on pigeon, 
or pigeon.

By the time all the city 
pigeons get eaten or flee to join 
country relatives, the economy 
will be turning around, and 
we’ll be left with a legacy 
of survival stories, some 
involving pigeons and doves.

Meanwhile, as gun laws 
tighten and ammunition costs 
rise, how to kill the birds? 
Traps? Maybe. But aren’t traps 
inhumane?

Not to w o iT y . Considering 
mankind’s predilection for 
guns, someone will figure out 
how to make homemade ones 
from plowshares or urban 
equivalents thereof, if it comes 
to that.

As for ammo, there’s good 
news. If gunpowder has to be 
concocted at home, guano 
works as the main ingredient. 
Not to overlook vegans, guano 
can fertilize the most intensive 
organic garden.

In the end, everyone is 
likely to survive it all, even the 
pigeons.

Especially the pigeons.

DRlGnT IDEAS

President Obama has claimed 
that tax subsidies to alternative 
energy and environmental 
penalties to fossil fuels “can 
create millions of additional jobs 
and new industries.” Obama has 
even cited the government of 
Spain “where they are making 
real investments in renewable 
energy.” However, a new 
study of the subsidy program 
implement by Spain reveals 
that every new job created by 
the Spanish government in the 
alternative energy area destroyed 
an average of 2.2 other jobs.

The study -  prepared under 
the direction of Dr. Gabriel 
Calzada, an economics professor 
at Juan Carlos University in 
Madrid -  discovered that only one 
in 10 jobs created by the program 
in Spain were of a permanent 
nature (operations, maintenance, 
etc.), and two-thirds consisted of 
temporary jobs in construction, 
fabrication and installation,

“Spain’s experience (cited 
by President Obama as a model) 
reveals with high confidence, 
by two different methods, that 
the U.S. should expect a loss of 
at least 2.2 jobs on average, or 
about 9 jobs lost for every four 
created, to which we have to add 
those jobs that non-subsidized 
investments with the same 
resources would have created,” 
the study stated.

“The study’s results 
demonstrate how much ‘green 
Jobs’ policy clearly hinders 
Spain’s way out of the current 
economic crisis, even while U.S. 
politicians insist that rushing 
into such a scheme will ease 
their own emergence from the 
turmoil... This study marks the 
very first time a critical analysis 
of the actual performance and 
impact has been made,” Dr 
Calzada wrote in the study's 
introduction.

Dr. Calzada notes that no 
other country has given very' 
broad support to the construction 
of alternative fuels to generate 
electricity.

Spain has spent about 
$774,000 to create each “green 
job” since 2000, including 
.subsidies of more than $1,3 
million per wind industry job. 
However, about 113,000 other 
jobs elsewhere in the Spanish

economy were destroyed because 
of the subsidies, or 2.2 jobs 
destroyed for every “green job” 
created.

“Tlie loss of jobs could be 
greater if you account for the 
amount of lost industry that 
moves out of the countiy due 
to higher energy prices,” Dr. 
Calzada said.

“The price of a 
comprehensive energy rate, paid 
by the end consumer in Spain, 
would have to be increased 31 
percent to begin to repay the 
historic debt generated by this 
rate deficit mainly produced 
by the subsidies to renewables, 
according to Spain’s energy 
regulator. Spanish citizens 
must therefore cope with either 
an increase of electricity rates 
or increased taxes (and public 
deficit), as will the U.S. if it 
follows Spain’s model,” the 
study found.

HIGHLIGHTS

AUSTIN - Legislators packed 

the four-day workweek leading 
up to the Easter and Passover 
holidays with long lists of bills to 
be considered in committees.

But the march of bills will 
grind down to a lower gear April 
17 when the appropriations bill, 
HB 1, hits the House floor for a 
debate sure to be contentious.

Whatever the House ends up 
with will have to be reconciled 
with the Senate’s CSSB 1, their 
$182.2 billion version of a state 
budget for 2010-2011.

Meanwhile, other issues 
abound, such as road funding, 
projected to run out in 2012. 
The Senate Transportation and 
Homeland Security Committee 
met April 8, and Sen. John 
Carona, R-Dallas, who chairs 
the committee, said, “The course 
we’re on will result in no new 
roads in Texas in the very near 
future.”

