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When you awake at daybreak to something 
that sounds like a distant fleet of helicopters 
coming in low across the river bottom, poised 
to skim the tops of mesquite trees, you don’t 
expect the dream-to-reality scenario to end 
with a bang-up good plan for Christmas giv­
ing.

Speed limits, wow. Who 

wants to be told that they can­
not drive as fast as they want 
to. After all, everyone drives 
safely, right?? Well, in the last 
session of changes, the Texas 
transportation commission has 
decided to do away with most 
if not all of the night time 65 
PH driving signs that every­
one has seen over the past few 
years. Most, if not all, the low­
er tmck speed limit signs, both 
day and night, are gone as well. 
Now, everyone can safely drive 
the same speed of 70 MPH on 
major highways such as Hwy 
6, Hwy 82, and Hwy 277. 
But wait, you can also drive 
70 MPH on FM 266 and 267, 
farm market roads with limited 
clearance between meeting ve­
hicles and with no improved 
shoulder Sounds alright until a 
large transport tmck is trying to 
push you off the narrow roads 
and you

have no shoulder to move 
over to let him by’when, be­
cause of your familiarity with 
the area, you chose to drive 
slower because of cattle, hogs 
and deer roaming around. I’m 
not saying all tmcks drive like 
that, but just one instance can

cause a wreck or give the slow­
er motorist a heart attack.

Because of the increased 
night time speed limit ft’om 65 
to 70, now everyone should be 
happy to drive 70, right? Guess 
what? Now that it is okay to 
travel at 70 at night, many of 
the motorists are now driving 
75 or 80-h because its “okay” 
to drive a httle over the speed 
limit, or at least it’s assumed it 
is okay.

The Texas Transportation 
Commission indicated that the 
70 MPH is safe, and could not 
increase the speed limit over 
75, except in certain instances, 
but then says further in the sec­
tion that it may increase the 
speed 80 in some cases. Then 
goes on in the same section that 
it may increase the speed limit 
not to exceed 85 MPH if the 
speed limit is safe for that part 
of the highway system. That 
just means that in that area 
most will be driving 90-100. 
Wow. Just make it wide open 
and do away with all the speed 
limits.

School buses are limited 
to 60 MPH if the vehicle is a 
school bus that has passed a 
commercial motor vehicle in­

spection and is on a highway 
numbered by the U.S. or this 
State, including FM Roads, or 
50 MPH if it has not passed 
a commercial motor vehicle 
inspection or is traveling on 
a highway not numbered by 
the U.S. or this State, prob­
ably a county dirt road. Oddly 
enough, to complicate issues 
more, this does not apply to 
a school activity bus, as the 
speed limits are the same as for 
a passenger car at the time and 
location.

Well, it appears that the speed 
limit for dirt county roads is 60 
MPH. Our paved roads in the 
county is 70 MPH for most, ex­
cept for the incorporated cities, 
and with common sense taking 
over if the conditions indicate 
that the need to slow down is 
present. That could be anything 
fiom rain, snow, blowing dust, 
livestock or any kind or any­
thing else that could be unsafe. 
It doesn’t say that a person can 
drive 80-90 because of some 
lame excuse that you thought up 
as the red and blue hghts started 
flashing. Use just a httle cau­
tion, just a tittle. Thanks.

COLLEGE STATION -  
Cold fronts brought rain, 
from a trace to 2 inches or 
m ore, to much of the state 
during the last week, ac­
cording to Texas AgriLife 
Extension Service person­
nel.

As usual, when it comes 
to weather, there were 
winners and losers. East 
Texas, North Texas, Cen­
tral Texas and the Rolling 
Plains were the main ben­
eficiaries, with the Coastal 
Bend, South Texas and Far 
West Texas regions being 
largely passed over, while 
the Panhandle ^and South 
Plains regions fell in be­
tween these extrem es, ac­
cording to weekly reports 
by AgriLife Extension 
county agents.

Where rain fell, cool- 
season grasses and w inter 
wheat benefited, though 
the consensus, even where 
2 inches or more fell, was 
that much more rain was 
needed to keep winter for­
ages going.

In the western part o f the 
Panhandle, the situation 
was pretty much represen­
tative for the region, ac­
cording to Rick Aukerm an, 
AgriLife Extension agent 
for D eaf Smith County, 
west of Amarillo.

Deaf Smith got about a 
half inch of rain in many 
areas, with more rain and 
snow forecast for Dec. 1-2, 
but i t ’s a m ixed blessing, 
Aukerman said.

“Typically, w hat’s been 
happening here lately is 
that we haven’t got very 
much m oisture, and it just 
puts a halt to w hat’s left to 
harvest,” he said. “We still

Panhandle: Rain fell'

Tem pera­
tures were near norm al 
m ost o f the w eek, but by 
the end o f the w eek, days 
were cold and very windy. 
Soil-m oisture levels con­
tinued to be m ostly very 
short. The cotton harvest 
was ongoing, and w heat 
growers continued p lan t­
ing. W hat w inter wheat 
was already planted was 
struggling, and producers 
were irrigating in hopes 
of producing forage. Some 
irrigated w heat looked 
good. Rangeland and pas­
tures were in very poor to 
fair condition, w ith m ost 
counties reporting very 
poor. L ivestock producers 
continued supplem ental 
feeding of cattle.

Rolling Plains: Parts of 
the region received rain, 
from  a trace to m ore than 
2.5 inches, w hich helped 
w inter w heat. H ow ever, the 
m oisture was follow ed by 
high winds that blew  some 
w heat fields out. Produc­
ers were debating w hether 
to replant or leave partia l­
ly blow n-out fields as they 
were. W ith pastures and 
rangeland in poor condi­
tion, earlier-p lanted  wheat 
was already being grazed. 
L ivestock were in poor to 
fair condition , with pro ­
ducers providing supple­
m ental feed daily. W inter 
pasture was trying to grow 
but generally needed more 
rain to do so. The cotton 
harvest was in full sw ing, 
but yields were poor. The 
non-irrigated  pecan crop 
was poor in m ost orchards, 
fair where irrigated.
