If anyone had any doubts whether the city’s approval 
of ofiP-premise alcohol sales would help local business, 
they don’t need to wonder any more. They definitely 
help.

“They (sales) have been good,” said Penman’s Ser­
vices manager Roland Marion. “It has definitely in­
creased the sale of other things. People usually don’t 
just come in to purchase beer, they buy other things so 
it’s been good for us.”

Penman’s Services was the first Knox City busi­
ness to obtain its alcohol sales permit from the state.

The business received its license last Wednesday and 
received its first truckload of alcoholic beverages on 
Friday morning.

Marion said he was thankful the alcohol sales issue 
passed. The economy had slowed sales, so the ability to 
add alcohol sales was a welcomed revenue stream.

“Our survey indicated it (alcohol sales) would in­
crease the sale of other items,” he said. “I’m just glad 
the people here, and the churches, realized this was 
something that would help.”

The sale of alcoholic beverages was approved by 
Knox City residents last month in the primary election.

The increased activity could lead to another huge 
gain for the local economy. Marion said increased sales

have Penman’s officials looking to add employees.
“Hiring some more people is something we are look­

ing to do,” he said. “We have five employees right now 
and they all worked overtime last week. I feel we will 
add more employees because of this.”

Penman’s Services will be expanding its alcoholic 
beverage selection even more in the coming days. Lind­
sey Penman said the business had received its license to 
sell wine, and will begin offering it for sale on Friday.

“We’re looking forward to offering it to our custom­
ers,” said Penman. “It’s something we think will help 
the business.”

A second Knox County business (Allsup’s) is ex­
pected to obtain its license later this week.

The Knox City City Council 
received a bit of disturbing news 
on Tuesday evening. They didn’t, 
however, feel the need to spread 
the bad news to Knox City resi­
dents ... yet.

Council members decided not 
to elevate the city’s drought con­
tingency status to Stage 2, mean­
ing city residents won’t face 
stricter water conservation rules. 
Currently, the city is in Stage 1 of 
the Drought Contingency Plan.

According to Knox City City 
Administrator, Stage 1 calls for 
a voluntary reduction of water 
consumption by 10 percent fi-om 
each city customer.

The North Central Texas Mu­
nicipal Water Association brought 
the issue to a head by writing the 
city council a letter recommend­
ing the city’s governing body ex­
amine its drought plan.

Knox City and Muuday are 
in relatively good shape as of 
now. The two communities are 
in the first of the five stages in 
the state’s drought plan. The two 
communities receive their water 
from Miller Creek.

Other area communities 
haven’t been as lucky. The City 
of Throckmorton is at Stage 3 
(alternating days of watering at 
restricted times). With Lake Th­
rockmorton at just 28 percent of 
its capacity, the city is nearing a 
point which it will have to blend 
water purchased from Graham.

The City of Crowell is also 
under water restrictions, as is 
Rule, which instituted Stage 1 
recently.

In other business, the city 
council reappointed Dr. Zeke 
Duke as Mayor Pro-Tern, and 
reappointed Joe Barnard to the 
NCTMWA board. The council 
also approved the police depart­
ment’s new policy manual.

The council also voted to re­
new its employment contract 
with Roberts, who has served 
as city administrator for the past 
year. Roberts’ contract was ex­
tended two years.

The bulk of the rainfall in the 
county came on June 14 when 
a storm dumped 1.04 inches of 
precipitation. Just over half an 
inch fell on June 12 and June

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else. It is the “illusion of An­
gus.” Their reputation for grad­
ing higher has soaked into our 
psychomoseeze.

Conditions 
‘norm al’: 
hot, dry with 
high winds

There’s good news and bad 
news when it comes to vegeta­
ble and melon production in the 
Winter Garden area of South­
west Texas, according to a Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service ex­
pert.

“The crops are actually doing 
pretty good, though it’s getting 
extremely dry again,” said Dr. 
Larry Stein, AgriLife Extension 
horticulturist specialist, Uvalde.

“Our water tables are drop­
ping, and some of our wells are 
pumping a bit of air,” he said. 
“We need runoff to replenish riv­
ers and reservoirs, although we 
will finish the spring and sum­
mer crops okay.”

The situation is becoming 
reminiscent of last fall, when 
growers worried if they’d have 
enough water to plant and to get 
crops emerged, he said.

Two-minute MP3 Texas Crop 
& Weather Audio Report for 
June 19, 2012

Conditions varied widely in 
the rest of the state, according 
to weekly reports from AgriLife 
Extension county agents. Parts of 
North and East Texas were in ex­
cellent to good shape, with rains 
filling stock tanks and promoting 
crop growth.

Parts of the Panhandle, South 
Plains and Rolling Plains also 
received some rain, but in many 
cases it was accompanied by high 
winds and damaging hail. In Hale 
County, north of Lubbock, hail 
hammered about a quarter of the 
county’s 400,000 acres of cotton.

East of Lubbock, Motley 
County had winds gusting near 
90 mph. The winds, aided by 
hail, destroyed nearly all cot­
ton in the county, according to 
Ryan Martin, AgriLife Extension 
county agent.
