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Knox City moves to Stage 3 of drought plan

Make no mistake about it, the 
drought conditions that have blan­
keted much o f the southwestern U.S. 
have caught Knox County’s atten­
tion. Mainly because Knox County is 
dealing first-hand with the situation.

The Knox City City Council on 
Tuesday evening stepped up its re­
sponse to water concerns by approv­
ing a reolution that moves the com­
munity into Stage 3 o f its drought 
contingency plan. One o f five stages

on the plan, is deemed “critical”.
Knox City City Administrator 

Chad Roberts announced the coun­
cil’s decision Tuesday evening, and 
urged local residents to conserve wa­
ter whenever possible.

The move, which is done in order 
to conserve the available water sup­
ply and protect the integrity o f water 
supply facilities, will ramp up con­
servation efforts. The goal o f Stage 
3 is to reduce the overall daily water 
consumption rate by the city by 25 
percent.

As part o f the elevated staff, Knox

City residents will find themselves 
facing several new restrictions, in­
cluding the limitation o f water lawns 
to just one day per week. Residents 
with even house numbers are al­
lowed to water landscaped areas only 
on Sundays, while those residing in 
odd numbered homes can water on 
Saturdays.

Individuals irrigating from a water 
well, must place a sign on their prop­
erty stating that, “Irrigation is being 
done by Water Well.”

All use o f water related washing 
motor vehicles, motorbikes, boats.

trailers, airplanes or other vehicle 
are absolutely prohibited. The fill­
ing, refilling, or adding o f water to 
swimming pools, wading pools and 
jacuzzi-type pools is prohibited.

Also,the operation o f any orna­
mental fountain or pond for aesthet­
ic or scenic purposes is prohibited 
except where necessary to support 
aquatic life and where such fountains 
or ponds are equipped with a recircu­
lation system.

In addition, the application for 
new, additional, expanded, or in- 
creased-in-size water service connec­

tions, meters, service lines, pipeline 
extensions, mains, or water service 
facilities o f any kind shall be ap­
proved, and time limits for approval 
o f such applications are hereby sus­
pended for such time as this drought 
response stage or a higher-numbered 
stage shall be in effect.

Any employee o f the City of Knox 
City, police officer, or other City em­
ployee designated by the Mayor, may 
issue a citation to a person he/she 
reasonably believes to be in violation 
o f water conservation measures.

Wetter fall 
could be in

An El Nino currently de­
veloping in the tropical Pa­
cific could mean an improved 
agricultural outlook for all of 
Texas, according to Dr. John 
Nielsen-Gammon, state clima­
tologist and regents professor 
at Texas A&M University.

“An El Nino refers to unusu­
ally high tropical temperatures 
which shift the pattern of tropi­
cal convection, and usually 
leads to a cool and wet winter 
for Texas,” Nielsen-Gammon 
said.

Though an El Nino’s effects 
are usually stronger in southern

bloodmobile will be at the 
Knox County Hospital on 
Tuesday, Sept. 4 from 1 p.m. 
until 6 p.m..

Blood donors are needed 
on a daily basis to take care 
of patients with a variety of 
medical needs and condi­
tions. The need for a blood 
transfusion is usually imme­
diate, and adequate supply of 
all blood types that has been 
processed and tested must be 
available at all times. There is 
no artificial substitute for hu­
man blood. All blood products

used for blood transfusions 
must come from volunteer 
donors. Meek Blood Center 
supplies all of the blood used 
for patient care at seven­
teen area hospitals covering 
fourteen counties, including 
Knox County Hospital.

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K nox C ounty  sees 
rise in  percentage  
o f  college graduates

Knox County has experienced 
a brain gain in the last 40 years, 
joining the rest of the country in 
what has been a massive increase 
in the number of adults who have 
earned college degrees.

In 1970, 4.5 percent of those 
over 25 years of age had college 
degrees in Knox County. By 
2010, 12.9 percent of adults here 
had completed college.

The percentage of adults with 
college degrees in Knox County 
was less than the national aver­
age of 27.9 percent in 2010. The 
college-educated rate here was 
less than the Texas average of 
25.8 percent.

The number of adults in the 
United States with college de­
grees has nearly tripled since 
1970, when only 10.7 percent 
of adults had graduated from 
college. But the percentage of 
adults with degrees in rural 
counties, such as Knox County, 
while increasing, has generally 
fallen behind the proportion of 
college-educated residents in ur­
ban counties.

