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K C  man pleads Munday 66, Hamlin 13 
guilty in death 
of grandson

BENJAM IN —  A  Knox City man has 
pleaded guilty in the case of his 5-year-old 
grandsons death on June 15,2008.

Allen Dean Rhodes, 58, entered his plea to 
one charge o f criminally neghgent homicide 
before District Judge W illiam H. Heatly on 
Nov. 28 in 50th 
District Court.

Rhodes has been 
indicted twice by 
a local grand jury 
in the case, first in 
December 2010 
and then again this 
past September 
following his arrest 
for trying to sell 
a controlled sub­
stance to an under­
cover officer.

After posting a
$25,000 bond, Rhodes was released from jail 
shortly after his most recent arrest.

According to officials Rhodes and his wife, 
Janice, who also was indicted in the case of 
their grandson’s death, were the legal guard­
ians of the child, Trevor Austin Tears.

Former county 
official charged with 
embezzling funds

BENJAM IN —  A  Knox County wom­
an accused of taking more than $20,000 in 
county funds has pleaded not guilty in district 
court to charges of theft by a public servant.

Michelle Solis Esquivel, 42, o f Knox City 
turned herself into 
sheriff’s officials 
Oct. 25. She was 
arraigned Nov. 28 
in 50th District 
Court in Paducah 
before Judge W il­
liam H . Heatly 
and entered a not 
guilty plea.

According to the 
grand jury indict­
ment, Esquivel is 
accused o f embez- 
zhng more than
$20,000 but less than $100,000 from Knox 
County’s “hot check fund” between Dec. 23, 
2008, and Nov. 4,2011.

She had worked as the administrator o f the 
“hot check fund” and as the county judge’s 
and county attorney’s secretary for a number

ABILENE —  The Munday Moguls added one 
more win to their perfect 11-0 record Saturday with 
a 66-13 win over the Hamlin Pied Pipers in Wylie 
Bulldog Stadium.

Turnovers and interceptions broke up plays on 
both sides, but it was the heavily favored Moguls 
who gained the most when things didn’t always go 
as planned.

The regional semifinal match started with a turn­
over when Munday linebacker Ryder Cude recovered 
Hamlin’s fumbled first snap.

Four plays later the Moguls were on the board with 
a 5-yard touchdown run from running back Roddrick

Taylor, who then scampered untouched into the end 
zone to add extra points.

The Moguls never lost the lead. It’s their style.
O n defense, Cude kept getting it right, making 16 

tackles and recovering one more fumble.
Taylor covered the most ground for the Munday 

offense, racking up 124 yards mshing and 83 receiv­
ing in the sunny afternoon game.

Defensive end Jake Myers turned two intercep­
tions into touchdowns.

“I felt like our offensive line came off the ball re­
ally well.

Seymour man dies in Knox County accident

BEN JA M IN  —  A  Seymour 
man killed in a one-vehicle crash 
early M onday m orning was not 
wearing his seat belt, according to 
state investigators.

David A nthony Lamb, 26, 
was westbound on U.S. 82 about 
five miles west o f Benjamin near 
Farm -to-M arket Road 267 South 
in central Knox C ounty when 
the white 2003 Dodge four-door 
pickup he was apparently driving 
left the roadway.

“Lamb failed to negotiate a 
curve, causing the vehicle to skid 
across the eastbound lane, into the 
south barrow ditch and overturned 
through a fence,” said Senior

Trooper S parl^  Dean, spokes­
man for the D epartm ent o f Public 
Safety in Abilene.

Investigators believe the acci­
dent happened about 2 a.m. M on­
day.

Dean said the victim was not 
wearing a seat belt and was ejected 
from the vehicle.

Knox C ounty Justice o f the 
Peace Vonnie Ivey pronounced the 
body about 8:30 a.m. She said the 
man has relatives living in Knox 
County.

Texas Highway Patrol Cpl. Nick 
Jimenez continues to investigate 
the accident. H e said the weather 
that night was dry and clear.

