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Brine Lake Project Still Under Scrutiny

In a regular session of 
commissioners court M on­
day, an update on a proposal 
to develop Truscott Brine 
Lake to generate electric­
ity sparked speculation and 
raised questions.

The agenda covered other 
topics, from an'audit to re­
ports from the Texas De­
partment of Transporta­
tion and other entities, but 
the Brine Lake project, as 
proposed by Good Earth 
Mechanics of New Hamp­

shire, generated the most 
interest.

Miles Dabovich, district 
extension administrator for 
the Texas A6dVI AgriLife, 
unfamiliar with the rela­
tively unknown process of 
creating electricity from 
saltwater, asked for more 
information. Judge Travis 
Floyd gave a thumbnail ex­
planation of how salt water 
in shallow ponds naturally 
builds up heat that can be 
used to power electricity 
generating plants, all with­
out the need to replenish 
the salt.

Water woes, trash 
concern Monday officials

Munday City Council covered a lengthy agenda in 
regular session Tuesday, spending much of the two and 
one-half hour meeting talking about various water is­
sues.

Measure to clean up trash and to demolish abandoned 
derelict buildings also were points of discussion.

Also, applications are now available for anyone who 
would like to run for a city office. Terms are expiring for 
Mayor Robert Bowen and council members Ryan Cot- 
tingham and Trey Singleton, all of whom may choose to 
run again. The deadline for completing an application is 
March 1.

Rick Ake, city manager, alerted the council that tighter 
water restrictions are likely to go into place in 60 to 90 
days unless enough rain falls to put water into Millers 
Creek Reservoir, the source of water for Munday and 
other area municipalities.

A water leak at the golf course resulted in a sharp in­
crease in the amount of water used during the last month 
— an increase from the 15,000 to 18,000 gallons nor­
mally used to 48,000 gallons, Ake reported.

Charges for water and sewer and garbage services at 
the nursing home, under the direction of the hospital 
district since Dec. 10, have been a matter of concern to 
the hospital district, Ake said.

“We misread the meter in January,” he said. “They were 
questioning me very hard because we only sent them a 
bill for 35,000 gallons of water.”

The next month’s bill was greater, resulting in a discus­
sion of water use and charges for other city services.

“We didn’t agree to bill the garbage at cost,” Ake said. 
“Only the water.”

Regarding amounts normally used, Ake said the hos­
pital district should not have been surprised at the num­
ber of gallons.

“I gave the people at the EDC (Economic Develop­
ment Corporation) all the history - usages and stuff,” 
Ake said. “The hospital district said they never saw any­
thing like that, that it was never talked about.”

Water also found its way into the discussion of Ake’s 
proposed budget for the coming year. W hen the city en­
forces water restrictions, the city makes less money from 
the sale of water.

“The overall trend for the budget ... we have lowered 
income,” Ake said. “Water is the biggest thing. Sales tax 
could be a problem. The budget for water collections that 
was set out in the original budget was $347,000. We’re 
going to push hard if we get $275,000.”

Ake told the council that the city planned to file 
charges against 11 people for theft of services for water 
amounting to $9,000.

“The ones that we’re filing on will be the people where 
it happened in the last year and a half,” Ake said.

Regarding derelict buildings, Ake reported that a new 
rule will allow the city to dispose of nuisance and aban­
doned buildings without following procedures previously 
required.

“We can probably start within the next two to three 
months taking care of these abandoned buildings,” he 
said. “We can get rid of these things without having to go 
through TCEQ_(Texas Commission on Environmental 
Quality). We don’t have to get an engineering firm to 
sanctify the process.”

Keep Munday Beautiful has agreed to partner with the 
city to clean up the area around the city lake, Ake said.

“We put a gate up on it yesterday,” he said. “It is a mess 
out there. People have continued to dump trash.”

In other business, the council agreed to cap the amount 
of money contributed by the city toward employee health 
insurance at $450 per employee per month, to authorize 
Ake to begin negotiations to possibly acquire property 
that borders the city yard, to organize a meeting for all 
entities that collect and utilize sales tax collected by the 
city to improve the business climate in Munday.

“We can’t draw manufacturing in,” Charles Grisham

Floyd talked mostly 
about his Jan. 24 trip to 
Waco to meet with George 
Nitschke of Good Earth 
and with the Brazos River 
Authority.

“The Red River Author­
ity is the one that handles 
the Brine Lake project,” 
Floyd said.

