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Therwhanger Headed to Quilt Show

A nn Therwhanger has 
never been a quilter, and 
she’s not about to start now. 
But she’ll be selling an array

were already sacked and 
stacked by the beginning o f 
this week, ready for her to 
take to the yearly event at 
the old Goree School. Th- 
erwhanger, a retired school­
teacher, has found her tal­
ent is to appreciate, collect 
and sell the work o f others 
instead o f making things 
herself

“I just strip and stain,” she 
said, referring to the work 
she does to bring old items 
o f furniture back to life. “I ’m 
not good at the handwork.”

N ot that working on old 
furniture isn’t also hand­
work, but i t ’s different from 
sewing, quilting, crocheting

and embroidering — the 
skills that will take the spot­
light at the Goree event.

Therwhanger wouldn’t 
miss the show. I t ’s just the 
right kind of place for her 
to offer all her quilt-related 
items. She expects her sam­
plers to sell well.

“I have a lot o f nice sam­
plers (needlepoint and em ­
broidered pieces that say 
things like “H om e Sweet 
H om e”), really nice ones,” 
she said. “They’re hom e­
made.”

For Therwanger, dealing in 
handcrafts and antiques is a 
second career, not that she’s 
ever quite let go o f the first. 
In  the antiques business, her 
moniker is “Schoolmarm,” 
and when she had her own 
store in Munday, School- 
marm was the name o f the 
business. (The L i’l Red H en 
now occupies the spot.) L at­
er, she and another dealer 
teamed up at M emories of 
M unday (now the clothing 
store Casa Blanca), but Th­

Schoolmarm there too.
Therwhanger took no 

breather between teaching 
and launching her follow­
up career.

“D idn’t want one,” she 
said.

In fact, there was an over­
lap. She’d already established 
her business and was open 
on Saturdays during the last 
few months o f her teaching 
career.

Now that she’s no longer 
a full-time business owner, 
Therwhanger is dabbling in 
teaching once again — not at 
school and not full-time but 
helping w ith a junior high- 
age youth group W ednesday 
nights at church. I t ’s an age 
not everyone likes to deal 
w ith, but i t ’s Therwhanger’s 
favorite.

“I hope I can impress 
them  to be careful o f the 
choices they make because 
the consequences last for­
ever,” she said.

Louis Baty ex­
plained that Faulks has 
taken a job in the corporate 
world but will still help 
Knox C ity H igh School 
w ith this year’s yearbook 
even after his relocation.

Norwood, who works

A look at
Knox City Cemetery

The Feb. 7 issue o f the 
News-Courier introduced 
a series on local cemeteries 
w ith a story about Johnson 
M emorial Cem etery west 
o f M unday on State 222. 
The story emphasized the 
history o f the cemetery, 
telling about the pioneer 
family that donated the 
land both for the cemetery 
and for a church on the 
same property that func­
tioned during the week as 
one o f the county’s first 
schools.

This week’s installment 
focuses on Knox City 
Cemetery, bringing atten­
tion to one particular grave 
“  the final resting place of 
a soldier killed in France in 
W orld W ar I.

Every gave represents a 
life and a story. Brief facts 
carved into tombstones 
yield more information

through research; an as­
tounding am ount o f data 
readily accessible via vari­
ous Internet sites facilitates 
the process, as is evidenced 
by this week’s story about 
Charles Leroy Teague, 
1895-1918.

The commercial site 
www.findagrave.com con­
tains information about 
graves and often includes 
obituaries and pictures of 
the deceased as well. The 
site www.ancestry.com re­
quires a membership but 
offers a free trial.

The quest for inform a­
tion and the opportunity 
to view a grave and take a 
picture and perhaps leave 
flowers or take rubbings 
from gravestones takes 
some researchers on jour­
neys across the country to 
locate deceased people of 
interest to them , usually 
relatives.

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The boys in particular are 
pulled both directions, Ther- 
whanger said — told they’re 
too young to do some things 
and told the next minute 
they’re too old to do other 
things.

