Officials w ith U.S. D epartm ent o f A g­
riculture announced a $2.7 million rural 
developm ent grant was awarded to the 
Knox C ounty  W ater Supply Corp. to help 
fund a pipeline th a t would tie onto the

M illers Creek supply line east o f Knox 
C ity  at C ounty  Road 4419. T he pipeline 
would run north  to C em etery Road, west 
to Highway 222 and the O ld  6666 loca­
tion and south to service some o f northern  
Haskell County.

M em bers o f the Knox C ounty  Rural 
W S C , a nonprofit business incorporated 
in 2011, had hoped the governm ent-fund­
ed grant would be approved because o f the 
extreme drought situation.

John Powell, area director for the U S- 
DA’s Rural D evelopm ent program , said the 
grant was intended to serve rural A m eri-

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Peanut yields average or above

W ith  about 120,000 to 125,000 acres 
harvested, and about average yields, this 
year’s peanut crop is certainly much better 
than it has been the past few growing sea­
sons, according to a Texas A & M  AgriLife 
Extension Service expert.

“Starting off, it was geared to be an above- 
average year, but I feel a rough August cost 
us a little bit o f yield,” said Jason W ood­
ward, AgriLife Extension plant pathologist 
and statewide peanut specialist, Lubbock.

Peanuts require a lot o f water, as much as 
2 feet per acre, much o f which usually comes 
from irrigation, he said. But given pumping 
costs and water table levels and the need for

higher quality, growers also rely on rainfall 
to supplement irrigation, and August was 
drier and hotter than normal.

Still, W oodward expects yields to be in 
the range o f 3,800 to 4,200 pounds per 
acre.

“Still a little above-average year, and 
much better off than we’ve been the last 
two years,” he said.

Peanut production in Texas peaked in 
the 1990s, w ith as much as 300,000 acres 
grown annually, he said. For the last 10 
years, competition for other crops, such 
as cotton, and the water needs o f peanuts, 
have brought the average yearly production 
down to about 125,000 acres.

In a medium bowd, whisk 

together the flour, baking soda, 
sea salt and cinnamon to com­
bine. Set aside.

In the bowl of an electric 
mixer, cream butter with white 
and brown sugar until light and 
fluffy. Add the eggs and vanilla 
and mix until combined.

Add the flour mixture to the 
butter mixer and combine on 
low speed.

Fold in the chocolate chips 
and marshmallows. Chill 
dough in refrigerator for 1 hour 
to overnight (I did one batch 
right away and another after 
chilling overnight and found 
there was no difference.)

Preheat the oven to 375 de­
grees. Line baking pans with 
parchment paper. I used one 
11x17 pan and one 9x13 pan 
but you can really use any sized 
pans you want.

Lay out graham crack­
ers side by side on the pans as 
close as possible (they should 
be touching). I used 16 graham 
cracker squares on one pan and

10 squares on another. Y)u may 
have to add or remove graham 
crackers according to how 
much dough you have. I f  you 
want your cookies thicker you 
wdll use more dough and less 
graham crackers.

Place tablespoons of dough 
on graham crackers about 
1 -  1 Vi inches apart. I aver­
aged about 1 1/2 tablespoons 
of dough per graham cracker 
square as seen in the picture 
above. Press down slightly with 
fingertips.

Bake for 5 minutes then re­
move from oven to press Her­
shey’s bar pieces on to the top. 
You can place as many pieces or 
as little as you want depending 
how much chocolate flavor you 
want.

Bake for an additional 5 - 7  
minutes or more if your cook­
ies are thicker. They will be 
done vsTien the edges begin to 
turn golden brown.

cut was a 221-foot Douglas fir tha t was 
displayed in 1950 at the N orthgate Shop­
ping C enter in Seattle, W ashington.

• T he traditional three colors o f C h ris t­
mas are green, red, and gold. G reen has 
long been a symbol o f life and rebirth; 
red symbolizes the blood o f C hrist, and 
gold represents light as well as wealth and 
royalty.

• T he w orld’s largest Christm as stock­
ing measured 106 feet and 9 inches 
(32.56 m) long and 49 feet and 1 inch 
(14.97 m) wide. I t  weighed as much as 
five reindeer and held almost 1,000 pres­
ents. I t  was made by the Children’s Soci­
ety in L ondon on D ecem ber 14, 2007.

• Christm as trees have been sold in the 
U.S. since 1850.

• Alabama was the first state in the 
U nited  States to officially recognize 
Christm as in 1836.

• Christm as wasn’t declared an official 
holiday in the U nited States until June 
26 ,1870.

• A ncient peoples, such as the D ru ­
ids, considered m istletoe sacred because 
it remains green and bears fru it during 
the w inter w hen all other plants appear 
to die. D ruids would cut the plant w ith 
golden sickles and never let it touch the 
ground. T hey thought it had the power to 
cure infertility  and nervous diseases and 
to ward off evil.

• T he poinsettia is native to M exico and 
was cultivated by the Aztecs, who called 
the plant Cuetlaxochitl (“flower which 
w ilts”). For the Aztecs, the p lan t’s b ril­
liant red color symbolized purity, and they 
often used it medicinally to reduce fever. 
C ontrary  to popular belief, the poinsettia 
is not poisonous, bu t holly berries are.

• Puritan  Oliver Cromwell outlawed 
Christm as celebrations and carols in E ng­
land from  1649-1660.

cans in these situations.
“We are extremely pleased 

to assist in getting water to this 
rural community that could use 
it,” PoweU said.

water system for about 42,000 
residents and will include the 
installation of about 81 miles of 
water line, a new storage tank 
and two pumping stations.

Increasing feral hog dam ­
age has also been a dis­
couragement for peanut 
growers, he said. A  troop of 
feral hogs, which is called a 
sounder, can root up several 
acres overnight. They may 
attack the crop at all stages

o f production, from  plant­
ing to pegging to digging.

“Feral hogs like peanuts 
for the same reason peo­
ple do,” W oodward said. 
“They’re high in protein and 
essential oils.”

M ost Texas peanuts are 
grown in the H igh Plains 
and Rolling Plains; however, 
Frio and Atascosa counties 
account for 15 to 20 percent 
o f acres, he said. Harvesting

times for peanuts in Texas 
are opposite o f other crops. 
Harvesting begins first in 
the H igh Plains, followed 
shortly thereafter in the 
Rolling Plains.

“C entral Texas is later, 
and harvesting typically 
concludes in South Texas, 
as they can plant later,” he 
said. “Overall, I would say 
peanut harvest is nearly 
complete.”