The committee’s vice chair. 
Sen. Kirk Watson, D-Austin, 
attributed the dwindling road 
construction fund balance to;

• The state gas tax, which has 
not been increased since 1991 to 
make up for ongoing cost increases 
in construction and maintenance;

• The bleed-off of dollars 
from the highway fund to pay for 
other state programs; and

'• Too much debt.
So, Carona is proposing a 

funding solution via SB 855, a bill 
given tentative approval by the 
committee on April 8.

Carona’s bill would permit a 
local governmental body to hold 
an election so voters could decide 
for themselves to raise funds 
through a bond issue or create 
fees to pay for local road projects. 
Such fees might include increases 
to the gas tax, vehicle registration 
fees or tailpipe emissions fees.

Under Carona’s bill, an 
election ballot would list:

• Each proposed project that 
fee increases will fund;

• How much the project 
costs;

• When the project will be 
completed; and

• When the fee increases will 
expire.

Senate passes air quality bill 
The Senate on April 8 approved a

bill by Sen. Kip Averitt, R-Waco 
that would enhance air quality 
improvement efforts in Texas.

Averitt’s SB 16, which 
now moves to the House for 
consideration, creates incentive 
programs for the purchase or 
development of so-called green 
technologies from plug-in 
hybrid vehicles to more efficient 
appliances and equipment for 
businesses.

SB 16 requires four agencies: 
the state comptroller, the Texas 
Commission on Environmental 
Quality, the Public Utilities 
Commission and the Texas 
Railroad Commission, to 
work together with the goal of 
lowering toxic emissions into 
the air and to negotiate with the 
federal government in regulating 
greenhouse gas emissions.

DPS challenges court ruling
The Texas Department 

of Public Safety on April 10 
announced its appeal of an April 
9 ruling by Travis County state 
District Judge Orlinda Naranjo 
ordering the agency to issue driver 
licenses to temporary visitors and 
non-citizens who apply.

The ruling stems from a case 
brought by the Mexican American 
Legal Defense and Educational 
Fund.

The appeal, the DPS said, 
means that DPS rules will remain 
in effect; non-citizens or temporary 
visitors to the U.S. who appear at 
DPS driver license offices will not 
be issued driver licenses if they 
do not meet the agency’s current 
identification rules.

The DPS said one reason it 
is appealing the ruling is that it 
“could shut down the agency’s 
ability to appropriately and 
securely identify driver license 
applicants.”

State agency notifies peanut 
plant The Texas Department of 
State Health Services announced 
April 9 it assessed $14.6 million 
in administrative penalties against 
Plainview Peanut Co. LLC.

On April 8, the agency 
notified the company of “alleged 
violations” including unsanitary 
conditions, product contamination, 
illnesses linked to consumption 
of peanuts from the plant and 
for operating almost four years 
without a food manufacturer’s 
license from the state.

The DSHS on Feb. 12 ordered 
the plant to close and to recall all 
products shipped since it opened 
in 2005.

Lawmaker regrets remark 
made
State Rep. Betty Brown, R-Athens, 
on April 11 issued an apology 
for a remark she made April 7 
in a House Elections Committee 
meeting during which she asked 
if Asian Americans could adopt 
names “we could deal with more 
readily here.”

THE UNSPOKEN 
ABUSE-NEGLECT

According to the Texas 
Department of Family and 
Protective Services (DFPS), in 
2008,213 children died in Texas 
from abuse or neglect at the 
hands of their parents, guardians 
or caregivers. Neglect is the most 
frequent form of child abuse.

Last year, more than 83,000 
allegations of abuse or neglect 
were confirmed, including:

^6. 50,310 confirmed
allegations of neglectful 
supervision

^6. 14,858 confirmed allegations 
of physical abuse 

^6. 7,714 confirmed allegations 
of physical neglect 

^6. 6,468 confirmed allegations 
of sexual abuse

^̂ 6. 2,235 confirmed allegations 
of medical neglect

Nearly 200,000 Texas 
children are reported abused or 
neglected every year according 
to Child Protective Services, 
a division of DFPS. More 
than 14,000 children had to 
be removed from their homes 
in 2008 because of abuse or 
neglect.