The loss of young, well- 
educated residents has posed a 
long-standing difficulty for rural 
communities.

“One of the problems that ru­
ral areas face is that in order to 
get a college education, young 
people often have to leave,” says 
Judith Stallmarm, an economist 
at the University of Missouri. 
“Once you leave, that introduces 
you to other opportunities that 
you might not have seen had you 
not left.”

The good news for rural 
America is that it has caught up 
in every other measure of educa­
tion.

In 1970,7.8 percent of adults 
in rural counties had some edu­
cation after high school, but less 
than a college degree. By 2010, 
27.4 percent of rural adults had 
attained some post high school

education without earning a col­
lege diploma. That level of edu­
cation was close to the national 
average of 28.1 percent.

In Knox County, 7.0 percent 
of adults had some college in 
1970, rising to 24.4 percent in 
2010. The Texas average in 2010 
was 28.3 percent. Knox County 
had 3,704 adults (those over 25 
years of age) in 1970 and 2,724 
adults in 2010.

Overall, Stallmann says, the 
trends show that “rural people 
have responded to the demand 
for increased job skills by the 
increasing their post secondary 
education.”

Only 24.5 percent of the 
adult population in Knox County 
had failed to graduate from high 
school in 2010. Nationally 15 
percent of adults had not com­
pleted high school; in Texas, the 
rate was 20.0 percent.

Mark Partridge, a rural econ­
omist at Ohio State University, 
says that regional differences in 
college graduation rates have in­
creased in recent years. Partridge 
said his studies have found that 
rural counties and counties with 
small cities in the South and 
West didn’t fare as well as those 
in the Midwest and Northeast 
in attracting college graduates. 
Even though the Sunbelt has 
seen tremendous growth over 
the past few decades, the South’s 
rural counties haven’t kept up in 
terms of attracting adults with 
college degrees.

But the problem of keeping 
college graduates in rural Ameri­
ca is a national issue and one that 
is also enduring.

Missouri economist Stall­
mann said this is a reflection of 
the kinds of jobs that are gener­
ally available in rural commu­
nities. If there are fewer jobs 
demanding college degrees in a 
community, there are likely to be 
fewer college graduates.

his 6th grade class, he drove by 
the pasture.

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Distraction is a handy manage­
ment tool for pain and children, 
not that children are ever exactly 
manageable.

them, they can take control. Do I 
really want to watch a 5-year-old 
play smartphone archery for more 
than, shall we say, 20 games?

Knox City received some welcome rain on Monday as a 
downpour left large puddles of water on several streets. 
Forecasters are exoecting a wetter fall for much of Tex­
as.

WET
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parts of the state along the Gulf 
Coast, it generally causes shifts 
in weather patterns for the en­
tire state, he said.

“It’s a nice switch from the 
last couple of years, which were 
La Nifla events which generally 
favor dry conditions,” he said.

La Nina episodes are when 
the tropical Pacific tempera­
tures are lower than average, he 
said.

Unfortunately for the Mid­
west and Mississippi Valley, 
an El Nino generally “signals” 
a drier-than-normal winter, ac­
cording to Nielsen-Gammon.

Currently, tropical Pacific 
temperatures are about 0.5 to 
1.0 degree Celsius (0.9 to 1.8 
degrees Fahrenheit) above nor­
mal, Nielsen-Gammon said.

“Right now, it looks like a 
weak to moderate one,” he said. 
Tt would have be 1.5 to 2 de­
grees (2.7 to 3.6 degrees Fahr­
enheit) above normal to get a 
strong one.”

But even a weak-to-mod- 
erate El Nino should have a

pronounced effect o f this fall’s 
winter weather, he said.

“I just want to emphasize 
that wet conditions from an 
El Nino are not a sure thing, 
just like dry conditions with 
La Nina are not a sure thing,” 
he said. “Last year, we saw La 
Nina conditions, but we ended 
up having above-normal rain­
fall across the state.

“For the sake of West Tex­
as, I hope this El Nino comes 
through for us and gives us wet 
weather, but there’s no guaran­
tee of that.”

North Atlantic temperatures 
are still running high, which is 
“a strike against us, especially, 
for summer for fall,” Nielsen- 
Gammon said. “But sometime 
around November, statistically 
the Pacific starts to take over, 
having a bigger effect on our 
weather.”