Funeral arrangements were 
pending w ith Sm ith Family Fu­
neral Homes in Munday.

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Levels at Millers Creek now ^critical^
Retrenching watershed, 
refurbishing wells both on the table

MUNDAY —  Like sweet­
hearts sipping on the same 
drink at a soda fountain, more 
than one town is sueking water 
out of Millers Creek reservoir.

If rain doesn’t fall to break 
the eurrent drought, the lake 
level could drop low enough 
to cut off the supply of water. 
Imagine a louder sucking sound 
than straws reaching the end of 
a shared chocolate malt.

Not that the North Central 
Texas Municipal Water Au­
thority would let the system 
suck air. But when die water 
level drops below the lowest

inlet in the intake pipe, the lake 
might as well be empty as far 
as participating municipali­
ties and water corporations are 
concerned. ^

“At some point we reach the 
bottom inlet that we can pump 
from,” said David Kuehler, 
general manager of the water 
district. “At that level we can’t 
draw water out of our lake.” 

The lake was a 27.74 percent 
of its capacity Wednesday.

The loss of water, mostly to 
evaporation but also to usage, 
has occurred over time.

“The last time our lake was 
full was Aug. 5, 2007,” Kue­
hler said. “It was real close to 
full that day —  98.6 percent.”

On July 29, 2007, the per­
centage was 99.92 —  full 
enough to lap at the top of the 
wall that dams Millers Creekt
and maintains the reservoir.

But most forecasters are 
predicting no quick end to the 
present drought. Two very hot 
summers io a row and an ac­
companying general lack of 
rain has hit Knox County and 
the surrounding region espe­
cially hard.

What to do?
Water officials would like to 

constmct a canal to increase the 
watershed of the lake— not all 
the time but when hearty rains

Nov. 7, but changed that plea 
during a court appearance 
Nov. 28.

Rhodes is expected to ap­
pear again before Judge Heat- 
ly after the first of the year to 
await the punishment phase 
of the trial.

District Attorney David 
Hayek said Rhodes faces up 
to two years in prison for the 
neghgent death charge and up 
to 20 years for the drug charge 
and up to a $10,000 fine.

bad either.
“The defense really con­

trolled the game, put the of­
fense on short fields,” Corc­
oran said.

Saturdays temperature 
reached a near-record 81 de­
grees. A  stifiF breeze blew from 
the south, snapping the purple, 
gold and white Mogul flags 
atop the west section of the 
stadium and the green H am ­
lin flags above visitor seating 
across the field.

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fall. It’s a plan that can’t pro­
ceed without the approval of 
the Texas Commission on En­
vironmental Quality.

The state agency has a repu­
tation for being tougher than 
the federal government’s En­
vironmental Protection Agen­
cy, but water needs are great 
across the area, and Kuehler is 
hopefiil the proposal will gain 
the necessary approval.

“We have a water-right ap­
plication that will be filed in the 
next 60 days with TCEQ, try­
ing to get permission to scalp 
Lake Creek,” he said.

“Scalp” means taking the 
top off running water when it 
reaches a certain level.

“It’s strictly taking the top off 
a flood,” Kuehler said. “It will 
effectively increase our drain­
age area by about 50 percent.”

The canal would run from 
Lake Creek north to Brushy 
Creek.

“A dam across Lake Creek 
would make part of the water 
go into Brushy Creek, which 
goes into Millers Creek,” Kue­
hler said.

The dam would function to 
divert water only after signifi­
cant rainfall and runoff.

The canal is a little red strip 
that looks good stuck on the 
map on the wall near Kuehler’s 
office. Otherwise, it doesn’t 
exist. Even if TCEQ approves 
the idea, the structure will take 
years to build. Meanwhile, the 
water district has implemented 
stage two of its own conserva­
tion measures that impact all 
member cities and residents. 
Stage two calls for a 15-percent 
reduction in water use.