Good Earth believes get­
ting the Brazos River Au­
thority to buy into the proj­
ect is also important since 
the salty Brazos could also 
lend itself to the same sort 
of project, Floyd said.

“W hen the Truscott

Brine Lake project goes, it’s 
just going to be a matter of 
time until the Brazos River 
part of it goes,” Floyd said, 
remaining positive about 
the overall project despite 
obstacles that have slowed 
plans.

Floyd blamed politics for 
getting in the way.

“People in the air force 
and other parts of gov­
ernment have to throw a 
wrench in it,” he said. “We 
have to retool - take care of 
their concerns and then go 
at it again.”

One concern is that the

payback period will be too 
long and that Good Earth 
is a sole provider, unavoid­
able since other companies 
are not yet involved.

“The technology is not 
commercially available,” 
Floyd said. “This is the first 
of its kind. I t ’s going to be 
taken care of at some point, 
if Good Earth Mechanics 
doesn’t give up.”

Floyd indicated that 
Sen. John Cornyn’s office 
is becoming involved in a

Area Sales Tax Receipts Climb

Christmas can’t be mea­
sured in dollars and cents 
- except when it comes to 
retail sales and the result­
ing revenue the Yuletide 
season produces for gov­
ernment coffers. The lat­
est figures from the state 
comptroller tell a mixed 
story for Knox County and 
across the area for munici­
palities large and small.

Note: February sales tax 
receipts reflect December 
sales. Year-to-date figures 
represent November and 
December sales.

Both Munday and Knox 
City receipts show in­
creases in tax collected this 
year as compared to 2012. 
The year-to-date total for 
Knox City is up 13.7 per­
cent from 2012, and the 
February total is up 7.56 
percent from last February 
For Munday, the increase is 
less, with the year-to-date 
total up 7.77 percent from 
last year and the February 
total up 3.77 percent.

Amounts collected were 
$26,148.44, February, 
and $51,102.73, year-to- 
date, for Knox City and 
$18,219.83, February, and 
$32,384.88, year-to-date, 
for Munday.

Benjamin, Goree and 
O ’Brien show the greatest 
fluctuations in taxes col­
lected.

Both Benjamin and 
Goree receipts are down. 
In Goree, the year-to-date

total was down 38.3 per­
cent and the February total 
was down 38.34 percent 
compared to last year’s to­
tals. Benjamin showed less 
decrease — 9.0 percent 
down and 5.52 percent 
down, February and year- 
to-date, respectively 

O ’Brien year-to-date 
figures reflect higher No- 
vember-December sales 
in 2012 than the year be­
fore — up by 21.88 percent 
— but the February total 
alone reflects a worse De­
cember in 2012 than the 

before, down by 4.12

other area cities are both 
up and down.

Both Abilene and W ich­
ita Falls collected less sales 
tax in November and De­
cember in 2012 than in 
2011. Abilene percent­
ages of decline were 17.78 
percent, year-to-date, and 
13.92 percent for February, 
meaning less sales tax col­
lected in both November 
and December 2012 than 
the' year before. W ichita 
Falls showed smaller de­
creases - down 2.16 per­
cent down and 3.31 per­
cent down, respectively.

Tale of two cities
Population-wise, Munday is slightly larger than Knox 

City, with higher per capita and household incomes, but 
Knox City retail sales produce markedly more tax rev­
enue than retail sales in Munday

The website www.city-data.com reports Knox City’s 
2011 population as 1,142 compared to 1,305 for M un­
day.

The estimated per capita income in 2009 in Knox City 
was $17,781 compared to $22,941 in Munday, and the 
estimated median household income in Munday in 2009 
was $32,958, compared to $22,393 in Knox City.

Based solely on population and income differences, 
Munday could be expected to bring in more sales tax 
revenue. It does not.

“I t’s basically the types of businesses that we have,” 
said Rick Ake, Munday city manager. “Our two biggest 
businesses sales-wise are tractor dealers. Ninety-five per­
cent of their business is tax-exempt (agricultural sales).”

Referring to Knox City’s involvement in the oilfield 
business, Ake noted that the oilfield is booming.

“That makes a difference,” he said.
Knox City also has more convenience stores, Ake 

said.

Learning to nap the right way

positive way and he also 
reiterated th a t Sheppard 
A ir Force Base in W ichita  
Falls is interested in pu r­
chasing electrical power 
produced by the lake to 
m eet its requirem ents 
for utilizing prescribed 
am ounts o f energy pro­
duced from  renewable 
resources. T he proj­
ect makes good sense and 
fits the current Am erican 
agenda to pursue green 
energy sources, Floyd 
said.