I f  they’re like many o f Th- 
erwhanger’s other students, 
they’ll grow up but won’t 
outgrow her. Therwhanger 
stays in touch w ith many of 
her former pupils and counts 
on them  to help her w ith 
different aspects o f her an­
tiques business, w hether i t ’s 
loading up items purchased 
at an estate sale or unload­
ing furniture at her house, 
where she works on various 
pieces in her carport.

“They’re so good to help 
me if  they see I need help,” 
she said. “O r I can pick up 
the phone and call them. 
That was one o f the benefits 
o f teaching.”

Anson A ntique M all is 
one place Therwhanger sells 
some o f her furniture and 
other items. She works three 
days a m onth at the business, 
a place where several dealers 
rent space and share the re­
sponsibilities o f selling.

She’s also a regular exhibi­
to r at M unday Trade Days, a 
m onthly event at the M u n ­
day Events C enter that will 
resume in the spring.

Auctions, flea markets and 
garage sales are the places 
Therwhanger finds m ost o f 
her items for resale. She also 
deals in some new m erchan­
dise.

Therwhanger collects 
some things just for her­
self — spiritual figurines 
and, not surprisingly, school 
memorabilia.

“I have seven desks and 
seven bells,” she said.

Bob Therwhanger, her late 
husband, taught school for 
ten years before he switched 
to farming. H e died in 
2010.

“Bob was a really good 
teacher,” she said.

The couple’s two sons live 
out o f state — Barry Ther­
whanger in Illinois, where 
he works for M enards, a 
lumber company, and Bobby 
Therwhanger in Alabama, 
where he works for Sm ith 6c 
Sons Feed.

Blood dtive in 
Knox City Feb. 27
Recent changes have lifted 
restrictions, streamlined 
donation process

The M eek Blood Center bloodm obile will 
be at Knox County Hospital on Wednesday, 
February 27 from 1 p.m. until 6 p.m. “One 
hundred eight pints o f  lifesaving blood were 
donated at com m unity blood drives at the 
hospital in 2012,” said Frances Baker, donor 
recruiter for M eek Blood Center.

“I would like to extend my heartfelt ap­
preciation to the donors on behalf o f  those 
whose lives were saved or im proved as a 
result o f  their w illingness to give blood,” 
Baker continued.

Recent changes have been made that will 
stream line the donation process. There are 
now thirteen fewer screening questions and 
there are only eighteen m edications that will 
tem porarily or perm anently defer a donor. 
Donors do not have to bring a list o f m edi­
cations, since there is no longer a need for 
docum entation.

There is now a two year deferral after com ­
pletion o f treatm ent for m ost types o f  cancer 
(previously 5 years). There is no deferral fol­
lowing a tattoo or piercing if  the procedure 
was done in a State o f  Texas licensed facil­
ity.

Those who have eligibility questions can 
speak w ith a M eek Blood Center technician 
at 325-670-2798.

The impression made upon 
the hard-pressed French by 

t^this seemingly inexhaustible 
^jlood o f gleaming youth in its 
firs t maturity o f health and 
vigour was prodigious. None

new world at the tops o f their 
voices, burning to reach the 
bloody field, the French Head­
quarters were thrilled with  
the impulse o f riew life....

A  military m otif — crossed 
rifles — and a brief epitaph 
on a tall gray granite marker 
in the Knox C ity Cemetery 
say very little and very much 
at the same time.

Close by are the graves 

o f his parents and some of 
his siblings, including E d­
gar H . Teague and Loyce 
C. Teague, who also served 
in W orld W ar I but, unlike 
their brother, survived.

Teague’s marker recalls 
a time when many young 
American farm boys fought 
and died in France. Incon­
gruously, the line from a 
lighthearted war era song

cornes to mind: “H ow  ya
gonna keep ‘em down on the 
farm after they’ve seen Pa- 
ree?”

Teague him self didn’t see 
peacetime Paris after the 
signing o f the Armistice on 
N o« 11, 1918. H e’d fallen 
in battle a m onth before in 
little St. Etienne. Someone 
familiar w ith W orld W ar 
I m ight remember that St. 
Etienne refers not to the city 
in Central France but rather 
to the small town on the 
south bank of a rivulet name 
Ames and that the taking of 
nearby Blanc M ont Ridge 
was one of the bloodiest 
battles o f the war, w ith over 
4,000 men killed or wound­
ed in the hard-fought attack 
against the long-entrenched 
G erm an forces. Accounts o f 
the battle from many sourc­
es are posted on various 
In ternet sites, putting the 
information at everyone’s 
fingertips.