BCFS offers several 
programs throughout Texas that 
provide counseling and training 
to parents in order to prevent 
child abuse, including Services to 
At-Risk Youth and its Universal 
Child Abuse Prevention program, 
Great Start, Families for a Future, 
Healthy Start, and Precious 
Minds New Connections. All are 
free of charge.

Communities can stop 
abuse and neglect by paying 
more attention to the condition 
of children, reporting suspected 
abuse, taking part in awareness 
campaigns, and supporting 
parenting education.

ACRE Program Bliroiliiient Opens on April 27

Knox Cily,T«x»s, April 9,2009 -  John Rector, £x<x;utive Director of USDA’s Farm 
Service Agcancy in Knox County announced today fhat prodtuî ers can elect mid enroll in the 
Average Crop Rcvemuc Election (ACRE) program beginning April 27,2009. ACRE is a 
provision o f the 2008 Pann Bill.

"The Avearage Crop Revenue Election program is an innovative alternative to the traditional 
farm safety net,”Rcctor said. "This new option presents an opportunity for producers to review 
both programs and decide which one will work best for their operation.”

Producers have until Aug. 14,2009, to make their decision for foe 2009 crop, USDA will not 
accept any late-filed applications.

Producers who elect foe ACRE program for a fiinn agree to:

♦ forgo counter-cyclical payments;
• accept a 20-perccnt reduction o f foe direct payments; and
* accept a 30-pacent reduction in loan rates for all commodities produced on the fami.

Coimnodities eligible for ACRE paymaits are wheat, com, grain sorghum, barley, oats, 
upland cotton, long grain rice, medium and short grain rice, peanuts, soybeans, sunflower seed, 
canola, flaxseed, safflower, mustard seed, npw eed, sesame seed, crambe, dry peas, lentils, small 
chickpeas ard large chickpeas.

The ACRE prog^ram wm  seated  in the 2008 Farm Bill to give producers an option in lieu of 
traditional counter-cyclical payments. Producers may elect and enroll in ACRE for foe 2009 crop 
year even if  they have already acc^ted  advance direct payments under foe Direct and Counter­
cyclical Program.

To elect ACRE for a foim. producers must complete Form CCC-509 ACRE, which 
irrevocably elects ACRE for foe farm forough crop year 2012. Form CCC-509, the contract to 
participate in ACRE, must foen be completed eadh year foe producer intends to participate and 
receive benefits.

USDA RESPONDS TO PRODUCER CONCERNS BY EXTENDING SIGN-UP DATE
FOR DCP AND ACRE PROGRAMS

Knox City, Texas, March 31,2009 -  CED -  John Rector, Executive Director o f USDA’s 
Farm Service Agency in Knox County, announced today that USDA has extended the sign-up 
deadline from June 1 to Aug. 14,2009, for both the Direct and Counter-cyclical Program (DCP) 
and the forthcoming Average Crop Revenue Election (ACRE) Program. This action extends the 
sign-up deadline by 10 weeks to give producers ample time to decide whether to participate in . 
ACRE or remain in DCP,

"Extending the sign-up deadline for both these programs ensure that America’s farmers 
have enough information and time needed to determine if  ACRE is the right program for their 
operational needs,” said Rector. “The DCP and ACRE programs play a critical role in the farm 
safety net and it is vita! that we act to support the hard work o f the farmers we depend on."

Sign-up for ACRE is expected to start in late April, with an official sign-up 
announcement to be made in the coming weeks. Producers can elect ACRE at their FSA county 
office after the sign-up period commences. The original June 1 deadline may have forced 
producers to rush their decision, which is why this extension gives producers more time to make 
an informed decision about staying with DCP for 2009 or participating in ACRE for crop year 
2009 and beyond through 2012.

The ACRE program, authorized by the 2008 Farm Bill, provides eligible producers a 
state-level revenue guarantee, based on the 5-year state Olympic average yield and the 2-year 
national average price. ACRE payments are made when both state and farm-level triggers are 
met. By participating in ACRE, producers elect to forgo counter-cyclical payments, receive a 
20-percent reduction in direct payments and a 30-percent reduction in loan rates. The decision to 
elect ACRE binds the farm to the program through foe 2012 crop year, the last crop year covered 
by the 2008 Act.