“Our Stage Two trigger for 
our drought plan is 7,500 acre 
feet,” Kuehler

said. “Before it rained in 
September, we were at 6,633 
acre feet.”

On Wednesday, the Water 
Data for Texas website showed 
the Millers Creek

acre-feet reading at 7,418.
An acre-foot is a measure 

of volume the same as an acre 
one-foot thick —  325,853 gal­
lons, more or less.

Eleven cities and water sup­
ply corporations use water from 
the reservoir, but not every user 
is totally dependent on the lake 
water.

“Four of ftiem mix well wa­
ter,” Kuehler said.

Each entity takes its own 
measures to respond to the wa­

ter district’s stage two status.
“Each one of them has their 

own water-conservation plan,” 
Kuehler said.

Naturally, the cities with 
working water wells are in 
better position to deal with ftie 
d ro u ^ t than those without 
well water. Both Knox City 
and Munday have wells, but 
neither city is able to use them. 
The wells don’t meet TCEQ 
standards.

When stage two conserva­
tion measures went into place, 
the water district worked with 
both cities to investigate put­
ting the water wells back into 
service.

“It’s not impossible to do it,” 
Kuehler said.

But it’s not easy.
“There’s the right way and 

the wrong way and their way,” 
he said, referring to TCEQ. 
“You have to do it their way.”

In Knox City, two of the 
city’s three wells date from the 
1930s.

“We uncapped the old wells,” 
Knox City Administrator Chad 
Roberts said. “They don’t meet 
TCEQ standards.”

Knox City has applied for 
a Community Development 
Block Grant to rejuvenate the 
\yell field and has another grant 
pro^osai'in the works.

“We are in the process of ap­
plying for an emergency TDA 
(Texas Department of Agri­
culture) grant,” Roberts said. 
“We have high hopes of getting 
that.”

The grant would fund the 
drilling of a new well and con­
struction of a new chlorination 
system, Roberts said.

“When those engineers 
come in, they’re going to dig 
us a good well,” he said.

For now, the city water con­
servation plan —  already in 
stage three— prohibits anyone 
dependent on city water from 
using sprinkler systems to wa­
ter grass.

Hand-held hoses are al­
lowed.

“You have to have the hose 
in your hand,” Roberts said.

Rain would solve every­
thing.

“Pray for rain,” he said. 
“Water is going to be like liquid 
gold around here if it doesn’t 
rain.”

In Munday, the situation is 
similar.

“Unless we get some really 
good rainfall and some runoff 
into Millers Creek, we’re go­
ing to be in the same shape we 
were last year —  maybe not as 
good,” said Munday City Man­

ager R icl^ Ake. “Water con­
servation is something that’s 
on the front burner.”

Water use is down in Mun­
day.

“The citizens have done areal 
good job,” Ake said, noting a 
drop in daily use from 240,000 
gallons a day to 160,000.

“It’s been eight to 10 years 
since we’ve put well water into 
our system,” Ake said. Like 
Knox City, Munday needs a 
new chlorination system and 
other improvements to start us­
ing well water again.

After the construction of 
Millers Creek reservoir, places 
like Knox City and Munday 
were on track never again to 
use well water.

“They thought, ‘Why go to 
the trouble of making the lake 
so we can get better quality wa­
ter and then turn around and use 
well water?”’ Kuehler said.

A problem with well water 
in the area is nitrates that make 
it unsuitable for very young 
children and women who are 
pregnant. Otherwise, nitrates 
are not considered harmful.

The cities of Goree, Haskell, 
Munday and Knox City own 
the North Central Texas Water 
Corp. Seven other users buy 
water from the corporation but 
don’t pay taxes to support it.

The cities of Aspermont, 
Benjamin, O’Brien, Rochester 
and Rule as well as two other 
entities —  the Rhineland Wa­
ter Supply Corp. and the Paint 
Creek Water Supply Corp. —  
are Millers Creek Lake water 
users.