“T hey’re trying to clean 
up the rivers,” he said. 
“A nother thing, i t ’s going 
to create jobs. A nother 
thing, i t ’s going to create 
electricity.”

A  byproduct o f the p ro­
cess will be fresh water, 
Charles G riffith , Precinct 
2 commissioner, pointed 
out.

“T here’s going to be 
about a thousand gallons a 
m inute th a t’s going to be 
fresh water,” Floyd said. “I 
wish we had a p ipeline.”

“W h a t are they going to 
do w ith th a t fresh water?” 
asked Johnny Birkenfeld, 
Precinct 4 commissioner.

“I th ink  there’s ways 
o f getting  it from  them ,” 
Floyd said.

N atural features o f the 
T ruscott Brine Lake, 
particularly the clay soil, 
make it the logical place 
for G ood E arth  to launch 
its project.

“T he ponds won’t have 
to have liners,” said Janet 
Reed, Floyd’s adm inistra­
tive assistant.

“T here’s no under­
ground aquifers to be 
contam inated,” G riffith  
said.

Floyd said he assured 
Cornyn’s office th a t the 
proposal from  Good 
E arth  M echanics has 
com m unity support.

In  other business, the 
report o f an audit by Jerry 
Lowe, CPA, included no 
discoveries o f malfeasance 
but produced a suggestion 
th a t employees not be al­
lowed to use a county 
credit card for personal 
use even when such ex­
penses are reimbursed.

“Employees used the 
county credit card to

charge personal expenses 
and then  later reimbursed 
the county for it,” Lowe’s 
representative said. “We 
just though t it would be a 
good suggestion to make 
a policy. As auditors we 
try to th ink  w hat could go 
wrong. I t ’s not an audit 
for fraud .”

In  the same vein, dur­
ing the consideration o f 
accounts payable, bills, 
financial statem ents and 
the budget for 2012 and 
2013, Floyd expressed his 
opinion th a t all receipts 
should include descrip­
tions o f the goods or ser­
vices purchased — not just 
the am ounts.

Dabovich, in his com ­
m ents regarding the ex­
tension service, included 
com pliments for Lorrie 
Coop for her safety p ro ­
grams for bo th  children 
and adults.

“She’s working w ith 
some grant money to get 
people car seats, the prop­
er ones to m atch their 
children,” Dabovich said.

Dabovich also talked 
about the way the exten­
sion service is helping 
the state m eet needs for a 
qualified workforce.

“N ot every single child 
is going to a four-year in ­
stitu tion ,” he said. C om ­
panies are looking for peo­
ple to work. I t ’s im portant 
th a t we start developing a 
youth workforce.”

Dabovich expressed 
his appreciation for the 
county’s support o f  exten­
sion work.

“Extension is in 254 
counties in the state,” he 
said. “W e wouldn’t be in 
any o f them  if  it weren’t 
for the commissioners 
courts. I th ink  this p ro­
gram in Knox C ounty is 
going to continue to be a 
good one.”

“O ne th ing th a t’s be­
coming epidemic is tex­
ting and driving,” she 
said.

She reported current 
statistics.

“Nearly one in four 
crashes involved driver 
distraction in Texas,” she 
said. “T he burden o f talk­
ing on a cell phone, even if 
i t ’s hands-free, it saps the 
brain o f 39 percent o f en­
ergy you would ordinarily 
devote to safe driving. I t ’s 
the same as .08 alcoho l.... 
I t ’s very im portant to T x­
D O T  th a t we m aintain a 
safe system .”

Lina Trevino reported 
on cases handled by her 
office, from  D W I offenses 
to possession o f marijuana 
and thefts by check.

“People who get charges 
filed (for ho t checks) ig­
nore notices,” Trevino 
said. “W e do get a pretty 
good am ount o f returned 
checks that come through 
our office bu t they never 
get filed.”

Payments can be ar­
ranged to help people 
avoid being charged w ith 
theft by check, she said.

Trevino also noted that 
the state is increasingly 
suspending drivers licens­
es now for offenses besides 
driving while intoxicated, 
the offense commonly as­
sociated w ith licenses sus­
pensions.

In  o ther business, com ­
missioners approved Tara 
C ottingham  and Pam 
D uke to serve on the 
Knox C ounty C hild W el­
fare Board, heard a Texas 
Association o f Counties 
risk control report and a 
report from  Jeri Coplen, 
com m unity development 
director.