D usting off a scholarly 
tome at the library is still a 
way to delve deep into his­
tory, but the Internet makes 
the research process swifter, 
pulling together various 
sources on any topic, includ­
ing everything happening on 
Oct. 8, the day Teague died 
in the battle at St. Etienne a 
Ames, when young soldiers 
from  Texas and Oklahoma
— called “cowobys and Ind i­
ans” by some — routed the 
Germans at great cost.

Teague’s gravestone iden­
tifies him  as a member of 
Com pany K o f the 142nd 
Infantry. Research into the 
history o f the 142nd Infan­
try Regiment reveals that 
the insignia o f the 142nd is 
a fragm ented church steeple
— the one that belongs to

the church at St. Etienne a 
Armes. The Allies fired on 
the steeple to eliminate a 
Germ an machine gunner 
who was firing with great ef­
fectiveness from the vantage 
point.

The steeple today? The 
easy answer comes from  the 
Internet. A  virtual tour of St. 
Etienne a Ames via Google 
Earth shows the steeple w ith 
no damage and the church 
in good shape, apparently 
restored after W orld W ar I, 
when peace returned to the 
w ar-torn town.

W h at happened in St. 
Etienne on Oct. 8, 1918, 
the strategic importance of 
the battle, the story behind 
the 142nd Infantry Regi­
m ent and its insignia — all 
the accounts and images fit 
together to provide a context 
for the day when Charles 
Leroy Teague fell in battle. 
I t ’s information that ex­
pands the few words carved 
into granite in the Knox City 
Cemetery.

A  picture o f Teague in his 
doughboy uniform is posted 
on www.ancestry.com, a ge­
nealogy website.

There he stands, a young 
man from Knox County, 
bound for his rendezvous 
w ith death at age 23 at St. 
Etienne, France, a place to 
be recorded on his grave­
stone as if  everyone should 
remember the battle.

The tall grave marker is 
tangible and the epitaph 
succinct; the In ternet is 
cloud-like, anything but suc­
cinct and not necessarily ac­
curate. But for anyone who 
wants to interpret the m ini­
mal information on Teague’s 
gravestone and others like it, 
cyberspace holds many sto­
ries — information that gives 
meaning to hyphens between 
dates and sheds light on far­
away places like St. Etienne 
on the Ames.

Corrections
Last week’s News-Courier 

erroneously reported that the 
terms of city council members 
Ryan Cottingham and Trey 
Singleton are expiring. They 
are not. Instead, the terms of 
Traci Blair and Keith Kuehler 
are expiring. Places held by 
Cottingham, Singleton and 
Charles Grisham will expire 
next year. As reported, the term 
of Mayor Robert Bowen is 
expiring. Anyone, incumbent or 
challenger, who wishes to file 
for either place on the council 
or to run for the mayor’s office 
must file an application before 
the 5 p.m., March 1 deadline. 
There is no filing fee.

The election is slated for 
Saturday, May 11. School board 
elections will be the same 
day. The same filing deadline 
applies.

Reporter’s note: The 
byline on the story about the 
city council meeting was also 
in error. The meeting was 
covered by me, Hanaba Munn 
Welch — not Wayne Hodgin, 
editor. The above-mentioned 
error was mine. Not only do I 
sometimes make mistakes, but 
it also should be said that the 
best way to know what goes on 
in city council meetings is to 
attend. Rick Ake, city manager, 
would agree. “The more there, 
the better,” he said. “It allows 
everyone to know what is going 
on and what does take place.”

As a reporter, I try to be 
accurate and to report items 
of business that are of most 
interest and importance. But 
never is there enough space to 
fully report every action taken 
and every topic discussed. For 
a greater understanding of what 
it takes to run a small city, sit in 
on a city council meeting. It’s 
your privilege.