Groundwater tables are drop­
ping across the region flie same 
way the lake is dropping.

“There are areas where the 
groundwater has pretty much 
disappeared,” Kuehler said.

Irrigation wells take a toll on 
groundwater, especially when 
drought conditions prevail.

The best solution to cure all 
water woes would be enough 
rainfall to replenish surface 
water and to curb the depletion 
of underground reserves.

In heu of such drought­
breaking rains, just enough 
rainfall to water cattle, sustain 
pastures and winter wheat and 
bring up the level o f Millers 
Creek Lake would help signifi­
cantly.

Even if the reservoir remains 
well below the level of the dam, 
any increase in the lake level 
could buy time to allow TCEQ 
and the Texas Department of 
Agriculture to approve applica­
tions for ways to improve mu­
nicipal and area water systems.
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This yearns cotton prices as 
disappointing as the drought

R H IN E L A N D  —  G ins 
are g inn ing , bu t th is 
y e a r’s co tton  crop is p ro v ­
ing no t to be m uch  better 
than  last y e a r ’s drought- 
year crop —  no t th a t any ­
one expected  it to  be. T his 
y e a r ’s g row ing  season 
w as also d isappo in ting ly  
dry —  the k ind  o f  w eather 
th a t’s n ice w hen  i t ’s tim e 
to  p ick  or strip  cotton . B ut 
the general lack  o f  m o is­
ture  is cause for unease 
across the spectrum  o f  
ag ricu ltu re , ranch ing  in ­
cluded.

The p rice  o f  co tton  is 
also reason  for concern , 
except for m ills buying  
the raw  product.

I t ’s a b u y e r’s m arket.
“C otton  p rices have 

been  stag n an t,” said  Stan 
B evers, ag ronom ist w ith  
the Texas A & M  A griL ife  
E x tension  Serivce in Ver­
non.

B evers keeps tabs on 
bo th  crop cond itions and 
prices.

“It is certainly better than 
last year, but th a t’s not say­
ing a whole heck o f  a lo t,” 
he said. “T hey’re trying to 
get it out and w ill continue 
to get it out over the next 
m onth.”

Gins in both O ’Brien and 
Rhineland are in full swing. 
The bale count at the end o f 
the day Tuesday in O ’Brien 
was 6,250. The Rhineland 
Gin had baled 22,500 by 
m id-m om ing Wednesday.

Farm ers in the area can 
expect to get a price in the 
60-cent range, Bevers said.

“I t’s been that way since 
June,” he said. “I t’s been 
kind o f  a boring situation.”

The reason prices are 
stuck where they are is, 
not surprisingly, an effect 
o f supply and demand. Too 
much supply.

“The amount o f  cot­
ton we have in the world 
is bad,” he said. “The last

USDA report as o f  N ovem ­
ber said we were going to 
carry over 80 m illion bales 
o f cotton.”

The United States, where 
few mills still operate, uses 
3.4 million bales annually, 
Bevers said.

“The carry-over in this 
country is going to be 6 mil­
lion,” he said.

The outlook for exporting 
cotton is not encouraging 
because o f the global carry­
over.

“Nobody is going to want 
to buy,” he said.

I f  Bevers has a message 
for cotton producers, it’s 
this: “There’s very little 
prospects for cotton prices 
to increase,” he said. “That’s

the take-home message right 
there.”

It’s a message that spawns 
a question. When it doesn’t 
pay to grow cotton, what 
crop can cotton farmers turn 
to?

“We’ve gotta do something 
this coming year,” Bevers 
said. “What are we going to 
grow? I f  you can fight off the 
hogs milo could be a crop in 
Knox and Haskell, just so we 
don’t have to plant cotton.” 

Peanuts is another alter­
nate crop, but the price of 
peanuts has been 

lackluster too.
“The price is not very 

good unless you contracted 
back in May or June,” Bev­
ers said.
